daughter, Gwendolyn, 9 and
Jeanette, 11, lost their lives while
playing in a tank near their
home. It was a tragedy that
shocked the entire area. The
Gerhardt family is well known
in Rising Star, doing most of
their trading here. They have
hundreds of friends and neigh-
bors that are grieved and shock-
ed.

The following is an accurate
account of the drowning written
by Jim Ewell, staff writer of the
Abilene Reporter-News:

CISCO, June 8. — A nine-year-
old girl’'s heroic attempt to save
her strangling sister ended in a
double drowning in a stock tank
near here Monday.

The girls drowned as their two
smaller brothers and a school-
mate watched in horror. News
of the tragedy saddened this
community.

Dead are Gwendolyn, 9, and

Jeanette Gerhardt, 11, daughters

of Mr. and Mrs. Johnnie Ger-

hardt, a prominent

County farm couple.
Near Farm Home.

The drownings occurred about
11 a, m. in a tank, less than 75
‘yards: from the Gerhardt home
11 miles south of here near the
Cisco - Brownwood Highway (U.
IS. 183).

Cisco firemen worked for al-
most three hours with a resus-
citator to revive them after the
parents and neighbors brought
the girls - to
here. A faint heart beat detect-
ed in:Gwendolyn by a physician
had boosted hopes she might be
revived.

Jeanette was pronounced dead
at 1:30 p. m., and her sister 40
minutes later.

Both Go Under.

\Neighbors told how Gwendo-
lyn, seeing her sister sink be-
eath the surface, plunged in in
a frantic effort to reach her,
only to go under herself.

The sisters, together with their
two brothers, James, about 2%
and Johnnie, Jr.,, 6, and Alice
Ruth Stroebel, a friend, had gone
to the tank to play at the water’s
jedge. The boys stayed on the
bank with Alice Ruth, who did
not wventure into the water be-
cause of a sore throat, neighbors
said.

Jeanette entereq the water
first. As she was wading, she
suddenly slibped into a deeper
portion of the tank and became
strangled. Gwendolyn, who could
swim only a little, went In as
their nlaymate went for help.

It was not known if Gwendo-
lyn reached her sister before

Ramsey immediately began ar-
tificial respiration on Gwendolyn,

She returned, got in the family
car, and started again. She found

Kornegay and Ram-
sey went into the water as the
father worked on Gwendolyn.

Jeanette’s body was recovered

New Wheat Grower

Allotments to Be

Made During June

Eastland Count' farmers who
would like to olint wheat this
fall for the first :ime in the past
three years have been asked to
make applications for new grow-
er allotments at the PMA office
at the courthouse, Supervisor E.
E. Powell reported.

Under the allotment program
for the coming year, those who
have planted wheat during the
past three years will not need
to make application for acreage.
Others will need to apply for the
new grower allotments. The ap-
plications must be made during
June.

Mr. Powell said that the 1954
quota for the county is expected
to be known in the near future.

Eastland County farmers al-
ready have planted some 3,000
acres of castor beans this spring,
Mr. Powell reported. This com-
pares with some 3,300 acres
planted last year. This year’s
total is expected to be about the
same as last year.

The PMA  office has castor
bean seed for sale at 15 cents
per pound. Support price for
castor beans is nine cents per
pound.

Most of the country’s peanut
acreage has been or is being

Rotation grazing is of prime
importance. Continuous grazing
1s often not efficient grazing for
studies have shown that frequent-
ly up to 50 percent of the forag
produced is lost from trampli
or is wasted bacause of excess
production at peak periods. Graz-
ing animals may be limited to
small areas through a rotation
grazing system. This will force
the animals to take all the for-
age produced. Rotation grazing,
explains the specialist, also per-
mits use of the plants when they
are most palatable and produc-
tive. Studies have shown in
some cases pastures clipped at
four week intervals produced 50
percent more than those clipped
at two-week intervals. ;

of their landscape plans. The
1952 report was not as large, for
the dry weather killed many
shrubs and ' trees. However,
demonstrators planted nearly
200,000 trees for windbreak and
shade, and approximately 50,-
000 shrubs. They sodded more
than 3,000 lawns.

The specialist says the agents
and demonstrators realized that
definite steps would have to be
taken to prevent loss of plant-
ings and possible damage by
fire. Special training was plan-
ned at four workshops held in

different areas of Texas for
agents and leaders. At ‘these
meetings demonstrations were

given on making safe trashburn-
ers and ag’ a result 179 counties
reported the construction of
nearly 3,000 during the year.

The - workshop also included
demonstrations planning and
using outdoor living rooms,

showing equipment for cooking,
eating and playing in this area
of the landscape. They reported
nearly 1500 outdoor living
rooms, and about 800 barbecue
areas provided.

Miss Hatfield says similar
workshops are planned for 1953.

THE words I used to title today’s

Property Rights of
Married Persons Explained

June is traditionally the month

will be taking marriage vows
within the next few weeks. But
the act of marrying another per-
son does not give the authoriza-
tion to take control of his prop-
erty.

Generally speaking, each spouse
has the right to control and dis-
pose of his or her own sepa-
rate property. The separate prop-
erty of a husband or wife in-
cludes property owned by either
before marriage, and that which
is acquired by either after mar-
riage by gift or inheritance. Any
other property acquired after
marriage is presumed ‘by law to
be community property until the
contrary is clearly proved.

Aside from the ordinary com-
munity estate, there is a class
of property known as the wife's
“special community,” which in-
cludes all the income from her
separate real property, and prob-
ably the interest on bonds or
notes, and dividends on stocks
owned in her separate right.
While the husband may have
the law accords
them no particular distinction
from ordinary community prop-
erty.

Although the history of the
matter is somewhat confusing, it
appears that under present day
law the .husband has control of
ordinary community property;
but control of the wife’s special
community property is reserved
to her.

Certain restrictions are impos-
ed uoon both husband and wife
in exercising such control. For
instance, the husband cannot le-
gally disose of community prop-
erty in such a way as to defraud
the wife, nor can he sell the
homesteag without her signature
and acknowledgment. And the
wife’s sale or mortgage of her
separate real estate, stocks or
bonds 1s not valid unless her
husband joins with her in the
transaction—he must sign and
execute the necessary legal pap-
ers along with her.

There are laws exempting the

!
|

for weddings, and many couples | children bind all

wife's separate and special com-
munity property from liability
for debts incurred by the hus-
band. Such liability is restricted
to his separate property and the
ordinary community property.

On the other hand, debts in-
curred by the wife in obtaining
necessities for herself or the
property be-
longing to either party, including
the husband’s separate property.
For other debts which she has
power to incur, only her sepa-
rate and special community
property are liable. .

All of these distinctions em-
phasize the advisability of keep-
ing proper records. By doing
so the various classes of com-
munity and separate property
owned by a married couple will
always,be easily distinguishable.
Each category will then receive
the special protection afforded to
it by our laws.
