First Armistice Was Celebrated 35 Years

Ago, November 11, 1918; Since that Time

Many Such Occasions, Come and Gone

On November 11, 1918, one
minute before 11 o'clock in the
morning, a cease fire order went
out to the allied forces operating
in France against Kaiser Bill and
his forces that occupied the Hin-
denbergy line almost 400 miles.
It was a g reat day. Von Luden-
orff, another big shot in the Ger-
man army had put his signature
to the document and the Kaiser
had abdicated to Holland where
he spent some 20 years in exile
and died there at the age of
85 or better.

The allied commander, a French
man by the name of Gen. Foch,
with the signatures of General

| Pershing, Lloyd George of Eng-

land and the Japanese command-
er had all signed with the Ger-
mans and so an Armistice was
declared 35 years ago today. In
New York City the word got out
a week in advance and a great
celebration was held
November 4. But the big time
really came off when it was an-
nounced officially that maybe
peace was in the offing.
