Accounting Dispute Was 
Settled By Cisco Oil Firms 

Recently, articles 
concerning three Cisco 
oil companies and 
their officers and ac-
counting firms ap-
peared in the Abilene 
Reporter News. Com-
pany officials were not 
contacted by the 
Abilene paper for ver-
tification of facts 
before publishing its 
articles, and it is the 
contention of the three 
companies, their of-
ficers, their legal 
counsel and their ac-
counting firms that the 
Abilene Reporter 
News articles contain-
ed statements which 
were misleading to the 
public, primarily 
through the omission 
of several material 
facts. 

The 	articles 
centered on the legal 
settlement of an ac-
counting .dispute 
dating back to April 7, 
1980, between the 
Securities and Ex-
change Commission 
(SEC), and the three 

oil companies, Golden 
Triangle Royalty & 
Oil, Inc. (GTRO), In-
ternational Royalty & 
Oil, Inc. (IROC), and 
Black Giant Oil Com-
pany (BGOC), and 
their outside accoun-
ting firms, and involv-
ed civil litigation only. 
The dispute arose over 
transactions whereby 
each of the three com-
panies purchased 
restricted stock of the 
other two companies. 
The SEC did not claim 
that the transactions 
were illegal, but dif-
fered with the accoun-
ting treatment used by 
four independent CPA 
accounting firms re-
tained by the com-
panies during the past 
21/2  years. Never-
theless, the SEC ques-
tioned the prices in-
volved and the accoun-
ting principles used by 
the accounting firms. 
To resolve the dispute, 
and to avoid expensive 
court proceedings 
estimated to be hun- 

dreds of thousands of 
dollars, the three oil 
companies consented 
to a restatment of the 
transactions in accor-
dance with SEC 
demands. To ac-
complish this settle-
ment, it was agreed 
that the SEC should 
file a suit but that the 
three oil companies 
and other individuals 
and firms named in the 
suit would neither ad-
mit nor deny allega-
tions made in the suit. 
The suit was filed and 
settled simultaneous-
ly. 

The three oil com-
panies are operated 
out of an office and 
printing complex con- 
sisting 	of 	five 
buildings, one of which 
is partially the 
residence of Robert 
Kamon, president of 
GTRO. The SEC did 
not contest the legality 
of the sales by Mr. 
Kamon of his personal 
GTRO stock in 1981 
and 1982. The funds

received by Mr. 
Kamon from his sales, 
less provision for in-
come taxes, were loan-
ed immediately to the 
Company as received. 
It was his declared in-
tention to give, rather 
than loan, the proceeds 
from all sales of his 
personal stock to the 
Company, but had he 
done so, he believed 
this would have incur-
red additional gift 
taxes of approximately 
$240,000 on a total gift 
of 	$715,000. 
Although it was felt 
that the monies from 
his legal sales of his 
own personal stock, 
when he had already of 
his own free will loan-
ed it to GTRO, had 
nothing to do with the 
accounting dispute, 
Mr. Kamon thought it 
in the best interest of 
the Company to allow 
the SEC order to 
cancel his loans to the 
Company, thereby in-
curring no gift taxes, 
and this was a major 
factor in being able to 
settle out of court with 
the SEC. 

Mr. Kamon, who 

draws no salary from 
the Company, states he 
has always tried to 
make every move 
possible to benefit 
Golden Triangle, and 
through selling his per-
sonal stock and loaning 
the funds to the Com-
pany during 1981 and 
1982, he has enabled 
Golden Triangle to 
make some attractive 
oil property purchases 
which it could not have 
made otherwise. 

Under Mr. Kamon's 
leadership, Golden 
Triangle has flourish-
ed since he assumed 
control in 1979. The 
Company has acquired 
royalty and working 
interests under 80 pro-
ducing wells in the 
United States, and 
holds 3,626,186 net 
royalty 	acres 
(presently 	n o n - 
producing) of over-
riding royalties under 
86,711,840 gross sur- 
face 	acres 	in 
Australia. Golden 
Triangle expects to 
report increased 
assets and income in 
1982 as a result of the 
SEC ruling.

A Lubbock independent 
oilman has wired the Texas 
Congressional Delegation 
that two-thirds of the in-
creased cost of natural gas 
to residential consumers is 
due to costs other than th 
eprice of the gas.

