This has been a most un-
usual August. I don't think I 
can ever remember having 
this much soil moisture on 
August 12th. Normally we 
can predict that the pecan 
weevil will emerge from the 
ground and start puncturing 
pecans in last August or early 
September, usually after a 
good fall rain. However, with 
the wet soil and cooler than 
normal temperatures the pe-
can weevil has been fooled. 
Two different pecans grow-
ers have called to report see-
ing a pecan weevil on a pecan 
tree during the first week of 
August. 

This means that control of 
the weevil should begin now.  
Pecans punctured now will 
fall and the eggs deposited by 
the weevil will not hatch. 
After the pecan matures from 
the water stage to the dough 
stage the eggs will hatch and 
the white grubs will feed on 
the kernels. 

The pecan weevil can be 
one of the most devastating 
pests of pecans in some areas 
where chemical control is 
neglected. 

Adult weevils emerge from 
the soil underneath the trees. 
The adult weevil is 3/8 inch 
long and is dark to medium 
brown in color. It has a snout 
as long as its body. With its 
snout it punctures a hole all 
the way through the pecan 
shell and deposits eggs in the

pecan kernel. Creamy white 
grubs with reddish brown 
heads hatch and feed inside 
nuts during late summer and 
fall, completely consuming 
the kernel and ultimately at-
taining a length of about 3/5  
inch. Upon reaching matur-
ity, grubs chew a hole about 
1/8 inch in diameter in the 
shell, emerge from the nut 
and drop to the ground in the 
fall or winter. The grub spends 
one or two years in the ground 
before emerging as an adult 
weevil. 

Weevils must be controlled 
in the adult stage. Preferably, 
control is obtained before the 
adult weevil has laid eggs in 
the nuts. Once the eggs have 
been laid the grower has lost 
his chance to control that 
portion of the population until 
2 or 3 years later. 

Weevils may be seen on 
the nut cluster, but it is neces-
sary to examine many clus-
ters. Another method of de-
tecting the weevils is to jar 
limbs with a padded pole or 
hook and catching the wee-
vils that fall from the tree on 
a light colored ground cloth 
spread underneath the limb. 

Sevin is still the most ef-
fective insecticide to control 
the adult weevils. Repeated 
spraying may be necessary if 
weevils continue to emerge 
from the ground. It is impor-
tant to read and follow the 
label on the insecticide.

Ah yes, "Rising Star" I 
came to your 100th birthday. 
However, things were not 
quite the same as when I 
worked at the "Record." 

You really should have 
been located around the cor-
ner on the lower floor of a 
two-story building; the sec-
ond floor housed Dr. Frank 
Payne's office and some 
hospital rooms. "Doc" Sell-
ers would greet callers at the 
Record office with a warm 
handshake. He was a quiet 
man, full of business. 

He hired me in the fall of 
1935 after I had finished at 
RS HS in the spring. I worked 
five and a half days a week 
and made three dollars and 
filly cents a week, and was 
glad to get that! At that time 
many men worked for a dol-
lar a day and there were not 
many jobs in town available 
for girls.

My job was to gather 
local news, help address and 
mail the papers, get some of 
the ads and do some of the 
typing, plus other duties.

Walk clown memory lane 
with me as I gather news and 
ads. If I took a walk around 
the corner north, I would be 
greeted by Mr. and Mrs. Jeff 
Clark at the General Mercan-
tile store, and next a friendly 
greeting and encouraging 
word from Hugh Childress at 
his men's store.

Wiggly store, where I had 
sold eggs for six cents a dozen!

GTE, Contel 
Agree to Merge 

New York - GTE Chair-
man and Chief Executive 
Officer, James L. "Rocky" 
Johnson and Contel Chair-
man, Charles Wohlstetter, 
signed a definitive agreement 
on August 7 that will result in 
the largest merger in the his-
tory of the telecommunica-
tions industry. 

The definitive agreement 
to merge GTE and Contel, 
which was approved by each 
company's board of directors, 
"will create a new company 
with a market value of S25 
billion," said Johnson. 

