Eastland County Commissioners 
Extend Rural Addressing To Oct. 15 Plans Outlined At Supper Wildcats Downed

Pct. 1 Commissioner

equipment installed to 
specification at the 
Eastland County Dis-
patch. 

"The electricians came 
outlive times and worked, 
then the installer came 
and wrote a whole list of 
things that hadn't been 
done - things he hadn't 
called us about." 

Robinson said that ba-
sically things seemed to 
be completed, except for a 
conduit that needs to go 
under the highway." 

"This will be expensive," 
he remarked. "We're going 
to have to spend all of the 
$800 budgeted on electri-
cians alone." 

In other business, the 
Commissioners voted to 
approve fire-fighting and 
emergency contracts with 
fire departments in the 
county. 

Also approve were line-
tern adjustments for the 
District Clerk and County 
Treasurer. District Clerk 
Bill Miears reported that 
he needed more shelving 
for records. Treasurer 
Ruth Hart needed to 
transfer additional fund-
ing for state-required 
schools and Seminars. 

County Clerk Joann 
Johnson requested that 
an emergency be declared 
so that her budget could 
be amended to pay for 
extra elections held this 
year. The Commissioners 
approved her request, and 
$2,800 was listed as the 
amount needed.

mulberry and cottonwood 
trees seem to be getting 
the most attention from 
homeowners. 

The main eye catching 
factor is that many mul-
berry and cottonwood 
trees are loosing leaves 
rapidly now. It is still too 
early for these trees to be 
loosing a lot of leaves. 

Early defoliation of a 
tree could weaken the 
tree. A stressed tree will 
be more susceptible to 
freeze damage this win-
ter. A weakened tree could 
also be more susceptible 
to water and heat stress 
next summer. All of these 
factors could result in the 
loss of the tree. 
' The most common dis-

ease being seen on mul-
berry and cottonwood 
trees is fungal leaf spot. 
This disease can be iden-
tified by irregular to round 
lesions or spots, which will 
be from brown to gray in 
color. Mulberry leaves will 
also turn yellow as the 
infection increases. 

There are many sug-
gested fungicides for the 
control of leaf spot. TWo 
common fungicides are 
Benlate 50 DF or Daconil 
2787. Many stores may 
just carry a general use 
ornamental fungicide. 
Whichever type of fungi-
cide you select, make sure 
it is labeled to control leaf 
spot and is labeled for the 
tree you will be using it 
on. Always read and fol-
low label instructions. 

If weather conditions 
turn cold and/or dries up 
chemical control of the leaf 
spot may not be required. 
Also, the loss of a few 
leaves does not necessar-
ily justify chemical con-
trol. The more important 
the tree is to your land-
scape then the less of a 
risk you should take be-
fore a fungicide is used.

Carter Blood Center is committed to providing a 

safe and adequate blood supply to the people of this 
area through the cooperation of Eastland Memorial 
Hospital. 

The blood supply at Carter Blood Center is con-
stantly and thoroughly tested. Seven separate tests to 
detect transmissible diseases are conducted on each 
unit ofblood donated, including tests for AIDS, hepa-
titis and syphilis. 

Blood banking is one of the most highly regulated 
areas in health care. It is governed by multiple federal 
and state laws, rules, policies and regulations. Carter 
Blood Center is licensed by the FDA and must adhere 
to these rules and regulations plus additional guide-
lines that are issued continously. 

Carter Blood Center is responsible for supplying 
the blood needs of 48 hospitals in 17 counties. It takes 
approximately 250 pints a day to meet those needs. 

The blood supply depends on volunteers. The prac-
tice of paying people for their blood was phased out in 
the 1970's at Carter Blood Center. 

Each year over four million Americans need a blood 
transfusion. Carter Blood Center provided more than 
100,000 blood transfusions in 1990. 

Criteria For Blood Donation 
On mobiles, blood donors must be between the ages 

of 17 and up to 66th birthday. All 17 year old donors 
must have written consent from parent or guardian. 

A donor should have consumed food and drink 
within 4 to 6 hours prior to donating blood. 

A person must weigh a minimum of 110 pounds. 
The interval between blood donations must be 8 

weeks. 
Excluded: Any person with a history of viral hepa-

titis, a positive test for Hepatitis B, a positive test for 
antibody to Human Immunodeficiency Virus (AIDS 
virus), a history of drug addiction or coronary artery 
disease.

Ute Walsch says that 
in Germany she works 
with animals, not crops.

