These were made 
without charge to the 
ones in need. Most of 
these, as in most of our 
calls, make a donation 
for which we thank 
them very much, but 
still it is without 
charge and the ones 
who cannot afford to 
pay get the same ser-
vice as the ones who 
can and will donate. 

The ideal number of 
crew members is 
three: driver, nurse 
and attendant. The 
number of volunteers 
has declined so that for 
the most part we are 
operating with a two-
person crew, and hav-
ing a difficult time fin-
ding this number. 

We need volunteers, 
not only as drivers, at- 
tendants and, not least, 
nurses, but for people 
to do babysitting on a

ing. Encephalitis is 
spread by the bite of an 
infected mosquito, 
which receives the in-
fection by first biting 
an infected animal, 
says Dr. Mary Ann 
Shirer, a health educa-
tion specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas 
A&M University 
System. 

Texas offers an in-
deal environment for 
encephalitis because of 
its large bird popula-
tions whilch can becom 
infected with the virus 
and carry it great 
distances, she adds. So 
far this year the Texas 
Department of Health 
has reported no human 
cases of mosquito-
borne encephalitis. Rut 

Avoid Mosquito Hazard 
last year in Texas, 18 
cases of St. Louis 
encephalitis in humans 
were reported. 

In addition, infection 
from scratching mos-
quito bites and allergic 
reactions causing 
redness, swelling and 
itching are other possi-
ble health hazards. 

While many areas 
have mosquito control 
districts or local health 
porgrams for reducing 
mosquito populations, 
homeowners should 
still take measures to 
prevent infestations, 
declares 	Shirer. 
Homeowners should 
keep doors and window 
screens in good repair 
and make sure they fit 
tightly to keep mos-
quitos outside. A com-
mercial spray can 
eliminate mosquitos 
which get indoors. 

The best practice, 
however is to eliminate 
standing water, since 
mosquitos must have
