May Historical Marker 
May, a community 

located on US Highway 
183 nineteen miles 
north of Brownwood in 
Brown County, will in-
veil a Texas Historical 
Marker on Monday, 
November 30, 1981, at 3 
p.m. in front of the 
May Community 
Center in the north 
part of town. The 
marker, entitled "THE 
MAY COMMUMITY", 
will commemorate 100 
years of the post office. 
Nathan Lumpkin May, 
who became the first 
postmaster, establish-
ed a trading post one 
mile north of present 
day May in 1879, and 

The Senate-House 
Joint Agriculture Con-
ference Committee 
agreed on the Peanut 
Section of the 1981 
Farm Bill in a session 
on November 10. The 
Committee reported 
out a modified revision 
of the Senate Peanut 
Bill introduced by 
Representative 
Charlie Rose of North 
Carolina. Ross Wilson, 
Secretary of the Na-
tional Peanut Growers 
Group, said the peanut 
issue was debated at 
considerable length as 
had been expected. 

In September the 
Senate adopted its Bill 
calling for suspending 
acreage allotments but 
preserving marketing 
quotas. In October the 
House passed its 
Peanut Bill providing 
for abolishment of both  

two years later housed 
the new post office in 
it. 

May was first settled 
in the 1870's as part of 
an empresario con-
tract from the Mexican 
government to John 
Cameron, May 21,1827, 
to settle 100 families in 
Central Texas, the 
north third of Brown 
County being in the 
grant. May, once a 
thriving town, has lost 
its bank, railroad, gin, 
drug store, newspaper, 
hospital and doctors; 
but it still boasts a fine 
school system, fine 
Churches, a general 
store, cafe, pot office, 
garages, and a peanut 

acreage allotments 
and poundage quotas. 

Wilson said that the 
Rose 	Substitute 
establishes a quota 
support rate of $580 per 
ton in 1982 which will 
be adjusted to reflect 
any change in the na-
tional average cost of 
production in subse-
quent years, sets a na-
tional poundage quota 
of 1,200,000 tons for the 
period 1982-1985, and 
restricts sales and 
leases of base produc-
tion poundage to other 
farms within a county 
as opposed to within a 
state. However, an 
owner or operator 
would be permitted to 
transfer such poun-
dage from a farm in 
one county to another 
farm owned or con-
trolled by such owner 
or operator in con- 

plant.

president of the Brown 
County Historical

historian and a 
philosopher, who in 
collaboration with his 
wife, wrote "The Story 
of Civilization" an 
eleven volume, two 
million word account 
of history from its 
beginning.

of publishers. They of-
fered to put them out in 
5 cent books.

first edition. 

Lectures on Plato, 
Socrates, 
Schopenhaur, Aristo-
tle, Spencer amd some  

later philosophers, are 
among the subjects he 
covered. 

In reading the lec-
ture on Plato, in which 
he outlines the 
philosophy of Socrates, 
we are reminded that 
they lived three or four 
hundred years before 
Christ. They lived and 
died without contac-
ting the Christian 
religion and yet their 
wisdom was much like 
that of Solomon and 
David and other great 
men of the Bible. A 
quotation 	from 
Socrates, "Know 
Thyself" and the 
courage with which he 
met his death are wor-
thy to be remembered. 

After refusing to 
wait until sundown to 
take the lethal draught 
of hemlock, as most 
condemned ones did, 
he took the draught 
earlier...At the age of 
70 years (399 B.C.) he 
died the slow death 
after saying, "Be of 
good cheer and say 
that you are burying 
my body only" and 
then to Crito "I owe a 
debt to Aschlepius, will 
you remember to pay 
the debt?" Crito saw 
that it was paid.

Week 

-Farm City Week, Nov. 
20-26, focuses on the in- 
volvement of farm and 
city people as partners 
in growing, process- 
ing, marketing and 
consuming food and 
fiber. 

"In Texas, move-
ment of food and fiber 
from field to factory to 
the family table pro-
vides jobs and income 
for about a fourth of 
the working force," 
points out Dr. Carl 
Anderson, marketing 
economist with the 
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas 
A&M University 
System. 

"One out of every 30 
Texans is a farmer or 
rancher, and 30% of 
the state's retail trade 
business is directly 
associated 	with 
agricultural produc-
tion and selling of food 
and fiber products," 
says Anderson. 

