importance. Some of the land 
must be flat, and a central 
location in the county would 
be preferable. The organiza-
tion should be able to select a 
site in a couple of weeks, says 
Dr. Barnes. 

Eastland County has much 
to offer that others in the area 
can't match. It has 1-20 run-
ning through it, which is 
important if supplies must be 
trucked from and to 
Huntsville, and adequate 
water is available from local 
lakes and ground sources, 
though additional treatment 
facilities must be constructed 
whether a prison locates here 
or not. Peanuts, pecans, and 
fruit trees do well here and 
might be produced and proc-
essed by a unit for state prison 
use. 

It was found in other prison  
cities that some who oppi .d 
locating a prison there come 
to support it after about three 
years. 

A prison located in central • 
Eastland County could help 
Brownwood, Clyde, Breck-
enridge, Stephenville, Co-
manche, and all points in 
between. The two local jun- 
ior colleges are assets to help 
draw the prison, and the prison 
could be a big help to them. 
Colleges in Stephenville, 
Brownwood, and Abilene 
could also benefit. We are 
told that Callahan County is 
already strongly support 
Eastland County's effort to 
acquire a prison unit. 

For a prison to locate here, 
the Legislature must fund it, 
county citizens must purchase 
about 300 acres of land, and 
supporters must get water to 

- the land. Other inducements 
might also be offered. 

Engineers will verify what 
the county has to offer, and 
local volunteers will keep the 

4sgislatwg reminded that a 
unit is wanted here. 

An answer might then be 
expected in mid-September. 

A 1000 bed unit might be 
substituted for a 2250 bed 
unit.

In the past, Texas prisons 
have al ways been built in East 
Texas, where the state still 
has available land.

ACP Signup - A signup for 
ACP cost-sharing will be 
held January 23 through 
February 3. The County 
Committee has determined 
that the establishment of 
permanent vegetative cover, 
critical area shaping, diver-
sion terraces, water im-
poundment reservoirs, and 
reorganizing irrigation 
systems are of high priority 
during this signup.

hardship for the relatives of 
these prisoners, which the 
state hopes to rehabilitate 
before they are returned to 
Huntsville for release, to 
travel to East Texas to visit 
them. And besides, why 
should East Texas get more 
than its share of the state's tax 
money? 

The new idea is to spread 
the prisons out over the state, 
with the prisoner closer to 
their relatives, and some of 
the state tax money returning 
to its source. 

New prison units are under 
construction near Amarillo 
and Snyder in West Texas, 
but we are told that planners 
say that ideally a new prison 
unit should be located in North 
Central Texas abou t 100 miles 
west of Dallas-FL Worth 
Metroplex, which produces 
one-fourth of the state's 
prison population. 

One hundred and fifty of 
the state's counties want one 
of the new prison units. Breck-
enridge has advertised their 
desire for a state facility and 
Comanche has shown some 
interest. 

Project Hoos-Gow is seek-
ing a 2,250 prisoner unit for 
Eastland County. Why? Be-
cause it would be the largest 
industry in Eastland County, 
employing 826 people with a 
monthly payroll of $1.6 mil-
lion and a yearly payroll of 
$19.2 million. That is money 
and jobs, and it is steady, to 
keep the local cities_ from 
drying up and blowing away. 
Having a prison in the county 
may not be your first choice, 
says Dr. Barnes, but it is bet-
ter than for us to lose our 
tOwns and our sources of 
income. And after all, the new 
prisons are not bad at all. 

The new $63 million prison 
units are attractive facilities, 
and escape is not really a 
problem. The escapes in 
Texas have been few, aver-
aging one per prison, and they 
are usually trustees, who were 
not convicted of a dangerous 
crime, and who are allowed 
to leave the prison for a lim-
ited time. If they are late re- 

turning, it is called an escape. 
Some prisons, mostly in 

other states, once hired poorly 
paid "brutes," who were very 
physical with prisoners, and 
weren'talways desirable citi-
zens in the community. 

Guards in the Texas Dept. 
of Corrections arc paid from 
SI 1,000 to 546,800 per year 
with wardens and profes-
sional employees sometimes 
paid much better. And a check 
with cities which have prison 
units reveals that prison 
employees often become 
local civic leaders and much 
of the "backbone" of the 
community. Hundreds of 
these state employees arc 
certified police officers who 
will live in local cities, and 
who can help local law en-
forcement officers in a time 
of need or disaster. 

Prison units are surrounded 
by two 12 ft. high fences, six 
guard towers, and about 300 
acres of open land. If a pris-
oner should escape, his first 
concern is to get as far away 
from those hundreds of armed 
and certified officers, who 
might recognize him, as 
quickly as possible. And when 
you consider that only 25 per 
cent of the criminals in our 
communities are ever caught, 
and only two percent arc ever 
sent to prison, and parolees 
regularly walk our streets, we 
should be more concerned 
about those on the "outside." 

The quality of the new pris- 
ons, including their educa-
tional facilities, probably 
exceeds what we can afford 
in our public schools. Dan-
gerous prisoners are mechani-
cally and electronically con-
trolled so that there is less 
danger and about one-third of 
the guards and employees are 
usually young ladies. And 
prisoners are said to watch 
theirlanguage and show more. 
respect in the presence of 
these often attractive ladies. 

If you have questions about 
one of these pri son units, learn 
the facts. Groups arc being 
taken monthly to visit one. It 
is 203 miles one way and 
lunch is furnished.
