Hopefully, these people will
be intelligent, sincere, open-
minded, caring, optomistic
and most importantly, be
blessed with a good measure
of common sense. However,
one does not necessarily

Any one of
these qualities you possess
gives you an advantage in
dealing with people and solv-
ing problems.

“Therefore, the earnest
plea is made to all those who
have anything to add to the
completion of the total pic-
ture — Please be present to
represent your point of view.
And to anyone else who feels
that they posses even one of
those qualities mentioned
before — Please be present to
give this organization a foun-
dation that wili enable it to
overcome one of the most
damaging proglems facing
society today.

“The time has come to
make the decision about
whether we choose to live
with the far reaching effects
of the drug problem or to do
something about it.

He graduated
from Rising Star High
School.

Traveling to Lubbock for
an education at Texas
Technological College he re-
mained in Lubbock County
for 28 years, farming ir-
rigated cotton.

Joe McCollum, with his
wife, Barbara, moved back
to Eastland County in 1980 to
the family's Jo-Bar Farm,
which was founded in 1884 by
McCollum’s great-
granddad. They have three
children: Joe Don, a Texas

graduate; Eddie, who lives
in Fort Worth where he and
his wife have three children;
and Connie (Mrs. Bill Dix-
on), who lives in Wichita
Falls.

Bessie McCollum, Joe's
mother, has lived on South
Seaman Street in Eastland
for about the last 25 years.

The State Fire Inspector
recently found gross defi-
ciencies in the Rising Star
Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment’s equipment, pro-
cedures and required paper-
work. As a result, the home
owners of Rising Star will
have a 37 percent increase
in their fire insurance rates.
This has been the result of
evolving problems over the
last several years.

Recent deficiencies cited
by the inspector included the
city pumper truck’s failure
to work properly, the fire
hydrant not opening, and the
necessary paperwork had
not been filed with the state
of Texas. In addition, the
state requirements for the
volunteer firefighters’ mon-
thly meeting have not been
been fulfilled. The minutes
of;ﬁpe monthly meeting of
the elected Board of Direc-
tors of the Fire Department
have not been reported to
Austin as required.

A breakdown in com-
munications between the Ci-
ty of Rising Star and the Fire
Department have caused
numerous problems. In an
effort to resolve the conflict,
a volunteer group of area
citizens representing both
the rural and city interests
were appointed at the last
area-wide meeting.

Following two planning
meetings, the citizens’ com-
mittee developed a workable
Constitution and By-laws for
the Fire Department. These
documents were presented
to the Board of Directors of
the Fire Department who ap-
proved them. At the request
of the Directors, the commit-
tee consulted with a promi-
nent Eastland County at-
torney. The lawyer saw no
problems with the approved
documents. A version of the
Constitution and By-laws
was printed in the June 19th
edition of ‘“The Rising Star.”

The Board of Directors has
called an area-wide meeting
on Friday, June 17 at 8 p.m.

at the Rising Star Gym to
discuss the problem facing
the Rising Star Fire Depart-
ment. The Constitution and
By-laws will be presented for
a vote of approval. Further,
an election of three city
representatives and three

rural representatives to
serve in an advisory capaci-
ty for the Rising Star Fire
Department.

All Rising Star area
residents are strongly urged
to attend this very important
community meeting.

Department of Agriculture

- show that foreigners owned
more land in Texas than any
other state but Maine in 1986.

There are about a million
acres owned by foreign in-
vestors in Texas, but this is
less than one percent of the
state’s 134 million acres in
farm production.

In comparison, the 1.9
million foreign-owned acres
in Maine represents one-
tenth of all privately owned
agricultural land there.
Timberland is the attraction
in the Maine area.

Most farmland owned in
the United States by non-
citizens is concentrated in
the south and west. In all,
12.4 million acres of U.S.
agricultural land is owned
either by foreign individuals
or corporations, or other
organizations with at least 10
percent foreign ownership.
