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Better Days Ahead 
For Tavia Justice

Pretty little Tavia 

Justice, daughter of 
Lynn and Dyann 
Justice of near Cisco, 
is as lively as most 
other five week old 
babies. But there were 
anxious days for her 
parents and grand-
parents and family 
friends for about two 
weeks after her birth. 

Tavia's 	grand- 
parents are - maternal, 
Thomas D. Miller, 
Brownwood 	and 
LaVelle Chasteen, 
Burleson. Her paternal 
grandparents are 
Delbert and Annette 
Justice, who live S.E. 
of Cisco. Great grand-
parents are - maternal, 
Mrs. Lois Grissom, 
Cross Plains, and 
Richard 0. Pellor, 
Germany. Paternal 
great grandparents 
are Mr. and Mrs. 
Chester 	Miller, 
Eastland, and Mr. and 
Mrs. Charles Compton, 
Breckenridge. 

The little girl was 
born with a condition 
referred to as "tracheo 
esophageal fistula", 
which means that her 
esophagus was not con- 

nected with her 
stomach and digestive 
tract. The Justices 
learned that this is a 
condition affecting 
about one baby in 
every two thousand. 
It's not something they 
would recommend to 
any young couple ex-
pecting a baby! 

Tavia, the first child 
of Lynn and Dyann, 
was born Feb. 17 at 
Blackwell Hospital, 
Gorman. Her birth was 
attended by Dr. L. 
Aguila and Dr. N. 
Aguila. The 6 lb. 5 oz. 
baby appeared to be in 
good condition, with no 
signs of abnormalacy 
for about two days. 
When some difficulty 
was apparent, she was 
referred to a Peditri-
cian, Dr. Kanjanapone 
of Stephenville. After 
extensive tests at 
Stephenville General 
Hospital, the problem 
was diagnosed. Then 
Tavia was flown by a 
Care Flight Helicopter 
to Ft. Worth Children's 
Hospital. 

Lynn and Dyann 
Justice followed by 
car, and their feelings 
at that time were hard 
to describe. Dyann was 
still weak from the 
birth, but determined 
to stay as near the Ft. 
Worth Hospital as 
possible. 

Surgery 	was 
scheduled at 12:00 Sun-
day, Feb. 20, with Dr. 
Mann as surgeon. 

"And he finished just 
about 3:00 p.m.," says 
Lynn, who hovered 
near the operating 
room during the 
ordeal. 

The baby, who had 
obviously had no 
nourishment by mouth 
since her birth, came 
through the surgery 
remarkably well. Her 
defect was corrected, 
and she began to 
revive as soon as the 
anesthetic wore off. 

Tavia was fed in-
travenously for five 
days after the opera-
tion. But on Feb. 25 she 
began taking nourish- 

meat by mouth, and on 
Feb. 28 she was moved 
out of the intensive 
care unit. On March 3 
she was permitted to 
come home. 

Since then Tavia has 
continued to recover, 
and is taking a normal 
amount of milk. At this 
time she weighs 7 lbs. 
1'..2 oz. 

The 	doctors, 
however, explained to 
the parents that 
children who have 
trouble with the 
esophagus sometimes 
have other problems. 
On Tavia the dif-
ficulties appear to be 
minor. But it was 
found that the baby has 
a small heart murmur, 
which is expected to 
clear up as she grows 
older. 

The medical miracle 
for Tavia has been ex-
tensive for the young 
parents. The hospital 
and doctor bills receiv-
ed so far total around 
$16,000. More bills ar-
rive almost daily. 

"Dyann used to like 
to go to the mailbox," 
says Lynn. "Now she 
hangs her head after 
she opens the letters." 

"But we do ap-
preciate how concern-
ed everyone has been 
about the baby," says 
Dyann. "Our friends -
which includes the peo-
ple in our Church, the 
Mangum Baptist -
have been helpful. 

"‘,Arid we are so 
thankful to the doctors 
for what they did. We 
appreciate the Doctors 
Aguila, at Gorman, 
and Dr. Kanjanapone 
at 	Stephenville. 
Besides Dr. Mann, Dr. 
Sidebottom and Dr. 
Tierney assisted on the 
case while she was in 
Ft. Worth." 

