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Election May Be Called on Countywide
Emergency Medical Service August 10

Eastland County Commis-
sioners Tuesday discussed the
possibility of calling an clec-
tion Aug. 10 on a proposition
to establish a countywide
taxing district for ambulance
services.

The county iscurrently subsi-
dizing Emergency Mcdical
Services ataround $1000,000
for the four Precincts. The
Commissioncrs Court has
given notice of discontinuing
this Oct. 1.

District Attorncy Leslic
Vance 1old the Court that he
would have a Petition calling
for the Election rcady for
Judge Scout Bailey "Wednes-
day of this week.”

The petition is expected to go
1o Cisco o obtain the 150
signaturcs necessary to call a
referendum, and then a fee of
S200 will be paid. After these
requircments arc met the judge
can call for an clection, ac-
cording 1o information at the
court.

Shelley Henderson and Eric
Pederson, Ambulance person-
nel from Cisco, told the court
about theirconcerns about the
needs of the community,
whether the Ambulance Serv-
ices would continue 1o be
funded - and whether they
would continue 10 have jobs.
Several Commissioners
agreed that - with the hospital
in Cisco closed - Ambulance
Service is needed there twice
as much as it cver was.

The Commissioners advised
the ambulance personnel 1o
“talk 1 up” if an clection was
called.

Commissioner Richard
Robinson said if the County
increased taxes enough to
contuinue funding the Ambu-
lance Scrvice it would be
subject to a rollback, “and in
the mood cveryonce is in, it
would probably pass.”

On another matter, Commis-
sioncr Pittman of Pct. 4 men-
tioncd a bill for over S200
someonc had presented him.
He said this individual had hit
rocks in a county road in the
Scranton arca, and they had
knocked holes in the gas tank
of his car.

Auomcy Vance said: "I would
advise you not to pay it."

He went on to say that as a
matter of policy the county
could not pay for such dam-
ages.

The commissioners appeared
to agree. Richard Robinson
said: "When you take offdown
an unpaved road, you are
taking a certain hazard on
yoursell."

In other business, Judge
Bailcy rcported on plans o
widen 2 1/2 miles of FM 570
S.E. of Eastland toward Lake
Lcon. The State Highway
Department plans to spend
about $900,000 on this road
work, but first the county must
pay for right-of-way casc-
ments and moving utility
poles. The cost to the county
is cxpected o be around
$200,000.

Rains Beneficial to Area

The general rains which
fell in Eastland County
Sunday and Monday are
of great benefit to agricul-
ture in the county, says
David Tunmire, County
Agent.

He said that of course
there might be some iso-
lated places where hay
had been out and was on
the ground, of course that
would not be good. But
most of the county really
needed the rain, includ-
ing many peanut farmers
who did not have enough
moisture to plant, he said.
Now they can get their
crop planted as soon as
the ground is dry enough.

‘In addition to the pea-
nuts, the rains will help
range conditions and
fields where coastal ber-
muda has been cut,’ Tun-
mire says. They will also
help sudan, sorgums, and
just about anything else
that needed water.

‘I sure hope the rains
will do something to elimi-
nate the grasshoppers -

they are really a pest out
in the county. But we
won't know until the
water dries up how many
ofthe youngonesare going
to come back out.’

Move To Resuscitate IRA

Deduction Picks Up Steam

(Reprinted from AARP
Bulletin.)

A move to revive indi-
vidual retirement ac-
counts (IRAs), once
America’s most widely
used tax break, and make
them even more attrac-
tiveisgaining momentum
in Congress.

Legislation to restore
deductions repealed by
the 1986 Tax Reform Act
quickly picked up 75 co-
sponsors after being in-
troduced in the Senate by
Sens. Lloyd Bentsen, D-
Texas, and William V.
Roth Jr., R-Del.

With Bentsen, who's
chairman of the powerful
Senate Finance Commit-
tee, leading the way, the
bill has a good chance of
passing the Senate this
session. But prospects in
the House aren’t asbright,
primarily because of op-
position from President

Bush and from Rep. Dan
Rostenkowski, D-111., who
can tie up the legislation
in the Ways and Means
Committee, which he
chairs.

Both the White House,
which hcks a more mod-
est proposal for improv-
ingIRAs, and Rostenkow-
ski contend that the bill
would cost the govern-
ment $25 billion in lost
revenue over five years,
and thereby jeopardize
efforts to control the fed-
eral deficit.

