Help for Cooling Bills

Austin--Some Jlow-
income Texans may be
eligible for help with
their summer cooling
bills, if they haven’t
already received a
Energy
Assistance payment, a
state official said.

“We need to hear
from those low-income
households which
haven't filled out the
Home Energy
Assistance program
questonnaire we mail-
ed to them,"” said com-
missioner Marliln W.
Johnston of the Texas
Departmenmt of
Human REsources.

Those'eligible for the
cooling payments in-
clude households
which received June
benefits for Aid to
Families with Depen-
dent Children, food
stamps, or Supplemen-
tal Security Income.

Certain Veterans Ad-
ministration
beneficiaries also may
be eligible if they are

“needs tested™ and if
Lielr incomes
duni’t exceed 79 percent
of the poverty level as
defined by the Bureau
of Labor Statistics.
Polentially eligible
veterans are those who
receive VA payments
under 415, 521, 541 or
542 of Title 38 of the
U.S. Code or under
Section 306 of the
Veterans and Sur-
vivors Pension Im-
provement Act of 1978.
Most of these per-
sons are widows and
chiléren of veterans
who died from military
service-related causes.
Some surviving
veterans also receive
benefits under these
veterans programs.
To qualify for energy
assistance a
household’s gross in-
come limit cannot ex-
ceed $305.49 per month
for one person; $499.49
a month for two per-
sons; $648.49 monthly
for a three-member

household; $845.59 for
a four-member
household; $998.49 for
five people, and
$1,166.49 for six people.

Eligible households
must be subject to
home energy cost
increases—because of
higher bills or rend due
to rising utility costs.
Households are eligi-
ble if they live In
privately owned or
rented housing even if
the cost of utilities is
included in the rent
payment, or if the
ousehold pays only a
portion of its home
energy costs.

DHR already is pro-
cessing cooling bill
payments that average
$39 each for 266,000
households under the
$12 million program to
relieve the impact of
summer cooling bills
on needy Texans.

Texas DPS Releases Traffic Accident Reports

The Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety
reports that for the
first six months of 1982,
sixty-five persons have
been killed in traffic
accidents in the
Abilene District of the
D.P.S. The Abilene
District comprises
twenty-five counties in
this West Texas area
including Eastland
County. These sixty-
five deaths were the
result of fifty-three
fatal accidents. For

the same period in
1981, records indicate
that sixty-six deaths
resulted from fifty-six
fatal accidents.

In Eastland County
for the first six months
of 1982, the D.P.S. has
recorded five deaths of
four fatal accidents
and seventy-four in-
juries as the result of
thirty-nine injury ac-
cidents. D.P.S.
troopers in Eastland
Counuvy have in-
vestigated a total of

one hundred, thirty-
four traffic accidents
for the first six months
of 1982.

For the same period
in 1981, in Eastland
County, D.P.S. records
indicate that three
deaths resulted from
three fatal accidents
and forty-four injury
accidents occurred
with sixty-four persons
injured. A total of one
hundred, twenty-nine
accidents occurred
during the same period

FREE SPEECH AND THE A.C.L.U.

On May 20. 1982, U.S.
d)istrict Judge John Sin-
gleton ruled that the chil-
dren in Aldine schools.
outside Houston. could no

longer include a phrase prais-
ing God in their school song.

That made the American
Civil Liberties Union
(ACLU) very happy. They
had been party to the suit.
claiming that the song vio-
lated constitutional provi-
sions of separation of
church and state.

On July 3rd. the Su-
preme Court ruled that
states can indeed ban the
distribution of child por-
nography. That made
ACLU very unhappy. One
of their spokesmen was
quoted in the press as com-
plaining this violated the
constitutional provisions of
free speech.

If this all seems strange
to you, perhaps it is be-
cause it is strange. The
ACLU is consmnlly wor-
ried about the “free
speech” rights of pornogra-

. phers, but seemingly is on
the other side of the fence

when the question turns on
the free speech rights of
school children. One can-
not escape the conclusion
that the ACLU would de-
fend the “right™ of school
children to, distribute smut.
but they would deny them
the right to sing the praises
of God.

And if you ever wonder
where the ACLU gets the
money (o pursue its goals.
consider this: a lot of rich
people in high places give
them a lot of money. Our
current Lieutenant Gover-
nor Hobby. for example.
held a fund raiser for them
in his Houston home that
raised some $60.000. He is
very proud of his efforts in
this regard. defending it re-
peatedly while out on the
campaign trail seeking re-
election. That is one of the
many areas where he and |
are in disagreement. I think
there are far worthier orga-
nizations for Texans to
champion. | would appreci-
ate hearing your thoughts.

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Euonymus is an
evergreen shrub used
in landscapes
throughout Texas. In
recent years the
development of dwarf
and varigated
varieties have increas-
ed the wuse of
Euonymus to add color
and var.ety to the land-
scape. However, this
shrub can be troubled
by disease andl insect
pests.

Powdery mildew is
the most common and
difficult disease to con-
trol on Euonymus. It
forms a flat, whitish
growth on the leaves
which can easily be
rubbed off. Leaves
may yellow sligihtly
and drop off, but heeavy
defoliation is not a
characteristic sy.mp-
tom.

Cultural controls (;an
help in preventing in-
fection. Cultural con-
trols include: 1) plan-
ting in a sunny area; :2)
not crowding the
plants; 3) avoid
overhead watering; 4)
pruning out and'
destroying heavily
diseased braches; rak-
ing and destroying
fallen leaves.

Preventing infection
of the new growth is
important in controll-
ing powdery mildew.
Chemicla applications
should begin before
new foliage is infected.
Fungicides will protect
foliage from infection
but will not remove the
dense, white fungal
growth from infected

recommended fugicide
for control of powdery
mildew. Adding a wet-
ting to the spray solu-
tion will greatly im-
prove coverage. Liquid
household detergents
make good wetting
agents when one teas-
poon is added for each
gallon of spray solu-
tion. Crape myrtle and
zinnias are also very
susceptible to powdery
mildew.

Euonymus is also at-
tacked by many
species of scale. The
most common and
destructive is the
eyonymus scale. The
males are narrow and
white, and they cluster
in great numbers on
the leaves and stems.
The females are rather
dark brown and
shaped somewhat like

on oyster shell.
Treat the scale with

insecticidal oils during
the dormant season
and with conventional
sprays (including sum-
mer oils) in the spring
and summer.
Chemicals recom-
mended for control of
scale include
Malathion, Cygon® ,
Metasystox R® , and
Sevin® . Thorough
coverage is improtant
for effective control.
.Applications should
c:over both sides of the
liecaves and all twigs
a.nd branches.
