Highway 36 Esat Let 

Contract for widening High-
way 36 east from Rising Star 
toward Comanche, has been let 
to Harry Campbell of Ft. Worth, 
it was announced by the State 
Highway Dept The contract, 
which _includes widening two 
farm roads, totalled $584,531. 

What seems to be a very sig-
nificant development in a pro_ 
cess of proving up an exten-
tensive gas territory east of 
Rising Star took place this 
week as Costal States Ethel 
Parker No. 1, five miles east, 
was cemented preparatory to 
completion in the Marble Falls 
pay. A drill stem test Was re-
ported to  have shown strong 
gas potential in the stratum 
topped at 2775. The well was 
drilled to a total depth of 3150 
feet. 

Meanwhile test of a stray 
sand encountered at 1056 feet 
in the Parker No. 1 where a 
promising show of oil and gas 
was found, was under way in 
the Ethel Parker No. 2 of the 
same company located 300 feet 
north of the No. 1. The well, 
ntended to make a better test 
o the new pay, was spudded 
Monday. Thirteen feet of sand 
with five feet of pay potential 
was encountered in the No. 1 in 
this horizon. 

The good showing in the 
Parker was creating a consid_ 
erable amount of interest local-
ly. Tree more locations are re-
ported ready ofr drilling on the 
Coastal block which covers a 
large section of the country 
east of Rising Star. 

The Parker is five miles 
from other successful gas tests 
drliled by the company.

The intensive search for bet-
ter pasture grasses over the 
oast ten years by the experi-
ment and research stations. both 
State and privately supported, 
has been very successful. The 
work of these stations in coop-
eration with other agricultural 

lagencies and with individual 
farmers and ranchers is having 
a remarkable influence on the 
agriculture of the Rising Star 
isrea. Because a grass in rota-
tion on cropland is so vital to 
real conservation of our soil and 
water and your local S o 
I Conservation District is taking 
action in seeing that local farm-
ers receive full benefit from the 
work being done. The District 
is grateful for the fine coopera-
tion it has received from local 
farmers in making observa-
tional and adaptability planting 
of the recently improved grass 
varieties. 

Perennial sudan and sorghum 
almum have been most popular 
with farmers of the area during 
the past two year period. These 
fast growing easy to plant gras-
ses are high forage producers 
and ace readily grazed by all 
types of livestock. However, in 
that they have suffered from 40 
to 100 per cent winter kill dun. 
dng the past winter, it is expect-
ed that they will be weak per-
ennials at best. 

Blackwell switchgrass is be-
coming increasingly popular be-
cause of its winter hardiness 
and its high production of qual-
ity fcrage. Four year old stands 
of this grass do not show any 
loss from drought or winter 
kill. 

Switchgrass on the Guyle 
Greynolds farm south of Rising 
Star produced 26,000 pounds of 
green forage per acre in 1958. 
Perennial sudan in the same 
field ,produced 28,000 pounds of 
green forage per acre. The sud-
an suffered 90 per cent winter 
kill. The switchgrass did not 
winter kill. 

Greynolds reports switch-
grass and Indian grass being 
Errazed by his cattle in prefer-
ence to Johnson grass and sor-

' ghum almum at the present 
time. 

Colonel Charles Andrus plant-
ed 5 acres of NK-37 bormuda 
grass for adaptability determin-
ation and seed increase on his 
farm near Lake Philpeco. The 
Colonel is hoping to find a ber-
muda grass adapted to this area 
that has comparable forage and 
quality production as the coast-
al bc,-muda. Should the NK-37 
bermuda grass compare favor-
ably with coastal. an expensive 
sodding operation can be elim-
inated. Coastal bermuda grass 
does not produce good seed. 
However, following three years 
observation, coastal bermuda

BUILDING YOUR HOME 
When you are ready to build, 

you will find that the law helps 
in many ways to make your 
home enjoyable and sect'ce. 

Have you decided on the 
type house you want and the 
amount you want to spend? If 
sa, then, let's go into details 

1. Your lot: Junior's school 
or your church may be nearby, 
but find out — 

(a) Whether they are plan-
ning to run a highway through 
the area or nearby, or make 
any improvements for which 
you can be assessed. 

(la) What •"covenants" or 
restrictions run with the land? 
To protect residents, the plats 
or basic deeds of some neigh-
borhoods call on you to build 
a  ccctain size or type house. Do 
you want to and can you afford 
to? 

(c) Easements: Either you 
or your neighbors may need to 
run pipes, or string wires over 
each other's land or to share a 
driveway. Have the abstract 
checked carefully to disclose 
any easements. 

2. Zoning Ordinances: For 
your protection the local gov- 
ernment 	frequently 	z o n es 
some areas, for example, for 
single houses only, for multi-
ple dwellings; for retail stores, 
for manufacturing, etc. 

Uuless the local governing 
body changes its zoning ordi-
nance, no filling station. for in-
stance, can go up next to you 
in a residential Erea. Neither 
could you turn your home into 
a store. In any case, you should 
find out what your neighbor-
hood restrictions are. 

3. Building Codes: Be cer-
tain that the plans and con-
struction will meet the require-
ments of the local building 
code as to size, location and 
structure. Municipal ordinan-
ces usually impose strict stan-
dards for the building, the 
plumbing and the electrical 
wiring. In many cases only lic-
ensed uilding tradesmen are 
permit 	to make the instal- 
lations. 

