City Gets
$25,800
Grant

The City of Rising Star sewer
plant modernization project was
assured this week with approv-
al of a $25800 grant through
the State Health Department.

The grant of federal funds
administered through the State
department, will be used with
$£64,000 in revenue bond receipts
to finance relocaton and recon-
structon of the sewage disposal
plant and construction of an un-
derground pipe from the city’s
gathering system to the plant.

THe new plant, utilizing the
mose modern methods in sew-
age treatment, will be large
enougit to take care of the
needs of a community of 1,500
or more. There will be practi-
cally no odor and the effluent
will be usable for irrigation and
cther purposes, engineers said.

The present plant is only a
short distance north of (East
and Highway 36 and the sew-
age is transported through an
open ditch.

Engineers of the National
Engineering company were
here this week surveying the
Site on the A. D. Jenkins farm

where the new disposal plant
will be located.
Mayor Walter Smith said

that plans and specifications
for the plant will be completed
within about 30 days. These
must be submitted to the State
Health Department for approv-
al in line ‘withh the criteria set
D by ths department.

A new TO0-mile-an-hour speed limit will go into effect on
Texas highways within a few days. The new limit recognizes the
excellent character of Texas fiighways, the high standards of

o road : tructjen,, '-mcluqinéf the mosg adv ety fea-
_'_M- . "*‘1‘ il Y. F |
tures, that enter™into their deSign and building, and the cap-
abilities of the modern automobile. On much of the Texas high-

way system a speed limit of 60 miles an hour was too restric-
tive.

But it is only reasonable to point out that the 70-mile-per-
" hour allowable is the TOP speed allowed by law. Moreover, it is
not permissible on all highways. And it certainly does not
' overrule the otligation that every motorist assumes to operate
his car with dve regard to the conditions and hazards existing
about him.

Many sections of the State's highways will be zoned to
speeds which engineers of the State Highway Department
find prudent for those sections, and motorists wil be required
to observe these restrictions.

But no matter how carefully speed regulations may be en-
ineered, no matter how well highways are designed and built,
how good mechanically an automobile mray be, or how well the
regulations governing traffic are enforced, there is no safety
factor that car: take the place of the conscientious motorist.

'Highway safety, in the end, depends upon his skill, circumspec-
tion and good judgment. And, we might add, his essential
courtesy.

The higher speed limit is not an invitation to “stretch it” a
mile or so. Ttie new limit is a concession tol traffic realities and
good highways. If it becomes an invitatidn to excess in the
mind of the careless motorist, it will be most unfortunate,

It reminds young ladies that individuality comes from an
enriched mind and spirit” and that enjoyment of music, litera-
ture, the arts and nature rank with good grooming as beauty
aids, And since, as Mr. Cortney’s directive points out, beauty
is a development of body, mind and spirit, ‘“cosmetics are
(properly) an extension of personality and not a substitute for

TO THE EDITOR:

In September of 1961, Con-
gress approved a bill to es-
tablish the Arms Control and
Disarmament Agency, pro-
grammed to negotiate peaceful
disarmament of the United
‘States and allies and the Sov-
iet Union “in order to promote
world-wide prevention of fu-
ture wars.” The list of fifteen
Senators and sixty-nine Rep-
resentatives who voted again-
st this bill does not include
our two Senators and two Rep.-
resentatives from New Mexico.

The agency submitted a
plan to the Geneva conference
which was printed in forms
by the State Department and
the Disarmament Agency and
made available to the public.
The step-by-step plan = pro-
poses to reduce the military
strengiia of the United States
and allied nations, and the co-
operation of the Soviet Union
to proceed in like manner
with her military strength.
As the armed forces of each
nation is reduced, the armed
force of the United Nations
is built up, by materials, e-
quipment and personnel, to a
force capable of dealing with
international affairs on a
world basis. The individual
nations will be left with only
forces necessary to deal with
local and internal affairs.
There are points involving
small arms and privately-own-
ed equipment,

In the two years since 1961,
one fact most clearly recogni-
zed is that the United States
can be, and is being, disarmed
unilaterally, and with very lit-
tle effort except the demands
of the Soviet Union contingent
to their signing the proposed

treaty of disarmament and
arms control,
The Disarmament Agency

recently received the Senate's
aproval of additional funds, in
spite of a reported $8 million.

The agency has no need of
additional funds unless the

authorized funds have been di-

verted to other agencies or
departments.
FFour house bills, now in

committee, are worded exact-

ly like Senate Bill S. 777. They
are H. R. 5917, 6082, 6130, and
6294. One of them will soon
be selected and sent to the

House for approval,

There also a proposed
amendment in Committee in-
troduced by Sen. Curtis, Sen-
ate Concurrent Resolutions

is

|

No. 21, and by Rep. Burleson,
a House Concurrent Resolu-
tion No. 83. This Resolution
is referred to as the Burleson-
Curtis Amendment to the Dis-
armament Act. It proposes
the following points:
“l—Complete on-the.-spot in-
spection of all areas invol-
ved in arms control or dis-
armament, with Members of
Congress included as mem-
bers of the inspection team.
2—Reporting of the Presi-
dent of the United States to
appropriate committees of
Congress, any and all steps

taken by him which would

tend to alter ratios of weap-
ons and effectiveness between

this nation and its allies,
and the Soviet bloc of nations

and
3—AIll preliminary and final
arms control or disamrament
agreement be embodied in
treaties subject to the advise
and consent of the Senae
of thhe United States.

These safeguards seem es-
sential to any treaty of dis-
armament signed by the U-
nited States, and it is incred-
ible that they weren’'t written
into plan of arms control and
disarmament.

It seems time for serious
consideration and an honest
evaluation of the functions of
the Disarmament Agency, and
the ways they affect our in-
dividual and national lives.
