Two roomates in the
Rising Star Nursing
Home have found a
way to keep their
hands and minds busy
and make a few extra
dollars in the process.

Eight-four year old
Linnie Brashear and
her friend, Mrs.
T.C.(Mary) Crisp, 89,
are for the most part
confined to
wheelechairs. What
they lack in mobility,
they make up for in
craftsmanship.

The nimble fingers
of these two ladies pro-
duce beautiful hand-
made quilts, afghans,
pillows, sweaters, dolls
and about anything
skilled hands can
make.

After entering the
care center, the
women took up their
crafts and learned new
ones to help pass the
time. Nurses,
employees at the
center, and visitors
saw their beautiful
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creations and wanted
them for gifts or
themselves. The
business had begun.

The ladies never had
any intention of selling
their work, but now
can’'t make enough to
supply the demand.

“During the time I

Deer Hunting
To Start Soon

UVALDE - Football may

soon have serious competi-
tion

In a few weeks, deer
hunters all across the state

will relinquish their roles as
armchair quarterbacks to
renew their annual quest for
freshly stocked freezers and
handsome wall mounts.
Many, however, will be on
their first big game hunt and
may be somewhat confused
over the inordinate amount
of hunting paraphernalia to
choose from.

So, before taging to the
countryside, it's a good idea
for all hunters to make sure
they have acquired adequate
equipment ana found it to be
in good working order, says
Dr. Dwight Guynn, a wildlife
specialist based in Uvalde
with the Texas Agricultural

First and foremost is the
selection of firearms assum-
ing, of course, that leases
and licenses have been
secured.

Guynn suggests choosing a
rifle with sufficient caliber
(firepower) for a quick,
humane kill. He says it's im-
portant to match caliber
with one’s physical size and
shooting experience. Hence,
large, heavier men can pro-
bably handle larger caliber
rifles more accurately than
small, petite women.

The most popular deer
rifles used today are .243,
.270, .30/06 and .30/30
calibers. Selection, of
course, varies according to
hunting preference, but inex-
perienced or beginning
hunters can choose between
these widely used models in
good confidence.

Selecting the type rifle
“‘action’’ depends on the kind
of hunting one expects to do.
In heavy brush for shots at
close range (100 yards or
less), a fast handling rifle
with pump, lever action or
semi-automatic may be ap-
propriate. Guynn says a bolt
action rifle is most often con-
sidered for open country re-
quiring long accurate shots.

Scope selection, often a
critical factor in the suc-
cessful hunt, is influenced

significantly by the terrain.

For open country with long
distance shooting, Guynn
suggests a six-to eight-power
scope. Under heavy cover
with close shots,” an open
sight or two-power scope is
usually all that's needed. A
four-power scope is popular
because of all-around ver-
satility. Variable power
scopes such as the 2x-7x and
3x-9x are also versatile.

Binoculars are a highly
underrated item that many
hunters often neglect to in-
clude in their gear. It allows
the hunter to identify parts
of deer in heavy brush sur-
roundings and distinguish
bucks from does in dim light
situations. Guynn says the 7
X 35 binoculars (7 power with
35mm objective lens) are the
most common type used.

With so many knives on
the market today, selecting
the proper hunting knife can
be confusing. Guynn says a
five-inch blade is plenty
large for dressing purposes.
For skinning only, a curved
blade is well suited. Top
quality steel knives are
usually more expensive than
economy models but hold
their sharp edge and are
more durable.

Boots, too, are integral
parts of the hunter’s regalia.
Guynn recommends comfor-
table boots that are well
broken in. Vibram or crepe

‘‘Cottorn. Eyed Joe'’ or
“Faded Love' after the hunt
but are inappropriate and
dangerous while in the deer
stand. Also, choose boots
large enough to allow for
heavy wool socks in cold
weather, the specialist says.

Clothes may well “make
the man’' (or woman) in the
business world but not on a
deer hunt. Guynn prefers the
“layered approach’” with
sweater, vest and light
jacket which can be easily
removed or added as
temperatures change during
the day. Bright colors that
can be easily detected by
deer are to be avoided. Even
though deer are color blind,
they easily spot differences
in color intensity such as
white or bright yellow. In-
stead, wear muted colors
such as greens, browns,
camouflage, dull reds or red
and black check which blend
with brush cover. Guynn
says blaze orange may be
worn as a saftey precaution
where heavy hunting
pressure exists.

Soft-textured clothing per-
mits quiet movement for
stalking prey. Brush scrap-
ing against stiff canvas pant
legs can alarm deer as can
the “‘swish-swish™ sound of
pant lets rubbing together as |
the hunter walks.

Alcohol Grant

Texas Tech has been
given the go-ahead
from the Department
of Energy for a
$250,000 study of fuel
alcohol production.
The grant is the
culmination of over six
months of work by a
Texas group of Con-
gressmen, including
Congressman Charles
W. Stenholm.

