Students Participate in
Stock_ Market Game

Students from Belen,
N.M. and El Paso have
taken top honors in the
Spring, 1992 Stock Mar-
ket Game, sponsored by
the College of Business
Administration and Eco-
nomics at New Mexico
State University.

In West Texas, one of
thedistrict winnersatthe
high school level was the
Rising Star High School
class teacher, Randy
Mohundro. The winning
team members from Dis-
trict 14 included the Ris-
ing Star High School team
of Brandon Geye, Matt
Harmon, Gherda Wil-
liams and Scotty Wilson.
Their participation in the
Stock Market Game oc-
curred during the stu-
dents’ econcomics class,
taught by Rising Star
Elementary Principal
Mohundro.

An innovative method
for teaching economic
education to students, the
Stock Market Game is a
computer simulation
played by nearly 6,600
high school and middle
school students through-
out New Mexico and West
Texas.

“The Stock Market
Game is something stu-
dents can see happening
every day,” said Shirley
Skipper, a teacher with
Eastwood High in El Paso
and a two-year West
Texas winner. “They do a

lot of work—reading the
Wall Street Journal,

graphing the results, but
it's something that gets
them very excited and
involved. Students real-
ize that someday they can
be investors.”

The Stock Market Game
runs once each year for a
10-week period starting
in mid-February. Each
team begins with an
imaginary portfolio of
$100,000 and plays the
market, making daily
transactions based on
closing prices of stocks.
Teams are charged bro-
kerage feesfor each trans-
action. The goal is to make
as much money as pos-
sible.

The Stock Market Game
originated in Canada and
was adapted and intro-
ducedin the United States
in 1977; currently more
than 45 states take part.
It is sponsored nationally
by the Securities Indus-
try Association. The game
relies on support through
corporate gifts. Individu-

Reports Production

The latest figures from
the Railroad Commission
(for February 1992) show
that oil and gas produc-

This trend is showing
up state wide, and for the
past year the Texas pre-
liminary state-wide oil
production figure for
February is 48,571,991
barrels down from the
49,394,721 barrels re-
ported in February 1991.

Guests present were
James Ramsay, Robert
and Nancy Lee Bostick,
Mack Elliott, Betty Dug-
gan, H.L. Evans, C.W.
Richter, Al and Jo Jones,
Joe Talley and Debra
Lively.

Minutes of the regular
meeting of Monday,
March 9, and the special
called meetings of Friday,
March 13, and Monday,
March 16, were all read
and approved.

Lively presented ques-
tions on the towing of a
vehicle. Discussion in-
cluded the statementthat
reason for the towing serv-
ice being non-local was
that we have no licensed
tow servicein the city. The
Council expressed the
feeling that every effort
should have been made to
avoid any undue hard-
ship. Barnes moved to
return the vehicle to the
individual at the City’s
expense, then amended
the motion to allow the
individual to pick up the
vehicle personally, with
the administrating officer
handling the arrange-
ments. Cook seconded and
the motion passed 5-0.

Barnes also indicated
thatthetowingprocedure
in the policy that the City
adopted should be re-
viewed in order to avoid
future problems, includ-
ing allowing Chief Talley
to help rework the policy
section involving the
same.

Other agenda items
were moved forward to
accommodate the visitors
from the Chamber of
Commerce & Agriculture.

Reporting on the park

Barnes stated that the
pavilion is almost com-
plete, lacking a small
amount of decking. Le-
onard statedthattreesare
in place with the excep-
tion of four pine treesthat
will have to be moved to a
distance of 15 feet apart
and 11treesthatstillneed
sanding in. Leonard pre-
sented the bill submitted
for reimbursement on the
pavilion. Barnes asked for
status on the reimburse-
ment funds. The second
voucher was resubmitted
after some of the claims
were disallowed; one
fourth arrived today. The
funds are being paid off
about every four weeks.

Barnes recognized the
Chamber of Commerce for
a proposal involving the
restroom facilities at the
park. Ramsay expressed
a concern for the impor-
tance of completing the
facilities in time for the
Fourth of July, stating
that the Chamber had
looked into helping in the
financing of the same and
proposed to furnish
$15,000 tobe deposited in
the Park Reimbursement

Account, toward the City’s
part of the facilities. The
Chamber had solicited
bids by mail. They also
expressed a great confi-
dence that the funds could
be raised in the commu-
nity asalarge portion had
been pledged in the past
24 hours. Mayor Bible
commented that the
achievement of the Cham-
ber was indeed remark-
able. Barnes asked if the
Chamber would be will-
ing to commit to one half
of the funds before the
construction begins.

Harmon commented
that he would like to see
the city go ahead, with
the community making
such a great effort, and
approach the project.
Goldston recommended
waiting two weeks or so
tocan see howfinances are
going to work. Also this
would allow State ap-
proval on the plans. Bible
expressed appreciation for
all the thoughts, efforts
and actions taken in this
project. Cook questioned
putting the specs out for
bids and if all contractors
were supplied with the
same information and
whether exceptions or
revisions to the plans
could be included.

Ramsay stated that the
local bank would be will-
ing to arrange a loan
similar to the one for the
pavilion, for the city’s half
of the construction until
the reimbursement ar-
rives.

Barnes moved to accept
the proposal of the Cham-
ber to provide the city with
$15,000 for toilet facili-
ties and accept the bids
and specifications secured
by the Chamber for the
construction of such, fur-
ther that we initiate the
construction starting on
approximately June 1.
City administration com-
mented that for reim-
bursement, record ofbids,
bid tally, specifications
and vote are all required.
Cook seconded the mo-
tion. Goldston called for
discussion to amend the
motion to state that if
funds are held up by some
snag, we cease and hold
upuntilfinancesareclear.
Barnes agreed to amend
the motion to state such.
The motion carried 5-0.

Police report was sub-
mitted and approved. Fire
Department report was
submitted and discussed.
The position of Emer-
gency Management Direc-
tor was discussed.
