Crisp. Cole White was ab-
sent. 

Minutes of the December 
9, 1986 meeting were 
presented by Donna Gregg. 
Clinton Crisp moved to ac-
cept minutes as presented 
seconded by Pete Starks. 
Motion carried unanimous-
ly. 

Utility report was 
presented by Donna Gregg 
and discussed. Pete Starks 
moved to accept report as 
presented seconded by Ber-
nie Barnes. Carried 
unanimously. 

Treasurer's report was 
presented by Patricia Bush 
and discussed. Clinton Crisp 
moved to accept report as 
presented seconded by Pete 
Starks. Carried unanimous-
ly. 

There was no old business. 
In new . business a letter 

from Jack Barnes was 
discussed. Motion by Bernie 
Barnes seconded by Pete 
Starks that Weldon Hill, be 
contacted suggesting that 
the school children write 
mottos to be entered in the 
contest for Rising Star. Mo-
tion carried unanimously. 

It was decided in street 
light discussion that the 
amount of lights be kept at a 
minimum. 

Next council meeting will 
be Tuesday, February 10. 

Texas Educational Assess-
ment of Minimum Skills 
(TEAMS), the test man-
dated by Texas House Bill 72 
and begun during the 1985-86 
school year, will be given at 
Rising Star schools 
February 17, 18 and 19 to 
third, fifth, seventh and 
ninth grade students. 

Minimal requirements for 
student mastery in reading, 
writing composition and 
mathematics are covered in 
the TEAMS test. 

Significantly, the test 
results have an affect on 
Texas Education Agency 
(TEA) accreditation visits 
and the state funding of 
schools. TEA uses the scores 
to assess the status of public 
education across the state. 

Individual school districts 
use the results to pinpoint 
weaknesses as well as strong 
points in their particular 

that the measure would be 
expidited in the House. Rep. 
Parker serves on both of the 
House committees to one of 
which the bill would be refer-
red. 

Rep. Parker further in-
dicated that he will push for 
a record vote on the matter 
with Speaker Gib Lewis so 
that the bill could, upon 
passage, become effective 
immediately. Without a 
record vote, the bill would 
not become effective until 
after 90 days from passage. 

The bill if passed will 
return authority to the Coun-
ty Court for the trial of con-
tested misdemeanor cases 
which is seen as an oppor-
tunity to help expedite the 
trial of cases in Eastland 
County. Judge Bailey's court 
can presently only accept 
guilty pleas, and consequent-
ly a lot of contested cases 
clog the dockets in the 
District Court. 

County Assistant Pro-
secutor Bill Dowell 
presumably would be able to 
move cases through the 
county court faster. 

Ambulance Report 

Senate Bill No. 113 which 
would establish concurrent 
jurisdiction for the trial of 
contested misdemeanor 
cases in Eastland County 
Court moved forward in 
Austin this week and stands 
a. good chance of early 
passage and implementa-
tion, according to reports 
here. 

County Judge Scott Bailey 
and 91st District Court Judge 
Jim Wright testified in favor 
of the bill before the Senate 
Inter-Governmental Affairs 
Committee Tuesday at the 
request of State Sen. Bob 
Glasgow who introduced the 
measure. 

The Committee reported 
favorable on the bill and 
voted unanimously to have 
the bill placed on the 
Senate's local Calendar of 
Bills. 

Sen. Glasgow pledged to 
carry the bill and push for its 
passage on the Senate floor, 
for delivery to the House of 
Representatives. 

In a separate meeting with 
State Rep. Jim Parker, the 
local judges were assured

Comanche had a slight in-
crease in net payments, 
while De Leon had a slight 
decrease; Coleman and 
Bangs both had net in-
creases at about the 20% 
mark while Brownwood and 
Early were both down about 
5%. Cross Plains had a net 
decrease of 28.4%.

