Loss Sustained
In Monday Fire

The board of deacons of
the First Baptist Church of
Rising Star, mecting Mon-
day night, voted to recom-
ment immediate rebuilding
of the church structure
which burne¢ Monday morn*
ing, and te submit the pro-
position to a called meoting
of the congregation Tues-
day night.

Pending completion of the
new building, the church
will hold its worship ser-
vices in the chapel of the
Higginbotham Fune r a |
Home and its Sunday school
in the high school gym
build'ng. The church receiv-
ed invitations from the
Methodist and Seventh Day
Adventists also effering faec-
ilities,

The First Baptist Church
building in Rising Star was
destroyed by fire Monday
mornmimg with a loss in ex-
of $125000, The beauti-
ful red brick structure bum-
ed rapidly once the flames
reached the open air.

Only the church organ and
grand piano and a library
belonging to the pastor, the
Rev, Vic Allen, and valued at
more than $1,000 were saved.
These were removed through
the front doors of the sanec-
tuary while the back of the
church, containing the edu-
cational and social depart.
ments, was wrapped in a mass
of flame.

A colonial style, brick nur-
sery, adjacent to the church
building on the south, and the

parsonage where Rev., and
Mrs. Vic Allen live, were not
burned, although the fire,

whipped by a stiff southeast
wind, reached and occasionally
brushed the parsonage.

The magnificent red brick
structure, completed in 10850,
during the pastorate of Rew.
Van Martin and dedicated in
1951 had been continuously
improved since its construc-
tion. The church was sheathed
in brick during the pastorate
of Dr. H. K. Neely in the late
1950's. Included in the loss
was a carillon, installed in the
steeple as a memorial to the
late wife of County Commis-
sioner, L. J. (Buck) Collins.
Mr. Collins and his mother-
in-law, Mrs. Ethel Parker
gave the carillion which was
said to have cost in the neigh-
borhood of $3000. The rich,
resonant notes of the bells
which rang at 8 a.m., noon
and 6 p.m. on weekdays and
called worghippers at regular
church hours on Sunday, had
become a characteristic and
appreciated feature of the
community atmosphere.

Peanut production is prob-
ably the largest economic in-
dustry in Eastland County.
Every person in this county
is affected directly or indirec-
tly by this industry. Much of
the progress made in peanut
farming can be credited to
the experiment station in
Stephenville. Scientists there
developed the Starr variety
which is the major peanut
variety grown in the South-
west. It was named in honor
of the late W. B. Starr of
Cisco.

The station was once known
as the West Cross Timbers
Experiment Station, but is

now known as the Texas
A&M—Tarleton Experiment
Station.

You will have an oppor-
tunity to visit this station

and see some of the research
work on October 15. This will
be one of the most interesting
and educational field days
you have ever attended. Whe-
ther you are a farmer, busi-
nessman or house wife make
plans to go to Stephenville
on October 15.

Peanut harvest is getting
under way in Eastland Coun-
ty. If the weather  will per-
mit peanuf combines will be
busy during the mnext few
weeks.

A lack of proper equip-
ment adpustment ang improp-
er equipment use are the
source of large losses to pea-
nut producers in the South-
west each year. These losses
are due to excessive split
kernels, loose shelled
kernels and foreign material.
The combined losses due to
these deductions amounted to
over $130,000.09 for Eastland
County producers alone.

There are a mnumber of
causes for these losses. Some
of the main ones are exces-
sively fast combine field
speed, excessive combine cy-
linder speed, improper com-
bine adjustments, rough hand-
ling and walking on loose or
bagged peanuts, alternate rain
and partial curing in the field,
and high air temperature in
the field while peanuts are
curing. Not much can be done
about the last two items but
much can be done about the
others.

Information @upplied by
some 25.000 Texas farmers
and ranchers will become the
basis for the field official
crop production estimates for
each county and the State,

land County willi be among
the 25.000 in Texas receiving
the questionnaire from State
Statistician Cary Palmer of

Price Outlook
Good, Field Day

Years, the 1970 pecan crop
promises to be a little above
average for much of Central
Texas, according to reports
Py program speakers and vis-
itors —at the annual Eastland
County Pecan Field Day 12
miles southwest of Cisco Fri-
day.

