This week, our nation selects
its leaders for the next four
years. In a world crackling with
tension, the choice is a crucial
one. For the many Christian,
changes in government are
always a matter of concern, in
many respects.

It is true that the believer is
first and foremost a citizen of
the Kingdom of Heaven (Ephe-
sians 2:19; 1 Peter 2:9-10;
Hebrews 12:28); that his loyalty
is vested in God and in the one
appointed by God ‘“‘heir of all

“things'': Jesus Christ (Hebrews

1:1-4; Ephesians 1:20-23; 1
Corinthians 15:24-28); that, in
any conflict of directives, he
must ‘‘obey God, rather than
men'’ (Acts S:29).

However, this does not mean
that the follower of Jesus is to
be totally detached from Civil
authority. He is to be ‘‘subject
to the higher powers..."" (Ro-
mans 13:1-7). The context of
this passage makes it plain that
civil rulers are intended. Taxes
(tribute) are to be ‘rendered’
(Romans 13:7; Cf. Matthew
17:24-27). It should be noted
that both Jesus and Paul are
careful to stress the Christian's
priority; God first, state after-
ward-Romans 13:7; Matthew
22:21. In a word, the Christian
maintains dual citizenship: he is
a part of the state and has
responsibilities toward it (Acts
16:37; 22:25-29), but the edicts
of Jesus, his Lord (King) and
Savior, must inevitably prevail
over those of earthly magistra-
tes.

Most frequently in history,
Christians have been the
objects of bitter presecution by
civil authorities. In many other
lands even today, this is true.
How thankful we ought to be
that such is not presently the
case in our Land and how
carnestly we ought to pray for
our leaders that we might *‘lead
a quiet and tranquil life’ (1
Timothy 2:1-2). Our worship of
God and our service to our Lord
do not depend upon favorable
civil conditions-indeed, Christ-
ianity has flourished most when
things seemed to be at their
worst, but how much more
agreeable it is when individuals

America,

It seems too carly, but we
have had some frost in Eastland
County. Johnsongrass has been
killed in some areas of the
county and this could possible
cause prussic acid poisoning in
livestock. Livestock grazing
certain pasture grasses and
forage that have been frozen
and wilted may be poisoned.
Many plants contain the toxic
principal which causes poison-
ing. however, a number of
common pasture and cultivated
s plants such as Johnsongrass,
Sudan grass and sorghum or
hybrids of these plants may
cause death to livestock Under
certain conditions.

The most dangerous time is
following frosting when the
plant material begins to wilt.
Livestock should not be allowed
access to the wilted material
until it has dried completely.
This usually takes three or four
days of good sunlight to
thoughly dry the plant material.
New growth of plant material
usually becomes non-toxic wit-
hin 10 days to 2 weeks following
a rain.

Prussic acid acts very rapidly,
frequently killing animals wit-
hin a few minutes, although
sometimes poisoned animals
may live for several hours after
the symptoms develop. In most
acute cases, animals become
affected within 10-15 minutes of
eating toxic material and can
die within 2-3 minutes. Death is
caused by suffocation, since
the oxygen remains in the blood
and is not exchanged to the
tissues. This also causes the
blood to appear a bright red
color, one of the diagnostic
signs of prussic acid poisoning.

Hungry animals are affected
more seriously by toxic material
since larger quanities are
consumed in a relatively short
time. Animals that have had a
good feed of hay, or suppleme-
ntal feeds before being turned
in on plants capable of
containing prussic acid are less

An
antidote to treat affected
animals is highly efficient if
given early.

The tree
later shows symptoms of color
loss and droopiness and cracks
along the bark soon appear,
emitting a foul smelling sap.
Chemical controls for the
disease are not practical at this
time. About all homeowners can
do is to give the trees good
cultural care and avoid mecha-
nical injury.

Mulberry trees in the county
have been afflicted with a
fungal leafspot disease during
the fall months.

Leafspot can be contained by
applying two fungicide applica-
tions during the year. Since the
disease is predominant in the
fall, the first application of
Benomyl should be applied in
early fall and the final applica-
tion made three weeks later.

The disease does not kill
mulberry trees but defoliates
them prematurely, bringing on
a wintery appearance.

AUSTIN—The last thing a
homeowner wants to discover
during a hard autumn
rainstorm is a damp spot
forming on the ceiling. It's
likely to mean a cold, blustery
weekend spent up on the roof
checking shingles instead of in
front of a fire or
watching an exciting fobtball
game on television.

If the problem is arelatively
minor one, you can probably
make the roof repair yourself.
If you do decide to tackle the
job, it's best to get to it right
away before serious damage
results.

Roofing specialists recom-
mend that you inspect the roof
just as soon as you notice a wet
spot on the wall or ceiling. The
location of the spot may tell
you the cause of the trouble. If
it's near a chimney or outside
wall, check for defective or
too-narrow flashing or for
loose mortar joints.

