He pointed 
to heavy government spending 
as one very real influence 
behind inflation, tending to 
encourage lax business 
methods and unsound banking 
with a consequent loss of public 
confidence and a depression. 
This situation has shown 
definite signs of correction, he 
suggested, with a receding 
inflation, a return to a more 
liquid banking position, in-
creased capital spending and a 
more profitable market tone. 

He pointed out, however, that 
the current drouth could prove 
a serious negative influence 
locally, while he credited the 
forthcoming political year with 
encouraging a better prospect. 

New oil and gas activity has 
had a decidedly healthful in- 

fluence in the Big Country area, 
he said. This area, incidentally, 
has not felt the recession as 
severely as some other sectors. 
he said.
