field, scored first, and in the 
first quarter. The Cats ran 
into all sorts of trouble trying 
to overcome a six-point deficit.' 
. Not until the fourth quarter 
were they able to run over a! 
counter that stuck to the score-
board and add a two-point bonus 
that also stuck. But by that 
time the Tigers had racked up 
another count and had run their 
score to 12, four points more 
than the Rising Star boys were 
able to score. 

Included in t h e might-have-
beens which would have insur-
ed a win for the Wildcats were 
two touchdowns called back, 
four or five drives within the 
Melvin ten-yard line that fiz-
zled in fumbles and penalties, 
and half a dozen other assorted 
breaks that killed every chance 
the local lads had for getting 
gone.

Tigers.

The truth is tnat the school 
problem, as important as it may 
be, is but one facet of an over-
all problem. Oil boom mud of 
40 -years ago left us a heritage 
of political over-organization. If 
,we have toG many school dis-
tricts for the number of pupils 
9rtti tax income available, we 
k so have too many municipali-
ties. We cannot treat with one 
aspect of the problem to the 
exclusion of the others. If we 
deal with school re-organization 
we must be prepared to accept 
a parallel influence upon our 
community character. 

I grant you that the interest 
Of the child is paramount in 
any school re-organization. But 

ere does that interest stop? 
es it cease to have any mean-

g once the child has complet-
his education and is seeking 

portunities to put it to use? 
I think that the "interest of 

t

child" demands other con-
k/ Tenons, quite importart to 

future. I think it demands 
.strong community organizations. 
And I do not believe that any 
arbitrary rule or formula will 
meet all educational conditions. 
The contention that a senior 
class of not less than 100 stu-
dents is a minimum index of 
efficient school unit operation 

open to reservations. One 
n as well say that a class of 

sett it may be argued. 
is the minimum and even- 

The problem of more effici-
ent school districts goes a great 
deal deeper than laying down 
arbitrary political boundaries—
unless we accept the thesis that 
the business of our schools is 
to educate students OUT of the 
district and for careers that can-
not be realized at home. Any 
sound consideration o f school 
district consolidation should 
think in terms of community 
characteristics and natural out-
lines. 

If our 
dent has 
recognize 
thing to 
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graduated as well as to those 
still in the grades. Otherwise 
we are merely talking shibbo-
leths. Our schools are econom-
ic realities as well as education-' 
al institutions. 	We can't get I 
away from that fact. They 
give the student his training, 
but they also exercise a deter- 
minative influence upon the 
community which offers him— 
or fails to do so--the prospect 
of living in satisfaction and suc-
cess as a graduate. The use of 
this influence to develop strong 
communities wherein t h e stu-
dent can realize his ambitions 
and the promise of his educe-
ion is a legitimate use. 

I do not mean that there 
should be a static preservation 
of present communities a n d 
bounties. We must be pre-
pared to accept change, else 
there is no growth. But to lay 
down the arbitrary principle that 
school district lines should fol-
low established political boun-
daries is merely serving expedi-
ency without any regard for 
the rights of students who may 
best attend schools from which 
they may be excluded or for the 
best community development of 
the affected area. As a matter 
of fact, if it is economy we are 
seeking, we have a wonderful 
opportunity to gain that by con-
solidation t h e present archaic 
system of counties, designed for 
horse-and-buggy travel, into 
fewer units. Many millions of 
dollars annually could be saved 
by that reform. 

What I do mean is that any 
reorganization of our school dis-
tricts ought to follow what I 
call natural community bounda-
ries, areas of common interests 
and the best community evolu-
tion. Only the people involved 
are able to determine that. 

One of the basic needs of our 
society is good communities, well 
established upon local resources, 
well integrated with the social 
political and economic conditions 
of the country, and retaining 
as much as possible a control 
over the conditions under which 
they exist. Such communities 
are the cells of a sound demo-
cratic society. The communist 
uses "cells" and communes, tech-
niques of self-criticism and spy-
ing to enforce conformity. But 
conformity is not what we want, 
although this fact is being ig-
nored in the present corporate 
trend--a trend toward urbaniza-
tion a n d impersonal organiza-
tion. 

If we educate for human val-
ues, for self-expression, for in-
dividual creativity and self-reli-
ance and use the system by 
which we educate to help de-
stroy the opportunities for which 
we prepare the future citizen, 
what have we gained? 

The Eastland county group's 
report emphasizes one fact above 
all others, as I see it. Regard-
less of what is right or wrong 
in the process, unless the peo-

I. Flowers, associate professor 
of veterinary microbiology at 
Texas A&M College says that 
disease control is, just as it 
always has been, a management 
problem. 

