Martin said the peanut 
price support program 
limits the number of 
pounds of peanuts that 
can be marketed by pro-
ducers for domestic edible 

uses through poundage 
quotas. "To avoid market-
i ng penalties, any peanuts 
not marketed against a 
poundage quota for a farm 
must be placed under 
additional loan, or mar-
keted for export or crush 
in accordance with a pre-
viously approved contract 
entered into by the pea-
nut producer and the 
handler," he said. 

Price support on 1992 
crop quota or additional 
peanuts will be available 
through warehouse stored 
and farm stored loans 
from harvest time 
through January 31, 
1993. 

Meeting of the City 
Council of RisingStar was 
held in City Hall on Tues-
day, October 13, at 7:00 
p.m.

Guests present were 
Lewey Wyatt, Bob Lamb, 
Melba Lamb, Bill Wright 
and Joe Tulcus. 

Minutes of September 8 
and September 22 were 
read and approved. 

Public Hearingconcern-
ing the Police Department 
was not held due to corre-
spondence presented by 
City Attorney, Bill 
Wright, in regard to mat-
ters to be discussed. 
Wright presented corre-
spondence from CLEAT 
which indicated that a 
further hearing would not 
be requested if a neutral 
letter ofemploymentveri-
fication is provided. 

Mr. Wright noted that 
the statute regarding the 
"due process" is not clear 
and can be interpreted 
differently as to applica-
tion to hired personnel 
versus officers elected or 
appointed. 

Barnes moved to accept 
the recommendation of 
the City Attorney and 
CLEAT, and accept the 
termination of Al Jones 
under the conditions indi-
cated, including a neutral 
letter ofemploymentveri-
fication. Goldston sec-
onded with the motion 
passing 3-1. 

Cook requested that the 
procedures dealing with 
hiring and firing of em-
ployees be reviewed and 
clarified and a set proce-
dure be provided. 

Barnes expressed a 
need for the council to 
have control with the 
option of handling these 
matters given as deemed 
necessary. 

City Gate Surface Lease 
renewal was discussed. 
City Attu-rgiey suggested 

renegotiation of lease 
based on present economic 
conditions. 

Cook inquired as to the 
possibility of buying the 
property involved. 

Barnes moved and Cook 
seconded to have the City 
Secretary and Adminis-
trator inquire into the 
possibility of purchasing 
the land where the lease 
is located before taking 
any other action. Motion 
passed 4-0. 

Utility Report, Treas-
ury Report and monthly 
bills were presented and 
approved. 

Joe Tulcus was recog-
nized for comment on the 
$3.00 charge added to the 
Utility bills for the Fire 
Department. Mr. Tulcus 
indicated that he thought  

that there should be an 
avenue to collect revenue 
from the vacant resi-
dences located in town to 
make the charge more 
equitable for everyone. 
The possibility was dis-
cussed of handling the 
charge similarly to taxes. 
After discussion, it was 
felt that the research and 
hours it would take to 
locate the owners of such 
properties might be pro-
hibitive. 

Goldston asked for a 
report at the next Council 
Meeting on the exact pro-
cedures and necessary 
steps in condemnation or 
seizure of properties for 
delinquent taxes, to see if 
it would be worth pursu-
ing. 

Police Report and Court 
Report were approved as 
presented. 

Animal Control report 
was discussed. Acquisi-
tion of dog pens is still in 
process. 

Rising Star Vineyard 
Report was discussed 
including a Fair Housing 
Ordinance including a 
penalty clause that the 
TDHCA requires. 

Park Report was dis-
cussed with the mayor 
indicating that new 
members of the Park 
Board are still under con-
sideration; he is working 
on it. Mr. Tulcus com-
mented on the electrical 
system of the pavilion. 

Moore commented that 
we don't need to wait untile  
cold weather gets here to 
provide a way to keep the 
restrooms from freezing. 

Water Tower Grant was 
discussed with the infor-
mation from Jed Walker 
that the plans for the 
water tower are now in 
the State's hands await-
ing approval.

