the tree dies. Many of the fruit 
trees in Eastland Cotintr showed 
symptoms of scale infestations 
during the past year. 

Now is the time to effectively 
control scale. Fruit trees should 
be sprayed now with a dormant 
oil spray. It takes 3/4 pint of 
97% miscible oil in three gallons 
of water or four gallons of 97% 
miscible oil in 100 gallons of wa-
ter. The miscible oil can be pur-
chased at most farm supply stor-
es.

It would be a good idea to 
spray all your fruit trees between 
now and February 1st with the 
dormant oil. 

There were some growers who 
had trouble with brown rot on 
fruit last year. This was especial-
ly true wkh apricots. The best 
control for brown rot on fruit 
is a spray containing microfine 
wettable sulfur. This should be 
sprayed on the tree during the 
pink bud stage, again at bloom 
stage, and again when 75% of the 
petals have fallen.

EDITORIAL 

How do colleges select stu- 
dents? There are several ways. 
One of the most important, of 
course, is by studying a stp-
dent's academic abilities. Some 
colleges prefer to measure a stu-
dent's academic abilities by his 
rank among his classmates rather 
than by his grade average. 

Another way colleges select 
students is through recommenda-
tions from teachers. The college 
finds out through inquiry about 
the student's charaoter and quali-
fications whether or not he will 
be able to make it in college. 

Students must have the re-
quired credits in math, science, 
and English Ito be accepted in 
various schools. Many colleges 
require a certain percentile on 
entrance examination tests such 
as the CEEB and the ACT. 

Student residence is often con-
sidered in getting into college. It 
is more likely that state univer-
sities would give admittance to 
students from their state. 

Students and parents should 
realize that with the increasing 
number of capable college appli-
cants, some are going to be re-
jected. Their disappointm e n t 
should not be too great, however, 
because there are enough accred-
ited colleges for every high school 
graduate to find a place that 
suits him.

water holes went dry in places 
that had never been known to 
be dry. Cisterns went dry and 
water failed in numerous wells. 

Cattle died from hunger and 
thirst; chickens and turkeys did 
not survive the dry heat. 

Hot winds came during the 
summer with such intensity that 
mothers of babies and small 
children did without the neces-
sary amount of dinking water 
in order tp dampen rags to 
soothe the hot bodies of their 
children. 

Hiring out for money during 
1886-87 was a thing of the past. 
A story is told of a Comanche 
county man who contracted to 
plow a farm for a landowner 

' near Democrat and who was to 
receive his wages in wheat, out 
of a surplus left over from the 
year 1885. The plowman prom-
ised another man he would di-
vide the wheat with him if he 
would help do the plowing. 
Three yoke of oxen ware "hook-
ed up to the plows" and the 
land was plowed in three months. 
The men received enough wheat 
for seed and "Sunday biscuits" 
for the winter. 

Some farmers from this area 
drove ox teams to wagons and 
went to Milam County. and other 
ocunties where there there had 
been rain and brciught badt 
wagon beds filled with corn and 
sweet potoes These trips took 
weeks, but happy were the fam-
ilies when the men returned with 
food. Barrels of water were 
hauled for miles. 

Razorback hogs roamed the 
the woods and plowed up the 
ground with "snouts a foot long" 
finding roots and acorns that 
had been covered cp. `rinse wild 
hogs weathered the drought, in 
remarkable manner and furnish-
ed meat for many families. Me, 
with hounds hunted hogs dil, 
igently. When killed and dres-
sed they usually weighed from 
50 to. 75 pounds. There was no 
lard at all from them but the 
meat would fry itself. 

When we an tempted to com-
plain of our lot, why not stop 
and think before we utter our 
complaints. Could we, or would 
we survive an 1886-87 drought 
as did our forefathers?
