Association is asking Governor 
Price Daniel to call a fourth 
special session of the Legisla_ 
ture to give all Texas teachers 
more than just a straight pay 
raise. 

Here is what the teachers 
want: 1. An immediate base 
pay increase of $405 a year for 
teachers with a maximum of up 
to $5994 per year for master 
degree holders. 2. Double the 
present $54 annual raise granted 
teachers as a bonus for length 
of service. 3. An increase of 
$50 per clas5.-room teacher unit 
in state funds for school and 
operation each year. 4. A 
boost of $190 per year for each 
bus operated by a school ystem. 

No estimate of the cost of the 
four-point program was given, 
nor was any suggestion given 
as to what taxes should be lev-
ied to meet the additional cost.

Texas Highway Department, but 
that the Department was at-
ready well experience this type 
of operation.
