Although it benefited cover 
crops and some late peanut har-
vesting in the tight land areas, 
the loss in future pecan produc-
ion will amount to around a 
third of the normal crop, C. E. 
Smith, local groower, said. 

The snow was wet and heavy 
which made it cling to the limbs 
and the pecan trees, already bur-
dened with ripened nuts, were 
badly broken. 

Other trees, fruit and orna-
mental, suffered somswhat less 
but serious damage in many 
areas.

The answer is, of course, 
that a national campaign that 
serves to unify and direct 
a nation a nation can be a 
waste of energy. 

The political conventions, 
the evnts leading up to them, 
as riotous and angry as they 
sometimes might have been, 
the campaign itself, and par-
ticularly its denouement, as 
the fiction writer would term 
it, are proof that a country of 
200 millions of ethnic diversi-
ty and conflicting ideals, can 
fashion a clear national de-
cision. 

It is said that a .goodfight 
tends to clear the air. That 
is something of what happen-
ed in thei campaign just com-
pleted, as it has happened 
in national political campaigns 
of the past. 

It was not the campaign 
that divided us; it wasn't the 
events El.znounding the Demo-
cratic convention in Chicago, 
or any of the Oilier manifes-
tMons .cf discontent that e-
rupted into public violence; it 
wasn't the campaign oratory. 

Whatver division there was 
existed long before Divisions 
are common to any human 
society. Conflict is a law of 
life. 

In other and dictatorial 
governments, the grievances 
and divisions exposed in the 
American political campaign 
would have ben dealt with 
Eby forceful suppression, as de-
monstrated in Czechoslovakia, 
or with solutions arbitrarily 
imposed from above. But in 
our case, thy were brought 
into the open, publicly recog-
nized, aired and fought over, 
and in the election a man-
date given a chosen leader-
ship. The nation a a whole, 
pro and con, has accepted that 
decision and therein lies har-
mony. 

It does not mean that these 
problems will be solved or 
that the means to their so-
lution will not continue to be 
fought over. It does mean 
that- an intelligent and free 
electorate, enlightened by o-
pen and frank discussion, is 
capable of dealing with its 
problems. 

tut even more significant 
is what happened after the 
election. Hilbert Humphrey 
was gallant in defeat as Rich-
ard Nixon was rnagnanimous 
in victory. Both showed qual-
ities worthy of the finest tra-
ditions of our Democracy. In 
their magnificent behavoir, 
their coming together after 
the campaign they gained new 
stature and respect, and, what 
is more, demonstrated the 2C-
sential genius of the American 
political system. 

They gave an enampie if 
what Americans ox all polit-
ical 'faiths need to do in this 
time of great national chat-
'ewe and greater opportuni-
ty. 

It would not have happened 
in Soviet Russia, or in any 
other dictatorial land. There 
the defeated candidate can be 
banished to anonymity and 
neglect, if not Othrwise dis-
posed of, whatever talents he 
might possess lost to tste na-
tion.

The peanut harvest, favored 

with good weather, was estimated 
at between 80 and 90 percent 
complete this week, with a re-
sultant income to farmers touch-
ing an all-time high. 

President Bill Tyler of the First 
State Bank said that deposits in 
the Rising Star financial institu-
tion had been swelled by about 
one million dollars from the pro-
ceeds of the crop. The deposits, 
reported at $4,485.089.12 Wed-
nesday, were the highest in the 
bank's history by a great deal. 

Peanut buying and processing 
plants were "tailing out" the crop 
tnis wek and turning attention 
to the sale of fertilizers and field 
sects for planting cover crops on 
the bared peanut acres. 

A heavy yield, and a grade 
averaging the highest in many 
years combined to give the grow 
ers of the peanuts the maximum 
in return from their crops.

TOWERING ST. VITUS CATHEDRAL 

The highest spires in Prague—city of 100 spires—are found at 
beautiful St. Vitus Cathedral, an awesome structure that is part 
of Prague Castle. Construction began on this largest of the city's 
churches in the 10th century, but the finishing touches weren't 
applied until 1929. Two of the most skilled architects who con-
tributed most to the cathedral's Gothic character were the 14th 
century artists, Matthias of Arras and Peter Paden Paler was 
just 23 years old when he was commissioned for St. Vitus. Today, 
the building is a must on travelers' lists of things to see, reports 
the Czechoslovak Government Committee for Tourism. Masses 
are celebrated here regularly and on special occasions—during 
the Prague Spring Music Festival, for example—concerts are per-
formed at the cathedral.

Many believe that this year's 
crop will be valued higher than 
the 1966 crop because the price 
of peanuts are up $13.25 per ton 
over the '66 crop. 

The County ASCS records sho•.r 
that the average yields in the 
county were from 17 to 20 bush-
els per acre, between 1960 and 
1964. In 1966 the yield was 23.2 
bushels and in 1967 it was 31.2. 

Increased use of irrigation and 
better production practices are 
largely responsible for the in-
crease in yields the last four 
years. However, the weather was 
very favorable in 1966 as well as 
this year. 

While the yields and the prices 
are up this year, we should also 
mention that costs of production 
is up. Many people are surpris-
ed to learn that it cost as much 
as $65 per acre to produce dry 
land peanuts and as much as $180 
per acre to produce irrigated 
peanuts.
