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County Tax Vote

Eastland County will build
a new jail.

A United States Federal
Judge has ordered it.

Voters on Saturday, Aug.
12, will decide how the new
facility will be paid for.

Election Judge E. L.
Gaines has announced that
voting will be done at City
Hall in Rising Star, Saturday,
August 12th from 7 a.m. to 7
p.m.

Mr. Kenneth Morrison will
act as alternate judge. Also
helping with the elction will
be Mrs. Mary Claborn, Mrs.
Inez Elliott, Mrs. Emma
Jean Steel and Mrs. Rowena
Chambers.

On that day, voters in all

county precincts will go to

the polls and vote “for’’ or

‘‘against’” a proposition,
which if passed, would
authorize the county to

assess up to thirty cents a
bundred valuation, for the
county road and bride fund.
In effect, this will enable
the county to transfer funds
from the general funds to
retire the necessary
retirement to build the jail.
An  architect's recom-
mendation for a 25 bed
facility adjacent to the
present jail has been ap-
proved by the county court.
In the event that the tax
issue isn't passed, it is
altogether possible that the
county could be played under
an order by the federal court
which would require that
certain amounts of money be
placed in seperate funds to
pay for the new facility. A
number of towns in the
county are familiar with
such federal court orders,
and labored under them for
years, paying off old oil
boom debts for capitol im-
provements, after defaute.
The special tax would also
afford funds for the im-
plimentation of the Sabanno
River Watershed
Development program
which is now developing.

Also in the event of a turn
down by voters, there would
appear to be the distinct
possiblity of a major
property revaluation® in
order to provide the funds to
pay for the jail. This would
have widespread effect on
many areas, not the least of
which is school local fund

assignment requirements.
The County Com-
missioners Court has

recently issued the following
fact sheet regarding county
finances: :

only the authorization but
also the limitation on all
county funds. The Con-
stitutional maximum tax
rate is 80 cents on the $100.00
valuation in any one year for
the county’'s general fund,
permanent improvement
fund, road and bridge fund
and jury fund purposes. An
amendment to the Texas
Constitution allows an ad-
tional 30 cents per $100.00
value to be levied for Farm-
to-Market Lateral Road and
Flood Control purposes. This
additional tax may not be
levied except by a majority
vote of the voters of the
county.

The rapidly increasing
costs of maintaining the
county roads and bridges has
made it necessary to secure

additional revenues. In-
flation is the biggest cause of
increasing costs; some

examples: the cost of a road
grader has increased from
$19,000.00 in 1964 to ap-
proximately $50,000.00 in
1976; steel grader blades
from 75 cents per linear foot
10 $3.50 per linear foot; diesel
fuel from 17 cents per gallon
to 45 cents per gallon and
gasoline from 23 cents per
gallon to 50 cents per gallon.

The Texas Legislature,

within the past few years,
has passed legislation taking
away Governmental Im-
munity from  Political
subdivisions; this requires
the purchase of costly
liablity insurance coverage;
also the Legislature passed
legislation requiring -
governmental bodies to
acquire Workman's Com-
pensation coverage; the cost
of this insurance coverage
for a county road worker is
approximately $12.00 for
each $100.00 in wages, this
would mean that a worker
receiving a salary of $500.00
per month would have an
insurance premium of $60.00
per month, These examples
must be considered in light
of the fact that there has
been no general increase in
tax sources Or revenues,
with the exception of Federal
Revenue Sharing. While
Federal Revenue Sharing
was a tremendous aid to
county finances, it is
generally believed that it
further fueled the fires of
inflation.

It is the opinion that the
voters of Eastland County
should be afforded a voice
and a vote upon what means
is taken to finance the
operation of road and bridge
maintenance within
Eastland County. For this
reason, an election will be
held on Saturday, August 14,
1976 for the purpose
deciding whether or not to
levy the additional 30 cents

Multi - Billion Dollar Boost

THE MULTI-BILLION
DOLLAR BOOST that oil and
gas industry operations gave
to the Texas economy in 1977
was shared by the citizens of
Eastland County.

The marketed value of
petroleum production in the
county has been calculated at
$17.2-million in an economic
activity profile of the state's
top producing counties
prepared by the Dallas-based
Texas Mid-Continent Oil &
Gas Association.

“Texas' oil and gas
industry remains the corner-
stone of the economy of the
state and of many of its
counties,"’ said the Associa-
tion's president, H.B. (Hank)

Harkins, Alice, independent
producer and drilling com-
pany executive. “‘It is

imperative that the state

maintain taxing and regula-
tory policies which will

encourage the growth of this
industry.”’

Eastland was one of 201
counties last year which
produced petroleum with a
marketed value of $100,000
or more. The county ranked
129th in the estimated total
value of petroleum produced.
The  Association  has-
computed that some
$7.4-million came from the
production of 821,000 barrels
of crude oil, with
approximately $9.8-million

attributed to an output of
10.9 million MCF ot natural’
gas. Payments last year to
owners of royalty in the
county were calculated at
$2.2 million.

While paying local, county
and state property taxes,
producers in the county also
helped support  state
government through
production tax payments
estmated at $1.1 million.
This included $341,000 from
crude oil output, $734,000
from natural gas.

According to the Texas
Employment Commission,
during 1977 some 260
employes worked for the
industry in the county. The

reported amounted (o an
estimated $2.3 million.

The search for additional
petroleum continued in East-
land County last year. Oil
and gas developers spent an
estimated $17.7 million in
the drilling of 262 wells,
including 22 classified as
wildcats. Some $3 million of
that amount was lost in 68
dry holes. the 194 strikes
included 160 oil wells and 34
gas wells.

Processing also contributed
to the county's petroleum-
related economy trhough the
operation of four natural
gasoline processing plants
with a combined daily
capacity of 20.3 million cubic

THE SECOND BUDGET

Prepare Now For Winter

COLLEGE STATION--It's
hard to imagine cold weather
now, but it's not too early to
begin plannng winter graz-
ing pastures for cattle. In
fact, the hot days of late
August and early September
are the best times for early
planting of the winter
pasture.

Don J. Dorsett, area forage
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service, says early planting
means land preparation, a
fertilizer program and plant-
ing seed should be arranged
well ahead of the planting
date.
