He stated unequivocally that
he did not want a man on either the
grand or petit jury who was not loyal
If a man loves Germany more than
he does tmd tes, if he loves
Woodrow han he does the
Kaiser then he is not wanted as a
juror to execute the laws of this state,
The grand jury was charged to assist

loyal spirit towards this war. In this
way Judge Stubbs is making the dis-
trict court of service to the federal
authorities in detecting traitors and
spies.

The jury was charged that the
workings of the grand jury are and
should be kept strictly private. For
various good and sufficient reasous
this part of our laws is based on
sound public policy. And the grand
juror who will viclate his oath and
reveal the inside work of the juy
to any person likes just that mucn
being as good a citizen as he should
be. No person should be billed by the
grand jury, said Judge Stubbs, thrul
prejudice, envy, hate or malice and
no one should be protected from a
bill by love, fear, favor or hope of
reward.

There are three men now in the!
county jail awaiting the action of the
grand jury and these should receive
first consideration in order that they '
may have the privilege of a fair and
speedy trial and if not indicted they
may be released and given their
liberty. Perjury, burglary and petty |

Italian Headquarters in Northern
Italy, Nov. 13.—(By the Associated
Press).—A heavy and continuous
bombardment is proceeding along ths
lower Piave river, marking the open-
ing stages of operations on this new
line. Whether a general engagement
is imminent depends largely upon the
enemy, as the Italians are now en-
trenched behind the river and fight-
ing defensive tactics, with the stream
and their re-established forces check-
ing the further extension of the Aus-
tro-German offensive.

WOMEN TO HAVE HAND
IN WINNING OF
Large Audience Hears Speech of Wo-
men Council of Defense
Worker.

Declaring that in the present stren-
uous times the influence of the women
of the country, rightly directed, will
have a great bearing on the victori-
ous conclusion of the war, Mrs. Phil-
lip E. Moore, of St. Louis, member of
the Women’s Committee of the Coun-
cil of National Defense, addressed a
large' audience, composed mostly of
women, in the auditorium of the Mu-
nicipal Building at 2:30 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon,

'““We women have a great work tc
do during this war,” Mrs. Moore said.
“It is fitting that I call their atten-
tion to what has been accomplished by
the women of England and France,
who have performed greatly for their
respective countries behind the firiny
line. They have made everything
from bandages to munitions, and ran
everything from trucks to locomo-
tives. As the men have marched away
to war the women have taken thecir
places in every line of endeavor.
They are doing the work effectively
and efficiently, too.

*“So the women of the United States
have likewise been marshaled into
service. We have gone further than
the nations of Europe. Never in the
history of any country has there been
a board of women under Government
control.

“The council has organized di-
visions in every State, with women's
committees for each State organiza-
tion, that the work of conserving the
resources of the country may be the
more effectively accomplished.

front, and also to eliminate any ewvil
influence that will affect the moralis
of our soldier boys. Work is goingZ
forward to arrange in camps cer-
tain recreations which will appeal to

the boys and keep them away from

the common temptations which they
are bound to encounter in town.

Women Learn Conditions.

“The women of the country are
learning conditions rapidly, and I am
glad to see that Texas is keeping well
to the forefront in the work. The wo-
men are tending more and more to-
ward patriotic service. The time 1s
coming when we women will have {o
shoulder many of the responsibilities
and the work carried on by men in the
past. We must realize that this is our
war, and we must meet it in the
proper way. As our men of military
age go to the front, the old men, the
boys and the women must school
themselves to do the things that are
required of them.

“A special registration card is now
being prepared by the Government
so as to classify the work the women
can do the most effectively. On these
cards the women will register their
qualifications, and as the time comes
for the more urgent need of women
in the home service, they can ke
placed to the best advantage.”

The meeting was preceded by a
short musical program.

“The Star Spangled Banner,” “Dixie"
and the “Snow Storm,” by special re-
quest, Mrs. Amma Pinkerton Baker
sang, by Selma Katzenstein, “All
Hail America!” the composer playing
the accompaniment.

It is reim-
bursement, restitution, paying back
for damages done. It is in the nature
of a fine.

Without any idea what the peace
terms will be, it seems to us that to
allow a nation to run riot among its
neighbors and utterly destroy every
vestige of property, ravish the womi-
en, enslave the men and destroy the

for indemnities, is showing a weakness
that is inexcusable, It abolishes every
serap of justice as practiced in all the

world where punishment is igRieeed
for far lesser wrongs!

