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THE MESQUITE 
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BULLETIN OF 
For soiree time we have been mak-

ing some preliminary observations 
and studies of certain plants and we 
think this a very appropriate time to 
call attention to the almost unlimited 
possibilities of the mesquite. 

It is well known that nearly all of 
our fruits and vegetables have been 
so much improved by generations of 
cultivation and seed selection, or 
"saving seed from the best" that they 
now only slightly resemble the plant 
in its original or wild state. 

In a country like ours the wealth 
and population will finally be determ-
ined by what the soil can be made to 
produce, and a plant which has the 
vitality and power to thrive and pro-
duce an abundant food crop at a time 
when practically everything else is 
perishing for lack of moisture is po-
tentially one of the most valuable we 
have. 

We do not wish to appear over en-
thusiastic but merely want to point 
out that besides the beans making ex-
cellent food for nearly all kinds of 
stock they contain the elements neces-
sary to make jellies and syrup, etc., 
and the Indians are said to have made 
a kind of bread from them which was 
very nutricious. As for the tree like 
nearly all bean bearing plants, it 
builds tip the soil instead of wearing 
it out or impoverishing it and needless 
to say the wood makes fine fence 
posts and fuel, etc. 

There are two methods of grading 
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up a plant. One is by segregating 
and pollenizing the • flowers and 
planting the seeds thus obtained re-
peating the process for a nuinher of 
generations which require consider-
eble skill. The other is by simply 
selecting seed from the most perfect 
plants and can be accomplished by 
any one who has the patience or in-
terest to do so. The points to be con-
sidered in selecting a mesquite would 
be regularity of bearing, immunity 
from weevils and quality of fruit. 
In judging the fruit the points will 
be size sweetness and tenderness. 

We think at a time like this it 
would be worth most any one s while 
to gather enough of the beans to test 
their keeping quality and their food 
value when used with roughness etc.

of sugar allowed for each cup of juice 
will be sufficient. By employing this 
test sugar can often be reduced. In 
Ibis case the jelly texture will be fine. 
less rubbery and the flavor better. 

2. Preserved fruits. The preserva-
tion of fruits without sugar is a corn-
, in household practice and depends 
upon . accurate following of the 
method. Excess sugar will' frequent-
ly form crystals and impair the ap-
pearance and quality of the product. 
A thin syrup made with four parts of 
water to one part sugar may be used 
for all fruits. If more sugar is desired 
it can be added at time of use either 
on the table or In general cookery. 

3. Jam and marmalade. These re-
quire a larger amount of sugar than 
canned fruits and are used for special 
rather than general purposes. If made. 
use less sugar than "half and half" 
ate cook longer, 

4. Sweet pickle, watermelon rind 
pickle, etc. These require a large 
amount of sugar on account of the 
presence of vinegar. Except for the 
sugar, they have no more food value 
than pickles. They could well be omit-
ted this year. 

Note.—Canning without sugar will 
give good results provided that teas 
time of cooking with sugar is about 
doubled. 

• Avoid the Use of Sugar. 
1. Can veeetables freely. These re-

quire no sugar. 
2. Encourage drying of fruits and 

vegetables. 
3. Storage of fresh fruits, such as.' 

apples, winter pears and quincee. in a 
cool cellar, saves sugar.

blexicans of Military Aga Corning tc 
Texas to Wc:k Won't Have to 

Register—Peden Confers. 

Labor for all crops in Texas, and es-
pecially labor for caring for the cotton 
crop, is the biggest problem fecing in-
dustrial Texas -today. For a number 
of day.'s Food Administrator Peden has 
been in continuous conferences with 
representative citizens from the cot• 
ton-growing sections of Texas. particu-
larly on the subject of Mexican labor, 
and after exchanging many telegrams 
with Washington, Mr. Peden received 
the following message front the Food 
Administration on the attitude of the 
war departmeld upon Mexican labor-
ers of military age: 

"Provost marshal general of war 
department rules as follows: 

"'Mexican citizens of military 
age who have not been residents 
of the United States and who tem-
porarily come into this country 
after this date are not required to 
register and are consequently not 
liable to military service. A Mex-
ican eitizen of military age who 
has previously resided in the Unit-
ed States, but who has not regis-
tered and who returns to the Unit-
ed States, is required to register, 
but the selective service law and 
regulations provide for his com-
plete exemption from performing 
military duty unless he waives his • 
right thereto.'" 

