The
Government’s estimate of the total
registration was 1367, on the basis
jof a third larger registration than in
'June, 1917.. The county has fallen
short of this amount by 344 at this
lwriting. It is kown that some citizens
'temporary absent from the county
not knowing that they could register
i within the county as absentees reg-
jistered within the county where they
were residing on registration day,
'but as this number did not reach 344,
the Government’s figures appear to
ibe an over estimate.

2. The registration within the
county was not only a success but
conducted without any expense what-
soever to the Government. That
these two very laudable ends could
have been attained only by the ready
and cheerful assistance and co-opera-
‘tion of the chief registrars, the as-
sistant registrars, school trustees,
and the public generally, this Board
is glad to acknowledge freely. The
‘names of the chief registrars and as-

headquarters, (as was the case in the

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CAMP TRAVIS
NEWS ITEMS

The color line plays no part at all
in the efforts made by the United
States to train, equip, and make suit-
able for the supreme effort against
the Germans, the men responding to
the call to colors under the selective
draft act. White or colored, they are
equally well provided for, notwith-
standing some of the arguments made
By German sympathizers.

Never before in his lifetime has
the negro had such opportunities ac-
corded him as he has at the present
sime, in the service of the United
States. No more must he keep on a
continual scramble for such employ-
ment as will afford/bread and meat
and clothes for himself and faraily,
to ‘the absolute annullment of any
chances to better himself. As a sol-
dier in the great armies of the country
the black race has an opportunity
long desired but never possible be-
fore.

At Camp Travis, for instance the
regro, soldier ; has opporiunities of
schooling, of training aloiy mechani-
cal lines, of training alorg hundreds
of other lines of work th:ulwill bet-
ter fit him when the war is over to
sake his place in the worid. Thousands
Camp
Travis in engineering units, or steve-
dore companies, or in zZighting
pranches. In every instance they
have been able to accomplish much.
Especially in the work of fighting
men, have they called forth the praise
Pershing and of the
French and English military officials.

Aside from his work ‘at .drill, with
his rifle on his shoulder, or in his
studies in the camp bakeries or cook-
ing schools, or in the mechanical re-
pair shops, or constructing bridges,
and roads according to the most ap-
proved methods, there also is plenty
of pleasure for the negro soldier.
Schools are open for his study of
English, for reading and writing.
Thousands of library books are at his
disposal. The Y. M. C. A. has a
sranch open to the negro, where he
kas the benefit of everything the Y.
M, C. A, can give him for good.

Entertainments of a literary and
athletic nature are provided by the
commissions on these various activ-
ities. Recently at Camp Travis there
was organized a negro band of more
shan' fifty musicians that is develop-
ing into one of the finest of its kind
in the country. A negro minstrel
show displayed such talent that it
was invited to perform at neighbor-
ing camps_and the money thus ac-
aquired will be used in the purchase
and erection of a negro dance hall
mear the camp. At certain intervals
srecat field meets are held with cash
prizes for clog dancing, jigging, for
boxing, wrestling, leap frog racing,
etec. Then there is competitive athletic
dnll as well as military drill. These
are but a few of the advantages of-
fered the megro of today.

Added to this is the fact that in the
Government service the soldiers as a
privates receives thirty dollars per
month, with his clothes, bedding, a
place to sleep and three good square
meals per day. Medical attention is
also providéd when necessary. The
pnegro in Uncle Sam’s army has an
opportunity to develop, physically,

mentally, and in every way to make

him a better citizen.

agement on record to this ef-
fect.

The 1918 Cotton Palace Ex-
position in Waco this year will
clearly be 'a war exposition. In
addition to the war service
trend which is being arrangeti
for practically in every depart-
ment of the Cotton Palace, the
covernment, unsolicited, has in-
formed the Colton Palace man-
agement of its desire to install
a War Exhibit at the exposi-
tion.

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'WHY IT WAS ORGANIZED

From a sub-section of a bureau of a Govern-
ment department, with a staff of only a few persons,
to a great national machine covering the country
with branches and agents numbered by tens, of
thousands and charged with the mobilization of
America's industry man power—all accomplished
im six months:

This epitomizes the story of the United States
Employment Service of the Department of Labor—
a story that will go down in history as one of the

* country’s greatest achievements of the war.

The United States Employment Service as new
constituted is old in name only.. While the nucléus
of a federal employment'system was established
ten years ago in the former department of Com-
merce and Labor and continued in a more developed
form when, in 1913, the Department of Labor was
created, the present service really dates from Jan-
uary, 1918. J

The previous nine months had taught the ne-
cessity of a national mobilization of labor for war
production—the centralization in a movement
agency of all war labor finding and placing. Inde-
pendent and unregulated labor recruiting by the
growing war industries had demoralized the labor
market. War plants, sick of the situation, were
forced to ‘‘steal” or ‘“poach” in effort to maintain
production. Unscrupulous private, fee employment
agencies grew opulent on turnover.

Centralization Begun

new order of things. When in January the Secre-
tary of Labor was made Labor Administrator and,
with his advisory council, formed the national war
labor programme, the first step was the creation of
labor recruiting and distributing machinery. The
United States Employment Service was chosen as

‘the machine base and Secretary Wilson directed its

separafiqh from the Bureau of Immigration, and its
complete organization and expansion as the war
labor mobilizing agency of the government.

