Miss Hyde Serves
More Than 53 Years

The oldest employee of the Bureau
of the Comptroller of the Currency,
Miss Hyde, formerly of Vermont, re-
signed today in her eighty-eight year
afer more than, fifty-three years of
faithful and efficient, service.

In acknowledging receipt of her
letter of resignation, the Secretary of
the Treasury wrote her the following
letter which it is believed will be of
interest to the National Banks of the
country which Miss Hyde has served
here with marked fidelity from prac-
tically the inauguration of our Na-
tional Banking System to the present
time. John Skelton Williams,

. Comptroller.

Washington, Sept. 28, 1918.

Dear Miss Hyde:—

Allow me to acknowledge receipt
of your letter of the 13th instant, of-
fering your resignation from the po-
sition whch you have held so long and

so faithfully in the Treasury Depart-'

ment,

I cannot let this occasion pass with-
out expressing to you my very high
appreciation of the ability and fidel-
ity with which you have performed
the duties of your position through-
out the entire period of more than
half a century, during which you
have been a valued employee of this
Department.

Your duties have always been dis-
charged with exemplary care and
@accuracy, and your fidelity and
punctuality are also worthy of the
highest commendation. Your last
promotion, well earned, I had the
pleasure of approving in Febuary of
last year. :

The records show that in the past
forty years, or since 1879, you have
never for a single day been absent
without pay from your post of duty.
! The books of the Treasury also
ghow that for the past thirteen con-

secutive years, or since 1905, you
have not lost & single day from sick-
ness, but have in fact, in these years
given to the Government a portion
of the annual leave to which you were
entitled. For thirty-five years of
service you were not absent a day on
account of sickness, and what is more
unusual and indeed truly extraordi-
nary, the records indicate that you
have never been late in arriving at
the Treasury once throughout the
past half century. Such unprecedent-
ed promptness is exceedingly credit-
able to you, and you have set an ex-
ample which is worhty of emulation
by all.

I earnestly hope that you may
spend the remainder of your long and
useful life in comfortable and happy
repose, and that you may live to wit-
ness the triumph of our Armies in the
great war which is now waging, and
the establishment of permanent
peace on earth.

Again offering you my cordial best

A Soldier Boy’s Letter

Somewhere in France,

October 6, 1918.

My Dear Dad and all:— [

I just finished writing

you a long letter and by some mistak=

or another I burned it. Think I must

have gotten it mixed up with some

old letters, <o I'll try again; don'

feel much like it but since I started
will finish.

I wrote you while I was at the
front so will not write much about it
now. 1 suppose you know I was in
the Saint Miahel drive and in near
the river during the drive. Believe
me we instilled the fear of the Yanks
in those “Huns”, and I am thinking
that they have changed tlieir opinion
of the power of the states. As I see-
it, we (the U. S.) have just sturted
and while we all would, I am sure,
like to have peace we can not afford
to half way do this job, for a people
that will do what the Germans will
do, cannot be turned -loose 01 the
peace loving world, they are tne most
thick hearted people one can imag:ne
and in their shallow thick hearted way
cannot see the position’ of the world
against them. There way of thinking
is enough to cause every man living
and dead to fight. But do you know
the morale of them is sliping and
their self esteme is going down. Any-
way we have them going now. |

I got a trip to Nancy after coming
off the immediate front, it sure was,
a pleasant trip. Such a relief from a
deserted and desolate part of the
country, to drop down into a beauti-
ful city of about 160,000, without the
houses being all torn and demolished.
If I were in ‘any way good at describ-
ing things I believe I could almost
make you wish you were in France,
or perhaps my going into the place
at the time I did caused me to like
the place as I did. But to see the
road winding around and down the
crest of a beautiful green hill (even
the trees are cultivated) looking
down into a river or canal all perfect
in hills broken with a bridge here and
there, and then suddenly drop into a
perfectly live, hustling, bustling city
with all of the statuary (the French
are strong for that stuff). The
churches and cathedrels are wonder-
ful. I went into one I remember es-
picially; it was so great that one was
almost afraid to breath. A pipe
organ practically covered or filled
one end of it, it must have been 50
feet high and at least 150 feet long,
or even much longer than that.

We have taken up our new position,
operating a triage, which will keep

| |[us pretty busy receiving all sick and

wounded of the division and forward
them to the respective places of treat-
ment. !

Still we are close enough to know
that we have an enemy, the reminder
comes in the form of a 210 shell,
though I think they must be 510. But
in any case we have learned and
found it convenient and mnot at all
painful to fall fast and hard and in
some way melt into the earth. (Wow:
a big one came in) I learned when I
went over the top that it is hard to
take care of clothes and dodge shells
and machine bullets.

Well considering that I have writ-
ten you twice to-night I think I'll
quit. Hope to hear from you a little
more often as I usually get about one
letter every 2 weeks from home.

Miss Zula write when you can and
give me the news.

Here’s hoping you read this by a
regular electric light instead of a
candle as it is written. Love to all.

As they press on
toward the foe a million terrors face
them—those boys who are just flesh
and blood like you and I. The bullets
sing and strike; the shells shriek and
burst; under their hero feet mines
rumble; the air may be filled with
death-dealing gas; machin guns
fairly spatter destruction round them;
the Hun steel awaits the coming of
those who break through this bedlam
of battle; comrades fall round them—
yet they press on. A For what? For
you and me; for yours and mine; in
order that freedom and' justice and
virtue and liberty may survive.

Those who fall wounded the Red
Cross gathers in its God-like arms,
to save if saving be possible. What
of the others who have faced their
God without fear? Shall cold tents

and bleak winds be their lot, in tryipg

to recuperate their minds and bodies
from this visit to the border land of
perdition, Not so. Warm hearts,
warm hands, warm fires, comfortable
surroundings, tactful and splendid
companionship, a ready understand-
ing of their needs—a touch of the
blessedness of home—comg to him
from these seven organizations, com-
prising the United War Work Cam-
paign. The Red Cross cares for the
sick and wounded. These others pre-
pare them for the conflict, and care
for him afterwards.

They offer him clean and Godly
manners of amusement, recreation,
and relaxation, and these he will need
all the mdre from the time the war
ends, until the millions now in France
may be brought home. These agen-
