There is a very bitter feeling
in Texas growing out of the im-
peachment of Governcr Fergu-
son. Pros and antis, priests and
laymen, Ferguson men and an-
ti-Fergnson men, men who are
in favor of higher education,
and men who are not, alike be-
lieve that a great outrage has
been perpertratéd in this state,
that ought not to go unwhipped
of justice. Many feel that a
deliberate attempt "has been
made to prevent Ferguson’s go-
ing before the people. They also
remember that mnearly every
charge upon which he was con-
victed had been passed upon in
his second election. ‘The evi-
dence in the impeachment trial
was generally read and well un-
derstood by the people at large.
That evidence did not disclose
any ‘“High crimes and misde-
meanors” or other offense of
such gravity as would, justify
impeachment.

Andrew Johnson, while Presi-
dent of the United States, was
impeached by the House of
Representatives and upon the
trial of the articles of impeach-
ment in° the Senate of the
United States came within one
vote of being convicted. “The
mists have rolled away” and we
now know that he was not
guilty of any offense, and that
his impeachment grew out of
partisan politics. No candid
man believes for one moment
that James E. Ferguson was
guilty of any dishonest act.

As sure as the night follows
the day the people of Texas are
going to resent this thing. They
will not tamely submit. The
fires are smoldering, but they
have not been quenched. For
those who are responsible for
this nefarious business Nemesis
is not far off, and the people,
too, know pretty well who are
responsible for this unholy, un-
just and disgraceful proceeding.
Though they may feel secure
and comfortable now, a day of
reckoning is coming. The effort
to close all the avenues of pub-
licity will not succeed. The
higher and tighter the dam, the
deeper and more extended the
overflow.

Ferguson lifted the peniten-
tiary system out of the “Slough
of Despond” and put it on a
paying basis, and the papers
won’t even mention his name
in this connection, but attribute
its solvent condition to every
cause other than Ferguson’s
business skill and management.

The Farmers’ Union, an or-
ganization of producers which
extends over the cotton belt
and whose membership aggre-
gates many thousands, several
years ago inaugurated a ware-
house system, the main purpose
being to secure a minimum
price by withholding cotton
from market. This object was
not realized, although the ware-
housing has been somewhat
helpful in obtaining better
prices for producers. The move-
ment was given liberal support
by farmers and has resulted in
the construction of perhaps
1,500 warehouses, all of which
are owned and operated by the
Farmers’ Union. These ware-
houses, scattered over the cot-
ton States, are of various sizes
and construction, but utterly in-
adequate to house even a very
small fraction of the crop, con-
sidered in the aggregate, al-
though in particular localities
the bulk of the local product
might be sheltered. This ware-
house system contemplated
storing, insurance, grading, cer-
tifying, issuance of warehouse
receipt, and advancing money.

Work Now Performed by

the Government.

The work already performed
by the overnment and that now
in progress with the object of
improving present methods of
cultivating cotton, of safe-
guarding the crop, and estab-
lishing a comprehensive sys-
tem for its economical handling
promises gratifying results.
The Department of Agriculture
under authority of law, with
the aid of a committee of ex-
perts representing every
branch of the cotton industry,
established an official
dard for classification so far

Exact duplicates of

prepared by the Department of
Agriculture, as required by the
law, and these furnished at a
fixed price to cotton exchanges,
libraries, schools, and  others
interested. The standards have
been accepted by the cotton ex-
changes of New Orleans, Gal-
veston, Memphis, Charleston,
Mobhile, Natchez, Little Rock,
Macon and St .Louis. New York
has not given . the standards
formal approval, but is at lib-
erty to apply them when con-
venient or desirable. The law
does not provide for cumpulsory
adoption. - Those exchanges
that have not adopted the
standards urge that the sample
from which the grades were
made up were selected from cot-
ton 'grown in the Mississippi
Valley, and that they do not
accurately represent cotton
grown in other sections of the
country. It is admitted that
the standards have value and
are helpful in classifying cot-
ton. grown in the section from
which the grades were made
up, but it is held that these
grades can not so fairly be ap-
plied in determining the qual-
ity of Atlantic States upland
cotton. It should be said in
this connection, however, that
during the first year practically
all the types came from the up-
land districts of Louisiana, Mis-
sissippi, Texas, and Oklahoma.
All the collections of grades
now issued by the department
contain Atlantic States upland
cotton.

\mer is fully cognizant of the
fact that different values at-
tach to different grades, but
has not the expert knowledge
required to differentiate be-
tween them, and therefore has
no refuge against the trained
expert who analyzes and fixes a
price for his cotton. By ex-
perimentation the Department
of Agriculture has demonstrat-
ed that certain types of cotton
can be more successfully grown
in certain localities both quan-
tity and quality. Therefore ef-
forts will be made to induce
farmers to plant the type that
will bring them the best and
most profitable return. By
this plan types would tend to
become associated with certain
geographical sections, farmers
would acquire thorough famil-
iarity with all the qualities of
their product, incentive to still
higher achievement would be in-
cited, and the producer would
be freed in a large measure
from the workings of the pres-
ent intricate and arbityary sys-
tem of classification.
Benefits Accruing to Farmers.
The benefits that would ac-
crue to the farmer and advan-
tages that would come to trade
generally from the cultivation
of selected types in particular
sections and by entire commu-
nities must be apparent to all
who will give the matter seri-
ous consideration. This sys-
tem of cultivation has been
adopted by individual producers
in several of the cotton-grow-
ing States with beneficial re-
sults, notably in South Carolina
and Texas. In the former
State the authorities are direct-
ing the attention of farmers to
the importance of cultivating
certain types. Col. E J. Wat-
son, commissioner of agricul-
ture, briefly refers to the de-
velopment of varieties of upland
long-staple cotton for planting
in all sections of the State, in
his annual report covering op-
erations for the calendar year
1911. The commissioner says:
During the past year exper-
iments with these varieties of
cotton were extended and staple
was developed from 114 to 174
inches in length, with the yield
three times as great as Sea
Island at a less cost of produc-
tion and a yield per acre prac-
tically equal to any of the vari-
eties of upland cotton. The
plants also developed drouth-
resistant and early maturing
qualities that were scarcely ex-
pected. * * * For all of this

class of cotton grown in this
state this year prices averag-
ing approximately 1714 cents
per pound have been paid.
There is now a great demand
for the selected seed in order to
enable the producer to raise
this staple and deal directly
with manufacturers at home.
