Conserve the Food 

A. E. Townsend of Hansford has 
been named County Chairman for 
Hansford county in the Federal Food 
Administration. A telegram to this 
effect hat been received by him from 
Herbert C. Hoover, National Federal 
Food Administrator, Washington, D. 
C. 	Mr. Townsend will have entire 
charge of the work in this county and 
was in Amarillo yesterday attending 
a meeting of county chairmen from 
this the 8th district of Texas. At this 
meeting plans were placed under way 
for the pledge card campaign in the 
panhandle county and full instruc-
tions were given. The Panhandle is 
apportioned a little over 30,000 pledges 
and Hansford county's part of this 
great total is 202. This number is es-
timated to represent the numuer of 
families in the county. However, the 
figure is based upon the population of 
the county in 1910, and it is known  

that the number is now larger. Upon 
Mr. Townsend's return from the 
Amarillo meetiog he will organize the 
county by precincts or school die 
triets as may seem hest, sad every 
effort will be made to see that Hans-
ford county completes her apportion-
ment. Surely there should be no 
trouble in getting practically all the 
heads of families in the county is sign 
the pledge cards. Mr. Hoover in his 
telegram stated that the war would be 
won by food. If America will eon-
serve her food, we shall wits the war.

Grover Jr 
was this two year old son of Mr. and 

Grover. Y. Wilson, who live on 
a farm about 13 ',lee northwest of 
Hansford. 21r. Wilson was very 
busy with his crops, and finding that 
a trip to town for supplies was neces-
eery, Mrs. Wilson, accompanied by 
her sister, Miss Bessie Hudson, drove 
to reehoula in a wagon, taking the 
children, a son four years old, Grover 
and the baby. After finishing the 
trading the party started on the re-
turn trip, the two boys riding in the 
back of the wagon on a pallet and the 
ladies, with the baby, on the Spring.  
seat. When nearing the city limit; 
little Grover, in some unaccountable 
way, fell from the wagon and a wheel 
passed over his head. He one im-
mediately taken back to town and 
given the best medical treatment ob-
tainable, but died about one hour after 
the accident occurred. Funeral ser-
vices were held at the Hansford church 
Sunday morning at 11:00 o'clock and 
was followed immediately by inter-
ment in the Hansford cemetery. The 
sincere sympathy of the entire com-
munity is extended in Mr. and Mrs.

Our boys are going to war. It is no longer an open ques-
tion, it is no longer a matter of supposition, it is no longer a 
more or less doubtful statement to he half believed. Our boys 
are going to war; some of them have gone! 

They are going, the best in America, with the youth and 
poetry and idealism of America in their eager hands. They are 
going with high aims—to stake a "world safe for democracy," 
to fight for ',he ashes of their fathers and the temples of their 
Gods." They are going with smiles on their faces, with courage 
in their hearts. 

Oa the battlefield—particularly the sort of a battlefield 
where a foe fights with the kind of enaplements that terrorize, 
with the scads that kill souls a, well as .bodies—these boys are 
going to lose much of the chivalry and youth and idealism that 
they went away with.

They are anxious to give their bit of assistance in a 
troubled titne. And they need not look far. Now that tee are 
at war the women of America have a great and glorious / duty 
before them, a duty for which they should be deeply thankful. 
For it is their duty to keep the spark of idealism alive in many 
a heart. 

Oh, mothers and sisters and sweethearts and wives, it isn't 
the great, showy deeds that are going to help our boys win this 
war. 

It is the smile that you send them away with, it is the coon-
age in your last hand clasp. the understanding hope that you 
show between the lines of every letter that you write. It is the 
cloak of laughter that you're brave enough to toss over the ache 
that/catches at your throat. 

Business there is for many of us to do—from the daily 
rounds of home-making tasks to clerical work and the grim 
business of soothing pain in a field hospital—but your most im-
portant task is the painting of a mental picture for your boy to 
carry close to his heart. Your work is creative work, indeed, 
be BBe buitding of new bodies out of broken ones or the build-
ing of new faiths out of the other shattered faiths. 

When the die of battle ceases our boys' eager eyes will be 
turned homeward from across the sea, and their thoughts will 
lly to the quiet, peaceful homes they bold so dear. 

Sometime the war will be over and sometime there will be 
boys coming home, many of them with the scars of battle oa 
their spirits as well as on their flesh. What they find on their 
return will be the very axis on which the rest of their lives will 
revolve. 

