Sunday night gave. the second good 
one within a week and from inquiries 
we find it extended practically over 
the entire coanty and far beyond our 
boundaries. The weather man promises 
more to follow and present indica-
tions are that his predictiOns are cor-
rect. All fields of maize and kafit• 
which have been kept in prop, con-
dition are looking fine and give prom-
ise of a good yield. Some of the late 
planting may not have time to umture 
much grain, but will make an im- 
mense amount of feed. 	Grass is 
growing rapidly and pastures are. in 
pine shape. Only u short time ago 
.we could hear rumblings from the cat-
tlemen that theft pastures were get-
tting short and they were wondering 
how they would get through the win-
ter. Now they are wearing a smile 
that won't come off and only this 
morning we heard one old-timer say 
that he looked for an abundance of 
rain from now on through the te-
mainder of the season and was advis-
ing that sOute of the brethren pray 
for at to let tip. 

Our wheat • farmers are especially 
happy and those who have their 
ground in shape will likely begin 
drilling in their wheat soon. With 
two seasons in succession of ex-
tremely dry weather and short wheat 
coops; we have good reason to pre-
dice a bumper wheat crop for next 
season. As a result farmers are pre-
paring to put in the greatest acreage 
the county has ever had. Way feel 
assured of a minimum price of Is.,4 per 
bushel for next Season and they figme 
if they could make money, which they 
did, when wheat was only 65 to 80 
netts per bushel, two dollars per 
pushel will be a bonanza and they are 
going to take advantage of it.

Produce More Hogs 
The hog raiser's probl 'vides 

itself into three parts: (1) t  

feeding; 
of the herd; (2) skillful 

• 
feeding; and (3) protection from dis-
ease. 

Choose a breed and stick to it. Get 
a good herd leader,,buying when a 

and after a year's use, have an,  
other ready. Efforts should be made 
to grade up the herd a, rapidly  as 
practicable, as there is no comparison 
between blooded animals and mon-
grels; and pure-bred SOWS should ulti-
mately be substituted for grades. 
Sows should not be bred under a year 
old and it is better to wait until 14 
or 16 months. 

If hogs are kept clean they will 
generally be healthy. The ideal keep 
is on pasturage with sheds to protect 
them from heat and bad weather, and 
an abundance of clean drinking 
water always at hand. With these re-
quirements observed and the feeding 
troughs and floors washed period-
ically with scalding water, and white-
wash plentifully applied to all houses 
and pens and runways twice a year, 

'the owner should have to guard only 
against cholera, etc. If there should 
be trouble with vermin, provide 
scratching posts with gunny-sacks 
dipped in kerosene nailed to them, or 
use a spray.

Engine and Three Coaches Overturn.  
Near Marshall When Train Hits 

"Sun-Kink." 

Dallas.—Two persons are dead and 
60 are injured as the result of the 
wreck of the Sunshine Special of the 
Texas & Pacific railroad at Deckerts, 
ten miles west of Marshall, Wednes-
day afternoon. ;  R. A. Walker, of 
Marshall, fireman, and Thomas A. 
Albright, engineer, are dead. 

General Claim Afent H. S. Buesch-
er, who returned to Dallas from the' 
scene of the wreck, said that no 
person on the train, except the en-
ginemen, was seriously injured. 
There were no bones broken, he 
said, the injuries being confined to 
bruises and,  scratches. 

A few minutes before the accident 
a section crew, in charge of Fore-
mad Tippett, discovered the "sun-
kink" in the rail, which was given 
as the cause of the wreck. Tippett 
reported that he immediately dis-
patched W. Taylor up the track to 
flag the train. 

"The accident occurred on a 
straight piece of level track," Mr. 
Buescher said. "The engine turned 
across the track and partly fell over. 
Three coaches turned over. The en-
gineer was scalded beneath the en-
gine. Traffic on the line was de-
layed 14 hours." 

Large Number Hurt in Rail Wreck. 
Dallas.--Passengers arriving in I/al-

ias reported. that a large number, of 
persons were injured- Wednesday af-
ternoon when the Sunshine Special 
on the Texas & Pacific railway 
ikreeked ten miles west at Marshall. 
The report of the accident sent out 
from Marshall Wednesday night said 
only twq trainmen were injured. One 
of these, Engineer T. A. Albright, 
died.

