Costing From $4 to $5. 

THE HEADLIGHT, HANSF"OitD, 

EXPRESS OPINION THAT GREAT 
INSTIUTION MUST BE CLOSED 

FOR TWO YEARS. 

AuAin.—Governor Ferguson has 
vetoed all appropriations for the sup-{ 
port of the main university of Texas 
and the medical branch thereof for 
the two fiscal years beginning Sept. 
I, 1917.. He approved the appropria-
tion for the university school of 
mines at El Paso. 

According to expressions of friends 
of the governor, it is their under-
standing that this will close the uni-
versity, except as to the school of 
mines, for the next two years, unless, 
as they say, the governor should re-
lent and authorize deficiencies to op-
{crate the institution. They say that 
,private funds, if contributed, can not 
be used to operate a public institu-
tion, particularly where the governor 
objects. Friends of the university 
suggest that the governor can not 
now allow deficiencies for the pur-
pose indicated, as deficiencies can be 
allowed only to augment an annum-
priatMn and the governor has now, 
{by his veto, destroyed the foundation 
for deficiency allowance. 

There has been some suggestion, 
!however, as to the legality of the veto. 
fln view of the fact that the constitu-
tion requires the operation of this in-
otitution it also has been suggested 
that the university regents might op-
erate the institution upon the income 
of its endowment, but it is denied that 
there is anything in this contention, 
as the constitution provides that such 
incomes shall be subject to appropri-
ation by the legislature. 

University Regents Enjoined. 
Austin.—Judge Ireland Graves of 

the Twenty-sixth district court grant-
{ed the application of John A. Lomax, 
a member of the faculty of the uni-
versity of Texas, for a temporary re-
.straining order against G. S. MeRey 
nolds, A. W. Fly, C. E. Kelly and 
John M. Mathis, all members of the 
board of regents of that institution, 
Ito prevent the defendants from doing 
or performing any act or thing or 
take any vote or passing or attempt-
ing to pass any resolution for the 
'purpose of removing the faculty of 
the university from the positions now 
held by them until further orders of 
the court. The petition prays for a 
permanent injunction upon final hear-
ing of the case. 

Judge Graves directed the court to 
issue the writ forthwith upon the fil-
ing of a bond in the sum of $1,000 by 
plaintiff. The bearing of the case 
was set for June 11.

Austin.—Upon his return from 
Longview Commissioner of Insurance 
and Banking Austin announced that 
is dividend of 40 per cent to credit-
ors of the People's State bank of that 
{city, whose claims have been allowed

Dallas Scholastic Census Decreases. 

Dallas.—The scholastic census of 
the city of Dallas is 26,291, showing 
a slight decrease from the -total for 
the last year, which was 27,005. The 
scholastic population is made up of 
21,393 white children and 4,898 negro 
children. In the county, outside of 
the city, the scholastic population is 
5,183, making the total for the city 

and county 41,474.

San Juan Del Sur, Nicaragua, June 
0.—San Salvador, Santa Tecla and 
neighboring towns and villages were 
destroyed in an earthquake which com-
menced at 7 o'clock last night and 
continued through out the night, ac-
cording to advices received here from 
the president of Nicaragua tonight. 

The president's message says: 
"Telegraph communication just re-

established with San Salvador, con-
firms that earthquakes commenced at 
7 o'clock p. m. yesterday, (Thursday), 
and continued all night, accompanied 
by a heavy rain. 

San Salvador, Santa Tech and neigh-
boring towns and villages were de-
stroyed. The casualties were small. 
There were some fires." 

Registration Returns Shows Shortage. 
Washington, June 9.—Seventeen 

states and the District of Columbia 
had their returns from Tuesday's war 
registration complete tonight when 
the provost marshal general's office 
closed, showing a combined registra-
tion of 2,349,256 compared with their 
census eligible estimate of 2,703,727. 
At this rate something over 85 per 
cent of the census estimate has been 
registered and if the other thirty-one 
states should show the same ratio of 
decrease, the total registration would 
be around 9,000,000 or 1,264,000 below 
the census figures. 

