Government Should Handle Army Social
Work Through a Single Agency

By RAYMOND B. FOSDICK, Training Camp Commission

Social work in the army in any future emergency
should be handled by the government itself through &
eingle nonsectarian agency.

It seems to me that the lesson of the war in sociat
work involves perhaps three points: The elimination
of sectarian auspices; reduction in the number of agen-
cies employed, and the transfer tothe government itself
of much of the activity Litherto lef¢ to private initiative.

high enterprise. :

Our men have been glad to reeeive what the societies had for them
in the shape of service or supplies, and they have not cared two straws:
whether it came from Protestant, Catholic or Jewish hands. Our boys
fought at Chateau Thierry and in the Argonne as Americans, They did:
not ficht as Protestants, Catholics or Jews. :

As a matter of fact there is no reason for sectarienism. The religious!
intereste of the army are wisely confined to the chaplains.
