“GOVERNMENT ATTACKS ONBIG SCALE
TASK OF MAINTAINING FOOD SUPPLY

' $11,346,400 to Be ‘Spent in Stim

ulating Production and Protec-

tion and Conserving of Crops—Farm Help Activities to Be

e

tended to the Producers.

‘The task of intain-
ing during the war an ample supply
of food will be attacked on a still
lfurger scale by the United States de-
partment of agriculture through a
score or more of projects, under the

| provisions of the food production bill
Just enacted by congress.

‘While most of the projects will be
extensions of present sctivities, some
of them will represent new undertak-
ings. The task will be to find just
where the country stands in so far
&s the adequacy of the present food
supply is concerned, to speed up the
production of food crops wherever this
can be done, and to stop as many as
possible of the leaks through which
hundreds of millions of dollars’ worth
of edible products annually is wasted.
Eleyen million three hundred and for-
ty-six thousand four hundred dollars
are made available for the work in
the food production bill. This money
is for emergency use in addition to the

“unds appropriated in the regular ag-
riemitural appropriation bill for the
usual activities of the department. The
bill also is distinct from the food con-
trol bill, a measure having to do chief-
1y with the regulation of the distribu-
tion of food.

To Increase County Agent Force.

One of the most important steps to
be taken in the emergency agricultural
work will be the extension of the ex-
isting force of county agents, the joint
fleld employees of the department and
the states, who come into most direct
contact with farmers. With the addi-
tion of the new county agents, an
agent will be situated in practically
every agricultural county in the Unit-
ed States that will co-operate to advise
and assist farmers in every way pos-
sible on matters of production, conser-
vation and marketing. The number
of woman county agents in rural coun-
ties will be considerably increased and
Gther woman agents will be placed in
a number of the larger towns and cit-
fes. These women will stimulate the
production of garden truck, poultry

—and other products by women and chil-
dren, gnd will advise and instruct in
regard © the most efficient methods
of food utilization and conservation.

Farm
stocks and supplies in retail stores and
in the hands of consumers will be es-
timated, and stocks held by wholesale
jobbing, storing, manufacturing and
oth('l commercial establishments will
ted.. .

monthly reports on several of the more
important commodities, and if the
emergency requires it, by another sur
vey after an interval of perhaps
months.
Production Will Be Stimulated.
In addition to the activities under
the ‘three projects mentioned, special
work will be undertaken by many of
the bureaus and offices of the depart-
ment of agriculture in the interest of
increased production and for the con-
servation, protection and improved
handling and marketing of crops: and
live stock. The bureau of animal in-
dustry will seek to bring about in-
creased production of hogs and poul-
try, the two live stock products capa-
ble of most rapid increase. The
agents of this bureau also will locate
surpluses of hogs in heavy producing
areas and farmers inother

the country with .good facilities for
hog raising, in the effort to bring

about more economical distribution of
hogs. Efforts also will be made indi-
rectly to increase animal production
by combating animal diseases, and
pests, especially hog cholera, tubercu-
losis, and the cattle tick, which cause
losses aggregating millions of dollars
annually. The bureau also will en-
deavor to stimulate the increased pro-
duction and utilization of dairy food;
and will carry on a campaign for the
more general production of infertile
eggs.

The bureau of entomology will ex-
tend its activities in the field to pro-
tect crops and live stock. It will as-
sist in organizing communities for com-
bating insect pests, both of crops and
live stock.

Marketing Assistance.

Producers will be given advice by
the bureau of markets regarding im-
- proved methods of packing and hand-
ling food products. The bureau also
will extend its market news service to
include grain, hay and seeds, dairy
and poultry products, and to cover
more fully vegetables and fruits and
meats and meat products, and will as-
st in solving local truck marketing
problems.  These services will make
public facts as to supply, demand and
movement of food products, intended
to help in the elimination of the lost
motion and economic waste existing
in the marketing machinery of the

country. The bureau also will help
producers and consumers to form di
rect business relations through the

parcel post.

TURKISH HORDES
LOOT JERUSALEM

Ottoman Butchers Slay Inhabit-
ants, Seeing Their Own
Doom Is Sure.

