These berries were
raised by Mr. Richards in their gar-
den on the ranch. Mr. Richards is a
firm believer in.. strawberries as a
staple crop for this section and cites
as evidence that last year, which was
unusually unseasonable, his bushes
began bearing early and continued to
furnish the lucuous fruit untii late in
the fall. = Mrs. Richards baked a
strawberry sbortcake on November 16,
several days after the first snow, and
another on May 10 of this year. At
that rate, it 1s possible to haye straw-
berries seyen months of the year and
Mr. Richards says t,bey are just as
good in November as in May Mr.
Richards secured his plants from
Henry Fields, Shenandoah, Iowa, and
répommends this fithn t0 anyone want-
ing plants. The size and flavor of
these berries is sufficient ‘evidence to
convince anyome that our soil and
climate is admirably adapted to the
culture of this most excellent fruit, and
others should follow Mr. Richards’
example in giviag them a thorough
trial.

Survivor of “Battle of Big Horn” Tour-
ing Southern Department Teli-
ing Experiences.

Col. Theo. W. Goldin, a veteran of
Custer’s famous Seventh cavalry, has
for many months been devoting all of
his time to war work with the Army
Young Men’s Christian association.
He is now on a tour visiting all mili-
tary camps in the six states of the
Southern Military department enter-
taining the soldiers with stories of the

great West of the long ago.
Colonel Goldin has had an unusual
and picturesque career on the frontier
as soldier, government scout and quar-
termaster clerk, having participated in
several Indian campaigns,’ among
them the “Battle of the Big Horn,”
where Custer and some five hundred

| veterans went down before ten times |

their number of Indians. He has been
in the Army Y. M. C. A. work Ssince
November, 1917, serving first at Fort
Bliss and later at Presidio. He has
been booked by the educational bu-
reau of the Southern Department Army
Y. M. C. A. for a speaking tour in
Southern department camps.

Colonel Goldin owes his life to the
fact that during the battle of the Big
Horn he was serving as regimental
clerk, and in that capacity was doing
duty as mounted orderly. He was
sent to Major Reno, some three miles
away, with dispatches; but even then,
during most of the ride, he was a tar-

get for a number of long-range shots
taken at him by the Indians. - He was
with Major Reno during the remainder
of the fight, which lasted two days

Among other eampaigns he took part
in was what was known as the “Big
Horn and Yellowstone Expedition,”
which was probably the largest single
expedition ever sent out against hostile
Indians. As government scout and
coyrier, he served under Gen. Nelson
A. Miles at the Tongue River canton-
ment and later with his old regiment
at Fort Meade. In 1876 he was in
Arizona with différent regiments at
war with the Apaches. Later he car-
ried dispatches for a time between old
Fort Bliss, near El Paso, to the vari-
ous posts as far down the border as
Eagle Pass.

As Y. M. C. A. man, he worked with
the Kansas City association, and
among colleges and universities in
Oklahoma, Missouri and Kansas. For
several months he served at Oklahoma
City in the boy scout work.

Colonel Goldin was ~awarded the
Congressional Medal of Eonor for his
services in 1876 during the Custer cam-
paign.

SAYS DANIELS

Secretary of the Navy Nohplused at |
Criticism of Y. M. C. A—Proved
Heroism.

The war work of men in the uni- |
form of the Red Triangle who follow-
ed the flag wherever it went proved
their heroism and devotion on the bat-
tle front and weresalways present. to
serve and comfort the American fight-
ing men, says Josephus Daniels, secre-
tary of the navy, will remain an en-
during monument to the Y. M. C. A.
“It is unthinkable,” he declared in a
letter to the “Y” war work. eouncil,
“that criticism of minor defects here
and there should be allowed to cloud
for a moment the splendid record made
by this great association.”

