Yesterday morning 8 came over, and
in the evening more. I saw two this morning who
assured me that the greater part of the Carlists
who have been forced to enter the ranks,are only
anxious for an opportunity to return with safety to
their homes—an opportunity which the presence of
the British troops insures to many of them. There
are also several corps of volunteers who bave offered
their services to fight under the command of the
British generals.

TAXATION,

It is an oft-quoted maxim, that‘Power is always
stealing from the many to the few ;” and it may be
added, that privilege is always changirg hands in
the same manner ; orin other words, that even m
a government founded on the principle of an equal
distribution of the privileges and burthens of the
community, from the want of a proper discrimina-
tion in the scelection of public afficers, or from the
neglect of known and positive duty on the part of
those who are selected, power and privilege are per-
mitted to pass from persons to property—from the
careless and unsuspecting many. to the grasping and
aristocratic few. And this is particularly exempli-
fied, in the mannerin whieh more than $500.000 in
Bank, Insurance and Turnpike Stock, has escaped
taxation in this State, year after year, and scarce a
man in community aware of it. During a series of
years, a very considerable portion of these stocks
have been Kept out of the assessment lists, by the
fraudulent delinquency of the proper officers of
thesa. institutions in neglecting to make their annual
returns, us required by the statute ; and the evil
has ro doubt been greatly increased and extended,
in consequence of the wilful and criminal neglect of
our public officers 10 enforce the penalty prescribed
for such neglect ;—wilful, because the law is most
clear and explicit on this point,—crimimal, bLecause
our public officers are sworn to enforce it. "And
from long continued disregard of the wholesome
and salutary requirements of this statute, a breach
of it had become habitual, both with its subjects
and its ministers.

The Farmer, the Mechanic, the Merchant, and
even the day laborer, mus: make his annual return,
or be subjected to the penalty of a three-fold tax ;
and we may add, by way of parenthesis, that the
penalty is too often cxacted of individuals who do
not incur the forfeiture ;—but thisarises from errors
and imperfectionsin the system, which we shall dis-
cuss at length, at some future period. The penalty
prescribed by Statute for a neglect of Corporations
to make annual returns of the amount and value of
their stock, and the names of resident and non-re-
sident stockholders, &e, is one hundred dollars, to
be recovered by the Treasurer and paid into the
Treasury of the State. The same Statute makes
it the duty of the Comptroller of Public Accounts
to report all delinquencies to the Treasurer, whose
duty it is immediately to enforce the collection of
the penalty.

As we have before said, these delinquencies have
been continued; and have been constantly increas-
ing, during a series of years, yet in no single in-
stance we believe, has the law been enforced, or
the penalty exacted, Thousands of dollars have
thus been annually lost to the State, by the negli-
gence of our public officers, and hundreds of thou-

“To THE DEMoCRATIC ELECTORS CF MASSACHUSETTS :
Continued.

{I. TRUE CHARACTER OF WHIGGIZM.

The charge of raising the pooragainst the rich, im-
pliss, that the party of our.opponents is Lhe party of
wEALTH. We see with regret the masses of wealth
in the community, separuting themselves from the
peoople and organizing themselves into a political
party, on the principle of W higgism.

The vital doctrine of Democracy is, the right of the
people to the sovereignty; the vital doctrine of Whig-
gism is, the right of resisting the sovereign for rea-
sons, which to the party resisting, seem sufficient.

The opening of modern history presents to us a
world enslaved. The history of the progress of hu-
manity is the history of gradual enfranchisements;
and the Whig party, in its happiest state, was the
party of privilege, protecting the acquisitions which
it had extorted fiom hereditary despots. The prin
ciple was tolerable, only 1o the degree in which en-
franchisements were steadily extended; 1t became
an encmy to human happiness, when it arrayed it-
self as a defence of privilege against the common
rights of the masses. **Wewill obey you,” said the
nobles of Castile to their morarch, “if you respect
our privilezes.”  The nobles of Germany, on the
election of their emperors, used to bind them by a
contract, to a respect for their power as inferior teu
dalsovereigns. This becomes the spirit of the class,
struggling for privilege. in every nation of the world.
It places itself above the mass of the people on the
one hand, and against the sovereign on the other.
Thisis the spirit of the English Whig aristocracy of
1688  This is the spirit of the Whig aristocracy of
the United Sta‘es.

