sunbeams, and the climate assumes the charac-
ter of the spring of `temperate climes.It was, 
as I said before, a day fraught with the invigor- 
ating influence of the African spring, that, as- 
sembling together my Grummettas, and placing 
myself in the stern-sheets of the Koonckee, we pushed off 
from the mangroves than lined the shore, and dropped down 
the river with the ebb tide. The English schooner had 
left the evening previous, and, desirous of despatching let-
ters by her, I had hoped to overtake her, either at Hellgate 
or at the bar of the river. Much, however, to my disap-
pointment, on reaching the former place, she was no longer 
visible. To increase my annoyance, there was every ap-
pearance of an impending storm; and at once perceiving 
how dangerous it would be to proceed onward, I directed 
the boys to pull up a branch of the stream leading to a na-
tive town, that we might take shelter in the copses of the 
mangrove till the storm subsided. It w a,s nearly sunset, 
when, running in close with the shore, and the Grummet-
tas having made all fast to the stern of the mangrove, they 
betook themselves to the village, while I, coiling myself up 
in the stern-sheets of the boat, with my cloak around me, 
prepared there to pass the night. 

It has been said that coming events throw their shadows 
before; it may be so; at least my thoughts, during the 
gloom of that night, and amid the war of the elements, 
the crashing thunder and flashing lightning of the heavy 
storm,assumed a sombre character, while a strong presenti-
ment of impending misfortune weighed heavily upon me, as 
if in warning of what so shortly befell. The heavy rain 
during the night had dispelled the mists which so generally 
settle down on'the African rivers at even, and the sun was 
again shining forth brightly and joyously, when the lads, 
returning,took their accustomed places, and,bending to their 
oars, swept rapidly down the stream, keeping time with 
their hands and feet to a native air. 

Mid-day had elapsed ere we reached the bar of the river, 
and put out • to sea in the hope of still meeting with the 
schooner ; we failed, however, in our object, for along the 
horizon not even a distant sail was to be discerned. It was 
now a perfect calm, with a heavy swell setting in, when, 
resolving to return, we tried to make the northern bar that 
we might reach a native town at some distance from the 
mouth of the river, and obtain the necessary supplies of 
food and water. 

We had nearly effected our object, and were fast ap-
proaching the bar,when I discovered one of those tornadoes 
so common to the coast darkly brewing to the eastward, from 
the sombre aspect of the heavens and the bending of the 
trees which lined the shores. The mouth of the river look-
ed black and agitated by the coming tempest, clearly cutting 
off all hope ofentrance,and offering no .chance of safety for 
our little bark, but that of scudding before it out to.sea. 

Loosing the fore-brail, and sheeting home the foreshoulder 
of mutton sail, the Grummettas sprung upon their oars, and 
made every effort to get beyond the inward swell of the 
bar. Having unstopped the mainmast to expose as litte 
surface as possible, and the boat having gathered way, the 
lads laid on their oars, and awaited with no slight anxiety 
the coming tempest, and on it came at last, lire the rush of 
mighty waters, sending our little bark with the speed of an 
arrow before it. 

Finding that she was too light and buoyant, I directed 
the negroes to lie down in the bottom of the boat, that she 
might have more weight below the water line, and thus, in 
some degree, compensate for her tiny spar aloft, while, 
guiding the helm, I kept an anxious eye upon her bellying 
sail, whilst the'spray of the waves dashing over her served 
to increase the alarm and fears of the Grummettas, who, 
being river men, were little accustomed to storms at sea. 

The first violence of the tornado had now expended it- 
self, and a degree of safety seemed to present itself, from the 
suspension of the sudden gusts, while a steady breeze had 
followed, which, with the now heavy seas, left us no re-
course but to drive before it. 

During the whole night we continued in this situation, 
and at daybreak, owing to the thick haze bounding us, we 
awaited with anxiety the rising sun, which, by dispelling 
the mists, would furnish us with our true bearings. The 
sun did rise, beautifully bright; the morning was cool and 
refreshing, and the land was just discernible by afaint blue 
streak on the eastern horizon. The breeze had died away, 
the swell was gone, and, with just enough of air to cause 
our sails to draw, we steered for the shore. 

By noon the little wind we had, gradually ceased. ` We 
were now exposed, parched with thirst, to the heat of a 
meridian sunk Our want of water and provisions made me 
doubly anxious to enter one of the entrances of the river, 
and we laid to our oars with continued effort. 

To save time and expedite our object—that of speedily 
refreshing ourselves—I endeavored to pass over the Ker-
ring bank, instead of proceeding in the regular channel. 
At this critical moment a short sea struck us, and the tiller 
not being firmly grasped she broached to, and the succeed-
ing wave turned her bottom upwards. 

The Soosoos, like all other tribes on the seabord, are ex-
cellent swimmers, and being myself no indifferent one, we 
struck out to avoid collision with the boat, now tossed 
among the waves of the breakers. The force of the current 
we found was fast weakening our strength, and carrying 
us beyond the possibility of regaining the boat. At this 
anxious moment, she seemed all at once to surge heavily, 
which satisfied me that she had grounded; so, crying out 
to the Grummettas to make again for. her, I strained every 
effort to reach the place where she was apparently fast. 
One by one, we at length and with. difficulty got to her 
gunwale, and, by the time the last had swam up, our united 
attempts, serving as a buttress, prevented her being further 
swept from the bank. 

We soon perceived that the tide, now ebbing fast, would 
leave her high and dry, and,that under such circumstances, 
it would require no slight exertion to launch our now right-
ed boat ; for the bank was soft to the foot, and from the te-
nacious nature of the sand we feared she would settle deep. 

