Rockwall
requires
permits for
alarms

The Rockwall City Council
Monday approved two motions
Monday involving fire and bur-
glar alarm systems within the
city. The council voted to adopt
an amendment to the City Code
of Ordinances establishing alarm
permit requirements for business-
es and residences.

Starting Jan. 1, 2009, home
and business owners in the City of
Rockwall will need to apply for a
permit for fire and burglar alarms.
The ordinance will include exist-
ing alarm systems in place prior
to Jan. 1, and new systems to be
installed after that date.

The permit fees are $30 per
system for a residence and $50
per system for a business. Julie
Couch, Rockwall City Manager,
said most businesses, and possi-
bly a few homes, have both fire
and burglar alarms. Each separate
system will require a permit and
payment of the fee.

The Council also awarded a
contract to PMAM Corporation
for fire and police alarm track-
ing and billing. Couch said the
company will monitor alarm calls
and be in touch with alarm hold-
ers to help reduce the incidence of
false alarms. The City currently
has penalties in place for exces-
sive false alarms. It is hoped the
monitoring will bring these num-
bers down and ease the burden on
fire and police personnel from re-
sponding to unnecessary calls.

Couch said the city will be
sending information on the new re-
quirements in the coming weeks.

nominated for People To People because of his leadership qualities.
Smith said David exhibits good leadership in many ways, including in
the classroom. *David is the kind of kid that I can call on to help in the
classroom. If anyone is having trouble, I can ask him to help and he
will.”

David was able to earn high school credit by attending the program.
“The students are evaluated at the end of the trip and on the assign-
ments,” said David’s mother, Beth. They were graded on their partici-
pation and on assignments given during the trip. The students also had
homework to complete before leaving for Washington.

“We were given study guides and had assignments over the sum-
mer o prepare for the trip,” said David. “One question was about the
Changing of the Guard at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier, and why
the soldiers take 21 steps and pause for 21 seconds. This is all based on
the 21 gun salute for fallen soldiers.” David said his group was able to
witness a Changing of the Guard ceremony.

The students studied the leaders represented by several of the monu-
ments they visited, including Lincoln and Washington, “We saw all of
the monuments and memorials and visited Gettysburg, Jamestown, and
Colonial Williamsburg,” David said.

The students also visited the Newseum, a six-story museum with
multiple galleries featuring the biggest stories reported by the press
over the last century. The young leaders were treated to a 3-D movie
based on these ‘big stories,’” and viewed a September 11 exhibit.

Another exhibit that made an impression was the World War II
Memorial. He said, “The World War II Memorial was really amaz-
ing. I didn’t realize how many lives were lost in that war. I believe the
monument had 4,000 stars on it and each star represented 100 lives lost.
It was amazing to see it.”

The itinerary for this particular Leadership Forum included a one
and a half hour session with Sean Covey, author of *“7 Habits of Highly
Effective Teens.” “He made it fun,” said David. “I started reading his
book when I found out we were going to hear him speak. He inspired
me to finish it.”

David’s mother only had good things to say about the program.
“These teachers and educators who travel with the kids, education is
their passion. Not only do you feel safe they are with your children, but
they make the learning fun. They take their time.”

Both Shafer’s explained that having a full seven days for the trip
gave the students an opportunity to learn more and take part in a mul-
titude of things that they might not otherwise have experienced. “The
trip planners really help the students get the best out of it. I think the
students got to see the best of the best,” Beth said. “They take good
care of the kids.” David said he would definitely attend the program
again if given the opportunity.

When asked what he learned the most about leadership during this
experience, David replied, “I can apply it to when I act as a leader; not
just that, but in everything I do.”” While discussing his leadership quali-
ties and experiences, the question of his running for office in the future
came up. “Possibly,” David said with a smile. He explained he ran for
treasurer of the NJHS last year. “It was fun campaigning.”

Reformation Day celebrations are growing among Christian churches
in the U.S_, but for us, it began three years ago.

