Milwaukee, Wis., Oct. 14.— 
Theodore Roosevelt who eleven 
years ago was elevated to the 
presidency of the United States 
by an assassin’s bullet which 
struck down President McKinley 
was almost removed from the 
world’s active history last night 
in front of the Gilpatrick Hotel 
by an assassin’s bullet.

He was shot full in the breast 
by John Schrenk, a laundryinan 
from New York, who is said to 
be a Socialist.
