To The Voters Of Wilbarger County:
.On August 19th., the q uestion 

of Ixw*al Option, or as it may be 
under the new laws, “ Prohibit 
lion”  will be voted on and you 
will be called on to decide oue 
of the most important questions 
that has ever been before you 
affecting .your personal rights, 
new prohibition Laws are being 
passed at, most every meeting of 
of our Legislature; till today we 
have before us the Allison I hi I 
prohioiting the shipment of 
Spiritous and n alt Liquors into 
Local Option territory, this will 
be a law that will require you to 
go to the nearest point, at 
which Liqudr is sold and return 
with it yourself for your own 
and family use, this would be an 
unfortunate condition as most 
every family in Wilbarger ( ’oun 
ty at some time during a year 
must have either Alcohol or 
spiritous liquors for sickness 
and to alleviate suffering. The 
self styed temperance advocate 
would talo even the opportunity 
from you of getting Alcohol or 
spiritious liquors even in these 
extremes cases of sickness, ac­
cidents or suffering, and I ap­
peal to the intelligence of the 
Veters “ not your Prejudices,”  
of Wilbarger County, and hope 
you will give this question and 
the situation thereof most care­
ful consideration before you 
cast your ballot on the 19th. of 
August, under even the present 
lavs now in effect the construe 
lion put on them by the Attorney 
Genera! is that you cannot even 
get spirituous liquors at. any 
point in Texas unless you go 
after it yourself and then you 
are not alio .ved to even give any 
one else a drink even though 
yous life depended on it, with 
• •ue exception, your immediate 
family, the Pros say this not so 
and quote their Lawyers to prove 
it, let that be as it may, 1 bi low 
give you an article from Austin 
Texas, to the St. Louis papers 
and It was so published in St 
Ijouis under the beading “ It 
grows longer each day bet ween 
<1 rinks”

One of the n-'v laws makes it 
illegal for any person firm or 
corporation to deliver to any 
other person any intoxicating 
liquor for shipment into Local 
Option territory. It, is also un­
lawful to transport or carry 
liquors into districts where its 
sa le  is prohibited and anotln >• 

restriction makes it unlawful for 
for anyone to recive such liquor.

In other words, the only way 
a person ran got an intoxicant 
in a local option district is to 
carry it on his person. He is 
barred under the law from offer­
ing drink to another or | ermit- 
ling any one else to take a drink 
with him. The fact that the law 
provides a penalty of one year or 
not, more than three years in the 
penitentiary for any one who 
shall be deemed guilty of its 
violation makes its observance 
assured. So from this you are

not even allowed to give any one 
else a drink even though their 
life depended on it. A farmer 
is more isolated than the resi 
dent ot our Cities or towns and 
it is on the Farmer tnat these 
new restriction Laws bears the 
hardest. A child or some mem 
ber of your family may be bitten 
by a snake, tarantula or centi­
pede, and in such cases there is 
no remedy that will take the 
place of Alcohol, it will save life 
when nothing else will. This 
was the condition Mrs. Gold­
man round herself in a short 
time since, they live south of 
Vernon, she w h s  stung by a 
centipede on the thigh, her hus­
band had some whiskey left in a 
bottle, she took a good drink and 
sent her little child to the field 
after her husband, he came and 
gave more whiskey, they sent 
for the Doctor and he precribed 
more whiskey. 1 would also cite 
you to the recent case of one of 
our time honored citizens who is 
a paralytic, Mr Hruce Wilker- 
son our former Kx-County Com­
missioner he is bedfast, the Doc­
tor prescribed whiskey and to 
get it a trip had to be made to 
Wichita Falls and there are sev- 
al cases this month where par­
ties from the country had to 
take the train for Wichita Falls 
to get Alcohol and whiskey re 
quiring in each case a trip of 
many hours and much larger ex 
penditu res of money than if se­
cured at Vernon, which is ac- 
cessable in a few hours from any 
point in our County Now the 
new laws do not make exceptions 
in such extreme cases, but 
would put anyone in the IVni 
tentiary that would give men 
whip key to s#ve their lives

There is no substitute fur al­
cohol, in the manufacturing of 
medicines and the filling of pre­
scriptions, and when one comes 
out of a. hard spell of f •ver and 
their vitality is very low, by 
bathing the patient in Alcohol 
frequently saves their life and 
restores vitality, one of our 
Vernon Doctors thinks he is 
still allowed the permiscous use 
oT Alcohol, if tiiis law is enforced 
against him he will find out a 
few things lie is n<*t up on now.

The new laws are not specific- 
enough and does not make ex­
ception of Druggists and Doc­
tors, and below I give part of an 
article published in the Dallas 
News of July 12th., by a promi­
nent Druggist of that City under 
the la aditig:
“ ALCOHOL situation discussed

lie goes on to state:
“ Alcohol has been used in the 

properation and preservation °f 
medi-iues and without its use 
and present knowledge no sol 
vent can be substituted, he fur 
flier states:

“ No druggist can afford to pay 
the tax for using Alcohol. It 
would mean confiscation of their 
business.-» or go into the Liquor 
business, which no right minded

person desires them to do.
“ Notonly should every drug­

gist take a personal interest in 
this matter, the Governor and 
the Legislature, but the people 
are as deeply concerned. Re­
lief should be given at once. It 
rnay be that a construction of 
the present Law- may be had 
which will accomplish this; but 
not being versed in law, I am 
not in position to give an opinion.

1 do hope every reader will 
reconize the importance of this 
matter and have this unfort­
unate situation relieved at the 
earliest possible moment. No 
state or county lias a comparable 
conditions relating to drugs 
and mediicines confronting them.
