Golden Text, “ The sabbath was 
made for man, and not man for 
the sabbath,” is one of the most 
memorable declarations of inde­
pendence ever uttered.

The old New England Sab­
bath was marred by excessive re­
strictions. In New London, Conn., 
in the latter part of the 17th cen­
tury, a fisherman was fined for 
catching eels on Sunday. In 1670 
two lovers were brought to trial 
for “ sitting together on the Lord’s 
Day under an apple tree in Good­
man Chapman’s Orchard.' Un­
necessary walking and travelling 
on the Lard’s Day was strictly 
forbidden, and it was definitely 
stated that no one should “ ride 
violently to and from meeting.”
What would our forefathers say 
if they saw our speeding motor 
cars? Sunday visiting, now so 
common, was severely punished.
Attendance at public worship was 
compulsory. Captain Dennison, 
one o f New Haven’s finest citi­
zens, a popular and respected per­
son, was fined 15 shillings for ab­
sence from church.

Ministers were careful to ob­
serve all the rules rigidly. The day 
began, be it remembered, on Sat­
urday evening. From sunset on 
Saturday until Sunday evening 
clergymen would not shave, would 
not have their rooms swept, nor 
the beds made, nor food prepared, 
nor cooked dishes and tableware 
washed.

The Forgotten Man 
Is Past Forty

AUSTIN.—The “ forgotten man” 
of 1938 is the man past 40 who 
finds himself unemployed, S. B. 
Parsons, chairman of the Veterans 
Employment committee o f The 
American Legion, Department of 
Texas, said this week in announc­
ing plans for a state-wide cam­
paign to take the man past 40 
out of the ranks of the unemploy­
ed.

“ The man past 40 and who is 
unemployed,”  Parsons said, “ pre­
sents a serious economic problem 
which must be tackled and solved. 
The man who has reached his 40th 
brithday is still in the prime ot 
life. There are years and years 
o f gainful labor ahead of him. In 
many instances he is the head of 
a family, owns his own home and 
is a real asset .0 the community in 
which he lives. To discriminate 
against this man is not fair.”

Paisons has enlisted the aid ol 
every American Legion post in 
Texas in his campaign to find jobs 
for the unemployed veterans past 
40. Committees from these posts 
are registering all unemployed 
veterans and every business house 
and industrial firm is being can­
vassed for jobs.

In many instances these com­
mittees have encountered opposi­
tion to employment o f  men past 
40. Many manufacturing plants 
have a maximum age for employ­
ment and that age, according to 
Parsons, is either 35 or 40. In 
such cases the committees attempt 
t0 shll the employer on the worth 
and ability o f the man past 40.

The drive in behalf o f the “ for­
gotten mail of 1938”  was touched 
off last December when President 
Roosevelt called upon the Ameri­
can Legion to help him find jobs 
for the man past 40. And as the 
average age o f the World War 
Veteran is now 45, the American 
Legion lost no time in responding 
to the President’s plea for help.

Within a few days Daniel 
Doherty o f Boston, National com­
mander o f the American Legion, 
will visit several Texas cities and 
discuss the problem of the unem­
ployed veteran past 40.

Citizens o f Texas can help this 
campaign by co-operating with 
the American Legion in finding 
jobs for the man past 40.

“ If you know of a job, call the 
American Legion commander in 
your own community and tell him 
about it,”  Parsons said, in explain­
ing that the average World War 
veteran does not want sympathy 
or charity but an opportunity to 
make his own living at honest la­
bor.

In the address he delivered be­
fore the Beaumont Chamber ol 
Commerce, Governor Leche of 
Louisiana saidj “ All industry 
wants is what it pays for.” There 
are perhaps a good many people in 
this counltry |who will disagree 

with the governor’s statement. Yet 
his experience in attracting new 
industries to Louisiana by a policy 
intended to create confidence 
among business men and to pro­
vide them with seme inducement 
to invest capital in Louisiana, 
qualifies him to speak with some 
degree of authority on what busi­
ness expects.

Governor Leche is no doubt 
right in concluding that the 10- 
year property tax exemption 
Louisiana grants to new industries 
“ is probably our least attraction.” 
After all, 10 years is not a long 
time in this history of an industry 
which plans on many years of 
continuous operation —  provided 
that it receives a square deal from 
the politicians and the public.

As Governor Leche says, good 
faith means more to business and 
industry than a relatively short 
period of tax exemption. It means 
the assurance that industry will be 
permitted to develop normally and 
not be subjected to confiscatory 
taxation in the future or to gov­
ernment regulations which will 
prevent profitable operation.

Capital will rot be put to work 
unless the owners of the capital 
feel that they can make at least 
a reasonable return, and capital 
will not* be released for productive 
enterprise as long as the fear ex­
ists that 3uch enterprise will be 
hamstrung by government regula­
tion.— Beaumont Enterprise.

Your church and my church can 
obtain their sustenance only in con­
tributions from whatever surplus 
the donor may have on hand after 
taxes have been paid. Under the 
present system of taxation, or 
rather the lack of a tax system, the 
taxpayer can seldom accumulate a 
surplus, and as a result religious 
activities are retarded. Many of 
those who once supported the 
church in an adequate and substan­
tial way have been forced to cur­
tail religious contributions. They 
are now compelled to tithe to the 
politicians instead of to the Lord’s 
work.

In many states preachers are be-, 
coming tax-minded. They frankly 
discuss tax problems with legisla­
tors. Largely because of this influ­
ence a recent session of the Texas' 
legislature adjourned without levy­
ing any more taxes although it 
was called to raise fifteen million 
dollars.

The very sources from which the 
churches must derive their revenue 
are being taxed out of existence by 
National, State and local agencies. 
Any man or woman who ever 
served on a church finanoe com­
mittee knows full well that * bur­
densome taxes’* ia too often heard 
as a reason for failure to adequately 
meet these obligations. A church 
cannot balance Its budget by “soak­
ing the rich.” The politicians have 
preempted that field to a point 
where they are now “soaking the 
churches.” C

The National Congress and many 
of the State Leglalatures have 
found it Impossible to evolve a pro­
gram of taxation adequate to pro­
duce revenue to equal present ex­
penditures and at fha same time 
permit business, large and small, to 
survive. There ia as escaping Hie 
economic rule that excessive taxes 
inevitably result in inadequate com­
pensation to workers. There is a 
definite and distinct relation be­
tween the tax roll and the pay roll 
of Industry.

The tLae ia not far distant when 
those who pay the taxes and those 
wh< direct the religious activities of 
America win some to tt  under­
standing and correal these deplor­
able condition,—Rev. J. Earnest 
Stack, Editor The Christian Anter- 
WHU.