"Some congressional 
leaders want to freeze

(TIPRO). "But wellhead

"We believe that efforts to 
initiate emergency legisla-
tion concerning natural gas 
regulation, such as producer 
price freezes and abrogation 
of take or pay contractual 
provisions, are arbitrary 
stop-gap measures that 
would aggravate rather than 
resolve the natural gas pro-
blem for the consumer. The 
overall problem is extreme-
ly complex and demands full 
analysis to reach a sensible 
solution. For example, vir-
tually two-thirds of the aris-
ing cost to consumer is due 
to factors other than pro-
ducer wellhead pricing, such 
as transportation and 
distribution. Further, hasty 
and inadequately considered 
adjustments to contractural 
rights involving the pro-
ducer and his purchaser 
would lead to serious erosion 
in exploration activity. This 
would cause another round 
of supply shortages that 
would be damaging to con-
sumer interests." 

"We urge your support in 
delaying to the 1983 Congres-
sional Session consideration 
of the natural gas issue." 

Fuller said that a thorough 
hearing on natural gas 
deregulation should be held 
in Congress early next year. 
He pointed out that while 
domestic producers current-
ly receive an average of 
$2.35 per 1000 cubic feet at 
the wellhead, the proposed 
freeze would have no effect 
on Canadian natural gas be-
ing sold for $4.94, or Algerian 
LNG at $7.16 per cubic feet. 

"Such high-priced gas is a 
large component of the price 
midwestern and eastern con-
sumers pay for natural gas," 
Fuller said. "We believe any 
legislation should carefully 
address all factors relating 
to Federally-regulated gas 
prices. These continue to 
rise, while producers have a 
temporary surplus that they 
can't sell at reasonable 
prices."

If 
you put the brethren in 
remembrance of these 
things, you shall be a 
good minister of Jesus 
Ghrist, nourished up in 
the words of faith and 
of good doctrine, 
whereunto you have at-
tained. but refuse pro-
fane and old wives' 
fables, and exercise 
yourself rather unto 
godliness. For bodily 
exercise profits little: 
but godliness is pro-
fitable unto all things, 
having promise of the 
life that now is, and of 
that which is to come. 
This is a faithful say-
ing and worthy of all 
acceptation. 

For therefore we 
both labour and suffer 
reproach, because we 
trust in the living God, 
who is the Saviour of  

all men, specially of 
those that believe. 
These things command 
and teach. Let no man 
despise your youth: 
but be an example of 
the believers, in word, 
in conversation, in 
charity (or love) in 
spirit, in faith, in puri-
ty.

I believe that our 
present worldwide 
educational 	and 
religious systems play 
a major part in Chris-
tians departing from 
the truth. The evolu-
tionary theory when 
carried to its extreme 
form that denies the 
creative works of God, 
enlarges itself in 
atheism 	and  

materialism and 
wraps mankind in a 
sort of philosophy 
where he is his own 
god. He believes he is 
the depository of all 
truth and needs no 
God. This is where we 
are today in my view. 
Many churches have 
turned themselves into 
social workshops, and 
have 	embraced 
liberalism, so that 
science, materialism 
and atheism are 
replacing God in 
peoples thoughts. 

And the sad fact is 
that thousands and 
thousands of these peo-
ple were once Chris-
tians. They onece 
believed in Christ. 
We're beginning to see 
this but the trend will 
become greatly in-
creased as we near the 
coming of Christ and 
the Anti-christ.

The water heater 
should be set no higher 
that 140 degrees 
Fahrenheit, according 
to Becky Saunders, 
clothing specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University 
System. 

Normally soiled 
clothes will wash nice-
ly in warm--rather 
than hot—water. A cold 
rinse is just as effec-
tive as a warm one, 
and can save energy. 

Conserve water by 
setting the water level 
to match the load size. 
Wash time can be 
shortened—and energy 
saved—by using soak 
cycles. 

When buying new ap-
pliances, consider how 
much hot water is used 
per cycle, Saunders 
advises. Read the 
operating manual that 
comes with the 
machine carefully and 
learn all the energy 
and water saving in-
structions. 

Water and energy 
savings can be achiev-
ed by combining small 
loads. "Do not 
overload the machine, 
however, because this 
can result in wrinkling, 
lint or cleaning pro-
blems, and can cause