A preliminary agreement 
was announced on July 12. 
The merger is subject to ap-
proval by both companies' 
stockholders as well as vari-
ous regulatory agencies. As 
previously announced, GTE 
will issue 1.27 shares of its 

common stock in a tax-free 
exchange for each Contel 
common share, or about 200 
million GTE shares. Both 
companies will hold special 
stockholder meetings in the 
fall, and expect to close the 
merger around year end. 

"We have undertaken a 
comprehensive review of this 
merger and have unanimously 
agreed with our counterparts 
at GTE that it is clearly in the 
best interests of both compa-
nies," Wohlstetter said. "I am 
absolutely certain that the new 
company resulting from this 
merger will be even greater 
that the sum of its parts." 

GTE's Johnson said, "I am 
delighted we have accom-
plished this significant step. 
It is clear that what we are 

creating here is a perfect 
combination of two great 
companies in terms of com-
patibility of core businesses, 
management philosophy and 
commitment to our share-
holders, customers and em-
ployees. It will make the new 
GTE the largest U.S.-based, 
local-exchange telephone 
company and the second-larg-
est cellular telephone opera-
tor." 

The combined companies 
will have a total of 18 million 
residential and business tele-
phone-access lines. The 
companies' cellular-tele-
phone businesses serve a to-
tal of approximately 50 mil-
lion POPS - the second-higest 
total POPS served in the U.S. 

Contel is a major local-tele-
phone and cellular-service 
provider. Its telephone opera-
tions serve 2.6 million access 
lines in 30 states, and it oper-
ates cellular systems through 
a 90 percent-owned subsidi-
ary, Contel Cellular, Inc. 
(NASDAQ-CCXLA), in 36 
metropolitan areas and is a 
limited partner in 31 addi-
tional metropolitan areas. 
Contel's 1989 revenues were 
$3.1 billion, with net income 
of $287 million. It employs 
22,000.

Another 
barber shop was on the cor-
ner, owned and oeprated by 
the Harris's; Avelon had a 
beauty shop in the back of 
that. 

On South Main was our 
great source of entertainment, 
the movie theater! On the 
other side of the street Dallas 
Dill had a drug store and 
Doctor Dill had his office 
upstairs. At the bank you 
would be greeted by Bill 
Tyler, Fred Robcrds and Fred 
Tunnel. 

The high school superin-
tendent was E.T. Dawson. I 
believe the students of those 
depression years of the '30s 
had a closer bond than any 
other decade. The great de-
pression will probably go 
down in history as one of the 
big events of this century, 
along with the world wars. 

I have many pleasant 
memories of Rising Star and 
there are many other names I 
could mention. My roots arc 
deep there. My grandparents, 
James and Sallie Irby, were 
among the first settlers. They 
located on a farm south of 
town, now owned by Jack 
Agnew. James Irby taught in 
the first school. 

I married Harlon Lacy of 
Cross Plains in 1937 and that 
ended my career with the 
paper. We spent a few years 
in Cross Plains and in 1951 
moved to Dallas where we 
lived until 1984 when we 
retired to Cisco. In Dallas I 
worked for the accounting 
office at Ling Tellico Vought 
for 25 years. My husband had 
his own business, The Lacy 
Tool Complany.

On Wednesday, August 22, 
a developmental screening for 
young children ages zero to 
six (0-6) will be held at 
Eastland County MHMR 
Center, 301 Pogue Ave., 
Eastland, from 1:30-3:30 p.m. 

The screening, which takes 
about 20 minutes to complete , 
tests a young child in four 
areas; personal/social skills 
(playing, eating, dressing, 
etc.), fine motor skills (abil-
ity to manipulate small ob-
jects), gross motor skills 
(running, jumping, etc.). If a 
child is found to have two or 

more delays in one area, there 
is further testing available or 
referral to the appropriate 
agency. 

The purpose of Early Child-
hood Intervention is to iden-
tify and correct as many prob-
lems as possible for young 
children. Early detection of 
young children's delays has 
proven beneficial to the child, 
parents and teachers.