North Americans could 
be in for a repeat of the 
1989-90 influenza season 
when 50,000 people died 
of flu-related illnesses. 

The two influenza 
strains expected to domi-
nate the 1991-92 season 
are A/Beijing and A/Tai-
wan, each named for the 
area where it was first 
observed. 

"The 1990-91 season 
was predominantly influ-
enza B so we expect influ-
enza A to be dominant for 
1991-92," said Dr. W. Paul 
Glezen, chief epidemiolo-
gist at the Influenza Re-
search Center at Baylor 
College of Medicine in 
Houston. 

Outbreaks of influenza 
A are frequently more 
severe than type B. The 
epidemic two years ago 
was the worst in 20 years. 

A complicating factor, 
Glezen said, is that many 

elderly people, who com-
prise the major influenza 
high-risk group, were 
born or went through 
childhood prior to the 
emergence of the A 
(H3N2) strain, of which 
A/Beijing is a variant. As 
a result, they have not 
built up resistance 
through prior exposure. 

Help is available, how-
ever, because the vaccine 
for this flu season protects 
against A/Beijing and A/ 
Taiwan as well as against 
B/Panama, another strain 
that could appear. 

But, despite the availa-
bility each year of an ef-
fective vaccine, thousands 
of people most at risk from 
flu complications fail to 
get vaccinated, he said. 

"The elderly are the 
single largest group of 
people who should get flu 
shots,"Glezen said. "They 
are particularly suscep- 

tible to such serious flu 
complications as pneumo-
nia." 

The ideal time for flu 
shots is long before the 
appearance, usually in 
December, of the first 
cases. Glezen suggests 
being vaccinated by 
Thanksgiving at the lat-
est. It takes two weeks for 
a flu shot to provide full 
protection. 

The elderly are not the 
only ones who should 
guard against the flu. 
Other high-risk groups 
include people with heart 
disease; lung disease, 
including asthma and 
chronic bronchitis; diabe-
tes; chronic kidney dis-
ease; and chronic anemia, 
including sickle cell dis-
ease. 

Also at high risk are 
people, such as health-
care workers, likely to 
come into contact with

to preserve the depot for 
posterity and make it the 
permanent home for the 
Museum that chronicles 
the colorful past of 
Ranger, the boom town. 

Erected in 1919, the 
depot stands as the larg-
est unchanged reminder 
of the boom days of Roar-
ing Ranger. In addition to 
the Museum the depot 
building still serves as 
home to the Ranger 
Chamber of Commerce 
office and the Ranger Exes 
Sports Hall of Fame, just 
as it did on opening day in 
1982. The south end of 
the structure remains as 
a working part of the 
Missouri-Pacific with 
several crews working out 
of the office. 

In the yard next to the 
Museum stands a boom 
day vintage oil field rig 
which was donated to the 
Roaring Ranger Museum 
by the Sun Exploration 
and Production Company. 
The unit is actually com-
posed of two rigs that were 
on old Texas & Pacific 
leases owned by Sun. One 
rig was located about a 
mile west of Ranger while 
the other was about two 
miles west. The parts were 

reconstructed into a single 
rig and features a large 
wooden wheel connected 
by a belt to two smaller 
steel wheels powered by a 
Cooper-Bessemer engine. 
Also a small pump jack is 
in place topped off with a 
large wooden "walking" 
beam. The Ranger Jay-
cees, with the help ofJerry 
Wilson, Polo Jiminez, 
Bobby Justice and Aubrey 
Winn were responsible for 
moving and reconstruct-
ing the rig in 1982. Today 
it serves as a significant 
addition to the Roaring 
Ranger Museum. 

Bob Galloway, manager 
of the Ranger Chamber of 
Commerce, keeps the 
Museum open weekdays 
from 10;00 am until 2:00 
pm. Jeanne Pruitt, Mu-
seum director has organ-
ized volunteers so that the 
Museum can be opened 
on the weekends.

Ranger Really 

Did Rom-mull 

Ranger began, as its 
name implies, as a Texas 
Ranger Camp located on 
the Main Line of theTexas 
and Pacific Railway. Af-
ter its founding in 1881, 
Ranger remained a small 
farming community of 
around 700 people until a 
rainy day on October of 
1917, 	when 	the 
McCleskey well number 
one blew in the face of 
Ranger and the history of 
this area changed forever. 