Many businesses, 
financial instituions 
and individuals are in-
volved in providing 
supplies, credit and 
services to farmers 
and ranchers and in 
processing 	and 
marketing 
agricultural com-
modities. 

While the overall 
cost of living has in-
creased about 11% 
from a year ago, food 
prices in the grocery 
store have increased 
6.4% and apparel has 
risen less than 5%, 
notes the economist. 
This compares with an 
increase of nearly 13 % 
in housing, 16% in 
fuel:.. 11.5% in medical 
Care and 25% in public 
tt atisportation.

people in other coun-
tries of the world," 
Anderson points out. 

"Together, farm and 
city people make the 
best food and fiber 
team in the world," he 
believes. "This gives a 
country the capacity to 
feed its own people and 
to export for economic 
gain as well as for 
humanitarian pur-
poses." 

With more than $3 
billion in farm exports 
last year, Texas is one 
of the leading states in 
shipment 	of 
agricultural products 
abroad. Texas led the 
nation in shipments of 
cotton, cottonseed and 
animal fats; was se-
cond in meats and 
meat products, hides 
and skins; and third in 
rice, peanuts and 
peanut oil. 

On a national scale, 
farm exports total 
about $44 billion. 
Anderson estimates 
that production from 
about one out of every 
three acres of cropland 
is exported. Leading 
customers are Japan, 
Netherlands, Mexico, 
China, Canada, Ger-
many and Korea. 

"Farm exports sup-
port more than a 
million jobs, and the 
added business stem- 
ming 	from 
agricultural exports 
about equals the value 
of products shipped," 
says 	Anderson. 
"Exports help both 
farm and city people 
make a living. At the 
same time, they boost 
the economy and offset 
some of the cost of im-
ported oil." 

Wind Energy 
For Pumping 

Water 
COLLEGE STATION-
-Rural residents and  

agricultural producers 
may throw more 
money to the wind than 
they get from it with 
windmills and other 
wind machines. 

In most areas, wind 
machines are not yet 
economical for pump-
ing water if another 
means is available, 
says an agricultural 
engineer for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System. 

Without electricity 
or an engine-powered 
pump, however, a 
winclmll is the best 
way to pump water for 
home or livestock use, 
says engineer Wayne 
Keese. "But the choice 
between a windnill and 
existing electrical 
power for pumping 
water should be 
thoroughly analyzed," 
he cautions. 

For comparison, 
select a windmill and 
an electric pump that 
can provide the 
necessary amount of 
water. "Then compare 
the cost of owning and 
operating 	both 
systems," suggests 
Keese, "including 
depreciation, interest 
on 	investment, 
repairs, the cost of 
power for the electric 
pump and the cost of 
water storage for the 
windmill system." 

Irrigation generally 
requires a higher pum-
ping rate than a multi-
blade farm windmill 
provides. Keese notes 
that modern wind tur-
bines are being tested 
in combination with 
electric pumps to pro- 
vide 	"wind 
assistance" for irriga-
tion. 

Such a system 
reduces the load on the 
electric motor while 
providing a depen-
dable and constant  

flow of water, explains 
Kees. However, lie 
says the wind-assist 
concept does not work 
as well for pumps 
driven by internal 
combustion engines. 

"If wind power 
becomes economically 
feasible," Keese says, 
"research indicates it 
could provide as much 
as 40% of the energy 
now used for irriga-
tion. The economic 
feasibility depends on 
several variables, but 
it may improve as 
electric power costs 
continue rising."

West Texas Utilities 
Company has filed for 
a general increase in 
its retail rates, citing 
inflation, high interest 
and an essential major 
construction program 
as the reasons for the 
action. 

The official filing 
was made Wednesday 
in Rising Star by 
Travis Williams, local 
manager. 

Mr. Williams said 
the application is a 
systemwide request 
for higher rates. 
Simultaneous filings 
were made in other in-
corporated tqwns for 
retail 	customers 
within their jurisdic-
tion and with the 
Public Utility Commis-
sion of Texas fOr an in-
crease to retail 
customers outside in-
corporated towns. The 
filing with the PUC 
also 	includes 
customers in eight in-
corporated towns 
which have ceded 
jurisdiction to the 
PUC. 

WTU filed October 15 
with the Federal 
Energy Regulatory 
Commission for a rate 
increase to wholesale 
cooperative 	and 
municipal customers. 