Lynn smiles and 
says: "Tavia's days 
and nights are still sort 
of mixed up, though.

Perhaps the least con-
troversial, yet most trying 
philosophically, of the issues 
of the alcohol abuse legisla-
tion, is the proposal to raise 
the drinking age for the 
State's young people from 
age 19 to 21. Those suppor-
ting this legislation point out 
the statistically provable 
fact that raising the drinking 
age would greatly reduce the 
number of traffic accidents 
and resultant fatalities. One 
problem with this, while ab-
solutely correct in reasoning 
and theory, is that the vast 
majority of DWI offenders 
and those involved in traffic 
accidents are between the 
ages of 25 to 34. Statistically 
speaking, there is no ques-
tion that banning this age 
group from the right to pur-
chase alcohol would have a 
much more profound effect 
than banning 18 to 21-year 
olds from such purchases. 

Proponents cite, and it is 
true, the fact that, nation-
wide support for raising the 
legal drinking age to 21 
ranges all the way from 83% 
of the over age 50 group in 
favor to an astonishing 58% 
of persons aged 18-20. Maybe 
the majority of persons want 
to be regulated in what they 
can and cannot purchase. 

The philosophical difficul-
ty arises in creating a group 
who wold have almost all of 
the rights of an adult, but not 
quite all. They can get mar-
ried, contract to buy proper-
ty, be drafted, be sued, vote, 
and be subjected to the full 
range of adult criminal 
penalties. If we are just go-
ing to go on statistics, and if 
we believe in the sanctity of  

the home and marriage, then 
it is a statictically provable 
fact that if we legislatively 
prohibit marriage until after 
the age of 40, we would vir-
tually eliminate divorce and 
the problem of children com-
ing from broken homes. 

Seriously, we have to 
determine tiF:what extent we 
want to carry legislation 
before it becomes ridiculous. 

The thinking opponents of 
this legislation rightfully 
point out that age is not the 
problem—alcohol is; since 
the incidence of alcohol 
abuse and traffic accidents 
is virtually nonexistant 
among females aged 18-24, 
should we punish them along 
with the males? 

I, personally, have no dif-
ficulty in supporting legisla-
tion that would increase the 
legal drinking age in spite of 
the fact that I will undoubtly 
have "in-house opposition" 
from my two sons: Shane, 
20, and Kent, 18. I cannot 
honestly tell you that I think

the impact would be signifi-
cant, although I hope it 
would be. Maybe the fault 

lies not with youth, because 
if we survive as a species, 
there will always be youth; 
and not with alcohol, 
because, again, if we survive 
as a species, there will 
always be temptation and 
danger. Perhaps the fault 
lies with us, as parents and 

people, for failing to teach by 
example, or otherwise, the 
proper respect for what can, 
if abused, be as dangerous 
and mind-altering a drug as 
man has ever conceived and 
concocted since Noah allow-
ed his grapes to spoil.

Keep your fingers 

crossed, but most of 
the fruit in Eastland 
County appears to be 
alright three days 
after a hard freeze. 

According to Roland 
Bailey, Eastland 
Weather Bureau 
observer, 	the 
temperature dropped 
to 23 degrees early 
Monday morning and 
was below 28 degrees 
for several hours. On 
Tuesday morning the 
temperature dropped 
to 24 degrees, but for a 
shorter period of time. 

Considering those 
fact I would conclude 
that there was no way 
the fruit crop, which 
was in the bloom stage, 
could survive. But, on 
Thursday morning the 
young fruit and the 
blossoms did not show 
much damage. 

There were two fac-
tors that may have 
helped save the fruit. 
The wind was high 
both nights preventing 
a frost and the humidi-
ty was high. There is 
always less freeze 
damage when good 
moisture is available. 

We can't be sure at 
this time that the fruit 
did survive. The cool, 
cloudy weather the 
past week may be 
preventing the freeze 
symptoms from ap-
pearing. If it had been 
warm and sunny 
following the freeze, 
the damage would ap-
pear very quickly. In a 
week or so we will 
know for sure about 
this year's crop. 