AARP has taken no
position on the Bentsen-
Roth measure. “The ques-
tion is what kind of taxes
would be put into place
for making up the reve-
nue loss,” says AARP leg-
islative director John
Rother.

Rother adds, however,
that “AARP encourages
the development of
mechanisms to help
people save for retire-
ment,” and increasing
public savingsis what the
bill’s sponsors aim to do.

Firstofall, the Bentsen-
Roth bill would restore a
flat taxdeductible contri-
bution of up to $2,000 a
year to IRAs for all Ameri-
cans,nomatter whattheir
income (the White House
alternative would not
permit this up-front de-
duction). Under present

. law, this option is avail-
able only to persons who
have no pension plan, or
those who have a plan but
earn $25,000 ayearorless
($40,000 for a couple).

Further, the bill would
permit individuals to
forego the up-front deduc-
tion and collect tax-ex-
empt interest instead if
they keep their money in
the IRA for five years.
And, they would have the

choice of splitting their
money between the two
types of accounts.

Then, under what the
sponsors call a “Super
IRA,” individuals could
make penalty-free with-
drawals for first-time
home purchases, higher
education expenses and
“financially devastating”

medical expenses.

Alltheseincentives, the
sponsors contend, would
help “jump start” the
nation’s savingsrate, now
the lowest of all indus-
trial nations at 4 percent
of total income.

“When full deductibil-
ity ended in 1987, per-
sonal savings plunged,”

says Bentsen. “Savings
rates today remain 25
percent below the levels
that prevailed from 1981
to 1986.”

power, and canissue fines
of up to $5,000 for proven
offenses. This ethics bill
will eliminate Lobby, paid
pleasure trips, prohibit
political contributions in
public buildings, elimi-
nate officials being paid
for speeches, prevent
Legislators from repre-

senting clients before
state agencies, and a long
list of other restrictions
and controls. Lobbyists
now will have to report all
lobby expenses over $50
and report names of offi-
cials for whom the lobby-
ist pays transportation or
lodging. I feel that an
acceptable ethics bill will
be adopted, and I do feel
that it is a step in the
right direction.

An interesting piece of
legislation was passed in
the House on second read-
ingthis Friday, House Bill
2882 by Luna that pro-
vides clarification and
implementing instruc-
tions for recently passed
SB 351, the school finance
bill. One change of major
interest is the reduction
of the 40 hours of profes-

sional staff training that
SB 351 required, down to
20 hours of staff training.
This is a great improve-
ment, if the Senate will
approve the plan. I am
now convinced that some
of the best legislation for
our districtis thatlegisla-
tion that never gets acted
on. If you could see some
of the legislation that is
filed, I know you would
agree. It reminds me of a
current popular songthat
has the line - “thank God
for unanswered prayers”.

We had a number of
visitors from the district
this week, including
school board members
from Ranger ISD, and a
group of Gifted and Tal-
ented third, fourth, fifth
and sixth grade students
from De Leon ISD.

A compromise was ar-
rived at on Cammittee
Substitute for Senate Bill

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Congressman Stenholm Introduces
Rural Health Legislation

Congressmen Charles
Stenholm and Pat
Roberts, co-chairmen of
the House Rural Health
Care Coalition, today
announced the introduc-
tion of 15 bills aimed at
improving health care
access in rural areas.

“Our package covers the
full gamut of . ural health
concerns and, while am-
bitious, is also very real-
istic, both politically and
fiscally,” said Stenholm.
“We're not introducing
bills simply to make a
political statement or to
catch a newspaper head-
line; we're introducing
bills which should have a
good chance of being im-
plemented and, ulti-
mately, of improving ru-
ral health care.”

Stenholm authored two

of the 15 bills. The Rural
Hospital  Medicare
Certification Due Process
Act of 1991, H.R. 2240,
attempts to ensure that
termination of a hospital
from the Medicare pro-
gram occurs only in a
process that is substan-
tively and procedurally
fair. The bill would: 1)
require that the hospital
be allowed to present evi-
dence in its own behalf
when there is disagree-
ment about cited prob-
lems; 2) require that pub-
lic notice state specifically
and in “plain English”
what the alleged viola-
tions are; 3) require that
the notice time frame be
calculated from the date
of receipt of notice by the
hospital; and 4) prohibit
the publication of intent
to terminate certification
if the problems do not
place patients in immi-
nent danger and if the
hospital is taking mean-
ingful corrective action.
“Given the number of
senior citizens who live in
rural communities, the
termination of a hospital
from the Medicare pro-
gram, or even the public
notice of a pending termi-
nation, can be devastat-
ing to a hospital and the
community it serves,”
Stenholm explained.
“Therefore, itis vital that,
along with quality being
guaranteed, the process
be fair and reasonable.”
The second  bill,
Modification in Bnml
Health Medical Education
Demonstration Projects,
H.R. 2233, attempts to
encourage teaching hos-
pitals to form liaison
agreements with a con-
sortium of rural hospitals