4. Fi ricing: Financing con- 
•.•.-acts 	test both you and the 
lender. Unless you pay cash, 
you w use credit to pay for 
your 	use, most likely a deed 
of tru 	or a land contract. 
Your installments often in-
clude principal, Interest, in- 
suran 	and taxes.

A 10 percent chlordane dust 
will kill cut worms, deaf-eating 
caterpiilcrs, sowbugs, termites 
flea hoppers, grasshoppers, ce-
dar bag worms and many other 
kinds of beetles.

A 10 per cent DDT dust will 
control thrips, blister bugs and 
other beetles, army worms and 
many other worms: It also 
kills some of the insects men-
tioned above as lace bugs, pill 
bugs, sowbugs, and termites. 

Use bait on slugs and snails. 
It also kills sowbugs and other 
insects. Finely ground bug bait 
is as effective as the large pel-
lets and is not eaten by birds. 
To get best results from in-
seetticides read directions on 
the package carefully and fol-
low them as given.

CISCO—This week is a crucial 
time for pecan growers of this 

1  region because the pecan nut 
casebearer, the tiny worm that 
takes a heavy toll in orchards, is 
due to make his appearance. 

That was the forecast of Dr. 
Don King, entomologist at Texas.  
A&M College, in an address here 
Friday at the annual Eastland 
County Pecan Field Day. Dr. 
King said the pecan casebearer is 
scheduled to begin laying eggs 
around May 20 each year. The 
egg laying time usually lasts a-
bout five days. 

Orchard men were urged to gc 
on the defensive this year as 
signs point to a heavy infestation, 
Dr. King said. He suggested that 
a good jcb of spraying during the 
crucial pericd would pay 	big 
dividends. 

Spraying with DDT, parathion. 
nicotine sulfate, toxaphene 	01 
malathion, during the time the 
casebearer's eggs are on the tiny 
pecans or soon after they hate} 
would kill most of the pests. HE 
said that the eggs would be vis-
able on the tiny nuts — white 
specs on the 'brown tips — and 
that orchard men should already 
be watching for them. 

"Our studies show that spray-
ing between 'the 20th and 30th of 
May usually takes care of the 
casebearer," Dr. King said. "Most 
sprays will do the job as the case-
bearer is easy to kill." 

Spraying usually kills some of 
the natural enemies of the case-
bearer — the lady bug and so 
forth — and often mites and 
aphids show up later, Dr. King 
said. He added, however, that 
the damage from the latter is sel-
dom very extensive. 

Dr. King expressed the belief 
that ground spraying equipment 
was about twice as effective as 
spraying from the air. 

The walnut caterpillar caused 
considerable damage in seine 
areas during the past two years 
and orchard men should watch 
for a reappearance, Dr. King said. 
They show up in June and Aug-
ust and any good spray will kill 
them, he added. 

L. D. Romberg, superintendent 
of the U. S. Pecan Experiment 
Station at Brownwoad, showed 
picture slides and discussed char-
acteristics of the new Choctaw 
and Wichita varieties of pecans. 
He described them as good, big 
paper shells with an average of 
60% meats. He discussed the pro-
gress of studies in crossing popu-
lar pecan varieties. 
The afternoon session was spent 

at the F. 0. Hilburn orchard, five 
miles south of Cisco, where dem-
onstrations in budding and graft-
ing, a survey of casebearer eggs 
and larvae, orchard spraying and 
use of power saws were on the 
program.

The opeator attempts 
to clear the jam without going 
to the trouble of killing the 
motor. Result: Badly cut cc' 
severed fingers when the surge 
of power spins the freed blade. 

Most power mowers come 
equipped with safety guards. 
Trouble is that guards are re-
moved by owners for one rea-
son car another ana nevre re-
placed. 

But use one carelessly and 
you're liable to become a candi-
date for a quick trip to the e-
mergency ward of the City 
Hospital.

Livestock Buyers 
Must Register 
Under New Law JOYCE INSURANCE AGENCY 

Scores of southwest livestock 
buyers are expected to register 
and furnish bond under a new 
amendment to the Packers and 
Stockyards Act, effective May 
24, 1959. 

This was announced today by 
W. C. Ball. district supervisor, 
Packers and Stockyards office, 
U. S. Department of Agricult-
ure, Ft. Worth, Texas. 

Dealers, market agencies, eith-
er buying or selling on a corn-
misson basis, and packer buy-
ers -- operating acrosss state 
lines either in the country or at 
markets subject to the Packers 
and Stockyards Act — must re-
gister, Mr. Ball points out 

Also, all except packer buy-
ers must furnish bond. Bond 
coverage is based upon the vol-
ume of business transacted, but 
in no case less than $5,000. 

Previously, the regulations 
on interstate livestock market-
ing applied only to persons de-
aling at markets subject to the 
Act. 

Mr. Ball emphasizes that the 
law places the responsibility on 
the dealer to register and ob-
tain bond coverage if he is op-
erating across state lines. 

Texas and Eastern New Mex_ 
ico livestock dealers should re-
gister immediately with the 
District Packers and Stock-
yards office, 231 Livestock Ex-
change Building, Ft. Worth, 
Texas.