The study is to be
conducted by the Col-
lege of Engineering at
Texas Tech and will
use the West Texas
area as a model for
what can be achieved
in alcohol production
from the raw
materials produced on
the arid and semi-arid
lands which are in-
genous to the area,
Stenholm said.

A graduate of Texas
Tech and leading pro-
ponent of alcohol fuels
production, Stenholm
said, ‘I was delighted
to hear from Bert
Greenglass, Acting
Director of the office of
Alcohol Fuels, that this
award was being
made. This was a pro-
ject which had the
backing of the entire
Texas congressional
delegation, especially
Congressmen Kent

Hance of Lubbock;
Jack Hightower of Ver-
non and Majority
Leader Jim Wright of
Fort Worth.

“I am pleased that
this study will be con-
ducted at Texas Tech
since it has been a
leader in the research
and development of
alcohol and other syn-
thethic fuels which
hold so much potential
for the Plains area of
Texas. Tech has also
been a leader in
developing our
knowledge of arid land
agriculture, economics
and bio-systems
through their Interna-
tional Center for Arid
and Semi-Arid Land
Studies. Additionally,
this entire area has
been a center of in-
tense interest in fuel
alcohol production, so
Tech will be ideally
located to serve those
interests.”

The study will deter-
mine current and pro-
jected potential for the
region, preliminary
estimates of Conver-
sion impacts of such a
fuel alcohol industry.

Stenholm says the
results of this study
will serve as a basis for
our nation.

SOCIAL SECURITY

Whenever a family
member dies, one of
the survivors shoud in-
quire to see if social
security benefits may
be payable on that per-
son’s record, Glyn
hammons, social
security district
mamager in Abilene
said recently.

“It is important to
apply  promptly,
because in some cases
benefits cannot be paid
for months before the
month of application,”
Hammons said. This
pertains to widows and
widowers who wish to
start benefits before
they reach 65.

If the worker had
credit for enough work
covered by social

security, benefits can
be paid to:

: Unmarried
children under 18;
18-22 if full time
students; over 18 if
disabled before 22.

. A mother or father
caring for a child
under 18 or disabled.

. A widow or
widower 60 or older.

. A dependent parent
62 or older.

. A survivor's divorc-
ed wife can receive the
same benefits as a
widow if the marriage
lasted 10 years or
more. This time limit
does not apply to a
divorced wife caring
for an eligible child
under 18 or disabled.

In addition, thereis a
$255 lump-sum death
payment that can be
made upon the death of
a person who worked
and earned enough
credits.

When applying, it is
helpful for the person
to have certain proofs
available, including:
worker’s social securi-
ty number , proof of
age for applicants, pro-
of of marriage for
widows or widowers,
children’s birth cer-
tificates, and W-2
forms or income tax
returns for the 2 years
before death. Do not
delay applying if all of
these are not
available. People at
the district office may
be able to suggest
substitutes.

Now that the cold weather
has put an end to most
vegetables in the home
garden, it is time to do soe
clean up to hold down future
plant disease problems.

Deep burial of
plant residues is one method
of disease control that has
been used successfully by
peanut farmers for many
years.

If you want to plant a
cover crop in the garden this
winter try cereal rye. It is
the fastest growing, most
cold-tolerant annual grass
available. You can plant rye
and have a thick mat of
grass approximately 10 to 15
inches high by late winter.

At this time, the grass should
be shredded with a lawn
mower and tilled into the soil
so rotting occurs before spr-
ing planting. Shredding and
tilling about one month
before planting allows ade-
quate decomposition.

It adds the best organic mat-
ter available to the garden
soil and adds green color

Farm Income Prospects To Improve

COLLEGE STATION
Texas farmers and
ranchers will have to
“wait till next year”
for any improvement
in their income.
“Higher farm prices
resulting from a
sizable drop produc-
tion this year, smaller
meat supplies, and
strong export demand
all point to an improv-
ed agricultural income
picture in 1981,"

believes Dr. Carl An-
dreson, economist in
marketing with the
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tensionn Service,
Texas A&M University
System.

Crop producers will
likely fair much better
in 1981 because of this
year’s short crop and a
rise in prices. And,
with meat supplies ex-
pected to slip under
year-earlier levels,

prospects look
somewhat better for
livestock producers as
well.

Although production
expenses will rise
again, price increases
are not expected to be
as sharp as in 1980,
says Anderson. During
the past 12 months, fer-
tilizer prices jumped
28 percent, fuel and
energy prices and in-

terest rates climbed 25
percent, and
agriculural chemicals
rose 21 percent.
““Texas agriculture
suffered considerably
from the extended dry,
hot weather during
late spring and sum-
mer. Dryland farmers,
cow-calf operators and
poultry producers ex-
perienced big set-
backs. Irrigated crops
were even stunted by

the intense and pro-
longed heat wave,”
notes Anderson.

Despite the steep
drop in crop produc-
tion, cash receipts for
1980 are estimated by
Extension specialists
to total only a little less
than in 1979. Crop in-
ventories carried over
from the bumper 1979
harvest and price in-
creases for many com-
modities have helped
maintain sales close to
last year’s level.