The 
prize is always the promised 
"big money" that can be 
made quickly after the pro-
motion has progressed 
several levels, and the 
chance is that investors will 
not recruit all the people 
necessary to fill the pyramid 
and recoup the initial in-
vestments much less earn 
the "big money" prize.

They are usually schemes 
to sell the plan to do the work 
rather than doing the work 
itself, and no one has ever 
become wealthy through 
such schemes. 

Any promotion where the 
success of any operator 
(regardless of whether "a 
product" is offered) depends 
on recruiting people to 
recruit more people, etc., to 
participate in the program is 
an endless chain or pyramid. 
These are forms of lottery 
and violate the Postal Lot-
tery Statute. 

There are three elements 
of a lottery - consideration, 
prize, and chance. In typical 
work at home promotions in-
volving stuffing envelopes, 
the consideration is usually 
called an "application or in-
troduction fee" or could be

The U.S. Postal Inspection 
Service, who investigates 
mail fraud and Postal Lot-
tery Statue violations, says 
that promoters as well as 
participants in work at home 
fraud schemes can be found 
in violation of Federal law 
even if they did not realize 
the promotion was illegal 
when they first got into it. If 
you receive information 
about a work-at-home pro-
motion you feel may be in 
violation of the law, turn it in 
to your Postmaster or mail it 
to the Postal Inspector in 
Charge, P.O. Box 162929, 
Fort Worth, TX 76161-2929. 
Remember, if it sounds too 
good to be true-it probably 
is.

Warren now works full 
time at a local furniture 
store. He repairs and installs 
all types of furniture and ap-
pliances. 

"Really, I haven't found 
anything I can't do now that 
I couldn't do before," War-
ren said. "I may be a little 
slower on some things..." 

Warren can find some 
humor out of the past three 
years, though he refers to 
them as the "roughest" in 
his life.

A doctor in Odessa refer-
red Warren to Dr. Harry 
Buncke at Davies Medical 
Center in San Francisco. 
Buncke pioneered toe-to-
thumb transplants in 
America, and since his first 
in 1972, his surgical team has 
successfully performed 60 
such operations. 

"I figure there's not one in 
ten, though, that had both 
hands worked on," Warren 
noted. 

He's not bragging - he's 
simply still amazed by the 
process. 

First, doctors attempted to 
save Warren's left thumb by 
grafting it to his hip. When 
that didn't work, they took 
his big toe and put it on his 

"When I woke up, I was on 
the floor. I was in an upstairs 
control room, and I had to 
walk downstairs and about 
200 feet before anyone saw 
me. It was an act of God that 
I could do that," he said. 

"I remember looking at 
my hands. The skin just look-
ed melted." 

Both hands and forearms 
were severely burned, and 
his fingers were crippled. 
His thumbs were virtually 
lifeless.

Remember, one of 
five Americans moves every 
year, so there's a steady flow 
of your customers out of 
your market and a cor-
responding influx of new 
folks who don't know you at 
all. Tell them about yourself. 

• You can't do much about 
most factors in the 
marketplace-rent. labor. 

costs, price of merchandise, 
what the competition will do. 
But one thing you do control 
is your own promotion. 
Remember that advertising 
is not just a cost of doing 
business. It's a proven sales 
tool that returns many times 
your investment in store 
traffic and sales. 

• Remember how long it 
took you to get started? Once 
you build up business, you 
can keep it going with a 
moderate, consistent adver-
tising program. But if you 
cut your advertising and lose 
your hold on the public, 
you'll find it's much harder 
to build it up again. It's sort 
of like starting all over. 

• Here's a hard fact to 
chew on. Over any given 
period, a company that 
advertises below the in-
dustry average has sales 
below the industry average. 

• Advertising is "news" 
about products and services. 
Most shoppers look for this 
kind of new news in the 
pages of the newspaper. In 
plush times, retailers often 
experiment with other 
media. But when the going 
gets tough, they concentrate 
their efforts in the 
newspaper because it pro-
vides an immediate payoff 
at the cash register. 