The northern part of the
region, including Jack and
Stephens Counties, has been
hit hardest by insecs, while
counties in the central and
southern areas-have fair to
outustanding creps, the pecan
men reported. The price out-
look is good, they agreed.

attacks the nuts while they
are tiny, is still the No. 1 en-
emy of the pecan orchard, ac-
cording to Dr. J. W. Worth-
ington, elxtension horticultur-
ist at the Stephenville Experi-
ment Station. This year, the
case bearer showed up in
early June and those who
did a good job of straying
have good crop prospects.

Dr. Clifford E. Hoelscher,
extension entomologist at
Stephenville warned that pe-
can men should be alert for
any signs of weevils, which
strike just before the nuts
reach the I|harvest stage—
early October. Few weevil
signs have been reported this
year, he added. Pecan men
recalled that weevils took a
heavy toll in orchards last
yealr.

The field day was held at
the Scranton Pecan Farm, a
1,500-tree orchard a mile east
of the community of Seranton,
which is owned by David
Hooper, Abilene attorney, and

County Agent DeMarquis
Gordon arranged for several
tractors pulling wagons to
transport nearly 100 pecan
orchard men, area county a-
genits, and others interested,
including the agriculture class
of Cisco Junior College. The
caravan moved through the
big orchard with frequent
stops to study disease signs,
improved varieties, pgeneral
cultivation practices and so
forth.

Dr. Jerral Johnson, plant
pathologist of the extension
service at A & M College, an-
swered several questions on
spray'ng. He noted that im-
provement in spray results
has been obtain through use
of poisons in light oils that
won't evaporate while being
applied. This, he added, has
cut the chemical content to
about a gallon per acre.

Discussions |brought out
that spraying by airplane and
helicopter has proved to be
a big labor saving venture,
but that the best results are
obtained by use of machine
behind a tractor. Tom Den-
man of the Stephenville stat-
ijon also assised with the pro-
gram.

Carlile, whose 1970 crop
appelars oustanding, said he
cultivated the orchard 11

times this year to keep he
ground clean, put out some
200 pounds fertilizer per acre
and to spray twice.

a Sevin-Zinc-Duter mixture
June 4th to control case bear-
ers and to treat for rosette
and other diseases. On. July
25th, his sparyers used a Se-
vin-Bulphur-Zinc mixture for
similar problems,

The orchard was planted
by Dallas Jobe in the early
1930s and progress in the 160-
acre orchard has been slow.
At present, the trees are
huge, well trimmed and heal-
thy and the orchard appears
ready for peak production, it
was pointed out. Hail has
damaged the trees several
times, but no signs linger.

After a luncheon at the
Nimrod Neighbors Progress-
ive Club house, the pecan
men returned te the orchard
for a demonstration of harves-
ing and spraying equipment.
Tree shakers made by Gould,
Lockwood and James-Way
were on hand. They can han-
dle trees up to 36 inches 1n
diameéter and can reach up
some four and a half feet.

Harvesting equipment is a
good investment, Carlile said.
You save time, have a min-
imum of crow loss, and get
your nets .at the best time, he
said. Harvesing machines sell
from $2,000 to $12,000.

six pianos in the educational
department and the fellow-
ship hall, lalong with kitchen
and dining equipment and
other furnishings.

The fire was discovered
about 10:30 Monday morning
when passers-by noted smoke
beginning to pour from a ser-
ies of ventilators on the roof
and to curl under the edges
of the roof. It apparently
started in the middle rear of
the structure because the
smoke was heaviest there and
it wlas there that the first

flames burst from confine-
ment. Authorities said. that
the flames had probably

smoldered and spread through-
out the rear portion of the
closeq buliding for some time
before discovery, and had
build up such heat and head-
way that when they reached
the ample oxygen of the atmo-
spherzs the fire became too
general and rapid for any fire-
fighting equipment to cope
with.