If you're going to “do-it-
yourself,” be sure to replace
missing or loose shingles with
the same kind or with a piece
of galvanized metal. In an
emergency,”you can make a
temporary repair with metal
from a tin or aluminum can. If
you use metal, be sure to paint
it on both sides and slip it

under the shingle, being
careful not to loosen the
surrounding shingles.

New Tax Legislation
Affects Estate Planning Home Administrative
Program

COLLEGE STATION--The
new tax legislation that has just
become law will have a big
effect on farm and ranch
families, contends Tom Prater,
an economist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
Most of the legislation is
effective after Dec. 31, 1976,
although gifts are effective as of
Sept. 8, and trusts as of April
30.

“One item in the legislation
that will affect the estate
planning and management of
Texas farm and ranch families
will be the ‘current use base’ for
establishing the value of farm
and ranch lands,"" says Prater.
**This will reduce the valuation
below the fair market value
approach which is now used."’

However, there are qualifica-
tion considerations for using the
*‘current use’’ value:

--50 per cent or more of the
adjusted value of the gross
estate consists of real and
personal farm and ranch prop-
erty and passes to a qualified
heir (member of family).

--25 percent or more of the
adjusted value of the gross
estate consists of such real
property.

--Such properties use for
which five of the past eight
years before the descendant’s
death was qualified and was
used in business in which the
descendant or a member of the
descendant’s family materially
participated.

“The new tax law will also
increase the exemption level as
far as estatc taxes are concer-
ned,'’ points out Prater. ‘A
unificd tax table would include
estate taxes and gifts."”’

The economist cites these
cxamples of estate taxes.
Starting in 1977, there will be a
tax credit of $30,000 for any

estate having a death; $34,000
in 1978; $38,000 in 1979;
$42,000 in 1980; and $47,000 in
1981 and thereafter. Comparing
this to the exemption equivalent
would mean $120,667 in 1977;
$134,000 in 1978; $147.333 in
1979; $161,563 in 1980; and
$175,625 in 1981 per individual.

The new tax bill also provides
a change in marital deductions,
enabling one spouse to leave
$250,000 or one-half of the
estate, whichever is greater, to
the surviving spouse. In addit-
ion to this deduction, there is an
additional $100,000 lifetime
marital deduction gift exemp-
tion that one spouse can give to
the other spouse with no tax,
notes Prater. This has to come
from separate property.

“‘Another important feature
is the privilege of paying estate
taxes over 1S5 years at 4 per cent
interest if 65 per cent of the
adjusted tax estate qualifies as
a farm, ranch or closely held
business. The federal govern-
ment will have a first lien on
property during this period of
tax payout,”” explains Prater.

The recapture of estate taxes
is also affected by the new
legislation. If a farm or ranch is
sold out of a family within 10
years, estate taxes on the total
fair’ market value can be
recaptured. If the property is
held 10 to 1S years, the taxes
can be partially recaptured.

State of Texas inheritance
laws remain the same.

“*All of these plus other
changes brought on by the new
tax legislation make it import-
ant for managers and owners
of farms and ranches to review
and revise estate plans so that
all management opportunities
are realized,”” emphasizes Pra-
ter.

'You are required to furnish a

birth certificate or a baptismal
record if onc of those records
were made before age five.

If you do not have a birth
record made before age five, a
dclayed birth certificate recor-
ded before age S5 is generally
acceptable.

Though most records are
helpful in cstablishing the
proper date of birth, the older
the record, the more valid it
would be. Some of the more
common supportive records of
birth, you might have are: Some

a school record, your children’s
birth certificate, a church
record, insurance, policies, a
Bible or other family record,
military record, passport, old
driver's license, or old voter’s
registration.

“If you do not have a delayed
birth certificate, it
necessary for social security
purposes to obtain one. A
dclayed birth certificate is only
as good as the supporting
evidence you furnished to get
the certificate. This supporting
evidence would be as good for
the Social Security decision as a
delayed birth certificate based
on that evidence.

Cisco Junior College official

have announced that a 200-
hour program in NURSING
HOME ADMINISTRATION
will begin at their Cisco
campus in the spring semester
of 1977, registration for which
will be held in mid- January.

The various NHA courses to
be offered will be the first
taught by the Cisco college in
several years. The reason for
the proposed program, ac-
cording to Technical-
Vocational Dean Gerald Bint, is
that a new state law requires
that new administrators of
nursing homes have a specified
amount of college training in
order to be certifed.

Dean Bint further stated that
a new law requiring nursing
home administrators to have
an associate, or two- year,
college degree has been tem-
porarily suspended in order to
fill the present need, but in the
near future the legal
requirement of -the degree
would be reinstated. In the
meantime, a 200- hour
program, consisting of five
three- credit courses is the
minimum requirement, for
certification.

Cisco Junior College will
apparently be the only school in
the Big Country area offering
the program, Mr. Bint said.