Dr. Flowers says that this is 
not an attempt to belittle the 
contributions of the drug indus-
try, but it is an attempt to get 
poultrymen to realize that no 
"wonder drug" can replace the 
fundamentals of flock sanitation 
and isolation. Drug treatment 
is strictly a salvage operation, 
and it will never replace pre-
vention. To rely on drugs to 
control disease, Dr. Flowers con-
tinues, is certain to bring about 
the development of poor man-
agement practices and to invite 
disaster.

DALLAS.—A new Texas Bap-
tist executive secretary will be 
named • here Sept. 13, to suc-
ceed Dr. Forrest C. Feezor who 
will retire from the post Jan. 
1, 1961, after eight years of ser-
vice. 

The election of the top Bap-
tist leader in the state will come 
during the quarterly meeting 
of the Executive Board of the 
Baptist General Convention of 
Texas. 

Unlike most elections, no nom-
inating speeches will be deliv-
ered and no nominations will 
be made from the floor. 

Instead, the 191 members of 
the board will meet for pray-
er, and each member will write 
the name of the man he feels 
is "God's choice" on a slip of 
paper. Several ballots may fol- I 
low until a unanimous decision 
is made. 

Chairman of the board Dr. ' 
James Landes, pastor of t h e! 
First Baptist Church of Wichi-
ta Falls, described the coming 
election as "one of the most 
tangible examples of Texas Bap-
tists' total dependence on the 
leadership of God." 

Dr_ Feezor, outgoing execu-
tive secretary who is noted for ( 
a handshake that somewhat re-; 
sembles a handball swing, will 
retire at the age of 68, but has 
given no indication of definite 
plans after retirement. 

In other action, the executive 
board will consider the state 
Baptist Convention's 1961 bed-
get, and elect at least two new 
employees to fill vacancies on 
the state missions staff. 

world functioning under a single 
governing body, covers an area 
of 310.84 square miles or 365.4 
including water. The original 
settlement was located at the 
southern end of a tongue of 
land known as Manhattan Is-
land, 13% miles long and from 
1 to 2N. miles wide. 

Among some of the buildings 
we saw were the Empire State 
Building 102 stories, 1,250 feet;

At the 
Madison Square, the Metropoli-
tan Life Insurance Building is 
50 stories, 700 feet. 

There are more than 400 hos-
pitals and clinics in New York 
City. 

In New York City there are 
newspapers published in all lan-
guages of Europe and some of 
Asia. The majority of the na-
tion's books and magazines are 
published in New York. 

New York is a city of great 
hotels. The St. George on Brook-
lyn Heights with 2,632 rooms, 
is the city's largest. Among 
others is the New Yorker 2,500 
rooms. the Waldorf-Astoria and 
Taft each with 2,200. 

The city itself has 578 miles 
of harbor front. It is estimated 
that four out of five travelers 
going abroad embark from this 
city. 

We saw the Brooklyn Bridge, 
a suspension bridge built dur-
ing 1869 to '83 from Park Row, 
at the city hall, to Sands St., 
Brooklyn. Its total length is 
5,889 feet and its stone towers 
rise 272 feet above the low wa-
ter. 

After our visit around New 
York City we took a ferry boat 
to Staten Island. This is a half 
hour trip across the New York 
Bay from Manhattan. This trip 
carried us by the Statue of 

The Statue was completed at a 
cost of $250,000, which was do-
nated by t h e French people. 
This monument was presented 
to the United States on July 4, 
1884. The Statue of Liberty 
was dedicated on October 28, 
1886 by President Grover Cleve-
land. The statue portrays Lib-
erty as a woman stepping from 
behind broken shackles. The 
uplifted right hand holds a burn-
ing torch, the left hand grasps 
a tablet representing the Decla-
ration of Independence, inscrib-
ed July 4, 1776. The Statue is 
151 feet high, weighs 225 tons, 
and is anchored on an 89 foot 
pedestal, which in turn rests 
on a foundation of 65 feet, the 
height of the Statue from ground 
to top of the torch is 305 feet. 
The torch is illuminated at night 
and t h e monument is flood-
lighted.

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Stored Grains May 
Require Fumigation 

COLLEGE STATION.—Grains 
cannot be stored and then for-
gotten. Insects such as the rice 
weevil and Angoumois grain 
moth may infest the grain in 
the field, and infested grain may 
be brought into storage. C. F. 
Garner and R. L. Ridgway, ex-
tension entomologists, say that 
fumigation is the best protection 
against insect damage to stored 
grain. 

Several fumigants are effec-
tive for killing stored grain in-
sects, the specialists continue. 
They are formulated as vari-
ous combinations, and are .sold 
by companies under different 
trade names, 

When applying liquid fumi-
gants, the storer should be care-
ful to spray the entire surface 
of the grain. Fumigant appli-
cation m a y be accomplished' 
with hand pump sprayer for! 
larger amounts. The bin should , 
be closed after the fumigant is 
applied, and it should not he