Existing customers with DS1/DDS Services will not be affected by these rate 
changes. DS1 1.544 Megabits per second (Mbps) Service and Digital Data 
Service (DDS) will normally be used for the transmission of data communications 
or large volumes of voice communications between two locations. These 
services are optional and will not affect the existing rates of customers who do 
not order these services. The estimated annual effect on GTE-SW's revenues in 
the first year is Si, 080, 567. The estimated annual effect on Contel's revenues 
in the first year are S42, 383.

IntraLATA DS1 Private Line Service is comprised of three rate elements: DS1 
Local Loop, DS1 Transport and DS1 Transport Termination. Each element is 
described below. 

DS1 Local Loop

There 
is a month-to-month plan or term contract Optional Payment Plan (OPP). 

The month-to-month payment basis allows the customer to establish and 
disconnect DS1 Services, without penalty, other than to meet the minimum 
service interval of one month's service, as needed. Under the month-to-month 
service, the additional DS1 Local Loop rate applies only when the additional DS1 
Local Loop (s) is (are) ordered at the same time and between the same two CDLs 
as the first DS1 Local Loop. 

The OPP plan allows the customer to select a term of service (1 YR, 3 YR and 
5 YR) with lower monthly rates associated with longer term contracts. If the 
customer selects an OPP, additional 051 Local Loops may be ordered and 
installed at the Additional DS1 Local Loop rate between any SWC and CDL 
covered by the OPP, at any time during the term of that OPP.

This rate element is for the mileage sensitive charges for transporting a DS1, 
signal between Serving Wire Centers. Transport occurs only when the two CDLs 
being connected are served by two different SWCs. 

OPEN ADMISSION 
POLICY 

It is the policy of Rising 
Star Nursing Center to 
admit and to treat all 
patients without regard 
to race, color, national 
origin, age, sex, religion, 
occupation or handicap.

Patients are as-
signed within the home 
without regard to race, 
color, national origin, age, 
sex, religion, occupation, 
handicap or disability to 
include blindness or deaf-
ness.

All facilities 
of the nursing home are 
available withoutdistinc-
tion to all patients and 
visitors regardless ofrace, 
color, national origin, age, 
sex, religion, occupation 
or handicap. All persons 
and organizations having 
occasion either to refer 
patients for admission or 
to recommend Rising star 
Nursing Center are ad-
vised to do so without re-
gard to the patients' race, 
color, national origin, age, 
sex, religion, occupation 
or handicap or disability 
to include blindness and 
deafness. Patients need-
ing post hospital follow-
up care and rehabilitative 
care will be admitted to 
this facility provided their 
needs can be met either 
directly or in cooperation 
with community re-
sources with which facil-
ity is affiliated, or has 
contracts. Patients suffer-
ing severe psychiatric 
problems, alcoholism, 
drug addiction, tubercu-
losis or other communi-
cable disease or those 
requiring skilled nursing 
care are not admitted un-
less approved by the pa-
tient care committee or 
the Texas Department of 
Health.

Texas Leased For Hunting, 
Recreation Increases 

Classical guitarists 
James Bogle and Uros 
Dojcinovic will appear in 
concert., Thursday, No-
vember 19, at 7:30 p.m., 
in the Harrell Fine Arts 
Auditorium on the Cisco 
Junior College Campus. 
This is the second in a 
series of programs free to 
the public as "CJC's Gift 
to the Community." 

James Bogle, director of 
the Guitar Program at 
Texas Tech University, is 
one of today's foremost 
guitarists. He holds de-
greesfrom Baylor Univer-
sity, Midwestern Univer-
sity, and the University 
of Oklahoma. In 1967 he  

won the Arthur J. Bitker 
Award in national compe-
tition for orchestral com-
position. His compositions 
have been featured in 
guitar festivals in Hun-
gary, Yugoslavia and the 
United States. He has 
appeared in NBC-TV 
programs with Arthur 
Godfrey and Gordon 
MacRae. He has been 
guest guitarist with sym-
phony orchestras in the 
southwestern United 
States, and with chamber 
ensembles throughout the 
nation. Dr. Bogle has been 
associated with numerous 
guitar festivals and has 
served on several boards  

of guitar organizations. 
Uros Dojcinovic is one 

of the leading guitarists 
of Yugoslavia. Since the 
age of 12, he has per-
formed more than 2,000 
concerts and recitals. The 
city of Belgrade, Yugosla-
via, presented him with 
its "October Award" when 
he was only 15. Since then 
he has received numer-
ous awards and prizes for 
the promotion of the gui-
tar as a classical instru-
ment and for his contri-
bution to the development 
of music. He has made 
more than 20 recordings 
and has written a history 
of the guitar in Yugosla- 

via. His repertoire in-
cludes over 200 composi-
tions, of which 20 are his 
own. During the pastyear 
he performed in 11 Euro-
pean counties, Thailand, 
Singapore, Japan and the 
United States. He cur-
rently teaches at the 
Conservatory in Belgrade. 