If a neighbor shot vour colt, or set
fire to your barn, or flooded your
fields, or did any other damage to
your property would vou shake hands
and say, “That’s all right, let’s have
peace again.” No, you would demand,
and the courts would allow you in-
demnities to cover the losses, not onlyv
enough to restore vour property buf
enough to cover the costs of suit.

Shall we throw aside the only safe-
guard to life and property and allow
Germany to escape the penalty of
restoration of Belgium, Serbia, Po-
land, and escape paying for the cost
of this war which has been caused by
her greed and fiendishness?

But she cannot pay? That is her
business. She can pay to continue
the war. Let her pay to settele it.
Let her efficiency be shown in re-
construction. Indemnity, ves, em-
phatically yes.—Successful Farming,

of Senator La Follette. A dispatch to
the New York Sun from/Washington
is our authority for saying that Sena-
tor La Follette has ordered from the
Government Printing Office 300,000
copies of his speeches attacking the
War Reyenue Act and implying the
failure of the Liberty loan, and that
under his franking privilege he is ciz-
culating these speeches broadeast
through the country. The Sun dis-
patch says: “The tremendous orders
placed by: Senator La Follette at the
Government Printing Office have
seriously interfered with other im-
portant work there. In order to get
out the 300,000 copies the Senate fold-
ing and mailing room has<been obliz-
ed to work day and night.”

Congress has passed a postage law
which is going to make it very diffi-
cult for The Outlook to circulate ar-
ticles among its readers supporting
the Government and backing the Lib-
erty loan. It has done this becauge it
says the Postoffice Department docs
mot pay expenses, At the same time
it permits a seditious Senator to mail
without charge speeches attacking
the Government. We do not under-
stand the justice of such a proceedin:.

The difficulties in the way of cei-
soring speeches made in the United
States Senate or on the floor of the
House are very great. Indeed, thoe
Constitution forbids such a censor-
ship. At present a member of Con-

ress may libel any citizen or utter
any treasonable or other eriminal
sentiments and can not be called to
account for them because of the con-
stitutional provision that no member
of Congress may be punished by «
eivil court for words spoken in debate.
Having uttered his libelous or trea-
sonable words, he can call on the Gov-
ernment to print them and distribute
them . at public expernse. Now, whi'la
a. ¢ansorship can not be invoked to
cure such a stupid and intolerabls
evil as that exposed in the La Follette
case, there is a simple cure which can
be easily applied.

Repeal the franking privilege; 1s-
sue to each member of Congress =
certain number of postage stambps,
which shall be credited to the Post-
office Department and charged to the
legislative department, for his use in
his own mail; cease distributing pub-
lic documents free; put them in pub-
lic libraries for consultation by the
public; display a list of them at all
postoffices; ands let the private citi-
zen who wants one or more of thein
purchase them, at cost of paper and
mailing, by ordering them of his
postmaster.

The abuse illustrated by the La Fol-
lette case would thus be done away,
‘and yet every citizen who wanted
the speeches of Congress could get
them easily and quickly.

TURK LOSSES 10,000 AS
OLD CITY IS TAKEN

London, Nov. 11.—Where 827 years
ago the Crusaders achieved a notable
victory over the Moslem hordes, Brit-
ish troops Saturday carried the stand-
ard of democracy in a crushing de-
feat to the Turks. Official statements
from the Egyptian expeditionary
forces under General Allanby told of
the capture of Askalon with casual-
ties inflicted on the enemy estimated
‘at 10,000.

Askalon is of ancient history. Herod
was born there. It is fourteen miles
northwest of Gaza and thirty miles
from Jerusalem. The Crusaders cap-
tured the city in 1099, had to relin-
quish it, recaptured it in 11563 and
Saladin the Great took it again in
{1187, Then in 1270, the infidel hordes
:took it. They have held it ever since.
| With the occupation of Askalon,
British forces have described a hailf
circle around the holy city of Jeru-
salem. At Hebron, occupied earlier in
{ the week, the British are only twenty
‘miles distant from the shrine of all
Christians.

'Tis an old saying, but true enough
to repeat, that an individual gets out
of the community no more than he or
she puts into it. Selfishness is, there-
fore, the most effective bar to our
happiness. Each of us should and must
be willing for every other person in
our community to enjoy some of thae
friuts of our individual labor and sac-
rifice; we receive in return, however,
the benefits of our labor and sacrifice
multiplied by the number of co-oper-
ating neighbors we have. Thus by .
each contributing our share of la-
bor, money or patronage we share in
the general benefits and advantages
resulting from the united effo;ts of
all of us. '

No person is apt to look updn
schools, churches, parks, pavements,
ete., as commercial. We rather con-
sider them as institutions better off
if kept out of commercial and political
influence. However, we must remem-
ber at all times that these advantages
are to a large extent made possible,
and maintained by the business inter-
ests of the community of which the re-
tail store is a dominant factor.