Under a ruling of June 20 Mexicans 
can be brought into the United States 
for agricultural purposes for the pe-
riod of the war. The head tax is sus- 
pended as well as the illiteracy test. 
Applications for the importation of 
Mexinan labor should be made to the 
United States Employment Bureau or 
the Immigration Bureau. 

The laborers must be provided with 
housing and sanitation as provided by 
the State law. in the absence of a 
State law the housing and sanitary 
conditions must be approved by the 
United States Department of Labor.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this 
State is hereby directed to issue the 
necessary proclamation for the sub-
mission of this amendment to the 
qualified voters of this State at the 
next general election for State and 
county officers. 

Sec. 3. The qualified\ electors for 
members of the Legislature shall vote 
upon said amendment at the said gen-
eral election and at which election all 
persons favoring said amendment 
shall have written or printed on the 
ballot the followinh: "For Amend-
ment to Section 10, Article 1 of the 
Constitution, providing for prosecu-
tion of criminal cases by informa-
tion,- or indictment, and taking of 
testimony of witnesses by deposition 
under certain circumstances," and 
those opposed to such amendment 
shall have written or printed on the 
ballot as follows: "Against the 
amendment to Section 10, Article 1 of 
the Constitution." 

Sec 4. The sum of five thousand 
(5,000) dollars, or so much thereof as 
may be necessary, is hereby appro-

House Joint Resolution No. 2. 

To amend Section 10, Article 1, of 
the Constitution of the State of Tex-
as, providing for certain rights of ac-
cused persons in criminal• prosecu-
tions, and the manner in which the 
case may be prosecuted, and provid-
ing for the procuring of the testi-
mony of the witnesses for both de-
fense and prosecution 
Be it resolved by the Legislature of 

the State of Texas: 
Section 1. That Section (10) of 

Article (1) of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be so amended that 
the same will read and hereafter be 
as follows: 

Sec. (10). In all criminal prose-
cutions the• accused shall have a 
speedy public trial by an impartial 
jury. He shall have the right to de-
mand the nature and cause of the ac-
cusation against hint, and to have a 
copy thereof.' He shall not be com-
pelled to give evidence against him-
self and shall have the right of being 
heard by himself or counsel, or both, 
shall be confronted by the witness 
against him and shall have compul-
sory process for obtaining witnesses 
in his favor, except that when the 
witness resides out of the State and 
the offense charged is a violation of 
any of the anti-trust laws of this 
State, the defendant and the State 
shall have the right to produce and 
have the evidence admitted by depo-
sition under such rules and laws as 
the Legislature may hereafter pro-
vide; and no person shall be held to 
answer for a criminal offense, unless 
on an indictment of a grand jury ex-
cept in cases in which the punishment 
is by fine or imprisonment, otherwise

The loss of sugar and sugar ships 
by German submarines, a shorter crop 
than e as anticipated, and the transfer 
of 50,000 tons of shipping allotted to 
other purposes in order to meet the 
requirements for Belgian relief have 
caused the sugar situation again to 
become serious. Sugar now available 
for home canning must he sold only in 
accordance with instructions of the 
local representative of the Federal .  
Food Administration. 

The modern airtight container and 
the development of scientific. canning 
methods in the home have done away 
with the absolute necessity of using 
sugar as a preservative. 

Fruits—Without sugar: 
Acid fruit juices can 1- e neutralized 

with carbonate of lime, sterilized, bot-
tled without sugar. 