This began the equipment of the machinery,
the installation of its parts, the rcplacen}ent of ob-
solete or inadequate units. Literally the adminis-
trative staff worked day and night in the assembling
task. This was doubly difficult; for labor had to be
supplied in daily! increasing numbers while recruit-
ing and placing machinery was being made. Men
of great experiente in the industrial world came to
Washingeton to assist and direct—far-sighted, patrio-
tic men who had vision and combined it with prac-
ticality.

And when last June all the production depart-
ments and boards of the government, through the
medium of the War Labor Policies Board, agreed
Upon the centralization of war labor finding and
placing in the employment service, beginning with
common labor on Aug. 1, and the policy was ap-
proved by the President, the six months" record card
of the employment service showed this:

Six Months Accomplishments

The welding into a single national system of all

offices, and the establishment of several hundred
new offices.

~ An increasement of placements from about
20,000 a month to 250,000 a month.

The creation of a labor recruiting systém,
known as the Public Service Resgrve, with agents
‘in virtually every county and township, and with
300,000 skilled men registered for service. :

A system of labor clearances, enabling the send-
ing of labor from one section to another—from ten
to 3,000 miles—as quickly as possible and on a man-
ner equitable to the states.

A centralization of administration in the main
offiee of the service at Washington and a decentrali-
zation of execution with the state as the unit.

The country divided into thirteen employment
districts, each .in charge of a superintendent; the
employment service system in each state in charge
of a state director.

500 Branch Offices and 20,000
) , Agents

There are today more than 500 branches of the
employment service actively functioning—six times
a§ many,as existed a half-year ago. Several hun-
dred more will be established. Connected with these
offices are examiners, trained men who can judge
the fitness of a worker for a particular job. “The
right man in the right job” is the service’s cardinal
principle. Y

The branch offices constitute the placing arm

o

vice Reserve. It has more”&n 20,000 agents in the
cities, towns and rural communities, and a director
for each state and county.

"Working in co-operation with the branch em-
ployment offices and the reserve agents are several
hundred newspapers, hundreds of telephone lines,
commercial organizations, state and county councils
of defense, the community machines of the Liberty
Loan, Red Cross, and other orgnaizations.

'While the branch office is a local proposition,
it is in direct touch with the national situation and
whole employment service system. 'I:hc state di-
rector’s headquarters in each state is the clearing
house for the local offices within the state. The
district superintendent’s office is the clearing house
for the directors of the states within the district.
The districts in turn clear through the main office
at Washington,

'Employers and Workers Assist

That their co-operation may be more than in
name, the employers and employees .in industrial
commuynities will share in the administration of and
the responsibility for the recruiting and distributing
of war labor. This will be accomplished through
community labor boards}) which consist of a repre-
sentative of its workers and a representative of the
United States Employment Service, who acts as
chairman.

MADE GLOWING PRE-
DICTION

HAS LOKG SINGE FULFILLED

Irving Who Visited

This was written October 13, 1852,
about the time of yvear that the 28th
annual reunion of the: Confederate
Veterans' Association will be -held this
year at Tulsa. The dates of the re-
union are Septemhber 2427 inclusive,
or some ten davs earlier in the fall
than the dates upon which Irving
wrote his appreciation of the valley
of the Arkansas, Visitors to the re-
union will have an opportunity to en-
joy the same river panorama, made
more beautiful and promising by mod-
ern enterprise and a city of 80,000
people, The greatest agricultural
section of Oklahoma is along the Ar-
kansas, above and below the city of
Tulsa, a land now flowing with milk
and honey, fulfilling the Irving proph-
ecy if not discounting it.

One of the beauty spots
Tulsa is Irving Circle, on the crest of
a ridge north of the city now heauti-
tiied by handsome residences. A
monument has ben erected there com-
memorating the visit and prophecy of
Washington Irving made more than
eighty years ago. 'The idea was orig-
inated and carried out by W. Tate
Brady, chairman of the General Coam-
mittee of the Confederate reunion or-
ganization. In the meantime, the
prophecy of the great English writer
has been discounted many times.

The comparatively ancient settle-
ments of the Indians around Tulsa and
thronghout the state are full of in-
terest. The footprints of the Indian
have been obliterated by the march
of modern progress, but his name ling-
ers. Where he formerly had his tent-
ed villages, or wigwam abodes, cities
have been built and towns laid out.
His hunting grounds on the Arkansas
have been converied into rich and
productive farms. Alfalfa has taken
the place of prairie grass, and domes-
tic cuttle graze in former haunts of the
wild beast. -

All over Oklahoma prosperous towns
and cities have been built They are
laid out along modern lines of city
building, and their people are enter-
prising and patriotic. Tulsa holds
first place among Oklahoma cities for
enterprise and progress. The city
has grown more in the past ten years
than any othker city in the great south-
west. It is amply able o care for a
jarge number of visitors, such as al-
tend the annual reuanions of the
Confederate soldiers. Had it not pos-
sessed all of the facilities for caring
for the reunion, the Confederates
would not have been urged to come
here with their 1918 meeting, "All who
come to the reunion will be cared for
in most satisfactory manner,