And, today, it is the Woman's business--while across the 
sea a work of destruction is beiog carried on—to do a construc-
tive work. It is the woman's task to keep the fire /burning, on 
the hearth—, keep the lamp of !lave trimmed and glOwing in the 
window, while she waits and prays.

Plans Will Then Be Made and Sub-
committees Assigned for Investi-

gation to Start Nov. 1. 

Austin.—W. NI. Fly, of Gonzales, 
chairman of the central executive 
committee of the house Me estigat 

I 
leg committee, was here and an-
nounced that he will call the yen-  
trot committee to meet in Austin 
about Oct 25 to prepare the details 
and make the assignments for the 
actual work of investigation to start 
Nov. 1. He further Bated that the 
senate committee of 10 will not meet 
with the Central house committee, 
Chairman Westbrook having advised 
that he did not think he was au-
thorized to take such action. How-
ever, Senator Westbrook wrote, in 
response to the invitation to be pres-
ent, that the senate committee will 
be on -hand Nov. 1 ready to co-oper-
ate with the house committee in 
every way. 

Mr. Fly explained that the meet-
ing of the central committee will 
name the ten subcommittees of two 
members each and designate the 
state departments and institutions 
where they shall begin work. Each 
of these subcommittees will be re- 

ed by a member of the senate 
committee of ten. Thus there will I 
be ten investigations in progress at 
once with three members doing the 
work in every instance. 

Discussing the work ahead, Mr. 
'ly declared that the object of the 
wholesale investigation is to- give 
the state a modern business system 
and recommend abolishment of de 
partments. boards and commissions 
where the .,,,atork could be done in 
the interest of economy and more 
efficient administration.

Drouth 13a,age More Severe in South 
and West Texas, Except in Few 

Sections. 

Dallas—According to reports reach-
ing hero from Wiliamson and Travis 
counties there are worse crop con - 
-.dons than in Bell and other counl 
ties lying east and north. tFor the 
drouth increased In its intensity as 
It took its course south and west. 
A third of a cotton crop, no corn 
crop and perhaps a half small grain 
crop in Bell is what is claimed by 
the people of that county. In the 
'adjoining county of Williamson the 
conditions are not so good. In Trav-
is, Hays, Coma: and other counties 
following down the Missouri, Kansas 

'401,:fisia Texas railroad the intensity of the 
drouth increased and the damage 
done has been greater. 

In Tom Green county some of the 
valleys along the Concho river are 
irrigated. hence the crops raised are 
about the normal crops raised in the 
locality. Along the Rio Grande liver, 
where irrigation is employed in crop 
raising, the farmers are more pros-
perous, perhaps, than they have ever 
been. 

County Election Returns Missing. 
ustin.—Churchill J. Bartlett, sec- 
ary of state, has sent letters to 

e county judges of 98 counties 
which failed to submit returns front 
the August election at which the 
conservation amendment to the con-
stitution was adopted. These coun-
ties filed no returns and offered no 
explanation. The secretary -of state 
asks the judges to advise hint why 
the returns were not sent in. How-
ever, there is no law to make the 
judges send in the returns, or to 
even answer the letter of the sec-
retary. 

30 Mexican Troops Killed by Bandits 

fresidio.—Thirty Mexican govern-
merit troops were killed and 40 tak-
en prisoners when a band of bandits 
claiming to be Villa followers at-
taekeu a federal command at San 
Antonio pass, opposite Candelaria, 
Texas, according to a report receiv-
ed here. Six of the bandits were 
killed and seven wounded, according 
to this report, which came front a 
native arriving front San Antonio 
pass. The government force was ai-
ls-lost annihilated by the superior 
'force of the bandits, he said. 

30 Cents for Cotton Agreed • Upon. 
I New Orleans.—Texas and South 
Carolina won a sweeping victory in 
the cotton conference held here, 
when after a determined fight by 
delegates from these two states for 
the fixing of a minimum price on 
cotton, L. B. Jackson, director of the 
marketing bureau of Georgia, Atlan-
ta, offered an amendment to the res-
olution declaring it the sense of this 
committee that the present selling 
price of manufactured cotton pro-
ducts justifies the farmer in receiv-
ing 30 cents per pound fpr cotton.