Austin.—John G. McKay, former 

secretary of state of Texas and cam-
paign manager of Governor James 10 
Ferguson, now serving in the capa-
city of manager of the Jim Fergu-
son state farm in Madison county, on 
his arrival in Austin was served with 
eapiases by Sheriff Matthews on two 
indictments returned by the Traver 
county-  grand jury last Friday, both 
indictments charging misapplication 
of public funds while Mr. McKay 
was secretary of state.

OF FRAU KLEIST

THE clever intrigues of Frau 
Kleist were unknown to may 
outside the court circle at Pots-
dam. She was indeed a queer 

personage, "only less of a personage 
than his majesty," as Prince Below 
declared to me one day as we sat to-
gether in my room In the Berlin 
Schloss. 

Frau Kleist was the court dancing 
mistress, whose fastidious judgment 
had to be satisfied by any young debu-
tante or officer before they presumed 
to dance before royalty at the state 
balls. Perhaps she was seventy. Her 
real ago I never knew. 

Truly Frau Kleist, with her neat 
waist and thin, refined face, was a 
very striking figure at the Berlin 
court. The intricacies of the minuet 
and gavotte, as - well as those of the 
old-world dances in which she delight-
ed, were taught by the old lady to 
Prince Joachim and Princess Victoria 
Luise, both of whom always went in 
deadly fear of her caustic tongue and 
overhearing manner. 

The emperor never permitted any 
dancing at court which was not up to 

tF 	a high standard of excellence, and all 
who sought to dance were compelled 
to pass before the critical eye of the 
aharp-tongued old lady in her stiff 
silken gown. 

Whence she had come or who had 
been responsible for her appointment 
nobody knew. One thing was quite 
cr fain, that though at an age when 
usually rheumatism prevents agility 
yet she was an expert (lancer. 

The old woman lived in considerable 
style in a fine house close to the 
Gilenicke bridge at Potsdam, beneath 
the Babelsberg, a power to be reckoned 
with by all who desired to enter the 
court circle. 

Regarding her, many strange stories 
were afloat. One was that she was an 
ex-dancer, the mother of the famous 
Mademoiselle "Clo-Clo" Durand, pre-
miere danseuse of the Paris opera, and 
another was that she had been mis-
tress of the ballet at the Imperial 
opera In Petrograd in the days of the 
Nmperor Alexandra But so great a 
mystery were her antecedents that no-
body knew anything for certain, save 
that, at the age of nearly seventy, she 
had access at any hour to the kalser's 
private cabinet. I have often seen her 
whisper to his majesty strange secrets 
which she had picked up here and 
there—secrets that were often trans-
ferred to certain confidential quarters. 

Those at court who secured the be-
nignant smiles of Fran Kleist knew 
that their future path in life would be 
full of sunshine, but woe betide those 
upon whom she knit her brows in dis-
approval. Frau Kleist kept her pretty

house and her big Mercedes car upon 
the secret money payments she re-
ceived from those who "for value" 
begged her favors. With many young 
officers the payment to Frau Kleist 
was to open the back door to the em-
peror's favor. 

We in the Neues Palais(New Pal-
ace) knew it. But surely it did not 
concern us, for all of us looked askance 
at those who strove so strenuously and 
eagerly for "commands" to court func-
tions, and really we were secretly glad 
If the parvenus of both sexes were well 
bled before they were permitted by 
Frau Erna to make their obeisance be-
fore royalty.

"I know! Frau Kleist has told me!" 
were the words his majesty used on 
many occasions when I had ventured 
perhaps to express doubt regarding 
some scandalous story or serious alle-
gation. Therefore I was confident that 
the seventy-year-old dancing mistress, 
whose past was a complete mystery, 
was an important secret agent of the 
emperor's. 

And what more likely? The kaiser. 
as ruler of that complex empire, would 
naturally seek to know the truth con-
cerning those who sought his favor be-
fore they were permitted to dick their 
heels or wag their fans and bow the 
knee in his imperial presence. And he 
had, no doubt, with that innate cun-
ning, appointed his creature to the po-
sition of court dancing mistress. 
Emperor's First View of an Airplane. 

On October 17, 1908, I had returned 
with the emperor and his suite from 
Hamburg, where his majesty had been 
present at the launching of one of Herr 
Ballin's monster American liners. I 
was seated at the side table in his 
private room in the Berlin Schloss, 
taking down certain confidential in-
structions whin he wished to be sent 
at once by one of the imperial couriers 
to the commandant of Posen. 