RUSSIAN GIRLS TO FRONT. 

Regiment of Women Will Fight Ger. 
mans Under Same Conditions. 

Petrograd, June 9. (via London-.—
Two hundred girls, students of the 
Petrograd Technical institute, have 
entered their names on the rolls of a 
female regiment which is being raised.

There are some matter-of-fact, high-
ly practical ways in which women can 
manifest their patriotism. They are 
not at all spectacular—just plain, ev-
eryday, commonplace services—but 
they leave no room for doubt as to the 
sincerity that prompts them. First of 
these is the conservation of food for 
future use. It appears that an abun-
dance of vegetables and fruits will be 
grown this year and it is up to the 
housewives to see to it that much 
greater quantities are canned, dried 
and otherwise preserved, than in nor-
mal times. Then, in case of shortage 
In any quarter, there will be a reserve 
to call on in other localities. 

About the next most useful thing to 
do is to gather up alt old materials 
that can be used to make surgical 
dressing, and have them thoroughly 
washed. These materials may be 
shipped to the National Surgical Dress-
ings Committee, at 299 Fifth avenue, 
New York city. In old materials the 
committee asks for linen and cotton, 
blankets and spreads, sheets and pil-
low cases, tablecloths and napkins, 
towels and underclothing. This com-
mittee is thoroughly organized for war 
relief and is engaged in making a va-
riety of surgical dressings out of old 
and new materials. Many cities and 
towns have sub-committees who gather 
and forward donations to headquar-
ters. Over 1,000 hospitals are served 
on the continent and over 8,000,000 
dressings have been shipped to them. 

Women who have the leisure, may 
organize a sub-committee in communi-
ties that have none. The national 
committee welcomes the names of peo-
ple who might be interested in form-
ing sub-committees. Volunteer work-
ers make up old and new materials 
into surgical dressings and all other 
work is donated, so that the real spir-

tion give a crop of only 173,000,000 
bushels, 7,000,000 more than was fore-
nest May I, but still far from the nor-
mal yield. 

Herbert C. Hoover estimates the 
allies' needs this year at 1,000,000,000 
bushels of grain, most of it to come 
from the United States and Canada.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT ISSUED 

Government Well Pleased With Result 
of First Military Census Ever 

Taken in This Country. 

More Quiet Than Elections. 
Department of Justice officials had 

anticipated only local or sporadic dis-
turbances and had predicted that the 
men opposed to registration would not 
resort to force anywhere, but they 
took every precaution. 

Every man in the field had strict 
orders to arrest offenders promptly 
and hale them before federal commis-
sioners. The success of their plans 
tel -the work of the men in the field 
In the splendid order that prevailed 
generally surpassed even the expec-
tations of government officials. 

The reports show-ed that the regis-
tration passed without even such ex-
chine disturbances as mark a general 
politieal election. 

The Official Statement. 
Registration day developments were-

summarized by the committee on pub-
lic information in the following state-
ment: 

"The registration was accomplished 
In a fashion measuring up to the high-
est standards of Americanism. Young 
men came to tile registration places 
enthusiastic; there was no hint of a 
slacking spirit anywhere. 

"From every state reports were re-
ceived showing that the sporadic con-
spiracies to thwart the first step to-
ward the mobilization of as large an 
army -as the country may need to 
bring the war to a victorious conclu-

Gen-
eral Crowder is hopeful that another 
thirty-six hours will see the full rec-
ord of the country on his desk. The 
State Department was called upon for 
additional cards today by the thou-
sands. 

Few eleventh hour rulings were 
found necessary. The system devised 
by General Crowder of invoking the 
election machinery of the Nation in 
the task worked with a smoothness 
that spoke of perfect co-operation by 
state, county and municipality author-
ities.