WOMEN'S FATE IS TERRIBLE

Situation In Palestine Most Serious

Since War Began—Germany Ex-

ercises No Restraining Influ-
ence on Her Turk Allles.

airo, Egypt.—The situation in Pale
estine is the most serious since the
war began. A scheme for the looting
of Jerusalem is already being execut-
ed and throughout the country the
Turk has embarked on a calculated
poliey of plundering and killing the
native inhabitants, so that if they are
forced to vacate the country they will
leave behind them a desert. The only
thing that can save them, the only
hope that bouys them up, is that the
British armies now hammering at the
gates of the Holy Land may soon
drive out the Turks.

Information about conditions in Pal-
estine is received here from' many
sources, some more or less direct, but
most of them roundabout. The fol-
lowing statement of the situation is
given to the Associated Pr by an
offielal in touch with all these sources

“The attitude of the Young Turks
toward the unfortunate non-Turkish
|races within their empire has alw
been and oppressive. During
the it has been an open campaign

'y, exploitation and massacre,
for the Young Turks, realizing that the
partition of the lands under their rule
is unavoidable, have determined to get
as much as they can out of the in:
habitants while they are in posses-
sion.

Hate All Subject Races.

“The stupendous wickedness of the
extermination of the Armenian na-
tion cannot be dismissed as a mere
device of Oriental statecraft or as a
particular measure aimed at one par-
tlcular race, for it is Turkish policy
towards not only Armenians, but
Arabs, Greeks and Jews—in fact all
peoples who are subjects of the Turk,
but are not themselves of Turkish
blood.

“While there was some prospect of
being able to retain or even enlarge
their empire, the Turks, although
treating thelr subject races badly, did
not actually seek to destroy them. To-
day, knowing themselves doomed, 1t is
their calculated policy to Kill off the
inhabitants of Palestine and extort the
last ounce of money and goods from
them, so that if they are forced to va-
cate the country they will leave be-
hind them a desert—a poverty-stricken
and depopulated land.

“Their policy 1S not consistent with
military or economic needs and is not
supported by even the slenderest pre-
texts. for its nece It is dictated
lely by a savage brutality. The
Turk has in the past shown some ap-
titude for diplomacy, if little for
statesmanship, but the modern Young
Turk of the committee of union and
progress is an infinitely worse tyrant
than his predecessors, and all the
native savagery and blood lust that

The bureau of markets will seek to re-
duce losses due to faulty handling,
packing, shipping and marketing. The
bureau of plant industry will endeav-
or to arouse interest in the natural
stopage during the fall and winter
months of semiperishable products.
| Forces making for the conservation of
live stock and animal products will be
put into operation’ by the bureau of
animal industry. This work will in-
clude, as already mentioned, cam-
paign for the reduction of losses of
live stock from animal diseases, losses
of eggs through faulty handling and
from failure to produce infertile eggs,
and movements to assist in the more
economical distribution of hogs.

LIMBS MADE OF CARDBOARD

Artificial leg, Invented by Danish Doc-
tor, Enables Wearer to Walk Soon
After Amputation.

A Danish doctor at a hospital in
Parls has invented a cardboard leg
which enables the wearer to go about
without crutches two days after his
Jimb has been amputated.

The materials used are two sheets
of cardboard about three-sixteenth of
an Ineh thick, and bandages soaked in
& starch solution. After careful meas-
urements have been taken the card-
board is cut into what looks like two
peg-tops, which after being soaked in
the bath fold round each other and are
gecured with bandages.

The principle is that of an egg in a
cup, and the patient can wear the leg
Jong before the wound is completely
healed. He can thus get air and exer-
cise, which it is usually impossible to
obtain at this phase of his convales-
cence; also he has to suffer none of
the inconvenlence of crutches, a stick
sufficing for his needs. The leg, prop-
erly treated, lasts from six months to
8 year, by which time a permanent
mrtificial imb is ready to be fitted.