His letter, recently made public by
the Y. M. C. A, follows in part:

“Only those who were brought in
intimate contact with it, and could sur-
vey the whole field, are able to dppre-
ciate fully the great extent and value
of the Y. M. C. A’s work for our sol-
diers and sailors.  In camps angd train-
ing stations, at home and abroad, at
the fighting front, on transports and at
naval bases, it cheered and aided our
fighting forees. Its halls and huts
were not only social centers, furnish-
ing wholesale recreation and 'amuse-
ment, but were places for mental im-
provement and moral refreshment.
They were bits of America set on for-
eign soil, reminding the boys of the
homes from which they came.

“The men of the Red Triangle fol-
lowed the flag wherever it went, and
were ‘there to serve and comfort our
brave boys. They proved their hero-
ism and devotion on the battle front,
a number being commended for brav-
ery, and several sacrificing their lives
in the line of duty.

“It is unthinkable that criticism of
minor defects here and there should be
allowed. to cloud for a moment the
splendid record made by this great
association.” No big undertaking was
ever carried out without some imper-
fections, and no organization - engaged
in such a stupendous work, employing
so many men over a vast area, could
expect to carry it through without
making some mistakes. But so far
as T have been able to determine, these
have been few and hardly enough to
be considered in comparison with the
magnificent service rendered.

Stupendous - Figures Given Out by
Southern Department Headquar-
ters—Religious Meetings

Popular. i

Stupendous figures showing some-
thing of the activities of the Army
Young Men’s Christian Association in
the Southern Department during the
\yoar ending April 80, 1919, have just
| been compiled at Southern Depart-
| ment headquarters at San Antonio,
i Tex. The Southern Department em-
braces the states of Texas, Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Louisiana, New Mexico and
Arizona, and according to the figures
submitted to Executive Secretary H.
H. Simmons by Business Secretary L.
G. Williamson, the total attendance at
Y. M. C. A. buildings during the year
was 60,212,823—or equivalent to more
than half the population of the United
States. *Statistics are based on daily
reports covering each of the 365 days
during the year just closed.

A most remarkable showing is made
by the religious work department, a
very positive refutation of the claim
on the part of some people that the
[ soldiers dodge religious services. Dur-
{ Ing the year, according to the report,
| there were 18,092 religious meetings
| with an attendance of 2,719,719. The
. movies, with a total of 10,997 show-

ings, had an attendance of 3,914,681.

By way of explanation, it is said that

f after the movies, thus getting the bene-
fit of the movie audiences. It is well

INCREASE NUMBER
OF Y’ WORKERS

Five Months After Armistice Signed
Welfare Body Has 8,350
“Over There.”

Five months after the signing of the
armistice the Young Men’s Christian
association had &350 workers over-
seas, according to an official statement
issued by the national war work coun-
cil of the association.- The figure
shows an increase of 726 workers since
last November, indicating that the Y,
M. C. A. has strengthened its forces,
despite the return of troops to Amer-
ica, to meet the. greater need for its
work that came with the end of the
fighting.

Of the total number, 5,528 are men,
a small portion of whom are directing
the “Y” overseas work from the Paris
headquarters, while the great majority
are scattered from Archangel to Romre,
and from Vladivostok to Brest and
London and the north of Scotland.
There are 27187 women workers
abroad. Most of these are helping to
give pleasure to the men who go to the
Y. M. C. A. leave areas, on the Riviera,
at Aix les Bains, at Cauterets.in the
Hautes Pyrenees, and elsewhére. More
than 40 are assisting in the motion-
picture entertainment of the troops.

In the overseas entertainment bu-
reau of the war work council there
are 635 men and women workers
abroad. Of these, 352 were recruited
by the Overseas Theater league work-
ers—125 men and 227 women. The
remainder, 283, were enlisted by the
“Y” entertainment section.

Since the beginning of its overseas
work, the" Y. M. C. A. has sent 11,229
men and women abroad—S8,338 men

FOR BOYS ON RHINE

Y. M. C. A. Turns Loose More Than
~ $200,000 for Athletic
Equipment.

More than $200,000 worth of athletic
equipment has been  distributed
throughout the Third army in the
Rhineland by the Y, M. C. A. athletic
department in six weeks for use either
in games for recreation or training
leading up to championship competi-
tions,

The “¥*¥ also has assigned 40 ath-
letic directors to duty with this army.
Footballs, baseball material, track and
field equipment and a great quantity
of suits have been supplied.