The benevolence of a kind Provigence has permit-
ted us in America to obtain an universal enfran-
chisement. The wail of partition between the lasses
of society hus been thrown down; the veil that sep-
arated the inner and the outer court, has been rent
asunder. - The revival of the Whig party in the
Urited States, at a time when it is yielding even in
England to the vigorous energies of Democratic re-
foym, is therefore a retrograde movement made from
Jealous distrust of the people and in defiance of the
spirit of our institutions.

Here the people 1s the sovereign, T claim the
right of resisting the sovereign is to claim the right
of subverting the will of the nany, and of substitu-
ting in its stead the will of the few. . As wealth con-
stitules with us the only possible basis of an aristo-
cracy, opposed to the people, to assert the Whig
doctrine is to attempt to wrest actual power from
the hands ot persons, and to transfer it to property.

The Whig, living under the most free government
on earth, is haunted by a dread of despotism. He
disirusts the people.  He rightly fears that the in-
telligence of the masses will not favor the purposes
of his individaal selfishness; and uis self-love identi-
fies the gratificalion of his pride, which is thwarted,
with the security of his rights which are held invio-
late.  Ele is perpetually seeking an avenue fores
caping fiom the necessity of obedience to the suve-
reignty of the people; and therefore the W higs of
theSouth assert the contingent right of nullifying
the laws; and the Whigs of' the North, even while
they profess hovror for the comparatively moderate
claims of South Carolina, deny the right of instruc-
tion and assert “the right of revolation.”

Democracy is opposed toboth these parties. As the
antagonist principle to nullification it regards the
rights of liberty as inalienable and original; not held
by acompact, but existing before the constitution;
existing always; existing even if the constitution
should perish. The constitution, whether a compact
of the people or the States. establishesa government;
it does but designate the form, under which the na-
tural rights and sovereignty of the people are to be
exercised and maintained and which the people
would tranquilly alter and amend, if it failed to an-
swerits purpose. “Our constitution does not contain
the absurdity of giving power to make laws, and
another power to REsIST them.” :

As the antagonist p inciple to Whiggism in the
North, Democracy totally rejects, repudiates and de-
nies “the right of Revolution.”” -~ The people are
here the sovercign. Are they displeased with their
public servarts? The ballot box is the avenue to a
remedy. Do they dislike the laws? Their repre-
sentatives abey instructionsand repeal the offensive
statutes. Do they object to inequalities in the con-
stitution? They enter on the peaceful process of
amelioration. But they tolerate no vevolution. The
people, the pnpular party, the Democracy, by the
instinet of self preservation, oppose all revolution.

“T'o assert the “right of revolution” is either to use

ter

words without reason, or to asser’ for the wealthy
minority, a right to overthrow our Democratic in-
stitutions from their foundation.

Toassert that the government of the United
States, which is Democratic, and is the exercise of
the sovereignty of the people, may produce such in-
tolerable oppression as to justify and demand a re-
volution isto deny to the people the capacity of self
government on tie principles of justice, and to assert
the contingent n. cessity of substituting some other
sovereignty for that of the people. Whatever other
party may claim for itselfto be the revolutionary
pariy, the people, the popular party, the Democra-
¢y, Is necessarily, by the instinct of self- preservation,
the eonstitutional party. [t rebukes the fury of dis-
contented spirits; it sels a perpetual limit to “revos
lationary times;” it exkibits itself in the tranquil
aspect of composed and permanent benignity, and
seals up forever the bloody fountains of civil war.
It checks the first step towards a revolution; it
frowns at even the sugeestion ofa Northern confed-
eracy; and it has always reprobated every scheme
offx‘geogl'aphical convention.