The sun was still two hours high, and we trusted that 
the bank might quickly harden under the heat; and that, 
nevertheless, we would succeed in getting her afloat. We 
got her off at last, and having succeeded in regaining our 
spars and cutting the bolt-rope from the jib, and unreeving 
its halliards, we stepped our masts, and secured them to the 
thwarts by means of rope, for the iron clamp had been bro-
ken when she capsized. We were once more with a stea-
dy sea breeze setting in, under full sail in the channel of 
the bar. 

Fatigued and exhausted, d was lying down in the stern-
sheets in a half stupor and sleep, when the boy at the helm 
suddenly aroused me by exclaiming Footay Dee ! Footay 
Dee ! one ship—one ship. 

Started up at this intelligence I looked around me, and 
discovered, for we were now in one of the numerous bends 
of the river, over the tops of the trees, the top-gallant and 
royal sails of a vessel, which I inferred, from the tbteadth 
and hoist of canvass, to be of large size. The impulse of 

• the moment was that she was a legitimate trader, freighted 
with'those articles of African traffic which at this period 
were so scarce in the river, and the early intelligence of 
which at this time, from circumstances, was of the utmost 
moment tome, 

Ordering the boys to spring upon their oars that we might 
speedily reach the vessel,we soon turned the reach,where a 
white bottomed brig, apparently about 200 Cons, was at an-
chor, her yards braced in counterpositions, keeping her 
stern to the flood. 

I saw at once that.she was a stranger to the river, from, 
the fact of anchoring where she did, and I inferred that 
she must have crossed the bar at some period of the same 
morning. Rising in the stern sheets, I saw that her 
starboard quarter boat was at the gangway, whilst a per-
son, with his foot resting on her spanker-boom, showed she 
had a high poop or round-house. Examining more closely 
the trim of her sails, from their extreme whiteness as well 
as cut,and the pennant hanging loosely over the main-royal, 
convinced me that she was either a man of war or a slaver. 

I had scarcely resumed my seat after these observations, 
when I was startled by the report of a musket, and the 
whiz of its ball passing through our after-sail, followed by 
a distinct hail to come alongside. 

NEW YORK, MARCH 1. 
AcCIDFNT Yesterday morning a pair of fine spirited 

horses ran away, and came down Broadway at a most tre-
mendous pace, A gentleman (whose name we have not 
been able to obtain,) who was riding in one of the omni-
busses, hearing the outcry, ' jumped cut of the sleigh for 
fear that it should come in contact, and as he got out, the 
tongue of the sleigh, to which the runaway horses were at-
tached, struck him in the back ofthe neck, andlkilled'him in-
stantly. The horses andsleigh passed directly over his body, 

" Ah, if I could !—comprehends ail our wishes, since, if 
` that was always fulfilled, all the_otlrers be accom- 
` pushed, Unlimited power, or, what is the sme thing, 
` unbounded liberty, is Izlseparable from perfect felicity. 

" This remark leads us to another still farther, as it 
` shows is why different persons so often form such oppo-

site ideas of liberty, and teaches us that the,diverge lee of 
` opinion arises from the very different ideas of what con-
stitutes happiness. The most exalted ideas of liberty 

` must be eminently attached to the power of performing 
what is most desired, or, more distinctly, tb whatever 

` individuals regard as productive of most satisfaction. 
Montesquieu, in the second chapter of his work, ap-

` pears astonished that so many nations have cherished 
` such false ideas of liberty; having made it consist in 
` things at variance with their solid interests, or at least 
` unessential. But he ought to have rather been astonish-
` ed that human beings should so often place their happi-
` ness and their satisfaction on things of but little import-
` ante, or, indeed, injurious. This primitive misconcep-
` tion once made, the other follows as.a certain cone-

, ` quence. From the moment that a Russian, in the time 
` of Peter I, placed so much interest in wearing his long 
` beard, which was probably a ridiculous inconvenience ; 
` or that a Pole was passionately attached to the possession 
` of his LIBERUM VETO, the scourge of his country, it was 
` very obvious that either would regard themselves as ex-
` cessively tyrannized over, when they saw themselves de-
` prived of these pretended advantages. In fact, they were 
` in reality severely subjected when thus despoiled, bbcause 
` the most powerful effort of their will was restrained, and 
` rendered their persons and wishes subject to the will of 
` others. 

`° Montesquieureplied to himself when he added this re- 
‚ markable phrase : ' In brief, every one denominates LiBER,- 
` TY that Government which is Fonfor?nable to his inclina- 
` tions.' That must be so, and cannot be otherwise; and 
` so far, every one is right ; because every one is truly free 

when all his inclinations are satisfied ; nor can he be so in 
any other manner."—Destutt de Tracy, Commentary on 

Montesquieu, page 145. " 

It is very unnecessary to travel far from the 
Capitol of the United States, or to pursue our re-
searches very far back into history, to find people 
who have.placed their SUPREME GOOD on objects 
of doubtful efficacy. The Russians and Poles 
are not alone amongst nations who have set 
their hearts on things about as respectable in 
themselves as long beards and the Liberum Veto. 
A nation might be cited who have made the AESO- 
LUTIS:VETO a primary section of its organic law, 
and the members of which boast of being the 
freest on the face of the earth—a nation which 
is in a fair way of placing the right of petition 
above every other right, and of conferring on 
every individual the legal authority to, call the 
attention and employ the time of its National 
;Legislature, on any-subject, however remote from 
the direct interests of the petitioner. But to 
quit a train of thought very difficult to pursue 
with becoming gravity, let us once more hear a 
response from DE TRACY 

;` It is not the form of the Government which is in itself 
` a matter of much importance. It would be a very weak 
` reason to urge in its favor, to say, that it was, more than 
` another, conformable to the true principles of reason, be-
` cause definitive. It is not speculation and theory which 
` regulate the affairs ofthe world, but practice and its results, 
` as it is these which affect individuals who are sensible and 
` positive, and not ideal or abstract beings."—Ibid, p. 148. 