It was with my family that I first examined the foundations for what
we thought was a biblically derived philosophy of celebration. This
celebration paradigm suggests that the most legitimate celebrations are
those that (1) commemorate a historical event that you're glad occurred,
(2) celebrates its present effects and (3) hopes those effects will carry
on into the future.

Birthdays, Christmas, Easter and even Independence Day all fit this
paradigm, as did the ancient Hebrew feasts of the Bible, or most other
Christian rites for that matter. Halloween, however, though widely cel-
ebrated in the U.S., stood out as not fitting this model, and therefore
begged for replacement.

My research into church history revealed that October 31, 1517 has
been a traditional date given for when Martin Luther, a German monk
and theologian, nailed his "95 Theses" to the door of his church, protest-
ing religious abuses of Rome at the time. This act has been celebrated as
symbolically launching the Protestant Reformation, though many other
reformers contributed to the growing era of religious liberty that swept
across Europe in the 16th century.

This great season of "protesting" religious tyranny resulted in many

This is the context of the Jericho reference in Hebrews. Guess who
led the way in the conquest of Jericho? It was Joshua. After the spies
retuned with the news, God commanded Moses to tell the people of
Israel, “Doubtless, you shall not come into the land, which I sware to
make you dwell therein, save Caleb the son of Jephunneh, and Joshua
the son of Nun” (Numbers 14:30).

Joshua and Caleb saw the exact same things as did the other spies.
Yet they believed God was able to back His word and encouraged Israel
to move on His word. The others believed that they would not succeed
because the giants saw them as little grasshoppers to crush under their
feet. Joshua and Caleb saw the same giant evil people as mere bread for
Israel to consume because as they said, “The Lord is with us.”

As that day approached after several years, God gave His word to
Joshua as recorded in Joshua 1:2-9, “Moses my servant is dead. Now
therefore arise, go over the Jordan and all this people, unto the land
which I do give to them...”

“There shall not any man be able to stand before you all the days of
your life. As I was with Moses, so I will be with you."”

“Have not I commanded you? Be strong and of a good courage. Be
not afraid, neither be dismayed. For the Lord your God is with you
wherever you go.”

Joshua acted on God’s word and the fortress walls of Jericho fell.
Although the stature of the people in the land did not change, God in
heaven still gave Israel the victory.

What a great example of believing and courage. Now we have a great-
er example in the son of God who was given the same name as Joshua
the son of Nun. Their name meant God is with us.

The Federalist Papers, written by James Madison, John Jay and Alexander
Hamilton, is the document most frequently referred to when trying to get a feel
for the original intent of the framers of the Constitution. One such intention
is found in Federalist 56 where Madison says, “...it seems to give the fullest
assurance, that a representative for every thirty thousand inhabitants will
render the (House of Representatives) both a safe and competent guardian of
the interests which will be confided to it.”

Excellent research, found at http://www.thirty-thousand.org/index.htm,.

shows that in 1804 each representative represented about 40,000 people.
Today, each representative represents close to 700,000. If we lived up to the
vision of our founders, given today’s population, we would have about 7,500
congressmen in the House of Representatives. It turns out that in 1929
Congress passed a bill fixing the number of representatives at435. Prior to that,
the number of congressional districts was increased every 10 years, from 1790
to 1910, except one, after a population census was taken.

We mightask what’s so sacrosanct about 435 representatives? Why not 600,
or 15000, or 7,500? Here’s part of the-answer and; by the way, I never cease
to be amazed by the insight and wisdom of our founders: James Madison, the
acknowledged father of the Constitution, argued that the smaller the House of
Representatives relative to the nation’s population, the greater is the risk of
unethical collusion. He said, “Numerous bodies ... are less subject to venality
and corruption. ** In a word, he saw competition in the political arena as the
best means for protecting our liberties. If Madison were around today to see
today's venal and corrupt Congress, he’d probably say, “See, I told you so!”