The well gushed out of 
control for four days. The 
oil mixed with the rain 
and mud and ran into the 
streets below. The T & P 
Coal Company operating 
the coal mines in nearby 
Thurber concentrated 
their efforts toward find-
ing oil and abandoned the 
mines soon after to be-
come the biggest prospec-
tors in the Ranger Field. 

To add to the impor-
tance ofthe find, the world 
was at war and the Allied 
forces were in, desperate 
need of oil. It is estimated 
that a large portion of the 
petroleum used by the 
Allies came directly from 
the Ranger. 

With the boom came an 
influx of people that has 
never been experienced 
since. Within eighteen 
months over 40,000 
people moved into Ranger 
and to complicate matters, 
the rain that was falling 
continued to fall during 
that eighteen month pe-
riod, making the unpaved 
streets impassible for man 
or beast. There were tales 
of a team of mules drown-
ing on Commerce Street 
while pulling an oilfield 
wagon. The best bargain 
in town was a mule pow-
ered sled that would pull 
passengers from one side 
ofMairi Street to the other 
for the 'price of five cents. 

The mud and the 
masses became the stuff 
of which legends were 
made. In fact, Ranger 
became the model for 
several movies including 
"Boomtown" starring 
Clark Gable and Spencer 
Tracy which has the two 
stars fighting it out in the 
muddy street in the open-
ing scene. 

But the truth really 
outdoes the legend in 
Ranger. It was here that a 
man was fined $50 for 
murder by the local Jus-
tice of the Peace . . . that 
ten passenger trains daily 
carried standing room 
only crowds into town . . 
.that Lawrence Welk and 
the immortal Jimmie 
Rodgers brought their 
musical shows to town to 
entertain the roughnecks. 
. .and it was in ranger 
that the brothels and the 
bars ran so wide open that 
the local replied, Any-
where but the churches 
and the banks.

Our cooler fall weather 
and recent rains have put 
the bass and crappie 
moving. Leon's black bass 
were bitting very well 
Sunday on a variety of 
baits in shallow water. 
Spinners and worms were 
reported to be the top two. 

Head for your favorite 
fall spots mid and back 
sections of pockets. Try 
the secondary points first 
if no ones home move on 
in towards the back of the 
pockets. The current cloud 
cover should have those 
lunkers out roaming a 
little more than normal. 
This should prove true on 
most area lakes, try to be 
on a real hawghole around 
12:00 noon with the full 
moon phase now. 

Crappie catches have 
been great for this early 
in the cool weather run. 
Anglers are reporting 
limits and some slabs to 1 
1/4 pounds. Minnows in 
about 3 feet of water with 
brushpiles. The river sec-
tion seems best for size 
but the main lake area 
has got the numbers. 

Governor Ann Richards

life management and 
other conservation pro-
grams. 

"These sportspeople 
have helped found the 
conservation movement, 
supporting laws to stop 
uncontrolled exploitation 
of wildlife and helping 
establish game and fish 
laws and management 
practices. 

"The conservation pro-
grams supported and fi-
nanced by Texan hunters 
and anglers have benefit-
ted hundreds of wildlife 
species, from deer and 
wild turkeys to antelope 
and bald eagles. This is 
wildlife that all Texans 
can enjoy. 

"The people of Texas 
should be encouraged to  

recognize the enormous 
contributions hunters and 
anglers have made to our 
state's conservation ef-
forts." 

This is the 20th anni-
versary of National Hunt- 
ing & Fishing Day. Presi-
dent George Bush, quail 
hunter and fisherman, is 
honorary chairman. 

Bob Delfay, executive 
director of the National 
Shooting Sports Founda-
tion, said in 1990, sports-
men contributed $354 
million for fish and wild-
life restoration programs 
through the special excise 
taxes on their equipment. 
"Hunters and shooters 
contributed $157.4 mil-
lion last year to be used 
exclusively for wildlife 
restoration programs and 
fishermen contributed 
$196.5 million for fish 
restoration programs," he 
said. Distribution of the 
funds depends on the land 
and water area and the 
number of hunting and 
fishing license holders in 
each state.

Magazines, 
newspapers, radio talk 
shows and television spe-
cials are also discussing 
grandparenting and its 
increasing importance. 
We even have a National 
Grandparents' Day and 
grandparenting is now 
looked on as a career. 