The proposed rates 
would produce an in-
crease in total revenue 
of $32,256,983. This 
amounts to 15.4 per 
cent based on adjusted 
revenues 	of 
$209,402,398 for a 12 
month test period en-
ding September 30, 
1981. 

WTU requested that 
the new rates become 
effective January 1, 
1982. 

Travis Williams said 
that a rate increase 
granted WTU last year 
"did not get the job 
done." That increase 
was for an average of 
8.3 per cent and was 
only the second in the 
Company's entire

"The relief you 

granted us has been 
overrrun by inflation 
and high interest rates 
and the need to build 
additional facilities," 
Williams said. 

Growth in demand 
for electric energy, 
caused by a steady in- 
crease in new 
customers and higher 
usage 	by 	old 
customers, is forcing 
WTU to expand its 
facilities. 

WTU's newest power 
plant was completed in 
1977, and since then the 
summer peak demand 
has grown to a point 
termed 
"uncomfortably close" 
to the system 
generating capacity. 

The current con-
struction program in-
cludes a coal-fired 
power station at Oklau-
nion, near Vernon. 
Although ownership of 
this plant will be 
shared by two sister 
companies in the Cen-
tral and South West 
Corporation, Oklau-
nion will be the most 
costly project ever 
undertaken by WTU. 

So far, WTU has lag-
ged well behind most 
of the industry in in-
creasing its rates. A 
recent report from the 
Public Utility Commis-
sion shows WTU's 
rates to be second 
lowest in the state 
among incestor-owned 
companies and fifth 
lowest among all 
utilities. 

Under the proposed 
rates, an average bill 
for basic residential 
service would be in-
creased by 19.1 per-
cent. For example, a 
residsential customer 
using 600 kilowatt-
hours per month would 
pay $40.95, compared 
to $34.39 under the pre-
sent rates—a difference 
of $6.56. This would in-
clude fuel costs.

It 
may deny the increase, 
suspend the increase 
for a certain period of 
time, or approve the 
increase.

WASHINGTON, 
D.C.—At the height of 
conflict during the 
Vietnam War, I recall 
a cartoon depicting 
two Washington politi-
cians, with the Capitol 
Dome 	in 	the 
background, airing 
their frustration in try-
ing to win a "no-win" 
war. 

-Why don't we just 
declare a victory," one 
cried out," "Wave a 
few flags and bring all 
our troops home!" If 
you will look back to 
those days, that's pret-
ty mcuh what happen-
ed in the ensuing 
period. 

We are now involved 
in a domestic war—the 
continuing battle 
against inflation—that 
stirs similar frustra-
tions among those of us 
elected by the people to 
win this costly war that 
is causing increasing 
hardship to every per-
son in this country. 

I only wish we could 
declare a victory, 
wave a few flags and 
the war against infla-
tion would be won. But, 
as with the Vietnam 
War, it isn't quite that 
easy. Nor can real vic-
tory be claimed quick-
ly. As with that earlier 
conflict, a real com-
mitment on that part of 
every American is 
needed if real gains 
are to be achieved. 

There has been 
criticism, only one 
month into the 
economic program 
passed by Congress in 
August, 	that 
measurable progress 
isn't apparent. -The 
program isn't work-
ing," proclaims the 
press and other critics, 
who don't have an 
alternative to offer 
and more importantly, 
offered no real alter-
native when the pro-
gram was being for-
mulated.) 

of the growth of federal 
spending: 

During the years of 
the Great Depression, 
say from 1929 to 1933, 
federal spending 
amounted to 3-4 per-
cent of the Gross Na-
tional Product (GNP). 
It's awesome to realize 
that in 1929 federal 
spending totaled only 
$3.1 billion. At the 
height of pre-war New 
Deal spending, 1936-40, 
the federal budget was 
still only around 10 per-
cent of the GNP. The 
federal budget has 
skyrocketed from $10 
billion in 1940 to $660.5 
billion this year-23.1 
percent of the 1981 
GNP. 

Even more frighten-
ing, projections for 
1982 show spending to 
increase still another 
$74 billion, IN SPITE 
OF THE SPENDING 
CUTS WE HAVE 
MADE THUS FAR! 
The budget's share of 
the GNP is also ex-
pected to increase to 
23.4 percent. And if 
those figures don't 
frighten you, they 
should. And if you 
think they don't direct-
ly affect you, you're 
wrong. If inflation af-
fects you, teh runaway 
federal budget affects 
you, because it is at the 
root of inflation. 