Oak bud poisoning 
can be a serious spring 
problem in livestock, 
and this spring the  

potential is especially 
great. 

Drought, high sum-
mer temperatures, 
early frost and winter 
moisture have lead to a 
situation of little or no 
high quality range 
forage in certain areas 
of Texas. Oaks, par-
ticularly shin oaks, in 
these areas present a 
poisoning problem in 
late March and April. 

Oakbuds when eaten 
by livestock, especial-
ly cattle, cause poison-
ing. Toxic substances 
of oaks are thought to 
be tannins. These are 
more toxic when oaks 
are budding and leaf-
ing. When more than 50 
percent of the diet is 
oak, animals become 
sick. More than 75 per-
cent diet of oak usually 
causes death. 

Signs of poisoning 
are gaunt, tucked up  

appearance; constipa-
tion, frequently follow-
ed by profuse diar-
rhea; weakness; 
tendency to remain 
near water; reluctance 
to follow the herd; 
emaciation; mucus in 
droppings; dark-
colored urine; and col-
lapse. 

Move animals show-
ing symptoms to an 
oak-free pasture and-
put them on adequate 
feed and water. 
Feeding a supplemen-
tal feed containing 10 
percent calcium 
hydroxide may help 
reduce losses. 

Prevention is a bet-
ter cure. Control oak in 
a pasture and save the 
pasture as a reserve 
for the oak-bud season. 
Use moderate stocking 
and a deferred-
rotation grazing pro-
gram to improve range 
forage production. 

Consult 	a 
veterinarian if you are 
unsure of the cause of 
livestock poisoning 
and losses.

Mrs. Eubank has been 
a resident since suffer-
ing a disabling stroke 
last summer. 

Eubank, 85, and the 
former Martha Fenn, 
84, were married in 
Peking, China, where 
he was a missionary 
and she was the head 
of the foreign language 
department at a mis-
sion university. The 
two had been ac-
quainted for five 
years, having met in 
the United States when 
Eubank was a seminar 
student at Princeton. 
All through the years 
they have shared, in 
addition to their love 
for each other, a love 
of languages and 
literature. 

Mrs. Eubank was 
born near Peking, the 
daughter of mis-
sionaries. Her father, 
C.H. Fenn, was a 
Presbyterian minister 
and a well known 
scholar; he wrote a 
Chinese-English dic-
tionary which was in 
use for many years 
and her mother was a 
graduate of Vassar. 
During her childhood, 
Mrs. Eubank barely 
escaped death when 
Peking was under 
siege during the Boxer 
Rebellion. 

The Eubanks were 
forced to leave China 
in 1937 when the Red 
Chinese regime took 
control of the country.  

They returned to the 
United States and in 
1961 they moved onto a 
3,000 acre ranch south 
of Cross Cut across 
which Pecan Bayou 
meanders. Eubank's 
mother's family settl-
ed in Brown County in 
1877 and his father 
came to the area from 
Georgetown in 1838. 
Eubank and other 
family members were 
born on the ranch. 

Eubank taught a 
number of years in 
Daniel Baker College 
in Brownwood and con-
tinued teaching there 
after it became 
Howard Payne Univer-
sity. Never able to 
completely retire, the 
Eubanks served seven 
years, beginning in 
1970, doing volunteer 
work on the Yucatan 
Peninsula in a effort to 
improve the life of the 
Mayan Indians. Also in 
1970, Eubank was in 
Africa helping set up a 
beef cattle ranch in 
Uganda. While in 
Africa, he was at Addis 
Ababa for two months  

as a consultant in 
agriculture. He holds 
two degrees from 
Texas A & M Universi-
ty in addition to his 
degree 	from 
Princeton. 

The Eubanks' son 
earned his Ph.D. in 
electronic engineering 
and taught 13 years in 
the University of 
Texas system. He has 
retired from that life to 
do something he 
thoroughly enjoys, 
building pipe organs. 

Their daughter, Ann, 
lives in Waco with her 
husband, Dr. James 
Jolliff, a psychiatrist. 

Eubank is also deep-
ly interested in geology 
and archeology.