in order to provide a
broad-baaed experience
for medical residents.
“While these demon-
strations have been au-
thorized since 1987, there
have been insufficient
incentives for the teach-
ing hospitals to partici-
pate. I believe that if we
can make it worth their
while, these kinds of ar-
rangements can go a long
way in showing medical
students just how reward-
inga rural practice can be
and ultimately improve
our supply of rural physi-
cians,” Stenholm said.
Other Coalition initia-
tives address issues such
as: physician supply, re-
cruitment and retention;
access to obstetrical care;
providing health care
services in the most effec-
tive manner to rural Vet-
erans; encouraging the
use of telecommunica-
tions between health care
providers; and eliminat-
ing legal roadblocks to

hospitals working coop-
eratively in rural areas.

“After many, many
hours of study, discussion
with outside health care
groups, and internal te-
bate, the Coalition has
developed a
comprehens:ve package
which addresses some of
the most pressing health
care concerns facing ru-
ral communities today,”
Stenholm announced.
“The Coalition is proud of
the work which has been
accomplished by its
taskforces in bringing
reasonable, affordable,
and effective bills for-
ward.”

The Rural Health Care
Coalition (RHCC) was
organized in 1987 when a
group of Members became
concerned that federal
health policy was contrib-
uting to the decline in
availability and afforda-
bility of health care in
rural America. The Coali-
tion is composed of 170
members from 47 states.

Lately I have received a
lot of telephone calls about
grasshoppers and what
they did last year to a
garden or fruit trees. Now
is the best time to take
action to control grasshop-
pers.

Each year heavy grass-
hopper infestations de-
velop in parts of the area.
Often heaviest infesta-
tionsdevelopinfence rows
and on rangeland.
Weather conditions play
a major role in determin-
ing the development of
large grasshopper popu-
lations and the level of
damage they cause. Dry
weather after hatching
limits the development of
plantson which grasshop-
pers feed, concentrating
grasshopperson the avail-
able forage.

Most grasshoppers have
only one generation each
year. Winter is passed in
the egg stage. Egg pods
contain from four to 40
eggs, and an individual
female may commonly
produce from 100 to 200
eggs. However, as many
as 500 eggs may be pro-
duced.

After hatching, grass-
hopper nymphs develop
through a series of five or
six molts. The rate of
development is governed
by temperature and food
quality. Most species at-
tain the adult stage in 30
to 50 days. Heavy rainfall
kills first-instar grasshop-
per nymphs.

Widespread heavy
grasshopper infestations
are usually preceded by
several years of gradual
population buildup asso-
ciated with mild spring
weatherand lowincidence

of diseases, parasites, and
predators. These condi-
tions, along with late
summer rains that pro-
vide food for egg-laying
females, are most likely
to result in the develop-
ment of damaging popu-
lations.

Forgrasshopper control
to be most effective, con-
trol programs should be
conducted in late May or
early June before grass-
hoppers have developed
wings. After grasshoppers
develop wings, control
becomes much more diffi-
cult. Insecticidal applica-
tions should be directed
at areas where there are

large numberof grasshop-
per nymphs, 24 or more
per square yard.

To reduce damage to
crops, a buffer zone might
be treated around the
field. Aninsecticide might
be applied to weeds and
grasses on the border of
the field. The larger the
buffer zone, the more ef-
fective it will be. Insecti-
cides should be applied to
the foliage of plants; treat-
ing bare ground will not
provide effective control.

Suggested insecticides
to treat a buffer zone for
homeowners are Sevin,
malathion, and diazinion.
Check the label of the
product you are using
closely for any restrictions
ifthere is a chance of drift
onto a vegetable garden,
fruittreesor pasture area
where livestock will graze.
Also look for restrictions
if children or pets have
access to buffer zone.
Always read and follow
label instructions.

Millions of women with
urinary tract infections
can prevent recurrent
bouts by making simple
changesin their lifestyles.