• Slow times ahead? There 
are more Americans work-
ing now than ever before. 
More women working, too, 
adding to family income, 
People still need and want 
goods and services and will 
spend for them. There is 
plenty of business out there. 
Your competitors will be bid-
ding for their share and 
yours.

Searching the Scriptures

Sharing memories that 
have accumulated during a 
long life span is an important 
part of life. The staff at Ris-
ing Star Nursing Center 
have heard many interesting 
stories told by residents 
there and hearing these 
stories evoked the wish to 
share some of them with 
friends outside the home. 

This first of a series of ar-
ticles on residents is about 
Robbie Henderson. 

Robbie's parents, Robert 
and Tennie Foster, grew up 
together in Alabama during 
a time when children were 
quite commonly named after 
states, thus the name 
"Tennie" was taken from 
Tennessee. Tennie left 
Alabama when she was a 
young woman and went to 
Missouri to live with a sister. 

Meanwhile, Robert and his 
brother came to Texas 
where land was cheap and 
open and they purchased two 
farms. Robert then went to 
Missouri and brought Tennie 
back to Comanche County as 
his bride. 

The couple had seven 
children; Robbie had five 
sisters and one brother. Born 
April 1897, she missed know-
ing her father who died just a 
few months before her birth. 

Robbie attended school in 
Sipe Springs and graduated 
from high school there. As a 
young teenager Robbie saw 
the railroad come through 
Sipe Springs. It was brought 
from De Leon to Sipe Springs 
and on to Cross Plains in 
1910. 

One change brought by the 
coming of the railroad was 
that delivery of the mail was 
easier. No longer did a 
buggy trip to Gorman have 
to be made each day to pick 
up the mail. 

The town of Sipe Springs at 

and Foster has been an 
auditor of U.S. Steel an 
lives in Louisiana. 

Robbie's husband die 
from emphysema in 1972 and 
for the last several years 
Robbie has lived in Rising 
Star Nursing Center. 

From her nearly 90 years 
of memories Robbie chose to 
elaborate more on her youth, 
a time when very lasting im-
pressions are formed. She 
saw Sipe Springs, a nice siz-
ed town during the years this 
area was being settled, grow 
to huge proportions during 
the boom and later begin to 
dwindle to its present size. 

men away from their 
families that she resolved to 
travel with her husband 
wherever his work took him. 
She quit her job at the post 
office the day before she 
married and says that, look-
ing back, she has no regrets 
on that decision. During the 
early years of their mar-
riage she and Sam lived in 
Moran, Baird, Jayton, Santa 
Fe, Lamesa and Big Lake, 
then later decided to settle in 
Rising Star. 

The Hendersons had two 
sons; young Sam is retired 
from Amarillo Oil Co. and 
now lives near Cross Plains 

that time had a bank, two 
grocery stores, two mercan-
tile stores and a furniture 
store that was reputed to be 
the best of its kind west of 
Fort Worth, Robbie recalls. 
Sipe Springs was still located 
on the old site, but gradually 
began to move to the new 
site on the hill soon after the 
coming of the railroad. 

After graduation from 
school Robbie worked in the 
post office and continued 
working there for six or 
seven years. The oil boom 
had begun and by this time it 
was in full swing. Sipe Spr-
ings had grown to have three 
banks, five lumber yards 
and four mercantile stores. 

Another oil boom memory 
isn't so pleasing to Robbie. 
The influx of large numbers 
of people also brought a 
gambling and dance hall, 
with perhaps as many as 200 
different girls. It stayed in 
full swing until a gambler 
was shot and killed there one 
night. The girls began to 
drift and it was not the same 
anymore. 

During her young 
womanhood more women 
began to work at local 
businesses, as did Robbie 
herself, and some girls even 
began to go to Fort Worth to 
take courses. Robbie has 
vivid recollections that these 
actions were sometimes 
frowned upon by others. 
Some even thought the girls 
to be immoral. 