Dojcinovic presented a 
concert at the Guitar 
Foundation of America 
Festival in October, 1989, 
in Lubbock. He invited Dr. 
Bogle to present a solo 
concert tour of Yugosla-
via the following year. 
Bogle responded by invit-
ing Dojcinovic to do a 
similar tour of the United 
States. In August, 1991, 
Bogle and Dojcinovic 
teamed up in a duo con-
cert tour of Yugoslavia 
and Hungary. At the end 
of this tour they made a 
recording entitled, "Clas-
sical and Romantic Music 
for Two Guitars,* which 
is available on compact 
disc and cassette tape. The 
duo plans a tour of the 
United States, which will 
conclude in January, 
1993. Their program will 
include several new works 
written especially for 
Bogle and Dojcinovic by 
Russian, Yugoslavian and 
American composers. 
Their plans include the 
recording of a new com-
pact disc, "New Music for 
Two Guitars," at the end 
of their American tour. 

Cisco Junior College 
invites the public to be its 
guests at the appearance 
of Bogel and Dojcinovic at 
no admission charge. 
Wyley Peebles, Chairman 
of the Fine Arts Depart-
ment, said, "This is going 
to be an interesting pro-
gram. It will demonstrate 
that something besides 
rock and country music 
can be played on guitars." 

Landowners are leasing 
more land than ever for 
hunting and other recrea-
tional uses in Texas, ac-
cording to a study com-
pleted by the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Serv-
ice. 

"Statewide, we're see-
ing an increase in recrea-
tional activities on private 
land in Texas, but it var-
ies among counties," said 
Dr. Jack Thigpen, Exten-
sion community develop-
ment specialist. The 
study, "Texas Hunting 
Lease Acreage," which 
analyzed state hunting 
lease records, was con-
ducted by Thigpen and 
John K Thomas, associ-
ate professor in rural so-
ciology with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station. 

Nearly 98 percent of 
Texas land is privately 
owned. 

"About 1 million hunt-
ers and 6 million nonhunt-
ing wildlife recreationists 
are creating a large de-
mand for the use of this 
land," he said. 

In 1988, the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife De-
partment sold more than 
12,000 licenses to private 
landowners that allowed 
them to lease their land 
for hunting. These land-
owners sold an estimated 
$100 million in hunting 
leases. 

During th-e-1980's, acre-
age registered with the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department as hunting 
leases increased by 18 
percent- -from 30.6 mil-
lion in 1980 to 36.6 mil-
lion acres in 1990, or 22 
percent of the privately 
owned land, he said. 

The counties that saw 
an increase in leased acre-
age are widely distributed 
around the state, with 
most ofthem concentrated 
in East Texas, the Hill 
Country, far West Texas 
and the Panhandle. 

"These increases maybe 
related to the need for 
additional incomes for  

agricultural operators 
and the need to control 
trespassers on private 
property," Thigpen said. 

In all, 150 Texas coun-
ties showed an increase 
in the acreage leased for 
hunting. Ten counties 
showed no change and 94 
counties declined in 
leased acreage during the 
1980's, he said. 

The counties with de-
clining acreages in hunt-
ing leases during the 
1980s also are widely dis-
tributed across the state. 
Most are adjacent to the 
larger metropolitan areas. 
In many cases, the decline 
is probably due to a shift 
in land use from agricul-
tural production to urban 
and recreational pur-
poses. 

More hunters also are 
obtaining the "ultimate 
lease" - -their own land. 

"As urban residents 
purchase rural land for 
homesites and enjoyment 
of wildlife and other rec-
reational pursuits, the 
amount of leased acreage 
in a county can decline," 
he said. 

Alternatively, acreage 
enrollments in the Con-
servation Reserve Pro-
gram (CRP) may have 
influenced the increases 
in the Panhandle, he said. 