BRITISH GUNS

THUNDER AGAINST ROULERS—
U-BOAT BASES IN DANGER

London, Nov. 11.—All the high
ground in the immediate vicinity of
the town of Passchendaele was
snatched from the Germans today bw
the British in a vigorous assault on
a 2,500 yard front that carried the
attackers easily a mile deep into tha
Teuton defense system.

As a result of this attack the ninth
since Sept. 21, only five miles sepsa-
rate Haig's first army from the vital
railroad town of Roulers, which feeds
the communications to the U-boat
bases on the Belgian coast. Haig's
ocuns will soon rain shells on these
vital lines. !

A series of strongly fortified farms
were taken by the British as they ad-
vanced. They pushed to within a short
distance of the village of Westroose-
beke, the key to the lowlands before
Roulers.

The British success was the more
remarkable, military experts point
out, inasmuch as all through the weel:
the Germans had been reported mass-
ing troops and guns to recapture Pess-
chendaele, at the express order of
Field Marshal von Hindenburg to “re-
take the town, cost what it may."”

German attacks on the French to
the northwest of Rheims were beaten
off, according to the official Pars
communique.

Observers pointed out tonight that
the British drive from now on—be-
ginning today—was almost due north
toward the Belgian sea coast and the
German submarine bases. Such 2
movement is in the nature of a gi-
gantic flanking operation  and if
sweeping enough must soon threaten
the rear of the German lines, forcine
them to abandon their submarine
bases on the coast.

DISLOYALTY CHARGE AGAINST
TEACHERS IN UNIVERSITY

Austin, Nov. 13.—Considerable at-
tention was paid to the charges of
disloyalty which have been made
against the school of Germanic lan-
guages this morning by the Uni-
versity investigating committee, Sena-
tor I. E. Clark and Representative
Leonard Tilloston conducting the hear-
ing the other member, Representa-
tive Oscar Davis, having left for El
Paso for investigation at the Uni-
versity of Texas school of mines.

Three of the eight members of the

German faculty have stated that they|

do not own Liberty bonds. They are
Prof. Edouard Prokosch, Adjunct
Professor Max Diez and Instructor
Hans Kurath. All declared their loy-
alty to the American government,
but said they had felt themselves fi-
nancially unable to buy bonds. ,
Professor Diez is a native of Aus-
tria, the other two of Germany. The
three others questioned upon this
point had bought Liberty bonds, two
of them being natives of Germany
and the other a native of Russia.

STEAM SHIP SUNK =

Rochester, American Steamer
Torpedoed—First to Defy
U-Boats.

London, Nov. 8.—The American
steamship Rochester was, torpedpe&
and sunk at dusk on Nov. 2. The Ro-
chester and the American steamship
Orleans were the first to dare the U-

boats after the proclamation of un-

restricted submarine warfare by the
German government.

Four sailors are known to have lost
their lives on the Rochester. One
boat with the second mate and fifteen
men is missing. The captain and
twenty-two men have been landed ag
Buncrana. One life boat with nine
survivors reached Roseport, in the
county of Mayo, yesterday.

The American steamship Rochestar
plied between Baltimore and British
ports. She was in command of Cap-
tain Erik Kokerwitz and carried a
crew of about thirty-five men. She
registered 2,661 tons gross and was
247 feet long.

The race of the Rochester and the
Orleans to be the first American ves-

sel to defy the Kaiser's orders to his -

U-boats to sink everything created
great enthusiasm in the United States.
The vessels left New York harbor al-
most at the same moment Feb. 10,
and were cheered by huge throngs.
Both reached French ports safely.

Captain Kokerwitz commanded the
Rochester on her first race through
the barred zone. She was owned by
the Kerr steamship line.

1. In many instances men have
failed to report for military service
who are not intentionally deserters.
Such cases are .provided for in the
fourth paragraph of Section 16 of
Mobilization Regulations which reails
as follows: “If it appears that the
delinquency of persons who hove
failed to report is not willful, and if
such persons present themselves for
military service the Local Board will
immediately send them to the Mob-
ilization Camp so far as practicable
in the manner prescribed therein for
the forwarding of other selected men
to Mobilization Camps. A list, regis-
tration cards, and reports of physi-
cal examination of each of such per-
sons will be forwarded both by reg-
istered mail and by the persons sent
as hereinbefore prescribed, and with

the mailed copies the Local Board
will include a certified narrative re-
port of the delinquency of the per-
sons forwarded, which shall contain
the Local Board’s recommendation as
to the degree of culpability and the
cause of the offense.”