Fruit juice cart be sterilized with-
out sugar, bottled and used for jelly 
making when sugar is more plentiful. 
(Both of the above can be used as 
beverages, flavoring, in puddings and 
in ice cream.) 

Every fruit can pe completely and 
successfully sterilized with boiling 
water by increasing time of cooking, 
that is processing. Sugar may be add• 
ed when served if desired. 

Fruit butters. A tart butter is made 
without sugar. Sugar may be added 
when served if desired. 

Drying of fruit will save sugar. 
With sugar: Pectin test. 
1. Jelly. After cooling the cooked 

fruit juice to room temperature test it 
to determine the amount of pectin 
present. This test elves some idea of 
the proper proportion of sugar to juice. 
Add one tablespoon 95 per cent grain 
alcohol to an equal volume of cooled 
fruit juice and shake gently. (if de-
natured alcohol is used, remember it 
ie poison.) The effect of .the alcohol 
is to bring together the pectin in a 
jellylike mass: If a large quantity Of 
pectin is present, it will appear in one 
mass or clot when poured from the 
:class.' This indicates that equal quan-
tities of sugar and juice may be used. 
If the pectin does not slip from the 
glass in one mass, less sugar will he 
required. The material used in this 
test should be destroyed. A fair pro-
portion is three-fourths cup of sugar 
to one cup of juice. If the pectin is 
thin and much separated, one-half cup

Food Administrator Peden has re-
turned front San Antonio, where he 
was present at a conference on the 
labor situation, the result of which 
was a message to William B. Wilson, 
secretary of labor, tiring that for a 
period of 90 days the immigration laws ' 
as to Mexican labor be immediately 
suspended and the bars be let down 
except as to the health requirements. 

The conference brought out the fact 
that a small group of Texans in South-
ern Texas alone required 40,000 Mexi-
can laborers in addition to those they-
already have, and that the need is 
manifold over the entire State_ 

As an interesting climax to the re  
quest that the present restrictions on 
Mexican labor be removed, Mr, Peden 
had an opportunity to address the 
Mexican editors who were recently-
received in Washington by President 
Wilson. These editors were in San 
Antonio on their way back to Mexico 
after a tour of the United States. lu 
his address following a luncheon at 
the Gunter Hotel Mr. Peden read the

House Joint Resolution No. 27 • 
Proposing an amendment to Arti-

cle '7 of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas by changing Sec. 3r provid-
ing for a thirty-five cent tax levy for 
the maintenance of the public schools 
of Texas, and providing free text 
books in public schools of the State 
of Texas, and making an appropria-
tion thergor. 

Be it resolved by the Legislature 
of the State of Texas: 

Section 1. That Section 3, Article 
7, of the Constitution, be so changed 
as to read as follows (creating a new 
section 3): 

Section 3. One-fourth of the reve-
nue derived from the State occupa- 
tion taxes and a poll tax of one 
($1.00) dollar on every male inhabi-
tant ofIthis State, between the ages of 
twenty-one and sixty years, shall be 
set apart annually for the benefit of 
the public free schools; and in addi- 
tion thereto, there shall be levied and 
collected an annual ad valorem 
State tax of such an amount not to 
exceed thirty-five cents on the one 
hundred ($100.00) dollar valuation, as, 
with the available school -fund arising 
front all other sources, will be suffi-
cient to maitain and support the pub-
lic schools of this State for a period 
of not less than six months in each 
year, and it shall be the duty of the 
State Board of Education to set aside 
a sufficient amount out of the said 
tax to provide free text books for the 
use of children attending the public 
free schools of this State; provided, 
however, that should the limit of tax-
ation herein named be sufficient, the 
deficit may be met by appropriation 
from the general funds of the State, 
and the Legislature may also provide 
for the formation of school districts 
by general or special law without the 
local notice required in other cases of 
special legislation; and all such school 
districts, whether created by general 
or special law, may embrace parts of 
two or more counties. And the Leg-
islature shall be authorized to pass 
laws for the assessment and collection 
of taxes in all said districts, and for 
the management and control of the 
public school or schools of such dis-
trict, whether such districts are com-
posed of territory wholly within a 
county or in parts of two or more 
counties. And the Legislature may 
authorize an additional ad valorem 
tax to be levied and collected within 
all school districts heretofore formed, 
for the further maintenance of pub-
lic free schools , and the erection and 
equipment of school buildings therein; 
provided, that a majority of the 
qualified property tax-paying voters 
of the district, voting at an election 
to be held for that purpose, shall vote 
such tax, not to exceed in any one 
year fifty cents on the one hundred 
dollars vallation of the property sub- 
ject to taxation in such district, but 
the limitation upon the amount of 
school district tax herein authorized 
shall not apply to corporated cities 
or towns constituting separate and in-
dependent school districts. 