This will not 
prevent the state and federal author-
ities from keeping a close watch 
and to act promptly where the pink 
bollworm does not appear, as it did 
at Hearne. 

TO ENTERTAIN BOYS AND GIRLS 

State Fair Will Spend $5,000 on 
Camps for Rural Club Members. 

Dallas.—Plans have been complet-
ed for the entertainment of 750 
farm boys and girls at the State 
Fair of Texas, President R. E. L. 
Knight of the Fair association, said. 
Mr. Knight is particularly interested 
in the encampments, and has given 
much attention to arrangements for 
the entertainment of the farm boys 
and girls. 

"The boys and girls will be enter-
Mined absolutely without expense, 
as the guests of the state fair," Mr. 
Knight said. 

The state fair will spend about 
$5,000 in entertaining the 750 boys 
and girls. The encampment for boys 
will be held Oct. 15-20, Mclusive 
and the encampment for girls will 
be in session Oct. 22-27, inclusive 

Hobby to Approve Investigation Cost 
Austin.—Governor Hobby has a 

number of bills on his desk awaitirli, 
(imposition. They carne to him dur-
ing the last 10 days of the session 
and he has 20 days after the ses-
sion to dispose of them. Among the 
bills on the executive table is that 
appropriating $35 000 to pay the con 
tangent expenses of the session. The 
single purpose of this bill is to cov-
er the cost of the departmental and 
institution investigation by the legis-
lature. It is to supplement about 
$14,000 left in the contingent fund 
appropriated during the first days 
of the session and makes nearly 
$50,000 available for the work. Gov-
ernor Hobby said he expected to ap-
prove the bill and thus make the 
Investigation possible. 

File New Interurban Bond Securities 
Dallas—That approximately $4,500,-

000 will be spent in the near future 
in the construction of interurban 
lines radiating from Dallas was indi-
cated by the filing of two trust deeds 
in the county clerk's office. Each of 
them secures a -bond issue of $2,230,-
000 on franchises and property of 
companies whose representatives 
have secured franchises for interur-
ban lines here. Work on one of 
these lines, a road from Dallas to 
Irvin,. has commenced, and the con-
struction of the other will begin 
within the next few weeks, accord-
ing to men in dose touch with the 
projects. 

Gov. Hobby Makes Address at Tyler. 

Tyler.—That which In fact is his 
inaugural address was delivered by 
Gov.

SYNOPSIS.

In the Christian life the forms of 
war., may vary but the fight is one. 
Burdened people in apostolic days were 
'tarrying just the same loads our bur-
dened people are carrying through our 
streets today. The burden may have 
been done up differently, it may have 
had an unfamiliar cover, but if we 
stripped it of its wrappings we should 
bud a modern commonplace. If a has-
ered Romans of the olden days and a 
hundred Britons or Americans of our 
men day could meet together like pil- 
grims at some friendly hostel along 
life's way, and if they could just un-
wrap their burdens and display them, 
they would look at one another in sur-
prise, for their sense of nationality 
would be swallowed up in the profound 
consciousness of a vital kinship. 

And I will begin with the burden of 
stn. Sin is revolt against the holy 
sovereignty - of God; it is enlistment 
and allegiance on the side of the 
enemy of God. Sin is essentially a 
change of flags; it is a deliberate de-
sertion from the flag of the holy God 
to the black flag of mammon and 
darkness. I need not elaborate this. 
I would only repeat that at the root 
of all sins we shall find the common 
sin of rebellion. NOW, the revolt 
against the holy flag of God marks the 
entrance into bondage. I know that 
the bondage may be concealed, just as 
we may intertwine flowers and green-
ery through the links of a chain until 
it looks more like a garland than a fet-
ter. But let any mad try to escape 
from the broad road and he will find 
that the gay wreaths disclose them-
selves as mighty chains. On the 
broad nay the present is a tyranny 
and the past a debt. Such is the bur-
den of sin. Well, how can we help to 
hear one another's burdens? First of 
all perhaps we had better say that we 
cannot do it. No man can touch the 
burden of his brother's guilt. We can-
not get back into his yesterdays and 
make the ,crooked straight. We cannot 
go back and sweeten the fountain of 
an evil from which guilt derives its 
bitterness. We can do nothing for 
souls who are burdened with the guilt 
of sin except to bring them to the 
Savior, to the fountain that is open 
for sin and uncleanness. But that is 
a glorious sharing of the awful load. 
We can share it by counsel. We can 
share it by gentle guidance. We can 
share it by mighty intercession. 