Suddenly Von Kahlberg, my col-
league, entered with a message and 
handed it to his majesty. The kaiser 
at once grew excited and, turning to 
me said: 

"The crown prince sends word from 
Potsdam that the American, Orville 
Wright, is flying on the Bornstedter 
feld. We must go at once. Order the 
cars. And, Von Krahlberg, inform her 
majesty at once. She will accompany 
us, no doubt." 

Quickly I placed before his majesty 
one of his photographs—knowing that 
it would be wanted for presentation to 
the daring American—and he took up 
his pen and scrawled his signature 
across it. 

Within a quarter of an hour three 
of the powerful cars were on their way 
to Potsdam, the emperor with Herr 
Anton Reitschel—a high German offi-
cial at Constantinople—and Professor 
Vambery In the first car; the kaiserin 
with her daughter, Victoria Luise, and 
the latter's ober-gouvernant6 (govern-
ess), with one of the court ladies, in 
the next; while in the third I rode with 
Major von Scholl, one of the equer-
ries. 

On arrival at the Bornstedter feld it 
was already growing dusk, and a great 
disappointment awaited us. The crown 
prince rode up to inform us gravely 
that the flying was over for the day. 
At this the kaiser grew angry, for he 
had been out once before upon a wild-
goose chase, only to find that Orville 
Wright had gone home, declaring the 
wind too strong. 

At his father's anger, however, "Wil-
lie" burst out laughing, declaring that 
he was only joking, and that all was 
in readiness. Indeed, as he spoke, the 
aviator came up and I presented him 
to his majesty. 

Then, while he stood alone in the 
center of the great, sandy plain, Mr, Or-
ville Wright clambered into his ma-
chine and, rising, made many circuits 
high above us. 

The emperor stood with Herr Reit-
schel and the shaggy old professor, 
straining his eyes with keenest inter-
est. It was the first time his majesty 
had seen 'an airplane in flight. Much 
had been promised of Von Zeppelin's 
invention, yet the German public had, 
until those demonstrations by the 
American aviator, taken but little heed 
of 'the heavier-than-air machine. At 
that time, indeed, the emperor had not 
taken up Von Zeppelin, and it was only 
after seeing Orville Wright's demon,  
strations that he entered with any en-
thusiasm into aeronautical problems. 

High above us against the clear eve-
ning sky, wherein the stars had already 
begun to twinkle, the daring American 
rose, dipped and banked, his machine 
droning like a huge gadfly, much to the 
interest and astonishment of the ens-
Peron 

"Marvelous!" he exclaimed, as I 
stood beside him, with the empress on 
his right. "How is it done?" 

Tice sight of a man flying in the air, 
maneuvering his 'machine at will, rising 
swiftly, and then planing down with 
the engine cut off, was one of the most 
amazing, spectacles the loyal Potsdam-
ers had ever seen. Even the emperor, 
with all his dreams of world power, 
could never for a moment have fore-
seen what a great factor airplanes 
would be in war. 

At last Wright came down in a 
spiral, banked slightly, steadied him-
self, and then came lightly to earth 
within a few yards of where we stood, 
having been the first to exhibit to the 

how completely the ai 

Afterwards, though it had now 
grown dark, the emperor, by the pow-
erful headlamps of °the three, cars, 
thoroughly examined the American's 
airplane, the aviator explaining every 
detail. 

From that moment for months after-
wards the kaiser was constantly talk-
ing of aviation. He commanded pho-
tographs of various types of airplanes, 
together with all literature on the sub-
ject, to be placed before him. Indeed, 
he sent over to Britain, in secret, two 
officers to attend the airplane meetings 
held at Doncaster and Blackpool, 
where a large number of photographs 
were taken, and duly found their way 
to his table. 

The Dancing Mistress' Visit. 
I have recalled the emperor's first 

sight of an airplane in flight, in com-
pany with Herr Anton Reitschel and, 
Professor Vambery, because of an in-
cident which occurred that same day. 
Just before midnight the emperor wap 
giving me certain instructions to be 
sent to CarlMn House Terrace when 
the door opened without any knock of 
permission, and upon the threshold 
there stood Frau Kleist. 

"Have I your majesty's permission 
to enter?" she asked. 

"Of course, of course," replied the 
emperor, turning in his chair. "Come 
in and close the door. It has turned 
quite cold tonight. Well?" he asked, 
looking at her inquiringly. 

The court dancing mistress hesitated 
fora second. Their eyes met, and in 
that glance I saw complete understand-
ing. 