An effort is being made to adapt the
horse chestnuts to the human dietary.
The nuts are more than half starch
and sugar, with some protein and fat,
and are nutritious. Their value chiefly
depends on the elimination of the bit-
ter elements and the irirtating saponi-
like glucosides.

“Not Work of Charity, but Most Sa-
cred Duty to See That They Lack
for No Comfort,” Says
Director Lies.

SOME QUEER RENTS

Respect the Flag.

Proper use of the United States flag
means much to American patriotism.
Never let the flag touch the ground.

The treated melons have been prac-
tically free from stem-end rot, where-
as shipments. sent from infected dis-
tricts withour treatment have given
much trouble.. In one case, two cars
arrived in a Northwestern city on the
same day. One, untreated in a ventilat-
ed car, had 25 per cent of decay, while
thie other, which been treated, al-
though in an ordinary, unventilated
box ear, had only 2 per cent of decay.

Several large shippers are now in-
sisting that this treatment be given
all melons they buy, and it appears
likely that the department’s method of
«control will quickly come into general
use. The results secured in Florida
and south Georgia justify the adop-
tion of the treatment in districts now
shipping.

PLAN FOR RENEWING
WORN-OUT PASTURES

Sweet Clover Is Valuable Soil
Renovator and Makes Excel-
lent Forage for Stock.
(From the Unlted's—mtes Department of

Agriculture.)
“Grow sweet clover” is the answer

for poor soil or worn-out pastures
which no longer support live stock
profitably, according to investigators

of the United States department of
agrteulture, who have found that thou-
sands of acres of sweet clover are fur-
nishing annually abundant pasturage
for all kinds of stock on soll where
other crops made but little growth.

In many portions of the middle
West sweet clover bids fair to solve
serlous pasturage problems, according
to Farmers' Bulletin 820, “Sweet Clo-
ver: Utilization,” Just issued. Native
pastures which no longer provided
more than a scant living for a mature
steer on four or five acres, when prop-
erly seeded to sweet clover, will pro-
duce sufficient forage to carry at least
one animal to the acre throughout the
season. Dairy caftle, horses, sheep
and hogs all do well on sweet clover.
Land which is too rough or too deplet-
ed for cultivation or permanent pas-
tures which have become thin and
weedy may be improved greatly by
in, after disking a few
pounds of sweet clover seed per acre.
Not only will the sweet clover add
considerably to the quality and quan-
tity of the pasturage, but the growth
of the grasses will be improved by
the addition of large quantities of hu-
mus and nitrogen to the soil.

Sweet clover has proved to be an
excellent pasturage erop on many of
the best farms in thé North Central
states. In this part of the country
it s often seeded alone and pastured
from the middle or the latter part of
June ‘until - frost,

In order to have a clear comprehen-
ston of the Red Cross and its work, it
is necessary to know about its con-
struction and its methods. The pres-
ident of the United States is not mere-
ly an honorary officer but an active
president of the soclety. He presides
at the annual meetings, appoints mem-
bers of various boards and issues im-
portant public & s in time of war
or disaster. It is important to under-
stand that it is the arm or instrument
of the government for giving aid to
humanity. Its work goes on at all
times in the department of civilian re-
lief. Under its charter all accounts of
the American Red Cross are audited
by the war department and an annual
report submitted to congress by the
secretary of war. To President Taft
belongs much credit for the time and
attention he gave to the affairs of the
society, In order to build it up to its
present efficiency and establish it in
the public confidence.

The Belgian hare breeds rapidly,
matures quickly, and produces a palat-
able and highly nutritious meat.

The supply can be greatly increased
within a few months, without requiring
space that may be needed for the pro-
duction of crops. Practical experience
has demonstrated that rabbit meat can
be produced in unlimited quantities at
about six cents a pound; and

The Belgian and Flemish giant rab-
bits are recommended for meat produe:

Stock of Belgian hares may be bought
from breeders in nearly all the states
at $1 to $3 each. They may oceasion-
ally be had from pet stock dealers.
Tancy pedigreed stock is not required
for meat production.