In addition to this the Y. M. C. A.
has distributed 1,200 sets of boxing
gloves in the Third army and is co-
operating with the army officials in
the ‘A. E. F. championship contests.
Boxing bouts have become almost as
popular as theatrical entertainments
in the Rhine forces. About 24,000 men
attend the six bouts staged weekly by
the: “Y” at Coblenz and 9,000 the six
bouts staged weekly at Neuweid.

While hundreds of men in the army
in Camp Travis are anxious to gef out
of service and back into civiliai life,
Cecil Roons of Raton, N. M, is hap-
py because he got in.

Scldiers in Camps Organizing Farme
ers’ Forums Are Being Aided
by Army Y. M. C. A.

Farmers’® forums composed of sol-
diers desiring to establish homes and
farms on land provided by the govern-
ment are being organized in the mili-
tary camps of the Southern depart-
ment, comprising Texas, Oklahoma,
Louisiana, Arkansas, New Mexico and
Arizona by the educational depart-
ment of the Army and Navy Y. M, C. A,

Groups of soldiers comprising the
forums meet regularly in the Y. M.
C. A. buildings and discuss the ques-
tions involved in their efforts to get
lands in -various states and the ways
and means of developing the lands
after they get them. - Literature from
the department of the interior and
the agricultural departments: of the
states ‘being studied is obtained and
a digest”of it given to the groups by
different’ members.

8. N. Craig, representing the depart-
ment -of the interior, has been largely
instrumental in formulating the plan
of operation followed by the soldier
farmers and farmers-to-be. A series
of addresses was given by him in the
camps of the Southern department in
the  “Y” buildings, during which he
outlined the course to be pursued by
the government in assisting soldiers
to locate on unused government lands
in various states. :

More than’ 50,000 soldiers have
signed the applications for the gov-
ernment land which will be available
after congress has passed the bill con-
taining’ the recommendations of ‘Sec-
refary of the Intérior Lane, according
to Mr. Craig.

“It is gratifying that so many of
the soldiers have indicated their de-
sire to take advantage of the oppor-
tunities to be provided under the pro-
visions of the new law,” said Mr.
Craig. “The ultimate success of the
plan depends upon the follow-up work
that will be done by the farmers’ fo-
rums in the various camps being or-
ganized with the aid of the Y. M, C, A.
lepders.” : 4

DEMOBILIZATION
OF Y MEN NOW/
AT A STANDSTILL

Only 400 Remain in Southern Depart-
ment—Activity on Mexican
Border.

San Antonio, Tex.—Demobilization
of Army Young Men’s Christian asso-
ciation seeretaries in the Southern Mil-
itary department has about reached a
standstill for the present, according to
J. H. Eckford, departmental supervisor
of pei*s?)nnel. About four hundred
wearers of the Red Triangle remain in
the six states composing this depart-
ment, more than six hundred having
been released since the signing of the
armistice. ©° It is believed that, with
the numerous camps in the department
demobilized down to practically the
smallest possible workingz force, cou-
pled with the demands of the regular
army men and the returning soldiers
from overseas, there wili be a need for
at least four hundred secretaries for
at least several weeks.

Seventy secretaries are serving the
towns and outposts along the Mexican
border, this phase of Y. M. C. A. ac-
tivity having been materially enlarged
since the armistice. Apparently 2,000
miles of border territory is now being
covered, the greater part of it by itin-
erants in light delivery cars,.-in which
the secretaries carry a full supply of
books, stationery, portable motion pic-
ture machines, athletic equipment, . In
a number of the isolated villages where
troops are stationed the Y. M. C. A.
hiit is the only entertainment feature
and the soldiers share their privileges
with the civilian populations. Every
border outpost is now being reached
by the “¥* men, and the work will con-
tinue as long as there are soldiers to
serve. :