T'he exercise of ““the right of Revolution” is re-
served by the Whigs for an extremity; yet their
d:‘nly measures and arguments partake of the same
caaracter of resistance to the sovereign, in other
words of resistance to the people. They delight te
multiply corporations, with exclusive privileges or
enormous powers, that these may become so many
intrenchments and strong holds for their party
againgt the masses; and being interpreted as con-
fracts, may impose restraints on future legislation.
Thus the struggle in the case of Charles River bridge
Is a struggle fur a genuine baronial privilege; and
the contest for the United States Bank was a true
Whig contest, not for equal rights but for privilege.
By denying the right of instruction, the Whig claims
the right to substitute the private will for the publie
will; to transform the agent into the master; to
make the representative independent of his constitu-
ents, and thus toinvalidate and resist the actual sove
ereignty of the people. The same character is
stamped on the attempts of the Whig party to di-
minish the patronage and power of the executive.
A feeble exccutive has ever, as at Venice, been the
delight of an aristocracy, asd the Whigs are consis-
tent with their principles, when they endsavor to
take from the executive a part of the power with
which 1t is clothed, and transfer it to a body, over
which the people have a less direct control. And
again, in the nresent contest for the election of Pre-
sident, the Whig party, with equal consistency,
places the whole scant'sum of its hopes of ultimate
sticcess on its abulity to resist the pecyle in their ef-
fort to-make an election for themselves.

Thus itis evident, that the party of wealth, in all
the forms under which it asserts the right of resis-
tance, invalves itself in contradiction with the spirit
of our institutions. The inquiry remains whether
it is well for the ccuntry  that the spirit of our insti-
tutions should be preseived? Our institutionsfound
government on the masses of persons; there exists
among us notking to resist this organization except
the masses of property.  Is it more fit that the mas-

ses of property should form the basis of political
power ?

_DREADFUL. OCCURRENCE.

Yesterday morning between twelve and «ne
o'clock. the dwelling house of Mr. Jeseph El-
lis, of Brooks. (Me.) in this county, was con-
sumed, and five of his children who tut 2 few
tours before had retired in health and peace
o their heds of repose. weve all burat to cin-
ders in this terrible conflagration. 1fhave just
returned from the interment of their remains,.
and will state the facts in the case, as I receiv-
«©d them there from good nuthority.