As a practical commentary on this last quota-
tion, we have the following in the National In-
telligencer of February 3, 1S36: 

"Sir, the whole mass of power which is conferred by the 
Constitution [of the United States] on all the departments 
of this Government, is nearly as great as the whole power 
of any Government of any civilized People. But the theory 
of our Government so distributes this power among differ-
cut branches or departments as to check and counterbal-
ance, restrain and control, each other .mutually. Power 
with us it so neutn Ilzed to do harn, and so well poised to 
do good, in the llteory of our Constitution, that the Govern-
ment was made .free at the same time it was made effi-
cient. But, sir, the practice of the Government has of late 
so perverted the theory of the Constitution, that, through 
corruption, we are fast becoming bound hand and foot, and 
a single department is absorbing the whole mass o'f power. 
The principle of " the party" is now warring upon one of 
the cardinal principles ofthe Constitution, to keep separate, 
distinct, and INDEPENDENT, the Legislative and the Executive 
Departments. That principle, without which this Govern-
ment cannot remain free, is totally undermined by the policy 
of parties to elect legislators to support—that is, to do the 
will of—Presidents ! Is there no jealousy of the Execu-
tive left'! No esprit du corps in Congress ? Gone ! gone ! !" 
—Vide speech of Mr. Wise, in the House ofRepresenta-
tives, Jan. 22. 

The opinions of an humble individual seldom 
produce much effect on that of the public; but, 
such weight as mine may have, has long since 
been given, on the subject of the THEORY of our 
Government. Long since have I denied that 
the theory of our Government, as stated in and 
defined by the Constitution, has distributed the 
power among different branches or departments 
so as to counterbalance, restrain, and control each 
other mutually. Still more emphatically have 'I 
denied that it could be a cardinal principle of the 
Constitution to keep separate, distinct, and, of 
ALL TI-ING5, INDEPENDENT, of each other, the Le- 
gislative and the Executive Departments, whilst 
uniting in the same office, and single officer, the 
highest Executive and highest Legislative powers. 

From the press and from the rostrum we are 
daily hearing or reading such expressions as the 
folio wing :, 

"It never was the intention of the framers of 
the Constitution that such powers should be ex-
ercised." 

"The wisdom and virtue of our ancestors, in 
the purer days of the Republic, could never have 
sanctioned any constitutional authority of such 
magnitude," &c. 

Will the most limited rpind find consolation 
in what can -only be- surmised as to the inten-
tions of the framers of the Constitution? Were 
indeed such intentions made as manifest as sun-
shine at midday, what practical purpose would 
the proofs answer? If the framers of the Con-
stitution expected, after the provisions were es-
tablished creating the Presidential office, that 
such an office would not be a_ focus of power 
round which all other Departments of the Go-
vernment would be compelled to revolve as se-
condary bodies, they paid worse than little atten-
tion to the evidence of history, or to the princi-
ples of power. The incumbent of such an of-
fice is substantially nothing more than the name 
by which the office is known during his term or 
terms. His is the figure on the coin ; the real va-
lue is in the metal—the office. 

These expressions are riot made from the very 
slightest personal feeling, conscious äs I am that 
the seven men who have held the office of Pres-
ident of the United States have been amongst 
the most , efficient magistrates who were ever 
called to administer the affairs of their fellow-
men, and, in point of individual respectability, 
immeasurably above the herd of monarchs who, 
with a few bright exceptions, have misruled na-
tions; but it is beyond human power to recon-
eile opposite principles. The,same'man who is 
to see the laws put in execution, should, on all 
the rules of common reason, have naught to do 
in their enactrrrent.. And when we have so far 
departed from the rational course of legislation  

as to invest an officer with.a veto, amounting in 
practice to a tiberum veto, bow can, we boast of 
keeping carefully separate,the enacting and ex-
ecutive powers, when ',again, at the very same 
time, we clothe this supreme magistrate with 
most extended executive authority ? . 

In brief, let who will be President of the 
United States, let his talents, his virtue, firmness, 
and integrity be however eminent, his office 
must and will be a -centre of force, enchaining, 
by attractive influence, every other section or 
department. The departments of the General 
Government in such a system are the primary, 
and the State Governments the secondary, re-
volving bodies. Such has been, arid will con-
tinue to be, the movement of things until the 
central body is either lessened in mass, or all 
erratic motion overcome. 

Within the last six or seven years a few men 
of influence and ability have viewed the true 
theory of our Government ; but.it may be fear- 
lessly asserted that a very general misapprehen-
sion of its real nature has and does prevail. 
What is development has been called usurpa-
tion, and the Constitution eulogized to adoration 
from the same mouth, and in the same speech, 
in which the exercise of the powers it confers 
has been most bitterly condemned. If the mem-
bers of the nation foster the cause, let them 
not stand petrified with astonishment at the ef-
fects. TACITUS. 

MONUMENT TO WASHINGTON. 

The Intelligencer has given a plan for this, and, if you 
will allow room, I think I can suggest a better. 

In the extreme east or north corner of the District of Co-
lumbia, in a quiet, sightly place, erect a building to be call- 
ed the WASHINGTON MONUMENT, thus :  

[The writer has here inserted diagrams of his plan, but 
these are necessarily omitted in, the print.] 

A centre 150 feet square, with 4 wings of 125 feet front 
and 425 in length, to the north, south, east, and west, re-
spectively. 