In addition to venality and corruption, restricting the number of
representatives confers significant monopoly power that goes a long way
toward explaining the stranglehold the two parties have and the high incumbent
success rates. It might also explain the power of vested interest groups to
influence congressional decisions. They only have to bribe, cajole or threaten

The Betraya

Outside of violent crime, one of the worst things a person can experience 1s
betrayal; that is, believing in someone or something and then being hurt by the
sincere belief.

Up until a few weeks ago, millions of hardworking Americans who play by
the rules thought they were doing the responsible thing by investing in U.S.
companies. Many of these folks were saving for retirement or for their child’s
educationbv buying stocks and bonds from what they thought were responsible
institutions. No one mentioned that a massive fraud was occurring in many of
those brokerage houses and banks. No one told the folks that the system was
rigged.

So, when their investments suddenly vanished in the chaos of subprime
mortgage corruption, many Americans felt the sting of betrayal and it has left
them bitter. After all, they did the right thing and got punished because the
federal government, which is supposed to provide strict oversight, allowed
corruption and greed to go unchecked.

That is the backdrop of the presidential vote this year. On September 21,
John'McCain was tied with Barack Obama in many national polls and running

ahead of Obama in most battleground states. Three weeks later, McCain was,

well behind.

It’s not that Obama is picking up steam. According to the Gallup Daily
tracking polls, Obama’s numbers have stayed about the same since mid-
September. But McCain’s polling has fallen apart. He’s getting pounded
primarily because he’s a Republican and the party holding the White House
when the economy implodes always gets hammered. Just ask Jimmy Carter

arelatively small number of representatives. Imagine the challenge to alobbyist,
if there were 7,500 representatives, trying to get a majority of 3,813 to vote for
this or that special privilege versus having to getonly a 218 majority in today’s
Congress.

Another problem of a small number of congressmen, with large districts, has
todo with representing their constituents. How in the world is one congressman
to represent the diverse interests and values of 700,000 people? The practical
answer is they don’t and attempt to be all things to all people. Thus, a
congressman who takes a principled stand against the federal government
exceeding its constitutional authority — whetheritbe governmentinvolvement
in education, business welfare and bailouts and $2 trillion dollars worth of other
handouts — is not likely to win office.

Appealing for the votes in a district of 700,000 is a more difficult challenge
than appealing for the votes in adistrict 0f 40,000 or 60,000 people. Larger sums
must be raised requiring acongressman to be wealthy or raise money from vested
interest groups. Who is going to give a congressman money and not expect
something special in return?

One should not be optimistic about increasing the size of Congress to make
it more representative of the American people. There are powerful forces that
benefit from the status quo. Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac lobbyists get
Congress to look the other way. Hundreds of other lobbyists get Congress to
rig the market, or confer special privileges, to benefit one class of Americans
at the expense of another class. I guarantee you that the vested interest groups,
who now have astrong grip on Washington, at the detriment of the nation’s well-
being, wouldn't as easily get their way if they had to scrounge for 3,813 votes
as opposed to 218.

Lenders and lead generation companies have ramped up their trolling by email, snail mail
and phone. Dragging baits that all sound too good to be true, these marketers lure in many
unsuspecting homeowners. Even worse, if you've taken the rancid bait just once you may find
countless solicitors all trying to reel you in. Here are some of the popular common trolling
techniques and how to identify them so you do not find yourself caught in their net.

» Mail that is made to look like it's from your mortgage lender, but it not. For example, if the
return address says "re: Elite Lending® it is not from Elite Lending, but is designed to make
you think so. They get the name of your mortgage company from public records.

* "You have been selected for an exclusive interest rate reduction program.”

* TRANSLATION: You are next on our list of people to harass into refinancing

* And correspondence that refers to renegotiating or restructuring is a disguise for a
refinance solicitation,

* | % Mortgages of "Cut Your House Payments in Half’ - A misrepresentation of an Option
Arm. o YOU CANNOT BORROW MONEY AT A RATE OF 1%

» Any advertisement that currently discloses an Annual Percentage Rate (APR) less than
5.5% is a blatant falsehood.