Grandparenting role 
options are stated that 
"there are no set prescrip-
tions for what a grand-
parent is or should be". 
Family research reveals 
ways people view the role 
of grandparent. Some 
grandparents make 
grandchildren the center 
of their lives while others 
maintain a respectable 
distance and focus more 
on a variety of relation- 

ships. Still others enjoy 
playful times with their 
grandchildren while some 
grandparents are formal 
with them. Thus, you have 
the opportunity to design 
a meaningful, enriching 
relationship with your 
grandchildren.

Recently two articles 
were published about 
going to school without a 
building. This prompted 
my memory of attending 
school in Rising Star in 
the firstbuilding. In 1911, 
I started to school in a 
frame building located in 
the West part of town. 
Although my memories of 
that school year are dim, I 
do remember my first 
grade teacher was named 
Mabel McDonald because 
I was her namesake. I also 
remember a little play-
house in a nearby wood. 

In the early twenties, 
the little community of 
Rising Star had grown in 
population until the little 
white schoolhouse, with 
four rooms downstairs 
and an auditorium on the 
second floor, became in-
adequate to house the 
large population of chil-
dren coming from the 
neighboring farms and 
the little city itself. In 
response, a large three 
floor building, located in 
the Northwest part of 
town was constructed. 
The move into the new 
quarters was conducted 
by marching the classes 
across town during the 
school year with great 
fanfare. 

Memories flood my 
mind as I try to sort out 
incidents that may be of 
interest. I remember that 
all grades and the science 
laboratory were housed on 
two floors of the building. 
A large auditorium with 
stage and dressing rooms 
were on the third floor. It 
was on that stage in May 
of 1922 that I was pre-
sented the first gold medal 
to be given to an honor 
graduate by the Saturday 
Club. The presentation 
was made by the future

Let's talk about cheating 
among high school students. 
Cheating has been a social 
problem for most of recorded 
history. Today, cheating is an 
ongoing cause for concern 
among teachers, administra-
tors, parents and, frequently, 
among students. Today's stu- 
dents have grown up in an era 
marked by scandal involving 
public servants, major corpo-
rations,' and well-known pri-
vate citizens involved in cheat-
ing. 

People today basically think 
of cheating as a part of life. 
We are brought up to cheat 
from the time we are little kids. 
We see cheating in our gov-
ernment, in IRS reporting, in 
businesses and in taxing 
bodies. Students hear about it 
form their parents, friends and 
media. Cheating is performed 
every day of our life and people 
think it is ok. 

Evidence, based almost 
entirely on self-reporting, 
shows that the levels of cheat-
ing are high among high school 
students. Because cheating 
is so widespread it would be 
helpful to understand more 
about the contributing factors 
and circumstances which lead 
to cheating, about students' 
views, and about what the 
schools can do to discourage 
cheating and encourage aca-
demic honesty. 

The theory that cheating is 
not a widespread problem in 
public high schools is rejected 
in the survey, done with four 
categories. They were test 
copying, pre-knowledge of 
test, homework copying and 
cheat notes. Approximately 
75% of the students said they 
had cheated in the four major 
categories. The theory that 
there is no specific reason why 
students cheat is rejected 
because of reasons from four 
main areas mentioned (don't 
prepare, easy to cheat, not 
afraid of punishment and 
grades for college). There is a 
difference in cheating behav-
iors between students in the 
four grade levels: 48% of fresh-
men cheat, 52% of sopho-
mores, 59%of juniors and 61% 
of seniors. There is not a real 
difference in cheating among 
college and non-college stu-
dents; 75% of the college-
bound students cheat and 
73% of the non-college bound 
students cheat. There is a 
difference between males and 
females cheating, 59% of the 
males and 49% of the females 
admitted cheating. 

The biggest reason for 
cheating is students don't 
prepare. The second biggest 
reason for cheating is said to 
be competition in grades for 
college. Not afraid of being 
punished was the last reason 
for cheating. 

By ranking students' classi-
fication, it is shown that the 
seniors cheat the most, jun-
iors second most, sopho-
mores third most and fresh-
men the least. This is consis-
tent with experience in school. 

It seems that the incidence 
of cheating could be reduced 
through practical steps to 
reduce students' temptation 
to cheat, as well as through 
clear and consistent policies 
for responding to cheating. 
Some steps are less crowded 
classrooms, assignment of 
seats and administering mul-
tiple versions of an exam. Also 
clearly define cheating early 
in the class and include con-
sequences in the syllabus. 
Even with such precautions, it 
is unlikely that cheating will be 
eliminated altogether. 

That's all I really have to say 
about cheating, it basically 
explains itself.