It is at that root that 
our attack is aimed 
and I remain strongly 
conunitted to the gaol 
of doing whatever is 
necessary--not 
whatever is easy, but 
necessary—to further 
slow the momentum of 
federal spending. But 
the war is far from 
over.

Thanksgiving day 
will soon be arriving 
which means now is 
the time to buy your 
turkey. 

As you are shopping 
for your turkey, here is 
a guide for turkey size 
and number of serv-
ingS: 

5 to 8 pound turkey - 6 
to 10 servings. 

8 to 10 pound turkey 
10 to 20 servings. 

12 to 16 pound turkey 
- 20 to 32 servings. 

In most cases, large 
turkeys are more 
economical and ex-
cellent for use in future 
meals. 

In cooking your 
turkey, turkeys of any 
size may be roasted. 
Correct roasting is dry 
heat cooking at low 
temperature. It re-
quires no water, no 
searing, no basting, 
and no cover. 

A shallow pan with a 
rack at least 12 inch 
high raises the bird off 
the bottom of the pan, 
keeping it out the 
juices and allowing the 
heat to circulate 
around the bir,

It is best to start the 
turkey roasting 30 to 45 
minutes head of 
schedule. If dinner is 
set for a definite hour, 
this avoids delay 
should the turkey take 
longer to cook than 
was estimated from 
the guide. And the ex-
tra time allows the 
meat to stand and ab-
sorb juices so the bird 
is easier to carve. 

When is the turkey 
done? There is no 
substitute for a meat 
thermometer, placed 
in center of inside 
thigh muscle (or the 
thickest part of the 
breast). When it 
registers 180 - 185 
degrees F. the turkey 
is done. If the bird is 
stuffed, the point of the 
thermometer should 
be in the center of the 
stuffing and register 
165° F. 

The 	traditional 
"doneness test" used 
by many experienced 
cooks is a "feel" test. 
.Turkey is done when 
the thickest part of the 
drumstick feels very 
soft when pressed bet- 
ween 	protected 
fingers, and the 
drumstick moves easi-
ly up and down as the 
leg joint gives readily, 
or breaks.

Pour broth, 
milk or water gradual-
ly over surface of 
bread mixture, tossing 
lightly.

I would like to re-
mind you to take extra 
care in thawing your 
bird before cooking. 
Thawing at room 
temperature, unwrap-
ped, is never recom-
mended because of the 
danger of contamina-
tion and food poison-
ing. 

Recommended pro- 
cedure is thawing in 
the refrigerator, in the 
original wrap, on a 
tray. This requires 1 to 
3 days. The procedure 
may be modified by 
removing the wrap, in 
which case 18 hours to 
2 days are required. 

The fastest method 
for thawing a bird is to 
thaw the bird, still in 
its original water-tight 
wrap under cold runn-
ing water, or immerse 
in cold water, chang-
ing the water frequent-
ly. This procedure re-
quires 3 to 4 hour's fur 
the fryer-roaster and 6 
to 7 hours for the 
larger birds.

Trespassing 
Law Changed 
In Texas 

With the approach of 
hunting season in Texas, 
both property owners and 
sportsmen should be aware 
of recent changes in state 
law regarding trespassing, 
the Texas Farmers Union 
states. 

A person has com-
mitted criminal trespass if 
he has entered or remains 
on property or in a build-
ing and was notified that 
entry was forbidden or 
received notice and failed 
to leave the premises. 

The law states the 
notice can be any oral 
or written communication 
from the property owner 
or a person who is acting 
under the owner's au-
thority. Also. any fence 
which is designed to 
contain 	livestock 	is 
described under Texas law 
as a notice to a potential 
trespasser. 

Signs which are posted 
on property ur a building 
indicating trespassing is 
not allowed is sufficient 
notice of a violation. 

Persons who violate the 
trespassing law are subject 
to a Class B misdemeanor 
if found guilty. However. 
it 	a 	person 	can ies a 
deatTh weapon in his 
possession and found 
guilty of trespassing, that 
violation is elevated to a 

Class A misdemeanor. 
These changes in the 

trespassing law became 
effective September 1. 
1981.