“If a woman has a uri-
nary tract infection, she
hasa 25 percent chance of
having another one,” said
Dr. M'Liss A. Hudson, an
assistant professor of
urology at Baylor College
of Medicine in Houston.
“Active women who empty
their bladder infre-
quently, such as once in
the morning and once at
night, are especially sus-
ceptible.”

A urinary tract infec-
tion can affect the kidneys
and the bladder, which
forms and excretes urine.

Bacteria spread from the
rectum through the ure-
thra, a tube that carries
urine, to the bladder or
throughthe ureters tothe
kidneys, causing inflam-
mation. Bacteria quickly
travels to the bladder
because the female ure-
thra is considerably
shorter than the male
urethra.

Hudson said women can
lower their risk of re-
peated urinary tract in-
fectionsby following these
simple steps: Drink plenty
of fluids daily and urinate
when the need arises,
urinate before and after
sexual intercourse, wear
cotton panties, which al-
low air circulation and

prevent the moist envi-
ronment tht harbors bac-
teria growth, avoid wear-
ing tight-fitting clothes,
such as pantyhose and
jeans, which may rub in
the vaginal areaand avoid
extended wearing of a wet
bathing suit, wear sani-
tary napkins instead of
tampons, which may par-
tially obstruct the ure-
thra, avoid foods such as
coffee, tea, chocolate and
spices thatupset the stom-
ach and may irritate the
bladder.

“Some women drink
orange juice or cranberry
juice to preventinfection,”
Hudson said. “Although
the acid in these juices
impedes bacteria growth
in the urine, it is not al-
ways the best answer.”
She suggests women
drink six to eight glasses
of water per day to flush
theurinary tract and take
a vitamin C tablet three
times daily.

One in five women suf-
fers from multiple symp-
toms associated with uri-
nary tract infections.

“People with kidney
infections usually experi-
ence fever, chills, back and
stomach pain and nau-
sea,” Hudson said. “People
with bladder infections

often feel the urge to uri-
nate and feel aburning or
stinging sensation while
urinating.”

Urinary tractinfections

are more common among
women than men; high
risk groups include preg-
nant women, sexually
active women, diabetics
and post-menopausal
women.

Eighteen percent of
pregnant women may
develop kidney infection,
increasing the risk of low
birth weight and prema-
ture babies. “This can
result in the risk of
spreading the bacteria to
an unborn child via the
bloodstream. Preventive
antibiotics are relatively
safe for pregnant women
and may provide the best
defenseagainstrecurrent
infection in some cases,”
Hudson said.

Antibiotics are also ef-
fective in combatting
“honeymoon cystitis,”
bladder infection related
to sexual intercourse.
These drugs destroy bac-
teria present in the va-
gina and urinary tract.
They should be taken
regularly before or after
sexual activity.

Women who take anti-
biotics should have their
urine re-checked while on
and after they have taken
the drugs to ensure suc-
cessful treatment.

“Even the smallest
amount of bacteria can
start a new infection,”
Hudson said. “Take the
necessary stepstoprevent
bacteria on the skin from
spreading to the urinary
tract.”

Lyme Disease Threatens
As Tick Season Begins

Tick season is here, and
it's triggering words of
caution for anyone ven-
turing outdoors, espe-
cially where ticks carry-
ing Lyme disease lurk.

In recent years, Lyme
disease, which is trans-
mitted from infective ticks
when they bite, has be-
come one of the nastiest
health threats facing
people who work or play
outdoors.

Unrecognized in the
U.S. prior to 1976, now it
is widespread. In 1989,
8,552 cases were con-
firmed in the U.S., 82 of
those cases in Texas. For
1990, 7,995 cases have
been tallied thus far (fi-
nal 1990 national records
will be closed out later this

* month), 44 of those in

Texas. So far in 1991, 32
possible cases are being
investigated by the Texas
Department of Health.
Although it looks as if
the disease is declining,
those whose job it is to
track the disease say
that’s not the case. “Even
thoughitlookslike a drop,
I don’t really think it is,”
said Julie Rawlings, a
microbiologist in the
Texas Department of
Health’s Zoonosis Control

Division and a nationally
recognized Lyme disease
expert. “What’shappened
is that possible Lyme dis-
ease cases are not being
included in the final count
because they can’t be veri-
fied using the more strin-
gent reporting and verifi-
cation procedures putinto
place during the past two
years.” All but a small
percentage of the cases
that have been verified in
Texas occurred in the
eastern half of the state.
People contract Lyme
disease when they are
bitten by ticks infected
with a certain spirochete,
or corkscrew-shaped bac-
terium. In Texas, the spi-
rochete may be carried by
at least four kinds of ticks:
the Lone Star tick, the
American dog tick, the
brown dog tick, and the
black-legged tick.