Among the many new peo-
ple moving to Sipe Springs 
during the oil boom was Sam 
Henderson from Lamesa. He 
and Robbie were married 
February 1, 1923. 

During the oil boom years 
Robbie had seen so many 
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his deeds; And have put on 
the new man, which is 
renewed in knowledge after 
the image of Him that 
created Him" (Colossians 
3:9,10). Pure religion then 
brings one to become a new 
creature with different at-
titudes, different motives, 
and different priorities. 
Finally, in order to be a true 
disciple and practice pure 
religion, one must deny self 
and follow Jesus. "Then said 
.Jesus unto his disciples, If 
any many will come after 
me, let him deny himself and 
take up his cross and follow 
me" ( Matthew 16:24).

Up to half of the Social 
Security benefits people 
received in 1986 may be sub-
ject to Federal income tax, 
but mainly only for those 
who had substantial income 
in addition to their benefits, 
Glyn Hammons, Social 
Security manager in 
Abilene, said recently. 

In fact, Hammons said, 
more than 90 percent of the 
people getting benefits will 
not have to pay any tax on 
any part of their benefits. 

Every person who receiv-
ed or repaid any Social 
Security benefits in 1986 will 
receive Form SSA-1099, 
Social Security Benefit 
Statement, before the end of 
January. The form will show 
the net amount of Social 
Security benefits received in 
1986, and this is the figure a 
person should use to figure if 
any of his or her benefits are 
subject to tax.

house for 1987 that he or she 
lived in for 1986; they do not 
have to file again if they 
received the exemption on 
the property in 1986.

The other 
petition requested that the 
rural road on the north side 
of Lake Cisco be declared a 
county road and maintained 
by the county. 

Supervisors from the 
Texas State Highway 
Department also met with 
the Commissioners to 
discuss bridge repair and 
roads. 

During the morning bids 
were opened for deposit of 
county funds, and other bids 
were considered for repairs 
to the Courthouse.

McGuire described the 
situation on the lake road as

Home owners pay a lease to 
the City of Cisco for use of 
the property, but also pay 
county taxes on their homes.

4, had 
assisted in maintaining the 
road during most of his term 
of office. 

But about six months ago 
maintenance of the road 
slacked off, McGuire con-
tinued. He said that since the 
term of Billy Bacon began on 
Jan. 1, 1987 there had been 
no work on the road at all. 

Mr. Bacon was reported as 
refusing to grade the road, 
saying that -he wouldn't do 
anything until the city did". 

Some of the delegation 
also quote Bacon as saying 
that he "needed a go-ahead 
from the Commissioner's 
Court" and that the Lake 
area was not included in his 
Precinct budget. 

McGuire, along with 
Judge Scott Bailey, Cisco Ci-
ty Manager Mike Moore and 
Lake resident Sutton Crofts 
filled in some of the history 
of the north shore develop-
ment and its road. 

Judge Bailey said there 
had been some type of agree-
ment years ago between 
Cisco and the County regar-
ding the maintenance of the 
road. The city was to keep up 
culverts and bridges, and the 
county grade the road. This 
worked fairly well, he said. 

Mike Moore stated that he 
could find no record of any 
such agreement in Cisco City 
Counro minutes. He also 

said that the City of Cisco

The Commissioners ap-
proved a budget amendment 
to allow Sheriff Underwood 
to provide adequate phone 
service for the jail. 

The Sheriff also said that 
the amount of office work 
and record keeping at the 
jail made it necessary to hire 
a part-time worker to assist 
in the office. He spoke of the 
difficulties of having to com-
bine the qualifications of 
that of a jail matron with 
that of a computer operator. 
The Commissioners voted 
approval of a line-item 
change to hire a worker in 
the office. 

The Sheriff offered 
another suggestion for the 

Commissioners - that of a 
lease plan to provide new 
cars for his Department 
rather than purchasing older 
cars and having to repair 
them. The Commissioners 
stated they would study the 
matter.