Most leases exist for 
several reasons, accord-
ing to a survey of 12,400 
hunting lease landowners 
conducted by the re-
searchers in 1990. Most 
of the 7,400 who returned 
the survey's question-
naire said they leased for 
additional income. Nearly 
40 percent leased to con-
trol trespassing on their 
land. However, 13 percent 
said that they leased land 
as a business enterprise. 

Eighty percent ofleases 
are still used for gun 
hunts, the survey found.  

Bow hunting accounts for 
21 percent of the use 
(leases may be used for 
more than one purpose); 
private bird hunts, 13 
percent; non-hunting rec-
reation, 12 percent; trap-
ping, 7 percent; or field 
trails, 0.5 percent. 

The annual value of 
Texas wildlife, particu-
larly white-tailed deer 
and other game species 
on lands leased for hunt-
ing, has been estimated 
at more than $100 mil-
lion, according to another 
study by Thigpen and 
Thomas. 

Additionally, the pres-
ence of wildlife augments 
leased land values by 
about $4 billion, said a 
1983 report by the Texas 
A & M department of 
agricultural economics 
and the Experiment Sta-
tion. 

At the state level, hunt-
ers spend an estimated 
$4.8 billion. The economic 
impact on many rural 
Texas counties is signifi-
cant. For example, an-
other study by Thigpen 

and other economists 
found that hunters spent 
more than $7 million on 
groceries, beverages, 
_hunting  needs,  gasoline 
and automobile repair, 

hotels, gifts and building 
supplies during the 1989-
90 hunting season in 
Gillespie County alone. 
That's more than a third 
of the $17.3 million gen-
erated by tourists in the 
county in 1988, according 
to the Texas Department 
of Commerce. 

More than 60 percent of 
the hunting dollars went 
to business in that com-
m un ity, providing a 
much-needed positive 
economic impact, he said.

"Because of that (1991 

bumper crop,) we had far 
more peanuts than we 
needed, and Georgia

Georgia normally pro-
duces about half of the 
nation's crop, but har-
vested acres are expected 
to drop by 22 percent in 
1992. Production in the 
southeastern states of 
Alabama, Florida, Geor-
gia and South Carolina is 
expected to total 2.8 bil-
lion pounds, a decrease of 
12 percent from 1991. 
Excessive moisture in 
Florida and dry conditions 
in South Carolina have 
decreased yields this year. 

Texas is seeing higher 
yields per acre due in cart 

to timely rains on non- 
irrigated 	peanuts, 
Colburn said. Improved 
production technology, 
such as better irrigation 
methods, also h as boosted 
yields, he said. 

Additionally, growers in 
many cases are practic-
ing better management. 
This year, growers in Frio 
County planted in a 
"window," a time period 
from May 5 until June 5, 
said Clyde Crumley, Ex-
tension entomologist in 
Pearsall. Research and 
experience have shown 
that early-planted pea-
nuts had significantly 
fewer problems with in-
sects and diseases. 

For example, the tomato 
spotted wilt virus has 
wreaked havoc in that 
county, which ranks third 
in the state for peanut 
production.

in Gorman. 
"Growers are hoping for 

a late frost. An early frost 
would knock the quality 
and grade of the peanuts 
down," she said. 

The yield and quality of 
the crop looks good, she 
said. 

"Ifyou look at the whole 
state, the positives far 
outweigh the negatives. 
The crop, overall, is not 
stressed and there are no 
severe quality problems." 

The price, however, is 
not a positive aspect of 
this year's crop. Growers 
are getting about $678 a 
ton (34 cents per pound), 
the government-set quota 
price, for their product. 

The price can go above or 
below that quota price, 
depending on the grade, 
Webb said. That's far be-
low the 41 cents per pound 
price in 1990, she said, 

Water from wells on 11 
typical Erath County dair-
ies is safe and in some 
cases, better than water 
from other regions of 
Texas, according to a re-
cently completed study. 

The field study, con-
ducted from 1989 through 

when producers saw "the 
highestbonuses we'd seen 
in 10 years." 

Whether consumers 
will pay less for peanut 
products is not known yet. 

"The price of peanut 
butter leveled off(after the 
increase of 1990) and has 
gone back down," she said.