2. This regulation is still in force
and local boards are instructed to
exercise the discretion vested in them
thereunder and to class as deserters
only those men whose acts show a
willful intention to avoid military
service. ]

3. In this connection the attention
of local boards is directed to the fol-
lowing instructions of the Provost
Marshal General: “When drafted men
charged with desertion are delivered
to any Army Post or Camp a memo-
randum authority for the commitment
should be handed to the military
commander by the officer delivering
the prisoner. This memorandum
should state the man's name and
Local Board, that he is charged with
desertion, such dates and facts relza-
tive to the case as the delivering of-
ficer has knowledge of and should
further recite that the confinement
is by authority of the Provost Marshal
General.”

4, Every protection should be ex-
tended to men voluntarily reporting
to local boards for military service
at a time later than the time specified
in their notification where a reason-
able explanation of their default is
made and local boards should co-op-
erate with the Government in the
confinement of payment of rewards
to cases of willful desertion only. You
are requested to hand a copy of this
letter to your local paper with a re-
quest for its publication so that men
who have failed to report for mili-
tary service at the time they were
notified but who are not willful de-
serters may understand that the logi-
cal course for them to pursue is to
report to their local board at the
earliest possible moment.

The adoption of
universal military training will be no-
tice to the world that from then on
we will be prepured to defend our-
selves promptly and efficiently, and
this will do more to keep us out of
war in the future than anything else
we could do.”

Graham, “that there will ever be an-
other war?"

“T have no doubt about it,” sald
Uncle Dan. “So long as men are
selfish, so long as nations are ambl-
tious to acquire territory, so long as
population presses and demands more
room, So long as there remains a
geramble for world trade—so long wars
will be.

PATRONAGE, POOR RELATIONS,
AND THE STATE

Houston Post: Tte human organ-
ism is a peculiar thing. In private
business he tries to get all the work
possible from his employes; he limits
the number of those employes as
much as possible, and gives to the eni-
ployment of a new worker a good
deal of thought; and he is careful
that the new worker so employed
shall have work to do and shall per-
form it rapidly and well. Duplication
of effort is discouraged, and the man
or woman who “delivers the goods”
is the one who receives advancement
and better wages.

But place the same 'man in charge
of a department of the State’s busi-
ness and he becomes a different in-
dividual.

Those employes whom he favors are
encouraged to take life easy; new
employes are placed on the pay rolls
as frequently as appropriations will
permit or political considerations
make necessary; and the new workers
may or may not find employment
during eight full hours of the work-
ing day, and may or may not do the
work either rapidly or well. If there
be little work ‘“soldiering” is en-
couraged—and the one who works
rapidly and well is frequently forced
to the conclusion that reward does not
come that way.

It is true the State law prohibits
the employment of relations by of-
ficials of the Government—but in
actual practice that law is as a dead
letter. It does not prohibit the head
of one department employing the re-
lation of the head of another depart-
ment in return for a similar favor.
And the committees investigating af-
fairs at Austin will not be surprisel
to find that many employes in the
State capitol are relatives of heads
of departments or of other employes
with influence at home. This is well
enough when the employe gives full
value to the State for the sala.y
paid. Otherwise it is graft of the
cheapest sort.

There is no private business which
would undertake to support the rela-
tions of the employes as well as the
owners. Such a task would result n
bankruptecy—and it would come
quickly. The State Government should
be conducted at least as well as a pri-
vate business. That it has not been is
the cause, at least in part, of the con-
dition in which Texas is today.

PRESIDENT'S PROCLAMATION
FOR THANKSGIVING DAY

Washington, Nov. 8.—President
Wilson has issued his 1917 Thanks-
giving proclamation, fixing Thursday,
Nov. 29, as Thanksgiving Day. It foi-
lows:

“(Thanksgiving, 1917). :

“By the Presideint of the United
States of America:

“A proclamation.

“It has long been the honored cus-
tom of our people to turn in the fruit-
ful autumn of the year in praise and
thanksgiving to Almighty God for His
many blessings and mercies to us as
a nation. That custom we can follow
now, even in the midst of tragedy of
a" world shaken by war and immeas-
urable disaster, in the midst of sor-
row and great peril, because even
amidst the darkness that has gather-
ed about us we can see the great
blessings God has bestowed upon us,
blessings that are better than mere
peace of mind ancl prosperity of ean-
terprise. .