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu-
tional amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors of 
the State at an election to be held 
throughout the State on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November, 1918, at which election all 
voters favoring said proposed amend-
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words, "For the 
amendment to the Constitution of the 
State of Texas providing for the levy 
of a special school tax for the main-
tenance of the public schools of the 
State and to provide free text books 
in the public schools of the State of 
Texas," and all those opposed shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words, "Against the amendment 
to the Constitution of the State of 
Texas providing for the levy of a 
special school tax for the maintenance 
of the public schools of the State, and 
to provide free text books in the pub-
lic schools of the State of Texas." 

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces-
sary proclamation for said election

VEGETABLE LOAF

Wheat flour and sugar are two com-
modities over which the Federal gov-
ernment has complete control. Fail-
ure to observe the margins of profit 

set by the United States Food Admin-
istration cost Jacob Kulla, a whole- 
sale flour dealer of New York City, 
recently a fine of $25,000 to be paid 
the American Red Cross. Kulla was 
charged with selling large quantities 
of flour at profits in excess of the mar 
gins set by the Food Administration. 
The trial disclosed that he sold flour 
at margins of front 75 cents to $1.65 a 
barrel. The margin allowed by the 
Food Administration for flour handled 
by the wholesaler and jobber per bar-
rel is 50 to 75 cents. The retailer is 
allowed from 80 cents to $1.20 a barrel 
profit and 1 cent a pound on broken 
packages. 

This flour must be bought with an 
equal amount of substitutes and the 
prevailing retail price is .07 to mete 
cents.

her 1. When that period has passed 
additional grinding is it order. 

"Both the commercial wheat pro-
ducer and the small producer for fam-
ily use and seeding operate on the 
same plan so far as the 12 pounds per 
person a month goes. The exception 
is only in that the small producer may 
distribute his surplus among his neigh-
bors for seed."

In all the corn-producing counties of 
the State both the farmer and the men 
eleini serving the fanner have been in 
a quandry as to how the eu-50 plan for 
buying wheat flour and wheat flour 
substitutes might be modified so as to 
not work a hardship upon the farmer 
having home-grown jubstItutes; and 
the merchant who, because of his 50-50 
buying front the wholesaler, would 
have to carry substitutes on hand for 
which there would lie 110 market. The 
difficulty, and the solution which will 
bring a sigh of relief to every mer-
chant in the corn belts, is as follows: 

"The farmer with meal ground from 
corn raised by himself is permitted to 
purchase flour 1110T11 the merchant 
without substitutes, hut he mum give 
the merchant a statement to the effect 
that the meal was ground from home-
grown corn. then the merchant is per-. 
witted to sell flour without substitutes. 

"The merchant may take this state-
ment he receives from the farmer and 
forward same to the jobber or mill. 
from whom he purchases flour, and 
the jobber or' mill will furnish him 
flour against same without substitutes. 
In other words, the same rules are ef-
fective now as were enforced when 
the fifty-fifty rul• was first issued,"