Let us now look at another burden 
which was found everywhere in the 
ancient world, and is equally common-
place in our own time. I will call ft 
the burden of temperament. And thin 	 
is what I mean: Even when a man has 
found the cross of Christ, and sin has 
been forgiven, and the great act of 
renewal has taken place, he has still 
to work out his own salvation. When 
the seed of the regenerate life has 
been imparted it has still to be nur-
tured and matured, and it has to be 
matured amid the special constitutions 
and conditions of the individual life. 
That is to say, conversion does not an-
nihilate differences of temperament, 
and thereby make us all alike, reduc-
ing our warfare to one certain form of 
strife. Every regenerate man has to 
fight the good fight of faith. 

Now can we help a brother to carry 
the burden of his own temperament? 
Most assuredly we can. Take the 
man who is like a powder magazine, 
explosive, inflammatory; full of dry 
and touchy material, always ready to 
go off. What can we do with that 
man's burden? Well, we can very 
easily increase it or we can relieve and 
lighten it. We can help him into lib-
erty, or we can help to sink him into 
servitude. We can throw lighted 
matches about his magazine, or we can 
spray cooling influences about his life. 
And the real meaning of helping one 
another is to consider one another 
from the standpoint of chivalry and

all  

love, and to determine that by our 
conduct and demeanor we will help to 
fashion the knight in our brother and 
give him strength In the realms of 
grace with holiness. 

There is one more burden which I 
will name, and which can be found 
everywhere—the burden of incomplete-
ness. And what I mean is this: No 
man is an integer. No man is more 
than a fraction. The New Testament 
teaches that no man is the whole 
body; he is only a limb. Humanity is 
the body, and the individual is only a 
member. One man is an eye, another 
Is a foot And so I speak of the bur-
den of incompleteness. God has made 
as dependent upon one another, and 
every man is designedly incomplete. It 
is therefore the love design of our God 
that we surrender ourselves to one an-
other in order that we may bear one 
another's burdens, and by our own in-
dividual fullness complete the gap in 
another man's needs. To live a selfish 
and exclusive life is to rob humanity 
of its due, and to dwarf and sterilize 
ourselves.—J. H. Jewett, in the Chris-
tian World.

Washington.—"The most remarkable 
seenlon in the parliamentary history 
of the world," was the way Demo-
cratic and Republican traders charac-
terized the first war session of the 
Sixty-fifth congress, which came to a 
dose at three o'clock in the afternoon 
of October 6, exactly six months after 
the declaration of war against Ger-
many. 

The record of legislation enacted 
and money appropriated has no paral-
lel anywhere in the annals of all time. 

Beginning with the declaration of 
war against Germany in April, con-
gress has passed bill after Mil of the 
most revolutionary character, includ-
ing such measures as the draft bill 
and the food control bill. Appropria-
tions and contract authorizations for 
the present fiscal year, totalling $21,-
090,000,000, including $7,000,000,000 in 
loans to the allies, were voted with-
out a single dissenting voice, a record 
equalled nowhere, not even In the 
kaiser-dominated German reichstag.

As a part of the scheme of meeting 
these enormous expenditures congress 
pussed the $2,535,000,000 war revenue 
bill, the largest taxation bill in Amer-
ican history, levying directly or in-
directly upon every man, women and 
child 10 the United States. Something 
more than a billion dollars of this 
amount will be taken from war profits. 
All incomes more than $1,000 for sin-
gle men and more than $2,000 for mar-
ried men are made subject to taxation. 

Where New Taxes Fall. 
Here are some things upon which 

the average citizen will pay taxes un-
der the new war tax bill: 

Approximately 2 per cent Increase 
on Incomes of $5,000 or less. 

Letter postage, except local letters, 
Increased to 3 cents and postcards to 
2 cents, beginning November 3. 

One cent for each 10 cents paid for 
admissions to amusements. 

Five-cent shows and 10-cent outdoor 
amusement parks exempted. 

Ten per cent on all dub dues of $12 
a year or more. 

One cent for each 25 cents paid for 
parcel poet. 

One cent on each 25 cents express 
package charge. 

Three per cent of all freight charges. 
Eight per cent of passenger fares by 

rail or water, except trips of less than 
30 miles. 