"May I speak in confidence wills your 
majesty?" she asked, advancing into 
the room.. Except the court ladies she 
was the only female at court whom 
the sentries sthtioned at the end of 
the corridor allowed to pass to his 
majesty's private cabinet; 

But Frau Kleist had access every-
where. Her eyes were the eyes of the 
emperor. Many a diplomat, financier, 
military or naval commander has been 
raised to position of favorite because 
he first secured the good graces of the 
ex-ballerina. And, alas! many a good, 
honest man has been cast out of the 
Potsdam circle into oblivion because 
of the poisonous declaration of that 
smiling, bejeweled old woman. 

"Of what do you wish to speak?" in-
quired the emperor. 

"Of the Reitschel affair," was the 
old woman's low reply. 

At her words the kaiser frowned 
slightly, and dismissed me. I bowed 
myself out, and closed the door upon 
the emperor and his clever female spy. 

That she should have at that late 
hour come from Potsdam—fra looking 
down into the courtyard, I saw the 
lights of her big Mercedes—showed 
that some underhand work was in 
progress. 

By handling, as I did, hundreds of 
secret reports which reached the em-
peror I had learned much concerning 
Herr Anton Reitschel, and from old 
Von Donaustauf, master of ceremonies, 
I had also been able to obtain certain 
missing links concerning the intrigue. 

Reitschel, a burly, round-faced, fair-
haired Prussian of quite superior type, 
held the position of chief director of 
the German-Ottoman bank in Constan-
tinople. His duty for the past three 
years had been to conciliate the sultan 
and to lend German money to any in-
dustrial enterprise in which any grain 
of merit could possibly be discovered. 
He had been singled out, taken from 
the Dresdner bank, and sent to Con-
stantinople by the kaiser in order to 
play Germany's secret game in Turkey 
—especially that of the Bagdad rail-
way—and to combat with German gold 
Great Britain's diplomacy with Tewfik 
Pasha and old Abdul Humid, in view 
of "The Day," which the emperor had 
long ago determined should soon dawn.

"Our employer intends that, notwith-

standing Britain's policy in the near 
East, Germany shall soon rule from 
Berlin to Bagdad. Herr Reitschel is 
in reality charged with the work of 
'Germanizing' the Otto n empire."

powers of Europe was a desperate one. 
On the one hand, the kaiser was mak-
ing pretence of fair dealing with Great 
Britain and France, yet on the other 
his agent, Herr Reitschel, was ever 
busy lending money in all directions in 
order to secure favor in Germany's in-
terest. 

Yet a further game was being played, 
namely, that while the kaiser was mak-
ing pretence of being the best friend of 
the sultan Abdul Flamid, visiting Con-
stantinople and Palestine, building 
fountains, endowing institutes, yet he 
was also secretly supporting the Young 
Turk party so as to effect the sultan's 
downfall. 

Herr Anton had been paying a num-
ber of flying visits to Berlin, and had 
many private audiences of both kaiser 
and sultan. 

Suddenly all of us were surprised by 
the announcement that the kaiser's fa-
vored civilian in Turkey had married 
Mademoiselle Julie de Lagnrenne, 
daughter of Paul de Lagarenne, son of 
the great French sugar refiner, and 
secretary of the French embassy  at 
Rome. A week after that news was 
spread I met them both in Kranzler's 
in Utter den Linden, and there he in-
troduced me to a pretty, dark-haired, 
vivacious young Frenchwoman, who 
spoke German well, and who told me 
that her husband had already given 
in her name for presentation at the 
next court. 

That was about a month prior to 
Orville Wright's flight and the mid-
night visit of Frau Kleist to the em-
peror. 

Truth to tell, the old NVOMIIII'S men-
lion of Herr Reitschel's name caused 
me considerable misgivings, because 
three weeks before I had gathered cer-
tain strange facts from a secret report 
of a spy, who in Constantinople had 
been set to watch Herr Reitscheils do-
ings. That spy was Frau Kleist's son. 

The kaiser trusts nobody. Even his 
favorites and most intimate cronies are 
spied upon, and reports upon those fa-
miliar blue papers are furnished regu-
larly. In view of what I had read in 
that report from Karl Kleist, I stood 
amazed when, at .the grand court a 
week-  later, I had witnessed IIerr Reit-
schel's French wife bow before the 
emperor and empress and noticed how 
graciously the kaiser had smiled upon 
her. 

Nearly three months passed. 
The Trip to Ilmenau. 

Herr Reitschel often came from Con-
stantinople, and frequently brought his 
handsome young wife with him, for he 
was persona grata at court. To me 
this was indeed strange in view of the 
reports of the ex:opera dancer's son—
who, by the way, lived in Constanti-
nople in the unsuspicious guise of a 
carpet dealer, and unknown to the 
bank director. 