Rabbits are easily kept.  They eat
hay, s, lawn cuttings and green
vegetation of many kinds. Females
should be allowed to breed when eigh*
or ten months old, and during the year
should raise four litters of about six
young each. Well fed, the young reach
marketable size when three to four
months old and average from five to
six pounds live weight.

The department of agriculture has
published a bulletin on raising rab-
bits which will be helpful to those whoy
wish to engage in this pursuit.

SPRAY POTATOES TO
AVOID LATE BLIGHT

Prompt Spraying With Bordeaux
Mixture Will in Most Cases
Be Found Effective.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Potato late blight, a fungous disease,
capable of causing enormous destruc-
tion, has appeared in several states
from Maine to New Jersey and West
Virginia,  according to the United
states department of agriculture. The
blight occurred early this year and re-
ports show that it is more prevalent
than usual. While in some fields the
blight is already beyond control,
prompt spraying with bordeaux mix-
ture will in most cases still be effec-
tive, the specialists advise. Unless po-
tato growers spray thoroughly with
bordeaux mixture they fear that the
large potato crop that has been prom-
ised will not be realized, as late blight,
if uncontrolled, is capable of reducing
the national crop at the rate of 2,000,
000 bushels per day.

To produce a large crop the tops
must be kept healthy till frost as the
tubers increase in size most rapidly
during the last weeks of the season.
The late blight kills the tops and
causes the tubers to rot in the ground.
The blight starts in a few centers in
the field where diseased potatoes were
planted. Brown spots develop on the
leaves and a whitish mildew appears
on their under side. Frequent rains
and warm, muggy weather furnish
tdeal conditions for the development of
the blight under which the foliage
blights rapidly, the leaves hang black-
ened and dead and the tubers begin to
rot. Dry and hot weather on the oth-
er hand tends to check the progress of
the blight but growers should spray
immediately and not trust their crops
entirely tp improvement in weather
conditions.

As an effective preventive of late
blight bordeaux mixture has proved
its value for 25 years. Hvery grower
from Maine to Michigan and south to
Virginia is urged to spray at once
and repeatedly.

How to Make Bordeaux Mixture.

Hore-made bordeaux mixture 1s
best  Use
Bluestone (copper sulphate) 4 pounds

uic 4 pounds
Water -use. 50 gallons

Prepare the copper sulphate by sus-
pending it in a gunny sack just below
the surface of several gallons of wa-
ter in a clean barrel. When the sul-
phate is dissolved, which requires
three or foar hours, remove the sack
and stir into the barrel enough addi-
tional water to make exactly 25 gal-
lons of the copper solution.

Prepare the lime by slaking it slow-
ly and thoroughly in a clean barrel,
strain, and add enough additional wa-
ter to make exactly 25 gallons of
lime milk, Stir thoroughly.

Pour the two ingredients together
into another barrel, or better directly
into the spray tank, if it will hold 50
gallons. It is highly important to stir
the mixture very thoroughly and to
strain both ingredients before they are
combined, as otherwise clogging of the
spray nozzles might result. Use cop-
per or bronze wire strainer of 18
meshes to the inch. Do not put cop-
per sulphate or bordeaux mixture into
tin or iron vessels; use wood or cop-

Those who use bordeaux mixturs
frequently and in quantity will find it
convenient to keep concentrated
stock solution on hand, as these keep
indefinitely if the water which evap-
orates is replaced.

The night before the
day you wish to commence spraying,
suspend 50 pounds of copper sulphate
to dissolve in a 50-gallon barrel of
water, Slake 50 pounds of lime in
Add water to make 50
gallons of lime milk. When bordeaux
mixture is needed, stir both stock bar-
rels well and take four gallons from
each stock barrel. Dilute the copper
sulphate in one barrel by adding

enough water to make 25 gallons. Di=

lute ‘the lime milk in another barrel
by adding enough water to make 25
gallons. Stir each thoroughly, Com-
bine the two as in previous directions.
Thorough agitation is essential in mak-
ing good bordeatx mixture.