Mr. Ellis formerly resided in Prospect, ans

had removed to Brooks to prosecute the lum-
‘bering bucivess. He had on Thursday last, 1he:
day before the eonflagration, a family, consisi-
ing of his wife, three daughiers and seven
sons ; ‘besides his hired people. The youngest
¢hild was but two days old, aud the mother of
‘course confined to her bed ‘Oun Thursday
evening Mr. Ellis directed one of the young
men to put a login the kirchen fire place, and
so prepare the -fire thatit'might be comforta-
‘ble for the nuisein case she should have neca-
sion'to rise. The one which he put on was
rather large ; and being hollow, probably
‘burned ‘more rapidly thaa had been antieipat-
ed. The family all retived to west as usual.
“T'he mather with her infant and ‘nurse occani-
ed the'bed room near the kitchen ;' and all the
rest of the family the chambers of the house.
“The oldest son and daughter were from home
on a visit, and another daughter, a litile girl,
‘was that gightat the house of a peighbor. A-
‘bout midoight, Mre. Ellis was alarmed hy np
‘unvsual light shining into her ream. and spoke
to the purse te arise and see what was the
‘cause. She opened the door, bur was met
with such a rush of dense smoke and heatthat
she screawed, aud shutit instautly.  She tore
out the window of her room, and sprang our
herself to alarm the family and call for help.
Mr. Ellis “having heard her first cvy. had ran
down stairs, rushed throughhe burning room
and opened the outside door. e eould not
return, His first oljeet wasito save his wife;
for be knew that in regard to her there wou d
not be a momentto lose. e ran round to
her window, tere away the high head board
‘which stood next to it, and ook his wife and
infant out—also the upper bed on which he
placed them-on the ground. The next object
was to save the children. "One of the hired
‘men had sproag from-histbed at the first eall
‘and atiempied to follow Mr.’Ellis down. but
the smoke-and beat which ruehed up the stairs
when the fower door was opened were insuf-
ferable; and the man tursed eound aud leap-
ed from the chamberwindow. The daughter,
a'young lady of aboat sixteea years, followed
‘him. The doors and windows being thus
-opened, gave free cireulatior to the air. and
the house ‘being uvoplastered, and extremely
dry. the flames spread with astonishing rapid
ity and were ‘almost instantaneou-ly rolling
through the whole upper pave of it, and bust-
ing out at theaoof. By this fime sowe of the
neighbors“had arrived, and a maa ascended to
a chamber window, sbut conld not enter. He
called. but nothing could be heard but the roar-
ing of thefiames. The youwg mae from whose
side the other had escaped, and the five little
boys were all-suffocated. and silent in death ;
were all eousuming #in the Bre which envelop-
ed their beds. 1 asked the daughiter whether
she heard any ery frem the cothecs as she was
fleeing from the chamber ? She replie with
unutterable emotion, ** Udid hear my young-
est brother ery Pa ! al—but'l eould not help
him.” This was the youngest excepiing the
infant, and oad been sle:ping in the same bed
with his father. Those who were saved were
as they sprang frem their heds, saving nothing
from the flames. 'Nothing worthy to be nam-
ed.

The name of the *hiredwnan who perished
was Samuel J. C. Ryan. ‘He was twenty
yeears old, and the hope of his aged parents,
who_were _in_very humble «@ircumnstances.—

Manufacture of French Porcelain. —On the
yoad to Versailles. we stopped 4o vicw the
celebrated Porecelian: manufactory ar Sevre.
Here some of the most spleudid vases have
‘been made, withoat regard to the cost, which
is defrayed from the wational Tuunds; like the
similar national establishment of the tajestry
maoufacture of the ‘Gobelins. Biuner sets of
this beautiful porcelain are offered for sale at
exorbitant prices, and some of the vases are
marked at ten or 1welve thousaad francs.
There is alimited demand for these costly
manufactures. The paintings executed upom
the porcelain vases rival in brillianey of (inss
and delicacy of shades, the finest paintings im
oil or water colors, notwithstaading the tings
are totally different shades when laid on with
the brush, and when withdtawn frem the fur-
mace.

The little figures and images of porcelaim
are made hollow. Without the mark of a
seam it may havo excited in some prsons as.
much curiosity to Tearn the mode in whick:
they are thus made, as it did in the king, ac-
cording to Peter Pindar's account, fo discover
how the apples could have been inelosed in
the dumpling without leavingaseam. Moulds
are preparved of plaster ot Paris. into which
the preparation of poreelain clay in a semiflu
id state is poured. "The dryness of the mould,
and- quality of its absorbing moistare, con
solidates the fluid elay in actual contaer with
it, whilst the centre conduwes fluid, swhich is
then immediately poured out. leaving an inte-
rior crust or coat adapted to the intereal form
or mould. The hollow handles of pewter
mugs are made on the same principles The
cold metallic mould chill instantly the melted
metal in actual costzct with the interior sur-
faces of them, when the moulds are dexterouslv
inverted, and the fluid portions of the melted
metal 1n the centre of the handle ran out, leav-
ing the handle hollow.