Let each front be to the country a model of architecture in 
its kind, viz. the east front, ofthe Oriental (Asiatic, Sara-
conic) architecture; the south, Egyptian, (African;) the 
west, Gothic ; the north, Grecian. Choose (and copy with 
scrupulous exactness) for these the most magnificent origi-
nal of Delhi, Thebes, Athens, England, or West Europe. 
The wide portal in the centre of each front admits to a cover- 
ed and glazed arcade,supported on a noble vista ofcolumns 50 
feet high, leading to the centre circular hall. These wings 
have four stories of rooms in double ranges on each side, 
one range opening on the arcade, and lighted thence, the 
other opening outwards, and lighted thence. These rooms 
(for students) have double sheet-iron floors, (with hot air 
between,) supported beneath by arched bars of ironspan-
ning from corner to corner of the room below. They (and 
the whole building) are heated by furnaces in the cellar. 

The centre has on the ground floor a circular chapel 
hall 100 feet in diameter, surrounded by 28 columns of 
fluted Doric, (the most ancient without pedestals,) one for 
each State and Territory. These to be massive, of dark 
polished.! granite, 50 feet high. Behind them a circular 
wall, wit&i niches for the busts of our great men ; the col-
umns support a vaulted roof exactly hemispherical. Call 
this the "Nation's Hall." Let there be at each corner of 
the centre-piece a hall; (and so for three stories up, for lec-
ture rooms, cabinets, &c.) and a spiral staircase to the 
circular hall above, also 100 feet in diameter, sur-
rounded with composite columns of freestone, supporting 
-a hemispherical vault, with circular sky-light. Outside of 
these columns is a circular wall of solid mason-work, sup-
porting the dome, and outside the wall is a broad circular 
promenade, formed by a portico of columns of the order of 
the TAmple of Diana, at Ephesus. Upon the dome erect a 
National Observatory, and in the upper circular hall depo-
site the Library of 25,000 volumes, now for sale by Count 
— at Florence, (Italy,) and lately offered to Congress. 
Let the capitals of the composite columns of this " Colon 
Library" be ornamented with oak and cotton plants, to rep-
resent the Southern States ; Indian corn and pine, the 
North ; wheat, grass, and agricultural implements, the 
West; prows of ships, dolphins, fruit, and distaffs to rep- 
resent the Rast_ Let the southern 1 ^ .-ri..,i t .apt.cre Co 
exactly represented on the " Nation's Half' below, and the 
northern celestial hemisphere on the vault Sf the " Colon 
Hall" above. 

All the outer walls should be built ofbest brick (the most 
durable material) on a deep and broad foundation of four 
or five feet at bottom, diminishing to one foot at top. The 
walls somewhat less broad at the foundation. The north 
front of freestone, the east of varie gated marble, the west 
of white marble, the south of polished granite. The co-
lumns of dark, light, and red granite, white and black mar-
ble, and freestone. The window sashes of" oriental brads," 
which is cheap, remains untarnished from the longest ex-
posure, and is very tough. No wood to be used in the build- 
mg, that it may last till it shall be no longer wanted. All 
floors to be of sheet iron, double, to admit hot air between 
them. Even iron beds might be used, like those of the 
School of Mines, St. Petersburg, Russia. 

Make the east wing a SMITHSON POLY,TECIINIC SCHOOL, 
or SCHOOL OF SCIENCE, with one Professor of Mathematics, 
one of Chemistry, Botany, Zoology, Chemistry applied to 
Arts, Mineralogy and Geology, Agriculture, Manufac-
tures, Navigation, Geography, Engineering, Civil and Mil-
itary Architecture, Physics, Fine Arts; in all, ten or 
twelve Professors. 

Make the west wing into a NATIONAL SCHOOL OF LAN. 
GUÄGE; two Professors of English Language,. Literature, 
Rhetoric, and Oratory; one of Latin,Greek,Hebrew,Arabic, 
Turkish, Persian and Oriental Literature, German, French, 
Spanish, Italian; in all, ten or eleven. Professors. The 
Smithson bequest will endow these two schools. 

Make the south wing a NATIONAL SCHOOL OF HEALTH, 
with Professors of Science of Life, Organized Nature, 
Anatomy, Materia Medica, Pathology,. Therapeutics, Ob-
stetrics, Physiology, and Phrenology, Elocution ; nine or 
ten Professors in all. 

Make the north wing a NATIONAL SCHOOL OF RIGHTS, 
with two Professors of Law, Statute . Law, Constitutional 
and International Law, Political Economy, Politics, His-
tory, Morality ; eight Professors in all. 

Let the instructions be by lectures and recitations; and 
let each Faculty give its diploma. Reduce the expenses, 
every thing included, to $50 per annum. No Theological 
school, lest it become sectarian. Let the grounds about 
" The Washington" be laid out by Professors of Agricul-
culture and of Fine Arts, as a botanic garden—" The 
Union Botanic Garden:" containing a representative of 
each tree and plant in the Union. 

Have a President, Vice President, (who shall also be 
Chaplain and Religious Teacher,) a Treasurer, a Secretary, 
and let these, with a Dean elected by and from the Profes-
sors of each Faculty, form a Board of Government. Let the 
eldest Representative in Congress from each State form, ex 
officio, one of a Board of Trustees, who shall elect the 
Faculty, &c. Let the Judges of the Supreme Judicial 
Court of the United States appoint the President and Vice 
President during good behavior. 

Thus shall we have one more bond of union,' the NA-
TIONAL UNIVERSITY, for which he whom the nation de-
lights to honor left in his dying testament a rich bequest. 

Can we, Americans, erect to GEORGE WASHINGTON a

SPIRIT OF THE PRESS. 
FROM THE NEW YORK AMERICAN. 