» Here's my personal favorite - "This property qualifies for the Economic Advantage
Effective Interest Rate Reduction Program.”

Of course, I respond to these advertisements and solicitations just to hear the sales pitch. In
most cases the person that answers the phone knows nothing about mortgages and is working
off a script to pry personal information from me and tumn it into a mortgage application. These
companies have one goal - get you to apply!

If you provide a social security number you will learn what shooting fish in a barrel is like
... when you're the fish! There are companies that are immediately notified as soon as anyone
does a mortgage credit report and you will be bombarded by phone calls and mail. Once the
blood is in the water the "loan sharks® come out. It's called purchasing "trigger leads® and it's
perfectly legal. You must opt-out if you do not want the credit repositories to be able to sell
your credit report info.

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Bulldogs fall to Heath 42-28 as high-power
offense goes silent for final 20 minutes

It had all the makings of great story line: up-and-coming underdog
team, led by a scrambling, gun-slinging quarterback, upends undefeated
team on homecoming night in a glorious new stadium.

And with Royse City seemingly in control with an eight-point lead
over Rockwall-Heath in the third quarter of their District 10-4A game
Oct. 17 at Royse City ISD Stadium, a Hollywood ending seemed to be
unfolding.

Unfortunately for the Bulldogs, the Hawks' script had an alternative
ending, as they not only held Richard Morrison and Royse City’s nor-
mally potent offense scoreless for the final 20 minutes, they showed their
offense is more than just the Kendial Lawrence Show, rallying behind
Everett Gilbert’s two fourth-quarter touchdown dashes for a 42-28 win.

“It was a tough loss, real tough,” said Royse City coach Greg Strahm.
"The kids took it real hard because they really played well. We just let it
get away from us a little bit there at the end. Heath is a very good team.”
Royse City, which fell to 5-2 overall and to 3-1 in the district, took a
28-20 lead four minutes into the second half, when Morrison led the
Bulldogs on a 74 yard, six-play drive. The senior signal caller was 4-for-
4 passing for 65 yards during the drive, with the score coming on a five-
yard strike to JT Thompson in the right front corner of the end zone.

Heath, now 7-0 for the year and 4-0 in the district, came right back,
traveling 73 yards in 13 plays, with Lawrence pounding his way in for
the score — his fourth of the game — on his second try from the one-yard
line to cut the lead to 28-26 at the 3:16 mark of third period.

The 5-10, 180-pound senior then tied the game by taking a direct snap
and converting the two-point conversion.

Following a stalled drive by the Bulldogs, Heath faced a fourth-and-
three from their own 48 and appeared to opt to punt the ball away. The

Hawks faked the kick, however, with Heath's punter — quarterback Drew
Hollingshead — lofting a soft pass to tight end Abston Cole for seven
yards and a first down at the RC 45.

Five plays later, Gilbert, wearing number 20 instead of his usual num-
ber 14 after his normal jersey was ripped apart in the first half, raced 21
yards to give Heath the lead for good, as it turned out, 35-28, with 9:37
left in the game.

“The fake punt was a great call, it wasn't something they had shown
before,” Strahm said. “If it hadn’t worked out it might have changed the
momentum back to us. In a close game between two good teams, it usu-
ally comes down to a couple of plays.”

On Royse City’s next possession, Morrison was hit from behind by the
Hawks' David Tanner while desperately looking for a receiver on third-
and-13, fumbling the ball away to Heath with 8:28 to go.

Taking over at the Bulldogs 49, the Hawks kept the ball exclusively
on the ground in an effort to burn up some of the clock. On their sev-
enth consecutive run, the speedy Gilbert squirted around right end for 23
yards for a back-breaking touchdown with just 5:00 remaining.