Lyme disease has been
reported among pet own-
ers,campers, hunters and
others who work outdoors
or with animals. It is dif-
ficult to recognize, be-
cause the symtoms are
similar to many other
common ailments. Left
untreated, it can advance
from early flu-like symp-
toms to painful and per-
manent damage to the
joints and debilitating
damage to the nervous

_system.

While antibiotic treat-
ment for Lyme disease is
available, knowing about
this disease and taking
the proper precautions

candrastically reduce the
chances of getting it in
the first place. Precau-
tions to take, especially in
May, June and July in-
clude:

*Wear long-sleeved
shirt and long pants, tuck
pantlegsintosocksorinto
boots, tuck shirt into
pants, and tape the area
where pants and socks
meet. This helps keep
ticks out.

*Wear light-colored

clothing so ticks can eas-
ily be seen.

*Spray insect repellant
listing “Deet” or “per-
methrin” as the active
ingredienton pants, socks
and shoes (not on skin).

*Avoid walkinginbrush
andtall grass. Ticks siton
vegetation with out-
stretched legs waiting to
snag whatever animal
comes by.

*Keep pets from in-
fested areas. Since pets
can bring ticks home, look
for ticks on pets and re-
move them.

After being outdoors,
promptly remove and
wash clothing. Inspect
your body carefully and
remove attached ticks
with tweezers, grasping
as close to the head as

The Randy Steffen mu-
rals abovethetellers area
were a vivid reminder of

the past.

‘The success of this
home-owned bank can be
contributed to the people
we serve, Woolley said.
‘These arethe loyal, home-
town people who stick
with us year after year.’

‘We have a fairly large
trade area, but the major
part of our business comes
from Cisco and right here
in Eastland County.’

‘Of course they wouldn’t
come here if they didn’t
trust the people associ-
ated with the Bank, he
continues. ‘We have some
of the very best working
here.’

‘T like to think we are
good to our employees,
and most of them stay
with us until they retire.’

Woolley says that the
Officers, Directors and
Bank employees are very
involved in community
affairs. He and his wife,
Sandra, also work in vari-
ous organizations.

Mr. Woolley has re-
ceived numerous awards
for his civic work. He was
presented the Cisco
Chamber of Commerce
Community Service
Award in 1979, and in
1980 he received the
Texas Industrial Develop-
ment Council’s highest
honor, an award for in-
dustrial development for
communities under
100,000 population. That
took in a big scope across
the state!

Dick Woolley is particu-
larly interested in Cisco

Junior College, where he
serves as President of the
Board of Regents. He has
also served as President
of the Cisco Chamber of
Commerce, as a Cisco
School Board member,
and has worked in numer-
ous Civic endeavors.

He also finds time for
some farming and ranch-
ing, which are special
interests of his.

When asked about his
preparation for the work
of a Bank President,
Woolley said a lot of his
training was from ‘com-
ingup through theranks.’
He said he also learned a
lot from J.P. McCracken,
who was Bank President
from 1953 to 1974.

His duties at the Bank
consist of various things,
Woolley explained. He is
Chief Executive Officer,
makes investments, and
also makes commercial
loans.

Other officers in the
Bank make the other
types of loans, he said.

Herepresentsthe Bank
at State and National
Organizational meetings,
and of course must keep
informed on new banking
laws and proposed laws.

Woolley mentions that
he came to Cisco from Fort
Davis, where he grew up.
He finished high school
there and enrolled in col-
lege at Sul Ross in Alpine.
He graduated there with
a Degree in Business
Administration.

While working at the
Cisco Bank Woolley took
special coursesand gradu-
ated from the Southern
Methodist University
School of Banking.

When the town of Cisco
was mentioned, Dick
Woolley responded like
the good Chamber of
Commerce member he is.
The town, he said, has
plenty of good things going
for it - things that ought
to make people want to
live here.

‘Look at the College, he
said.

Then he glanced across
the Bank, the place where
he has spent much of the
past 27 years of his life.

‘This Bank gets high
financial ratings - wehave
oneofthe strongest Banks
in the country. Not many
Banks can say that - but
we can.’