Reputation Of "Killer" Bees 
Still Unwarranted In Texas 

State Comptroller To Highlight 
Forces Of Change Underway; 
Seminar Set Dec. 1 In Abilene 

9 	The presence of so- 
called "killer bees" in 
Texas is far from the hor-
ror drama that some pre-
dicted before their arrival 
two years ago from Mex-
ico. 

Since they first were 
found to have crossed the 
border in October 1990, 
the bees have been col-
lected in at least 50 coun-
ties, ranging from 
Brewster County in the 
west to Matagorda County 
on the coast, and as far 
north as Travis County in 
Central Texas. 

According to state 
health officials, the dan- 
gers of the "Africanized" 
honey bee have been 
grossly exaggerated in the 
media as a public health 
threat. 

Bobby Davis, an ento-
mologist and director of 

S 
the General Sanitation 
Division at the Texas 
Department of Health 
(TDH), said, "'Killer bee' 
was never a valid com-
mon name for any honey 
bee. There is no difference 
in honey bee races from 
either a medical perspec-
tive or a public health 
standpoint." 

"When the Africanized 
honey bees have posed 
problems, they have been 
as easily eliminated as 
any other bees," he said. 

Davis said that bees, 
wasps, hornets and other 
stinging insects should 
never be allowed to nest 
in houses or buildings 
used by people or animals. 
"Whether they are Afri-
canized bees or common 
yellow jackets, they are 
pests if they nest near 
people, and should be 
treated as such. If the 
insects sense that their 
nests are threatened, they 
will sting." 

He added that the 
venom of an Africanized 
bee is no more potent than 
that of any other honey 
bee. The dubious nick-
name or-killer' originated 
with political enemies of 
a researcher in Brazil who 
accidentally released the 
African species in the wild 
in 1957. 

Davis recommended the 
following tips on control-
ling Africanized honey 
bees, as well as other 
stinging pests: A wild col-
ony of bees which poses a 
threat to people can be 
removed by any bee- 

keeper. If no beekeeper is 
available, the nest can be 
destroyed. Bees can be 
killed with any of a vari-
ety of pesticides made for 
the purpose, although any 
pesticide labeled as a 
space spray for control-
ling adult mosquitoes is 
usually sufficient. A solu-
tion of soap and water is 
an inexpensive, effective 
alternative outside of 
buildings. 

*Wasp and hornet 
sprays are ideal against 
bees, since they allow the 
user more distance from 
the hive or nest. Insect 
control on private prop-
erty is the responsibility 
of the owner in most Texas 
communities. Owners 
should inspect structures 
for likely insect nesting 
areas at least every 30 
days to prevent large colo-
nies with hatching young 
from developing. Honey 
bees are only protective of 
such "brood colonies." 
Anyone wanting to kill a 
nest or hive should first 
examine the area to be 
sprayed, noting all en-
trances and exits in day-
light. The hive can then 
be sprayed after dark, 
when all the insects will 
be present. Stinging pests 
are rarely able to fly in 
darkness. After a hive or 
nest has been sprayed, be 
cautious of crawling or 
walking insect survi-
vors-even if they cannot 
fly, they are still able to 
sting. 

*Remove any remnants 
of the hive or nest when 
daylight returns. 

Davis said, "No license 
is required for citizens 
using general use pesti-
cides on their own prop-
erty. However, anyone 
who is paid to apply pesti-
cides or inspect property 
for insects, with few ex-
ceptions needs a certified 
noncommercial applicator 
license from the Texas 
Structural Pest Control 
Board." 

Davis added, "If people 
will be as cautious as they 
always should have been 
about nests of stinging 
insects, they will be rela-
tively safe-not only from 
honey bees, but from all 
stinging wasps, hornets 
and yellow jackets." He 
explained that the inspec-
tion service which regu-
lates the Texas bee indus-
try prohibits beekeepers  

from moving bees from 
counties where the Afri-
canized bees have been 
found. 

"The industry-imposed 
quarantine began as a 
measure to slow the bees' 
spread through the state 
until beekeepers had time 
to evaluate their impact 
on the honey industry. It 
is purely for scientific and 
economic purposes-not a 
public health measure,' 
Davis said. 