“We have been given the oppor-
tunity to serve mankind as we once
served ourselves in the great day of
our declaration of independence by
taking up arms against a tyranny
that threatened to master and debase
men everywhere and joining with
other free peoples in demanding for
all the nations of the world what
we then demanded and obtained for
ourselves. In this day of the revela-
tion of our duty not only to defend our
own rights as a nation, but to defend
also the rights of free men through-
out the world there has been vouch-
safed us in full and inspiring measure
the resolution and spirit of united az-
tion. We have been brought to one
mind and purpose. A new vigor of
common counsel and common action
has been revehled in us. We should
especially thank God that in such cix-
cumstances in the midst of the great-
est enterprise the spirits of men ever
have entered upon, we have, if we
but observe a reasonable and practi-
cable economy, abundance with which
to supply the needs of those associ-
ated with us as well as our own. A
new light shines above us. The great
duties of a day awaken a new and
greater national spirit in us. We shall
never be divided or wonder what
stuff we are made of.

“And while we render thanks for
these things let us pray Almighty
God that in all humbleness of spirit
we may look always to Him for guid-
ance; that we may be kept constant
in the spirit and purpose of service;

directed and our hands strengthened;
and that in His good time liberty anl
security and peace and the comrade-
ship of a .common justice may be
vouchsafed all the nations of the
earth.

"Wherefore, I, Woodrow Wilson,
President of the United States of
America, do hereby designate Thurs-
day, the 29th day of November next,
as a day of Thanksgiving and prayer
and invite the people throughout that
day to refrain from their ordinary oc-
cupations and in their several homes
and places of worship to render thanks
to God, the Great Ruler of Nations.

“In witness whereof, I hereunto set
my hand and cause the seal of the
United States to be affixed.

“Done in the, District of Columbia
the seventh day ef«November in the
vear of Our Lord, one thousand nine
hundred and seventeen and of the in-
dependence of the United States of
America the one hundred and forty-
second.

' “WOODROW WILSON,

Secretary of State.”

Owing to the extreme drouth in
the western part of Texas many
stockmen and farmers are disposinz
of their cattle and they are finding
their way into the Fort Worth market.
Many of these cattle are well bred
grade cows and young cattle. The
price obtained on the market is much
below their value as breeding stock
and they will be badly needed nex:t
year to raise from in order to pre-
vent the meat shortage.

With this in wiew, the Extension
Department of the A. & M. College
of Texas has placed a man at the
Stock Yards of Fort Worth to cuil
out the best of these cattle offered
nd let the farmers who have plenty
of feed in other sections of Texas and
the south have them at the beef price.

The United States Food Contrul
management is endeavoring to fix the
price of cotton seed meal and cake so
that it will be just to the producer
and the consumer and provide a wav
for those who have “cattle and must
buy feed to get it. The plan has not
yet been worked out but will be an-
nounced very soon, I am sure. I woull
advise the farmers and stockmen of
San Saba county to wait until this
plan is announced before disposing
of their stock they do not have feed
for. There is not a doubt in the world
that stock cattle will be in great de-
mand before another year rolls
around. Neither is there any doubt
that prices will be high because of the
already shortage of meat which will
increase as time goes on.

If, however there are any wilio
have determined to sell I shall take
pleasure in helping them to find ‘a
buyer to the best advantage. I have

Last Monday, County Agricultural
Agent Elrod was enlled to Goldth-
waitel by District Agent Quicksal
who was endeavoring to have the
Mills county commissioners court ap-
propriate a small sum in order to
put an emergency agricultural agent
there to work. Mr. Elrod was invited
to address the court and did so but
the court would not make the appro-
priation. It was intended to have the
agent appointed made an assistant
to Mr. Elrod and work both San Saba
and Mills under Mr. Elrod’s direction.

Before adjourning a short time
ago, Congress appropriated a large
sum of money to be used in employing
special agricultural agents to stimu-
late the production of food and feed.
An agent will not be appointed in 2
county unless there is co-operation of
the officials and for this reason the
court asked to appropriate a
small sum to show their interest and
spirit of co-operation,

After the Court adjourned the
county judge passed a very high
compliment on our county agent in
conversation with District Agent
Quicksall. He told Mr. Quicksall that
after he left the court the commis-
sioners agreed that they would make
a substantial appropriation if he
would give them Mr. Elrod. Mr.
Quicksall told the judge that Mr. El-
rod was working in San Saba countiy
and they had the first claim on him
now, but it was contemplated that he
‘direct the work there. The judge said
the commissioners had heard of the
work of Mr. Elrod in San Saba coun-
ty and for this reason wanted him.