Ten per cent of charges for seats, 
berth and staterooms on parlor cars 
or vessels. 

Five cents on each telegraph, tele. 
phone or radio message costing 15 
cents or more. 

Three per cent on jewelry. 
Eight cents on each $100 of life in-

surauce. The tax on whisky is In-
creased from $1.10 a gallon to $3.20.

Congress was In session 180 day., 
During that time more than 10,000 
army, navy and marine corps nomina-
tions sent to the senate were con-
tinued, among them the advincement 
of Major General Pershing, comman-
der in chief of the armies In France, 
and Major General Boss, chief of staff, 
to the rank of full general, held only 
four times previously in American his-
tory. The only important appointment 
held up was that of Col. Carl lidch-
mann, to be a brigadier general. Ac-
tion was blocked until the December 
session because it was charged he ut-
tered pro-German sentiments. 

An unprecedented feature of the 
session loot the reception of the spe-
cial missions sent to the 'United States 
by the allied governments, and the 
special representatives of Great Brit-
ain, France, Belgium, Italy, Russia and 
Japan addressed both houses. Invi-
tations of the British and French gov-
ernments to have the United States 
Send a congressional mission across 
the Atlantic to see war conditions and 
co-operate with the interparliaonentarY 
congress were rejected. 

Important Measures Passed. 
Following is a list of the most im-

portant measures passed by congress: 
Resolution declaring a state of war 

exists betwben the imperial German 
government and the government and 
the people of the United States and 
making provision to prosecute the 
same. 

On April 2 the resolution for war 
against Germany was introduced in 
the house and on April 6, or four days 
after the assembling of congress, the 
president attached his signature to the 
measure. No delay was involved in 
the passage of this resolution, perhaps 
the most important ever offered either 
In this or any other congress. 

General deficiency appropriation act, 
appropriating, $103,841,400.52, of which 
0000,009,000 Wan for the national se-
curity and defense and for each and 
every purpose connected with the 
war. 

Act authorizing an issue of bonds to 
meet expenditures for the national se-
curity- and defense and for the pur-
post of assisting in the prosecution of 
the war and to extend credit to for-
eign governments and for other pur-
poses. This act appropriated $1,007,-
063,945.40 for establishing credits in 
the United States for foreign govern-
ments by purchase of booda Of our al-
lies and expenses incident to prepara-
tion and issue of bonds and certifi-
cates; authorizes the issue of bonds 
amounting to $5,003,945,490, of which 
$3,000,000,000 Is for meeting the loans 
authorized to foreign governments, 
$2,000,000,000 to meet domestic ex-
penditures, and 503,945,460 to redeem 
the three per cent loan and also au-
thorizes $2,000,000,000 of one year cer-
tificates of on indebtedness tempo-
rarily to provide revenue. 

Huge Military Expansion. 	, 
Act authorizing one additional mid-

shipman for each senator, representa-
tive and delegate In congress.

Washington.—The food pledge cam-
paign is projected upon broad lines, 
but It is very simple and very plain. 

The food administration will mar-
shal Its whole force of half a million 
campaigners organized for food-pledge 
week, to promote the second Liberty 
loan. The week of October 21 to 28 
has been set for the big drive the food 
administration has planned to enroll 
all American families for food con-
servation. The Liberty loan cam-
paign will be at its height at the same 
time. Herbert Hoover, the food ad 
ministrator, in a message to the feL 
eral food administrators, and cam-
paign managers of the food enrollment 
campaign, instructing them to exert 
miery effort to promote the Liberty 
loan, called this a fortunate coinci-
dence, since both are aimed at the 
same end and each will supplement the 
other. The Liberty loan, he says, will 
enable the government to lend money 
to the allies, and the food pledge cam-
paign is designed to make certain that 
there shall be food available to pur-
chase. 

So simple and so plain that they 
have been stated in the compass of a 
card—a card that it is proposed to 
hang In every home of the land—a 
carol that is the "war' creed • of the 
kitchen," because, so closely are the 
people in this country linked to the 
world war, that one of the phases of 
the straggle must be fought out in the 
American kitchen. 

If soldiers are to fight, they must 
be fed. For the past three years, one 
by one, our allies across the sea have 
been taking the men from the farm 
and from the factory and sending them 
to the firing line. Each man sent to 
the firing line meant one less who 
could be relied upon to help produce 
the food that "will win the war." 