The latter had, assisted by his wife's 
fortune, inherited from her grand-
mother, purchased the Schloss Langen-
berg, the splendid ancestral castle and 
estates of the princes of Langenberg, 
situated In the beautiful Thuringian 
forest, and acknowledged to be one of 
the most famous shooting estates in 
the empire. It was not, therefore, sur-
prising that the emperor, to mark his 
favor, should express a dekire to shoot 
capercailzie there—a desire which, of 
course, delighted Herr Reitschel, who 
had only a few days before been dec-
orated with the Order of the Bjack 
Eagle. 

One afternoon in midautumn the em-
peror, accompanied by the crown 
prince and myself, together with the 
suite, arrived by the imperial train at 
the little station of Ilmenau, where, of 
course, Reitschel and his pretty wife, 
with the head and underforesters, and 
all sorts of civil officials in black coats 
and white ties bowed low as the all-
highest stepped from his salon.

RUBBER BOOTS SAVED HIM 

Barn in Which Kiplinger Was 
Standing Was Struck by 

Lightning. 

Charlotte, Mich.—The fine new 
large barn on the C. B. Lamb farm 
west of this town in Carmel township, 
which is occupied by Grant Kiplinger, 
was struck by lightning and the sid-
ing was torn off from top to bottom 
on both gables, the barn being about 
50 feet in height.

Savings Bank Account Accumulates 
Unclaimed in Brooklyn Bank 

for Sitft Years. 

New York.—A .--_ ,sigs bank account 
of $1,500, which had been accumulat-
ing unclaimed in a Brooklyn bank for 
BO years, has just found its owner in 
Yonkers, City Treasurer Albert Van 
Houten said today. It goes to Mrs. 
F. A. Gastineau of Hancock avenue, 
Lincoln Park, that city. 

Mr. Gastineau, who died two years 
ago, deposited a small sum of money 
in the Brooklyn Savings bank'in 1857. 
He must have forgotten it, for he nev-
er mentioned it to his wife. 

For 40 years interest on the deposit 
compounded, and it brought the total 
up to $1,500. Delivery of the money 
was brought about through a new law 
compelling banks to search for owners 
of unclaimed deposits.

New York.—That the achievements 
of the army and navy of the United 

' States in the first three months of the 
war "have worked forward with a 
smoothness and an absence of scandal 
that have no parallel in our history of 
warfare," is the editorial statement 
made by the Army and Navy Journal 
in a veview of the part this country is 
Playing in tbe great struggle. 

"In material accomplishments see 
have set up," the Journal says, "a rec-
ord before the world of which we may 
well be proud. The great outstanding 
filets of these three months of war is 

lift our military and naval operations 
bare been conducted solely by army 
and navy officers, with never a 'politi-
cal general' showing his head above 
the horizon. Between the people and 
the work of the navy there has been 
drawn, of military necessity, a screen 
of secrecy more effective than any-
thing we have ever known before, and 
which redounds to the highest credit 
of the press of the country. When that 
:screen has been lifted now and again 

ewe have seen our fleets of destroyers 
operating in British and French wa-
ters; we have learned of another fleet 
!being in the South Atlantic on patrol 
!duty; we Ave learned of hundreds of 
!merchankfFeff, armed and manned by 
Mavy guns and gunners, fighting U-
boats and losing their lives in that ar-
duous duty; and finally, we have learn, 
eil of the navy's superb achievements 
in convoying to France the greatest 
'body of troops we ever sent to foreign 
soil in one expedition, without the loss 
of a man. 

Great Growth of the Navy. 
"Our navy's personnel has almost 

doubled in that time, so that now we 
have over 129,000 men in the nave, 
while in the Marine corps we have 
29,361, as-against the 13,266 on April 6, 
the day the state of war was declared. 
The auxiliary patrol fleet manned by 
.the Meet Naval reserve is gradually 
assuming the form of a really effective 
body of young men who are learning 
navy traditions more rapidly than 
would have been thought possible six 
I onths ago. In addition to its hercu-
lean task of training the great influx 
of recruits to the regular service, the 
officers of the navy have taken on their 
shoulders the added burden of train-
ing thousands of young men to be of-
ficers and crests of the great fleet of 
merchantmen that the government is 
building as a part of the allies' strate-
gical plan to conquer the U-boats. 