The qmckest and surest way of nux;<
menting the meat supply next to the
raising of poultry is by raising hogs,
the United States department of agri-
culture points out. The hog is the most
important animal to raise for meat and
money. He requires less labor, lesy
equipment, less capital, makes greater
gains per hundred pounds of coneen-
trates and reproduces himself faster
and in greater numbers than any other
domestic animal. As a consumer of
by-products the hog has no rival. o
other animal equals the lard hog in its
fat-storing tendency. The most satis«
factory meat for shipping long dis
tances on train, boat or wagon, and fot
long storage after reaching its destina-
tion 1s mess pork.

Pork finds ready sale because pack-
ers have discovered many ways of

placing pork on the market in attrac. ¥

tive and highly palatable form com-
bined with most excelleat keeping
qualities. There is ne other meat from
which so many products are manufac-
tured. Very near 50 per cent of the
total value, in dollars and cents, of the
meat and meat products slaughtered
in the packing houses of the United
States is derived from the hog. Our
country leads by far all countries in
the production as well as in the con-
sumption of meat and meat products.
Three-fourths of the world's interna-
tional trade in pork and pork produets
originates in the United States in nor-
mal times, and the war greatly has ind
creased this proportion. Aecording to
the estimates there was an increase of,
9,580,000 hogs between 1910, the census
year, and 1916, inclusive. The Increasd
at the end of 1915 was 3,143, over
the preceding year, while it «-.qﬂ-
mated that there was a decreasd at (!

WERICA REJECTS
POPE'S PEACE PLAN

President Wilson Sends Frank
Note to the Pontiff Giving
Reasons for Action.

WONT DEAL WITH THE KAISER

No Faith in Rulers of German Nation,
the Executive Declares—No
Selfish Aims.

| \Washington, D.
Bon has rejected the
posals.

In a note dispatched recently, and
made public here later, the Presi-
dent says that while every heart not
blinded and hardened by the terrible
war must be touched by the moving
appeal of his holiness, it would be
folly to take the path of peace he
points out if it does not in fact lead to
the goal he proposes.

To deal with such a power as the
present rulers of Germany upon Pope
Benedict’s plan, declares the Presi-
dent, would involve a recuperation of
the strength and renewal of the world
domination of that power, now balked,
but not defeated, after sweeping a
continent with the biood of innocent |
women and children and the helpless
poor, as well ds of soldiers.

Won't Treat With Kaiser. i

Permanent peace must be based
upon the faith of all the peoples and
upon the justice and fairness and the
common rights of mankind, he adds,
and “we cannot take,the word of the
present rulers of Germany as a guar-
antee of anything that is to endure,
unless explicitly supported by such
conclusive evidence of the will and
purpose of the German people them-
selves as the other peoples of the
world would be justified in accepting.”

The text of the note follows:
“To His Holiness, Benedictus

Pope:

“In acknowledgment of the commu-
nication of your holiness to the belli-
gerent peoples, dated August 1, 1917,
the President of the United States re-
quests me to transmit the following
veply:

“‘Hyvery heart that has not been
blinded and hardened by thig ternble‘
‘war must be touched by this moving
appeal of his holiness, the pope; must
feel the dignity and force of the hu-
man and generous motives which
prompted it, and must xm\entb wish
that we might take the path of peace
he so persuasively points out. But it
would be folly to take it if it does not
in fact lead to the goal he proposes.

“Our response must be based upon
stern facts and upon nothing else. It|
is not a mere cessation of arms he de- |
sires; it is a stable and enduring
" peace. This agony must not be gone
through with again, and it must be a
* matier of very sober judgment what |
will insure us against it. |

““His holiness in substance proposes ‘
that we return to the status quo ante- |
bellum, and that then there be a gen-|
eral condonation, disarmament, and a |
concert-of nations, based upon accept- |
ance of the principle of arbitration; |
that by a similar concert freedom of |
the seas be established; and that the |
territorial claims of France and Italy,
* the perplexing problems of the Balkan
states, and the restitution of Poland
be left to such conciliatory adjust-|
ments as may be possible in the new
temper of such a peace, due regard |
being paid to the aspirations of the
peoples whase political fortunes and
affiliations wili be involved.