If there e any one point. in which Connecicut.
may ba said to be behind her sister States of this
Confederacy, in the Republican hberality of her
envernment, and behind the intelligence which is
the peculiar characteristic of our eountry and our
age,—that point of deficiency may be found on that.
page of her statute book, which authorises Imprison--
ment for Debt. If there be any one provision in our
code of laws, which more than another should occa-
sion shame and self-reproach to this people, itis that.
ane, which gives to the c‘*ecli!nr, to be exercised as:
reason or passion may direct, the power of restrain-
ing and imprisoning his debtor; —the power to de-
prive him of that freedom which God has given him,
—to tear him from his home and his family, and to
shut him out from intercourse with his fellows, and
from the free light and the free wind of heaven. And
we believe that there exists, on no other suhject, so
material and important a difference, between the
feelings and wishes of the people, on the one hand,
and existing and cperative law on the other.
fully are we convinced of this, that in commencing
its discussion, we feel as if undertaking a task al-
readv completed,—as if about attempting to prove
that which all are ready to admit to be true.  Our
only inducement in fhe outset, is 10 arouse that dor-
mant feeling of disapprobation of the law in ques-
tion, and to induce that energetic and effective action
on the part of the people, which will ensure its re-
peal. For this purpose, we propose, first, to show
that :

IntPRISONMENT For DEBT, IS A VIOLATION OF

NATURAL RIGHT.

“All men are created free and equal, and are en-
dowed by their Creator with certain unalienable
rights, amang which are life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness;” alike, the language of Republican-
ism, of reason, and of immutable truth, It is for the
preservation and security of these, that all govern-
ment is establisher; it is for the defining of these,
that laws are from time to time enacted; and it is for
their protectionthat these laws are enforced. Law,
then,is intended, primarily, for the purpose of secur-
ing to individuals and communities the enjoyment
of life and liberty.

No law is in itself complete without a penalty,
and that of imprisonment is among the most severe
that can be inflicted, in an enlightened community.
The imprisonment is punishment—its severity de-
pends upon its nature and the period of time which
it may. bLe continued. There is no difference in the.
nature of that which is inflicted on the unfortunate:
debtor and on the most degraced criminal;—both
are punished, the one, perchance, with more sever-
ity than the other.  There is no distinction under
our laws, between poverty and crime; the only dif-
ference is in the degree of punisament which is in-
flicted on him who is guilty of either.
~ Imprisonment is the only proper mode of punish~
ing crime;-and crime consists in the violation of
any of the natural rights cf individuals or of commu-
nities. The infliction of punishment implies the
previous commission of erime, and “1s or should al-
weys be intended, not to revenge the injury, but
10 prevens the repetition of the offence, and for the
reformatton of the offender.  If insolvency bea
crime, if the contracting of a debt with the honest
intention of paying it, be an outrage upon the natu-
ral rights of individuals or communities,—if inabili-
Ly to pay the debt, when demanded, be an offence-
—then, in either of these cases, Imprisonment is
proper and justifiable. But who will claim this 7-—
We know not of one.

It 18 A VIOLATION OF CONSTITUTION AL RIGHT.

Communitics have, of necessity, certain rights,
which have been surrendered by individuals. for the
common security and oenefit of the whole, The
rights thus delegated or sucrendered, are defined in
the Constitution, and such as are not there explicit-
iy defined, and exp ressly delegated, are impliedly
reserved. In this instrument authority is given
to the governme nt to punish offences against public
or private right, and the mode and manner is clear-
ly explained. All the restraints, express or implied,
upon the action of government, arc the reserved
vights of the people.

We have before spoken of the natural rights of
allmen. None of these have been urnconditionally
surrendered by the people——none can be forfeited
under our Constitution, except by the commission
of crime. The same sacred instrument, for the se-
curity of these individual rights, and for the protec-
tion of the citizeus against tyranry, has established
ceriain barriers, between injustice and oppression
on the one side, and the rights of man on the other.
The most valuable of these is the right of trial by
jury.  Remove this barrier, and your government
becomes at once a most odious despoﬁsm;—deny
this right to any man, and you make that man at.
once a slave to the passion or the caprice of his fel-
Jows; might establishes right, and life, liberty and
property—all would be holden and enjoyed, not hy
datural right, but by that most trail of all tenures,
the will of another.