Is it not best for the general good.—.for ,  the 
prosperity of the States—the harmony and puri-
ty of Congress, disturbed and 'tempted by multi-
tudes of projects to absorb the excess in the 
Treasury—and for the safety of the vast treasure 
itself—which, once paid into the vaults of the 
western and southwestern deposjte banks, may 
be as difficult to evoke. as " spirits from the vas-
ty deep," though. our Glendower should call nev-
er so loudly—would it not,on all these accounts, 
be best that Mr. Clay's land bill should pass? 
We speak not now to mere politicians, but to 
men of common sense, and right and honest in-
tentions. To New Yorkers, in particular, is it 
not most desirable, when their Treasury is bank-
rupt, and taxation inevitable, if good faith is to 
be preserved, that a bill which would give them 
in hand, of arrears, one million and a half of 
dollars, and furnish them during its term, as a law, 
with half ä million per annum, should pass? 

Nor is it needful, in order to accomplish this 
result, that any proper and specific appropria-
tions for defence should be neglected. We 
certainly hope and desire that an increase may 
be provided for in the -rank and file of the Army, 
and that the Engineer corps be augmented ; that 
large appropriations be made for the Navy, so as 
to add to our squadrons on all foreign stations, 
and to keep one of considerable force always 
afloat and in activity on the home station, and also 
for the construction of steam vessels of war ; 
and, finally, that as much money be voted for the 
fortifications built and building, as can be spent 
with advantage and without extravagance. Thus 
much we owe to our own respectabilty, to the 
past, and to the future. But when all this is 
provided for, such is the impulse of all business, 
that the accumulations in the Treasury will far 
outrun our want's, and it is, therefore, most de-
sirable that one prolific source of supply, that 
from the public lands, should be diverted to the 
States. 

FROM THE DELAWARE JOURNAL. 

A beautiful passage from a speech delivered 
by Mr . EDWARD EVERETT, in the House of Rep- 
iesentatives in 1828, has been recently brought 
to recollection, and published as an illustration 
of the prophetic spirit, or rather of the foresight 
and sagacity, of its author. Walter Scott, in his 
Life of Napoleon, referring to the, sanguinary 
and voracious spirit of the French Revolution, 
and to the successive fall of. Egalite, Danton, 
Marat, Robespierre, and other leaders of that 
bloody movement, describes it as .a monster like 
Saturn, devouring its own chilüren. In 1828, 
when the combination of heterogeneous mate- 
rials against Mr. Adams's administration was in 
the full tide of prospective triumph, and sending 
forth the loud shout of victory in anticipation, 
Mr. EVERE'rT, contemplating the character, 
principles, and objects of this new combination, 
foresaw the bitter animosities, dissensions, and 
proscriptions which could not fail to attend the 
triumph of a party so composed ; and, in his re-
ply to Mr. BELL, distinctly shadowed out the 
particular destiny which awaited that gentleman 
at the hands of the party of which he was orte of 
the ablest and most distinguished champions. 
Mr. BELL Was, at that day, the leader of the 
chase, amongst the most gallant and honorable 
of those who sounded the horn and came in at 
the death. Where is he now ? He is the game f 
And those who, when the hunt was up, were 
following in his train, are now springing at his 
heels. Where, too, is CALHOUN, and Judge. 
WHITE, HAYNE, HAMILTON, MCDUFFIE, TAZE- 

WELL, TYLER, FLOYD, and that whole host of 
able and honorable men, who, under the in-
fluence of mistaken opinions, built up the early 
fortunes of Gen. JACKSON, and made him what 
he is? Where are they, indeed ! Look at the 
Globe, and at every pensioned press in the coun-
try—hunted, barked, and snarled at by every cur 
in the kennel of the party ! 

The following is the passage alluded to from 
Mr. EVERETT S speech, in 1828: 

" Before I sit down, sir, .I must ask leave to say, that if 
every member had spoken in the tone of the gentleman from 
Tennessee, (Mr. Bell,) I should probably not have troubled, 
the House. To almost every remark that fell from him I 
yield a hearty assent. I feel, not less strongly, though I 
may be unable to express it with that manly force which 
enchained the attention of the whole House, that this war-
fare is mali exempli, without even being able to plead, in 
excuse, that the bad example sprang from a good one. The 
gentleman, with a liberality which I could not but admire, 
however little I might be willing to sanction the conscious-
ness of political strength with which he spoke, told us that 
the joy of the huntsman is in the chase, and that when the 
game is run down, he calls off the pack; and will not let 
them man gle the carcass. He cannot expect me to agree 
with him that the game is run down, but he will agree with 
me that, of the pack which sprang at the throats of this Ad-
ministration, there were some whose fangs were already 
fleshed in other game. And is €he law ofthe chase altered i' 
Will not what has been again be 2 Believe me, sir, it will 
the fate of Actmon is no fable here ; and scarcely will the 
gentleman's gallant huntsman—(unless some rare felicity of 
fortune elevate him above the lot of his predecessors)— 
scarcely will he have wound his horn in triumph, when he. 
will fand, to his amazement, that he is the game, and some 
of those who have shared in the triumph of the chase will 
spring upon him.

'REYIARKS OF M. PRESTON, 
IN REPLY TO MR. WALL, 

0a Mr: BENTON's Resolutions, February 17.