He added that the list ot 
counties where the Afri-
canized bees have been 
found is growing steadily. 
The 50 counties on Nov. I 
were: Aransas, Atascosa, 
Bandera, Bastrop, Bee, 
Bexar, Brewster, Brooks, 
Caldwell, Calhoun, 
Cameron, Comal, Crane, 
Dimmit, Duval, Edwards, 
Fayette, Frio, Goliad, 
Guadalupe, Hays, Hi-
dalgo, Jim Hogg, Jim 
Wells, Karnes, Kenedy, 
Kerr, Kinney, Kleberg, La 
Salle, Live Oak, Matag-
orda, Maverick, McMul-
len,Medina, Nueces, Real, 
Refugio, San Patricio, 
Starr, Terrell, Travis, 
Uvalde, Val Verde, Victo-
ria, Webb, Willacy, 
Wilson, Zapata and Zav-
ala. 

AUSTIN-"There are 
forces of change at work 
across Texas that are 
having an undeniable 
influence upon our state's 
future. The citizens of 
West Texas need to be 
aware of these on-going 
forces today so that they 
can be shaped to benefit 
the entire region tomor-
row," State Comptroller 
John Sharp said today. 

Sharp made the com-
ments as he announced 
that 	the 	State 
Comptroller's Office will 
hold a Forces of Change 
Regional Outlook for resi-
dents of West Texas on 
Tuesday, December 1, in 
Abilene. The seminar will 
beheldfrom 10-11:30a.m. 
at the Abilene Civic Cen-
ter, located at 1100 North 
6th Street. 

The program will in-
clude information on 
trends affecting the re-
gion, a regional economic 
analysis, and a discussion 
on state finances. 

"Forces of Change is the 
most comprehensive look 
ever made into the Texas 

of tomorrow. In Executive 
Order 92-1, Governor 
Richards instructed the 
State Comptroller's Office 
to conduct a sweeping 
study of the inevitable 
undercurrents shaping 
the Texas future," Sharp 
said. 

As examples of the 
unalterable trends dis-
cussed in Forces of 
Change, Sharp has 
pointed out that the Texas 
population of the next

proper rate of nutrients 
without damaging the 
environment. 

Fertilizers provide 
numerous benefits. "No 
one has found a way to 
keep farmers in business 
without fertilizers," 
Onken said. Fertilizers 
help farmers overcome 
rising production costs by 
increasing production per 
acre. 

Producing higher yields 
on less land is one reason 
food in the United States 
remains inexpensive, he 
said. With a lower demand 
for cropland, fertilizers 
have made the movement 
ofhighly erodible cropland 
to less erodible grassland 
possible. 

"Erosion was once con-
sidered the single great-
est contribution of agri-
culture to environmental 
degradation," Onken said. 

Fulfilling the require-
ments ofthe soil to achieve 
a high yield can be costly, 
he said. If sufficient fer-
tilizer is not applied, a 
smaller yield and less 
profit results. Likewise, 
applying too much fertil-
izer can turn profits into 
unwarranted production 
costs. Over-application 
also increases the risk of 
pollution, Onken said. 

Pollution takes two 
forms: point source and 
non-point source. Point-
source pollutants have a 
single source, such as a 
refinery or the city sewer. 
Non-point source pollut-
ants come from a large 
area, such as a watershed 
or storm run-off into a 
river. Agricultural activi-
ties are usually consid-
ered non-point sources. 

Increasing concern for 
clean ground and surface 
water has brought non-
point source pollution and 
agriculture under scru-
tiny. SuNeys,- research 
programs and proposals 
for changing production 
methods indicate that for 
certain areas the environ-
mental concern is justi-
fied, he said. 

However, research con-
ducted on the Texas High 
Plains has not produced 
evidence to prove that an 
environmental problem 
exists. 

"From a production 
agriculture standpoint, 
we have no reason at all to 
believe adverse effects of 
fertilizers exist on the

The Texas Sheep and 

Goat Raisers Association-
sponsored Sheep and Goat 
Referendum has passed 
according to a November 
9 correspondence from 
Texas Department of 
Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry. 

The October 29 referen-
dum carried 74.7 percent 
of the popular vote in the 
111 West and Central 
Texas counties involved.

Onken said. 