If the laborer is worthy of his hire, 
surely the fighter is .worthy of his 
food. That is a principle universally 
accepted by the American public. 
However, It is not evmgo product that 
can be sent across the sea. Corn will 
not serve the need; our allies have 
never used It as a food; they have no 
mills to 'grind It; turn it into meal in 
this country and it would spoil before 
It could reach a European pod. There 
are just four classes of products, the 
experts say, that we must send to our 
allies Of our duty to them Is to be ells-
charged; they need meat, wheat, sugar 
and dairy products. We can con-
serve our wheat by increasing our 
consumption of other grains. We can 
conserve our meat by making a great-
er demand upon the resources of the 
fish market. All of these are expedi-
ents known to the American house-
wife, 

If the United States were an auto-
cratic country there would be no popu-
lar appeal for the conservation of 
food. There would be an autocratic 
food control The mailed fist would 
rule in the kitchen. Imperial fond 
decrees would be enforced at the 
point of the bayonet. But ours is not 
an autocratic country. Food control 
is in the hands of the people them-
selves, and it ds to the people that 
the food administration has appealed 
in the food pledge card campaign. 

Herbert Hoover has termed this ap. 
peal an "unprecedented adventure in 
democracy"—an adventure that will 
determine whether or not a demo-
cratic form of government Is, after 
all, fitted to engage in a death grapple 
with autocracy. 

The foqd pledge week campaign re-
solves itself into an effort to secure 
as a result of voluntary agreement 
pledges insuring the general support 
for the well defined program of food 
conservation. Tile food pledge cam-
paign represents an effort to induce 
as many of the American homes as 
possible to unite in a common policy. 
Our wheat reserves can be conserved 
if everybody helps. Our meat re-
serves can be conserved if the whole 
public co-operates. 

The American people are asked to 
join together in a common conserva-
tion policy. As evidence that they are 
supporting this policy they are asked 
to hang a card denoting membership 
In the United States food administra-
tion In their window. In order that 
the conservation policy may be under-
stood, the reason for it made plain 
and the manner of observing it ren-
dered certain, instruction cards—"The 
War Creed of the Kitchen"—are to be 
hung in the home. 

And that is what the national food 
pledge week campaign is all about. 

Havre, Oct. 8.—Thy Belgium govern-
ment has issued a gray book to refute 
allegations against Belgium civilians 
contained In the German white book 
of May, 1915, in which it was said 
Belgian drillans savagely attacked 
German troops in the early days of the 
war and that the measures adopted by 
the Germans were necessary in the in-
terest of preservation of the German 
army. According to the gray book, be-
tween 40,000 and 50.000 houses were 
destroyed by the Germans.

Queenstown Magistrate Says Fatal 
Blow Constitutes Manslaughter—

To- Get Bail. 

London, Oct. 8. Machinists Mate 
Perente of an American naval vessel 
will be liberated on ball on a charge 
of manslaughter in connection with 
the death of a dock yard laborer named 
Plummer, who died from the effect of 
a blow on the jaw inflicted by the 
sailor on September 8. He was held 
by a Queenstown magistrate. Perente 
pleaded not guilty and added: "I did 
not one. to Injure my friend." 

PERU BREAKS WITH KAISER 

German Minister Handed Passports by 
Government—Uruguay to Take 

Similar Action. 

Lima, Peru, Oct, 8.—Peru formally 
broke relations with Germany. In ac-
cordance with an overwhelming vote 
in congress for such a rupture the gov-
ernment handed passports to the Ger-
man minister. 

Buenos Aires, Oct. 8.—From Monte-
video, Uruguay, came word that con-
gress was momentarily expected to 
vote an overwhelming majority in fa-
vor of an immediate rupture in dip-
lomatic relations with Germany.

The ceremony was at 
Rose Hill, the home of the Chase fam-
ily. Flags predominated In the decora-
tions. Rev. Robert E. Brown, pastor 
of the Second church, officiated. The 
bride was given away by her father, 
Irving H. Chase.

1871 taught the French people the 
meaning of thrift and economy. So 
well did they learn this lesson, that 
the whole sum of the iffilemnity de-
mantled by Germany, $1,000,000,000, 
wns raised within the republic's con-
fines by its own inhabitants and paid 
riff more than one year before the iliac 
stipulated by the Germans. 