"Even greater than this has been the 
army's achievement owing to the sig-
nal change that has come to the na-
tion's pt.:, regarding a large army 
since the entry of the United States 
into the war. For on the army has 
devolved the task of increasing the 
regulars up 1-0 the war strength set by 
the national defense act and putting 
that army to a war footing, while it 
has also had to face and carry through 
the many problems presented by train-
ing the National Guard for duty over-
seas' preparing the plans for the first 
selective draft registration and see-
ing they were carried out, the plans 
for the working of the draft itself and 
for housing, provisioning and equip-

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pletely the conduct of six of the Brit-
ish base hospitals; has sent army sur-
geons up to the firing line; has landed 
Its first unit of woodsmen in England 
fully equipped with sawmills and oth-
er tools, and has at least one unit of 
aviators on British soil. 	And no- 
where at home has the routine of army 
life been allowed to drop below its ac-
customed efficiency, although the army 
has had to handle the additional task 
since May 1 of creating two new de-
partments and providing then]  with 
headquarters staffs. 

Praise for Defense Council. 
"Criticism and fault-finding have en-

tered, like rumor 'painted with a thou-
sand tongues,' but they have pretty 
well disappeared since, in common de-
cency, these elements have had to ac-
knowledge the army and navy officers 
have carried out their allotted tasks 
efficiently and well. Europe has rung 
with praise of our men abroad, and 
our enemy, by the tone of his abusive 
language, is awakening to the fact that 
we area foe to be reckoned with in 
the field instead of being merely a 
race of dollar-hunters. On the civil 
side of what has been done in these 
three months there is another admir-
able tale of high achievement. 
Through the council of national de-
fense and its advisory commission the 
matter of the purchase of supplies 
(fruitful source of scandals in the 
past) has been worked out in a manner 
hitherto unknown in the history of the 
wars of the United States. Through 
these bodies the railroads have been 
brought into a relation with the gov-
ernment more close and practical than 
most of us would ever have thought 
possible. War has brought about econ-
omies in railroad operation that were 
frankly declared impossible a year 
ago. Manufacturing plants have also 
been brought into really effective co-
operation with the government, and it 
would appear that the problem of sup-
plying a great air armada is also to be 
brought about through this agency."

Russian troops are on the offensive 

in the Chotin region, near the south-
eastern frontier of Galicia. Recently 
they drove the Austro-Gcriman forces 
from two villages, captured a height 
and took more than three hundred 
prisomrs and four machine guns, the 
war office announced.

Grape juice should be stored away 
in bottles or jars that are not too large, 
for after these have been opened the 
juice is likely to spoil. If properly 
made, however, the juice should keep 
indefinitely as long us it is kept in 
sealed bottles.

Sterilized Fruit Juices.—The fruit apple cider. Powdered, calcium car- 
juice may be pressed out of fruit by lmnate (carbonate of lime) or, to give 
means of a cider press, special fruit it is canna°, name, precipitated thane  
press, or other improvised presses ; then 
heated in an acid-proof kettle up to 
110 degrees Fahrenheit. The fruit juice 
may then be attired into ordinary hot 
jars, hot bottles, or tin cans, and 11:la-
dled by the same directions as those 
for canning of fruit itself. If poured 
into miscellaneous bottles, it is sug-
gested that the fruit juice be sterilized 
as follows: 

Make a cotton stopper and areas 
lato the neck of the bottle and leave 
during the sterilization period. Set 
bottles in boiling hot water up to the 
neck of the bottle, sterilizing the fruit 
juice for 30 minutes at a simmering 
temperature (105 degrees Fahrenheit). 
Remove the product, press cork in top 
over cotton stopper immediately. If the 
cork fits well, no paraffin peed be used. 
If a poor cork, it may be necessary to 
dip the cork in melted solution of wax 
or paraffin. Fruit juices and apple 
cider when handled in this way will 
not "flatten in taste" and will keep 
fresh for future use.

If a thermom-
eter is not available, boil until bulk is 
reduced to one-seventh of the original 
volume. To determine whether the 
sirup is cooked enough test as for 
candy—by pouring a little into cold 
water. If boiled enough it should have 
the consistency of maple sirup. It 
should.not he cooked long enough to 
harden like candy when tested. 

When the test shows that the sirup 
has been cooked 011,111011, pour it into 
fruit jars, pitchers, etc., and allow it 
to cool slowly. ' Slow cooling is im-
portant, us otherwise the suspended 
matter will not settle properly and the 
sirup 'will be cloudy.