The right of trial by jury, then,is one of the re-
strain's upon government—one of the constititution-
al rights of the people. It is moreover, ex pressly re~
served, for the security of life and liberty. But the
law which authorises the indiscriminate imprison-
ment of debtors, defies this restraint—tramples upon
the sacred right of the peaple, and rudely dejrives
Is victims, in violation of this principle, not of life—
but more—of Liberty;—of that which alone can:
make life desirable ! By its authority, man is torn

from his husiness, his family and his fireside, and
without canvietion, without trial, without even the:
accusation of crime,is incarcerated within the gloomy-
walls of a prison, with incendiaries and convicted:
felons ! How slumbereth the genius of Liberty !
tlow can freemen longer witness, nnmoved, such

palpable violation of the natural and constitutional

rights of man? Let not our country be again pro-

nounced free, while a power is sanctioned by law,.
which is equal in extent with that which tyrants:

claim and exercise,—a power which is in itself the-
essence of despotism !

The parties have hitherto firmly supported theit
friends alchough Bradley hus in the few last ballots
g-ined 7 or 8 votes, and the two others fallen off’ in
proportion.

The demo-
crats generally have given from 70 to 73. The Le-
gislature succeed no better in attempting to elect a
Clerk, than for Governor—having ballotted 24 times
for this officer without coming toa choice.

thus the members elect would be prevented from
receiving certificates of their election.  'This ap-
pears to be the substance on whith these false pro-
phets have been grounding all thiir assertions.

The Legislature of Massachusetts has been sev-
era: months engaged in the revision of her entire
cade of laws, and we believe has now nearly com-
pleted the task. Among those which have been re-
enacled, is one restoring a former law, authorising:
imprisonment for debt. A message was received
by both branches of the Legislature on Saturday
last, from Acting Governor Armstrong, requesting:
that the chapter containing this provision might be:
sent to him, in a separate form, that it might be re-
turned with his objections, that the necessity might.
be avoided of vetoing the whole code. The re-
quest was certainly a reasonable one, but it was
nevertheless denied.

The course adopted by the legislature in this
matter, is an unprecedented one, and savors strong-
ly of an intent to brow-beat and defy a co-ordinate:
branch of the government. It certainly places Go-
vernor Armstrong in a most perplexing dilemmma,.—-
The whole cnde must eome into his hands for ap-
proval or rejection, as one act; and he must ap--
prove the whole, in violation of his constitational’
oath of office, and of his own fixed opinions which
are known to be in opposition to the principles con--
tained in the particular chapter aliuded to,—or he
must veto the whole, in aceordance with his oath, in
the maintenance of his opirions, and at the ¢xpense
to the State of hundreds of thousands of dollars ex--
pended in the discussion and passage of the act con-
taining the objectionable chapter. To adopt the
former course will require the compromise of his:
principles, and a wilful neglect of what he believes
to be his duty to his God, his country, and himseif;.
—to choose the latter would be to exercise that de-
gree of moral firmness, which alone hasfdrawn upons
the President, from the party of which Mr. Arm-.
strong is a member, all sorts of calumuy and abu se..

Far different is the ereed of American Democracy.
“Our government,” to use the langnage of Berkshire
republicans ““is founded on intelligence and moral-
ity.”

To found government on property is an immoral-
ity. It renders moral considerations subordinate to
material power; and subjects the authority of rea-
son to the dominion of brute force. The magistracy
elected by wealth, will reverence its author; ard
avarice, which is alwaysa discreditable mntive, but
which becomes intensely bad when gathered into a
rational passion, and constituting the prevailing mn-
tive in the government, will stiflz or at least impair
the just regard for the weltare of the masses. What
security is there for the laborer, where his employer
is also his sovereign?