?er degree of courtesy in this body is not only becoming, 
5ut necessary; and a degree of forbearance is perhaps due 
from his political opponents towards the President of the 
United States. But, sir, am I to be told that we can only 
tilude to him in the humble language of the degraded Sc- 

 nators of Rome, speaking of their Emperor while his Prae- 
torian guards surrounded the Capitol 1 Away with such 
prostration and debasement of spirit! Am I to be told, 
when he came into office on principles of reform, and then 
" kept the word of promise to our ear, but broke it to our 
hope''—am I to be told that I must seal my lips, or be de- 
nounced for want of decorum 2 Am I to be told, when he

Am 
I to be told, when he came into power as a Judicious tariff

)ledges violated, promises broken, and principles set at 
taught, that I must not utter my honest sentiments, be-
;ause they would he disrespectful to the constituted authori- 
ies? Why, sir, to what pass have we come '1 Are we to 
)e first deceived, and then gag ged and reduced to silence ? 
If nothing else remains to us, the liberty of speech remains, 
and it is our duty to cry aloud and spare not, when the fact 
s before us, uds 	eied and undeniable , ndeniable that these pledges Ia 
lave been made and have been violated. Sir, this d rm n- 
stration is drawing to a close ; and if gentlemen can suc- 
;eed in silencing our complaints here—if they can reduce 
is to the condition of abject slaves, they will yet have one 
)ther task to accomplish : they must expunge the history o l 

 he country—they must destroy the President's written and 
!ecorded communications to Congress—they must erase 
from our memories the warm and solemn professions of his 
friends when fighting his political battles, before they can 
:onceal the recorded fact that he gave pledges which he has 
violated, and made promises which he has not kept. If, sir, 
the abuses of this Administration are not to be commented' 
ipon by us, thank God! the voice of history, "trumpet-
tongued," will be raised against them. 

Neither here nor elsewhere will language be used b y me 
:owards any gentleman which can properly be considered 
udecordus; but, sir, a just and necessary indignation to-
yards the measures of Government, and the officers of 
iovernment, I shall express on every occasion in which I 
ionestly think they deserve it. Sir, the gentlemen who 
lave taken upon themselves the guardianship of the Grand 
Lama, surrounded as he is by a light which no one is per-
nitted to approach, have extended their surveillance to the 
.)residing officer of this Serrate. We are not permitted to 
ipeak of the qualifications of that individual for the high-
,st office in the gift of the People, lest we may evince a 
want of courtesy toward those in power. The People are 
;oaded and driven to his support, and we are to remain si-
ent lest we should be found guilty of lxsce majestatis. 

Thank God ! it is not my practice " to crook the preg-
rant hinges of the knee where thrift may follow fawning." 
.t is a practice, however, much. in vogue, and one which 
brebodes much of evil The future, indeed, is big with 
nischance and misfortune. " Coming events cast their 
;hadows before, " deepening and darkening: as the sun sets, 
hose shadows lengthen ; and it may be that, in the going 
town of the present luminary of the republic, we shall be 
nvolved in one universal political darkness. There is a 
spirit abroad, which, unless successfully resisted, indicated 
t most diseased state of the body politic. If the principles 
advocated by the Senator from New Jersey prevailed; if 
Ne were not permitted to speak of the President or his 
successor, or the constituted authorities of the country, in 
ouch terms as we think applicable, then are we indeed 
;one, forever and irretrievably. He protested against such 
irintptea—pmofl iflebtd Iead to a, pefpetual and 
inchangiug despotism. Sir, I see that despotism now ad-
ancing in its course, devouring every thin g in its pro-

'Tess, and destroying all the great interests of society—all 
he glories and the blessings of American freedom. My 
mly hope is in Divine Providence! 

REMARKS OF MR. WEBSTER, 

On the question upou a motion not to receive an 
Abolition Memorial.—March 1. 

Mr. WEBSTER expressed shortly his judgment as to 
he proper course to be taken with these petitions. He 
bought they ought to be.received, referred, and considered. 
chat was what was usually done with petitions on other 
subjects, and what had been uniformly done, heretofore, 
with petitions on this subject also. 

Those who believed they had an undoubted right to pe-
tition, and that Congress had undoubted constitutional au-
hority over the subjects to which their petitions related, 
would not be satisfied with a refusal to receive the petitions, 
or with a formal reception of them, followed by an imme-

liate vote rejecting their prayer. In parliamentary forms 
,here was some difference between these two modes of pro-
;eeding, but it would be considered as little else than a dif- 
erence in mere form. He thought the question must, at 
iorlre time, be met, considered, and discussed. In this mat- 
er, as in others, Congress must stand on its reasons. It 
as in vain to attempt to shut the door against petitions, 

and expect in that way to avoid discussion. On the pre- 
tentment of the first of these petitions,he had been of opin- 
on that it ought to be referred to the proper committee. 
Eie was of that opinion still. The subject could not be 
stifled. It must be discussed

, and he wished it should ould be 
liscussed calmly, dispassionately, and fully, in all its 
3ranches, and all its bearings. To reject the prayer of a 
petition at once, without reference or consideration, was 
lot respectful; and in this case nothing could be pos

-;ibly gained by going out of the usual course of respectful 
,onsideration.

Mr. CUTHBERT expressed a^ wish to present his 
views, but, on account of his state of feeling and of health, 
asked the Senate to consent to indulge him until to-morrow.

Mr. BEARDSLEY,fromtheCommitt e onteJudicia- 
ry, reported a bill declaring the effect of jnd gments in the 
Circuit and District Courts of the United States, and for 
other purposes. Read twice, and committed: 

Mr. CHAPMAN, from the Committee on Public Lands, 
reported a bill to allow certain purchasers of public lands in 
1818 and 1819, who omitted to avail themselves of the ben-
efit of the act then passed for their relief, now to take the 
benefit of the provisions of said act. Read twice and com-
mitted.

The question bein g on the adoption of the resolution as 
amended, Mr. THOMAS asked for the yeas and nays, 
and they were ordered.