Nitrogen fertilizers are 
regulated in some states. 
"Nitrogen fertilizer has 
not been banned in these 
states, but the legislation 
requires best manage-
ment practices tobeused," 
Onken said. 

Under best manage-
ment practices, nitrogen 
fertilizer is applied in the 
optimum amounts to 
generate maximum prof-
its. Using the optimum 
amount of fertilizer less-
ens the opportunity for it 
to cause environmental 
hazards, he said. 

Using the Experiment 
Station's system, the 
appropriate fertilizer rate 
is determined through two 
steps, Onken said. 

The nutrient-supplying 
power of the soil is as-
sessed. Both nutrients 
native to the soil and those 
from previous fertilizer 
applications, or residual 
fertilizer, constitute the 
supplying power of the 
soil, he said. The amount 
of fertilizer required by 
the crop to produce a given 
yield is then determined. 
The difference between 
the nutrient amount 
needed to produce a given 
yield and the amount 
supplied by the soil is the 
fertilizer rate, Onken said. 

Soil-supplied nutrients 
and applied fertilizer are 
treated as separate enti-
ties, Onken said. Research 
shows that the crop does 
not use the two in equal 
amounts. 

'The system is designed 
to maximize the profit for 
the farmer's fertilizer 
investment while mini-
mizing environmental 
impact," Onken said. If a 
farmer applies the 
amount of nitrogen fertil-
izer that maximizes profit, 
research shows that he 
will leave no more nitrates 
in the soil below six inches 
than if he grew the crop 
without fertilizer. Conse-
quently, there is little 
chance of adverse envi-
ronmental impact, he 
said.

Social Security And Supplemental 
Security Income Benefits Increase 

"Social Security and 
Supplemental Security 
Income (SSI) beneficiar-
ies will receive a 3 percent 
increase in the benefit 
checks that they receive 
on December 31, 1992," 
said Glyn Hammons, 
Social Security manager 
in Abilene. "The raise is a 
result of annual 'cost-of-
living' increases required 
by Social Security law." 

For individual Social 
Security retirees, the 
average monthly benefit 
will increase from $634 to 
$653. In a family where 
both spouses are benefici-
aries, the monthly benefit 
will increase from $1,029 
to $1,106. Average disabil-
ity benefits go up from 
$608 to $ 627 per month."  

"The 	maximum 
monthly SSI benefit for 
one person will be in-
creased from $422 to $434 
and the rate for a couple 
goes up from $622 to $652. 

The annual increase in 
both Social Security and 
SSI benefits is based on 
the rise in the Consumer 
Price Index. Other 
changes that will become 
effective January 1, 1993 
are based on "automatic 
adjustment" provisions in 
the law and are tied to the 
increase in average 
wages. 

* Although the Social 
Security and Medicare tax 
rate does notgo up in 1993, 
the "wage base, " the 
maximum amount of 
earnings taxed for Social  

Security, will increase to 
$57, 600 from $55, 500. 

The combined Social 
Security and Medicare tax 
rate remains at 7.65 per-
cent for employees and 
employers and 15.3 per-
cent for the selfemployed. 

* The Medicare "wage 
base" will increase to 
$135,000 from $130,200. 
People who make more 
than the Social Security 
wage base of $57,600 will 
pay the Medicare portion 
of the Social Security tax 
on earnings up to the new 
Medicare wage base. (The 
Medicare portion of the 
Social Security tax is 1.45 
percentfor employees, 2.9 
percent for self-em-
ployed.) 

* Currently, the amount  

of wages needed to earn 
one Social Security quar-
ter of coverage is $570. In 
1993, it will be $590. Since 
the maximum number of 
quarters that may be 
earned each year is 4, 
anyone earningmore than 
$2,360 in 1993 will receive 
4 quarters of coverage for 
the year. 

* The maximum 
amount of money that 
beneficiaries between the 
ages of 65 and 69 can earn 
in 1993 without reducing 
the amount of their Social 
Security benefits is 
$10,560. In 1992, the limit 
was $10,200. For every $3 
a person earns over the 
new limit, $1 is withheld 
from his or her benefit. 

* For individuals under 
age 65, the corresponding 
limit will be $7,680 in 
1993, up from the current 
level of $7,440. For every 
$2 a person under age 65 
earns over this limit, $1