The habit thus acquired has never 
men forgotten by the French, and to-
day the aggregate number of investors 
purchasing the French tear loans hoe 
reached the amazing total of 4,500,000 
individual subscribers. Perhaps no oth-
er country, in proportion to its popula-
tion, can make so good a showing. 

France is particularly fortunate in 
thitt her small investors prefer "safe" 
inveetments rather than offerings 
whirl) promise high returns.

In def.se of 
these principles, France is engaged in 
a death struggle with militant autoc-
racy and ruthless aggression, and it is 
sot surprising to learn that she has 
loaned to her allies and to other friendly 
states 7,000,000,000 francs with which 
to farther the cause of democracy. It 
Is in keeping with America's traditihne 
that since the-date on which we for-
mally aligned ourselves with France 
and her allies in the great struggle, 
our government has lent to France 
$370,000,000. 

It is eminently fitting that America 
should now be lighting on French soil 
to make the world safe for democracy. 
The liberty that America has enjoyed 
for 140 years France helped her to 
achieve. The swords of Lafayette and 
Itocharabean, faded by the guns of De 
Grasse upon the high seas.assisted in 
rutting the foreign ties that bound the 
Amerlean colonies prior to the War for 
Independence, and from the private 
Purse of King Louis himself (71.1110 the 
first loan to America—unsecured and 
unconditional—to finance that historic 
undertaking. It was with entire jus-
tice that Washington wrote to Rocham-
beau, "To the generous aid of your na-
tion and to the bravery of Its sons Is 
to he ascribed In a very great degree 
that independence for which we have 
fought."

alive Powers Which Justify Belief 
That She Will Meet and Solve Tri-
umphantly the Problems Which Con-
front Her After the War, 

already on the road to recovery from 
the blow of invasion by a ruthless en-
emy. 

One of the most important devel-
opments is the announcement that 
one of the largest banking institutions 
in America concerned with foreign 
trade, the Guaranty Trust company 
of New York, has opened a Paris 
branch to handle the rapidly increas-
ing volume of French business. 

This action may surprise many per-
sous who had tlenight of France as 
bowed under a calamitous invest,. 
The bank, however, gives figures indi-
cating that France is not only meeting 
her military and civilian problems with 
a stout heart and never failinJ cour-
age, but Is re-establishing her export 
business with this country. 

In 1914, the year of the outbreak of 
the war, imports from France to this 
country totaled $141,416,252. This to-
tal was reduced to $77,158,740 in 1915, 
but last year the value of French im-
ports to the United States rose to 
e102,077,060. 

"A nation that can achieve such a 
commercial recovery while her terri-
tory is being ravished by the Invader," 
says the Trust company's statement, 
"possesses recuperative ,provers which 
justify the belief that she will emerge 
from the present conflict prepared to 
meet and solve triumphantly the prole. 
ferns which confront her." 

The commercial and industrial rec-
ord of France, following past ware in-
dicates that she should recover quickly 
from the actual physical destruction 
inflicted in the present conflict. The 
reconstruction of railroads, the erection 
of factories to replace those destroyed, 
and the replacement of the mechanism 
of industrial activity that will he re-
quired and that is in part already 
planned, offer a peculiarly inviting 
field to American capital and enter-
prise. Tentative steps have already 
been taken by representath. of Amer-
Mau engineers and business men in this 
work. 

Aside from its attractive business 
aspect, the enlistment of American 
money and effort in the great task of 
reconstruction that will remain at the 
end of the war will tend to cement still 
more closely the ties that bind the two 
great republics together, and will en-
able Americans to discharge In part 
the debt they owe to France for her 
friendly interest in the welfare usel 
progress of the United States from 
the beginning of its life as a nation. 

In judging the industrial status of 
any nation, its production and con-
sumption of cone iron, and steel and 
the growth of Rs transportation sys-
tems are highly significant factors. 

In 1869, French industries consumed 
21 million tons etc.!, of which 13.5 
millirem were taken from home mines. 
In 1012, the consumption was 01 mil-
lions, of which 41 million tons were 
taken from home mitten. 

In 1869, the French output of cast 
iron was 1,880,000 tons, and of steel, 
1,060,000 tons. In 1914, France pro-
duced 1;311,000 tons of cast iron and 
4,635,000 tons of steel. '