It is not right to quote Aristotle, as favoring the
concession of political power to wealth. He was

educated in a school which declared *‘a reverance for |

wealth, incompatible with a reverence for virtue.”
He well knew the covetous ambition of accumula -
ted treasure;. and’that where indaiged, “the wealthy
had yielded io the temptation of engrossing all pos-
sessions.”—*“[mmoderate we.{th,” says he, “is an
occasion of sedition, which ends for the most partin
monarchy;” a remarh which coincides very nearly
with the belief of the Democratic party, and with the
confession of Governeur Morris, that “men of large
property uniformly endeavor to establish tyranny.”
—“Wealth,” says the same Grecian philosopher,
“strives to enlarge its dominion, and when checked
n its ambitious purposes, is prepared to convulise the
state;” as if plainly perceiving that in a Democrary,
the party of wealth is the party of revolution. And
as if to leave a testimony against a party which has
sought shelter under his authority, he observes, ‘‘a
rej ublic verging to a Democracy is the most secure
and the mnst permanent, because the majoriny are
masters of the state, and the people (compared with
the aristocracy) are less liable to tke temptations of
a selfish ambition.”

The authority of Harrington is invoked. Ifhe
does indeed contend that gover.ment founded on
property is legitimately founded, he must be classed
among the opponents of Democracy.  Harrington
discriminates between the power of moral opinion,
which he ealls authority, and the power of physical
force, which he calls dominion; and he declares that
the balance of dominion follows wealth, because
wealth has the largest pastures and the fullest crib.
He wrote amid the din of arms, and after the ill suc.
cess of a Democratic revolution. Descended from
the English aristocracy, and nursed in its influence s
he was ignorant of the force of moral opinion. Liike
our modern Whigs, he despised the multitude. ‘A
nobility,” these are his words, “is the very life and
soul of a commonwealth.” ‘The institutions of Ve-
nice, where the original democratic constituticn had
Ly the process of “‘a revolution” been transformed
into a proftigate. tyrannical and justly odious aristo-
cracy, Harrington prefeired ‘o all those of the
whole world beside.”—*The constitution of the
Bank of England,” says his Whig eulogist, ‘‘comes
the nearest of any government to the model of Har-
rington.” The young men of Massachusetts cannot
vield implicit deference to such authority.  They
acknowledge Harrington as indeed favoring the
W higs.

It is attempted to confirm the principle of the
right of property to possess the guvernment, by his-
tory; and an appeal is made with an air of triumph
to the example of Rome. T'rue, political power was
there concentrated in the hands of wealth. Andtke
consequence should serve as a beacon to the end of
time, to warn the world against the fatal error. The
wealthy, possessing exclusive power, degraded the
middling class; and established by law the distine-
tion ofcaste. The Plebeian had no share in theex-
ecutive power; possessed no equality of franchise;
could not conduct an army; or preside in a court; or
be clected to office; or intermarry with the privileg-
ed class; nay moie; religion was betrayed into the
hands of wealth, the rich established themselves as
the sole interpreters of the divine will, the monopo-
lists of prayer; the Plebeian was marked as hateful
to the gads, not less than despised of men. A spe-
cial legislation vermitted the party of wealth to en-
gross the profiis of labor by means of exorbitant usu-
ry; the rule of imprisonment for debt was so severe,
that each wealthy man might make his house a pri-
sin; become his own sheriff, and his own jailor;
and finally, sell the impoverished debtor asa slave.
The Plebeians were valued but as things. So fatal
was this error in the original constitution of patrician
Rome, that the evils of it ran through the whole
course of Roman history. God forbid! that our re-
public should bear any such analogy to thatof Rome.
The history of Rome is a history of carnage and of
robberies; 1ts fame is founded only on the gigantic
character of its vices. It never had an original litera-
ture or a true spirit of liberty. The Romans did but
make themselves RERUM DoMINGS, lords of the ma-
terial world; thev revor were masters of the princi-
ples of liberty and the glories of mind. Let us rot
imitate their example. [f we found political power
on property. like them we shall have a distin=tion of
patricians and plebeians, of nobles and of commons;
present discord and ultimate tyranny. Let us not
div'de ourselves into castes; let us have but one
caste, “‘the caste of humanity.”