Mr. EVANS, from the Committee on Invalid Pensions, 
reported a bill granting a pension to David Blake; also a 
bill granting a pension to Robert Brooke. Read twice, and 
committed. 

Mr. PHILO C. FULLER, from the Committee of 
Claims, reported a bill for the relief of James T. Patter-
son. Read twice, and committed. 

Mr. MERCER, from the Committee on Roads and Ca-
nals, reported a bill to authorize the removal of the bar at 
or near the mouth of the yever Mississippi. Read twice, 
and committed to the Committee of the Whole on the 
state of the Union.

Also,'from the same committee, a bill granting half-pay 
to widows and orphans whose husbands and fathers have 
died, orshall hereafter die, of wounds received in the mili-
tary service of the United States, in certain cases. Read 
twice, and committed to the Committee of the Whole on 
the state of the Union. . 

Mr. BOON, from the Committee on Public Lands, 
reported the following resolution ; which was agreed to: 

Resolved, That the Committee on Public Lands be 
instructed to inquire into the expediency of authorizing in-
corporated railroad and canal companies to construct rail-
roads and canals through the public lands of the United 
States. 

On motion of Mr. PEYTON,: 
Resolved, That the Committee on the Post Office and 

Post Roads be instructed to inquire into the expediency of 
establishing apost route from Gallatin,Tennessee,to Tomp-
kinsville, Kentucky, passing by Duncy Cross Roads, in 
Smith county, Tennessee, down the Long Fork of Barren 
river, by John B. Lamery's store, thence to Tompkinsville, 
Kentucky. . 

Mr. MERCER, from the Committee on Roads and Ca-
nals, moved that the resolution heretofore reported from 
that committee, calling upon the Treasury Department for 
certain information relative to the bridge over the Potomac, 
be taken up for consideration. The motion was agreed to, 
and the resolution was considered and adopted. 

Mr. DICKSON moved to suspend the Rule, for the pur
-pose of-taking up and considering the resolution of inquiry 

heretofore offered by him in relation to the 16th sections re-
served for school lands in Mississi ppi; which was agreed to, 
and the resolution was considered and adopted. 

Mr. LAWRENCE moved that the Rules of the House 
be suspended for the purpose of taking up the New York 
Relief bill. 

Mr; PARKS asked for the yeas and nays on this mo-
tion, and they were ordered. 

The question being taken on this motion, it was decided 
in the negative: yeas 129, nays 66—(not two-thirds, as re-
quired to suspend the Rules.) [There is little doubt, how-
ever, from this vote, that the House will pass the bill.] 

Mr. ASHLEY moved to suspend the Rules for the pur
-pose of taking It an amendment of the Senate to a joint 

resolution of the House, establishing certainost roads 
in Missonri and. Arkansas ; which motion was negatived. 

NAVAL SERVICE. 
On motion of Mr. CAMBRELENG, the House resolv-

ed itself into a Committee of the Whole on the state of the 
Union, (Mr. MILLER in the chair.) 

The consideration of the bill making appropriations fox 
the naval service-of the United States for the year 1836, 
was resumed by the committee. 

The question being on the motion of Mr. BELL to reduce 
the appropriation for the navy yard at Portsmouth, N. H: 
from $65,000 to $35,500, 

Mr. THOMPSON, of South Carolina, resumed and 
concluded his remarks on the subject. 

Mr. E VANS expressed his intention to address the com-
mittee on the subject, and, as the hour was late, moved that 
the committee rise. 

Mr. EVANS yielded the floorto Mr. CAMBRELENG, 
on whose motion the committee took up for consideration 
the following bills: 

The bill making appropriations for thepa yment of revo-
lutionary and other pensioners of the United States for the 
year 1836; 

And the bill to repeal so much of the act entitled " An 
act transferring the duties of Commissioner of Loans," as 
requires the Bank of the United States to perform the du-
ties of Commissioner of Loans for the several State:. 

On motion of Mr. MASON, of Virginia, the commit-
tee took up the bill to carry into effect the convention with 
Spain. 

Mr. MASON, by order of the Committee on Foreign 
Affairs, moved a substitute for the above bill, the object of 
which motion he explained. .-

After some remarks from Mr. J. Q. ADAMS, expressing 
his preference of the substitute to the original bill, 

Mr. CUSHING said that he desired to avail himself of 
this occasion to express his strong sense of the justice and 
honor exhibited by the Government of Spain in the treaty 
of which this bill was the consummation. In the midst of 
national calamities, which she met with, her characteristic 
fortitude, with a deadly civil war raging in her bosom, and 
weighed down by financial embarrassments, Spain has ac-
knowledged and satisfied the claims of our citizens in a 
spirit of manly promptitude and frankness strikin gly con- 
treated with the conduct of some other European Powers 
in a similar matter. This procedure on the part of that 
gallant and high-minded nation did honor to the liberal 
policy which actuated -her._present rulers; and united, as 
Spain and the United States are, by the ties of a close in-
tercourse reciprocally beneficial to both, he felt that it was 
the duty of the American Congress, in passing this bill, to 
bear emphatic testimony to the integrity and dignified sen

-timent of self-respect manifested in this affair by the Queen 
Regent of Spain. 

The amendment was then  ag reed to. 
On motion 0 f'Mr. BRIGGS, the committee then rose , 

 and reported the foregoing bills to the House, with the ex-
ception of the Naval Service bill, on which the committee 
had leave to sit again. 

The two bills reported without amendment were read a 
third time, and passed. 

The amendment to the bill to carry into effect the con-
vention with Spain was concurred in by the House, and 
the bill ordered to be engrossed for a third reading.. 

The House then adjourned.

LATEST FROM EAST FLORIDA. 

The following is an extract of a letter from an 
officer of the Army to his correspondent in this 
city, dated Fort Brooke, Tampa Bay, February 
13, 1836 

" We arrived here on the 11th, after a very 
' boisterous passage from New Orleans. Each 
' day we have been expecting to start for Fort 

King, but as yet have been delayed from time 
to time, until we begin to think that we shall 
not'go there at all. We start this morning, 
however, for the,woods, and, if we keep on to 

' Wythlacoochie, it will be very well;* if not, why 
no matter. There will be a force of 1,000 men 
to take the field, of which 450 will be regu-

' lars, and the balance anilitia. The prospects of 
a fight arc._ rota. Ihr,  and, in m next, I h ope  b p Y_ Y I e  

' to inform you that we have met and captured a 
great many Indians. I am in a hurry now, so 

' that you must excuse me for not writing more." 
In addition to the above, we learn from other 

sources that Gen. GAINES had reached Fort 
Brooke; that the Sloop of War VANDALIA was 
lying 14 miles below the Fort, not being able to 
get nearer; and that, for some days before, In-
dian signs had been seen within from 12 to 20 
miles of the fort. 

Information has been received at New York 
from Rio Janeiro, that the British Brig Wan-
derer has been ordered to get ready to sail for 
New York, with the British Minister to the 
United States, (Mr. Fox, late Minister to Brazil,) 
whose appointment, to succeed Mr . VAUGHAN, 

was announced from London some weeks ago.

We copied the following name from 
a large pocket book : Jacob Schloer, von Stockholm, which 
we supposed to be the captain's name. The cargo consists 
of wines, wool, mats, almonds, &c. The brig will be a 
total Ioss. Her keel has come out, and she is full of water.

CORRESPONDENCE OF THE JOURNAL OF COMMERCE. 

LONDON, 30th JAN. 1836. 
What think you has been the first act of the new Muni-

- cipal Corporation of the University town of Cambridge? I 
will tell you in a few words. The hall where the defunct 
corruptionists assembled for the purpose of gorging their 
bellies, and hiccupping eulogies on Toryism, had suspend-
ed from its roof several flags, the acknowledged proof of 
Briti>h bravery, or, at all events, British success. There 
were some which once belonged to " our natural enemy," 
several displaying the arms of the Regal Hidalgo, others 
indicative of Dutch manufacture, sad one, which has giv-
en many a pang to many a visiter from the United States 
—the flag of the Chesapeake. It has now been removed! 
This was ordered with the best of feelings, and executed 
in solemn silence. 

FROM THE KENTUCKY LEGISLATURE. 

In the House of Representatives of Ken-
tucky, on the Nth ultirno, resolutions nominat-
ing General HARRISON as a preferred candidate 
for the Presidency, were passed by a vote of 54 
to 41. They were introduced by Mr. WICK- 
LIFFE as a substitute for resolutions introduced 

by Mr. HARRIS, approving the course of the 
Executive of the United States in regard to 
our relations with France. The Legislature was 
expected to have adjourned on the 27th. 

Among other acts which have passed duringi 
the session is the bill giving the sanction of the 
State to the Charleston (South Carolina) Rail-
road to the West. 

On the 20th, Mr . JOYCE presented the peti-
tion of the citizens of Louisville relative to a, 
branch of the United States Bank, recently 
chartered'by Pennsylvania. A scene of no lit-
tle violence followed. The petition was refer-'. 
red, by a vote of 60 to 33, to a select committee! 
of twelve. A motion made by Mr. Davis, of 
Bourbon, to instruct the committee to report the 
petition unreasonable, was yet to be acted on. 

CHATEAUnRiAND, of whom recently not much 
has been heard, is translating Milton into French. 
The publication of Paradise Lost was expected 
early in February. This translation is to be pre-
faced by a dissertation upon English literature. 
Shakspeare, of course, occupies a 'prominent 
place in this essay—and this is the judgment 
passed on him : 

Shakspeare is of the number of five or six writers who, 
have satisfied the demands of, and furnished food for, the 
world of thought—those parent geniuses who seem to have 
created and nourished all others. Homer impregnated an- 
ti t qm y, .iEschylus, Sophocles, Euripides, Aristophanes, 
Horace, Virgil, are his offspring. Dante begat modern 
Italy, from Petrarch to Tasso. Rabelais created French 
literature; Montaigne,-Lafontaine, and Moliere are of his 
stock. England is all Shakspeare, and even to our day he 
furnished his language to Byron, his dialogue to Walter 
Scott." 

The various statements in the journals, respecting the 
intense severity of the season, sometimes include one not 
unlike Baron Munchausen's cold weather story, which will 
be remembered by many of our readers. The Baron was 
travelling in the north of Germany one bitter cold morning 
in winter, on the postillion's seat. This worthy, when he 
neared a town, attempted to blow his horn, but it would not 
utter a sound. He tried for a long time to command it to 
some touch of harmony, but in vain. At last the coach 
reached a city, where the Massengers stopped to-dine. The 
postillion was taking his dinner at aside table,having hung 
his horn over the fireplace, when, in the midst of their re-
past, the passengers were astonished by hearing the instru-
ment begin to play " on its own hook." The driver had 
filled it with music, which had frozen in! Waltz after 
waltz, and tune after tune came brattling and twanging from 
its brazen throat, until the congealed melody melted away. 
Munchausen was of course very much surprised; and so, 
no doubt, are many readers now-a-days when called. upon 
to believe some big snow story, which can no more be swal-
lowed than an avalanche.—Phila. Gazette.

Their wants call fora liberal relief from the overflowing abun-
dance of the wealthy, with whom the expenses ofgoing to market, 
be they more or less, are of very little importance. 

The Merchants' Exchange Company have taken the lot of Mr.
