NO PRICE R.LISE
IF WAGES RAISED
THEORY EXPLODED

No theory has been more thorou-
ghly exploded than the argwmnent
that higher wages rates need not
be reflected in the selling cost of
commodoities. Since 1939, the whole-

have risen 78 per cent. That corres-
ponds almost exactly to the in-
crease in wage cost since 1939, 73
per cent. *

The theory might have had vali-
dity had it included the stipulation
that production per man hour rise
along with wage cost per unit of
production. But that has rarely
been mencioned by labor economists
with oune or two distinguished ex-
ceptions. On the bases of the latest
available figures production per
man hour is only about 12 per cent
better than in 1939, despite that
73 per cent increase in wage cost.
And production per man hour is
under the 1941 level.

There is only one real arbiter of
prosperity, and that is the amount
of goods the people can buy. It
is obvious that Joubling the num-
ber of dollars in a pry envelope
does no good if each dollar will
buy orly half as much. In the past,
we managed to hold down prices
evenn as we raised wages because
workers and management steadily
increase? output per man hour, We
are now seeing what the reversal
of that does to the wage . price
structure.

So far, pay increases for most
workers may have offset the price
increases. But if inflation ever gets
the bit thoroughly befwesn the
teeth, the purchasing power of
everyone will decline catastrophi-
cally. The solution is more output
to offset the record wages paid in
all industry.

55 Records Kept
Confidential Says
R. T. Fisher, Agent

Like tuhe daisies, the Soecial Se-
curity Administration won't ftell
This Federal agency Kkeeps its
mouth shut, and some of the 88,
000,000 Americans who hold social
security cards would be mighty un-
happy if it didn’t.

Concentrated in the Accounting
Operations Division of its Bureau
of Old-Age and Survivors Insurance
in the Candler Building in Balti-
more are more personal facts and
figures about more Americans than
in any other place in the country.

Just how old is your mother-in-
law. The Social Securityy Adminis-
tration might know, but it won't
tell. How much did your ex-wife
earn last year? The record is
there, but only she can get that
information — and she already
knows.

When the Social
ministration asks for and gets
from a worker the information
necessary to set up and  identify
his accounts, it pledges itself to
guard such information as confi-
dential and to withhold it from all
but authorized persons.

The worker whose boss thinks
he is ten years younger than he is
need have no fear that his secret
would come to light. It is guarded
from prying eyes at all times of
the day and night by guards whose
sole job is to keep the records safe.

The Social Seeurity Administra-
tion’s local office receives nume-
rous requests each week for aid in
locating missing husbands, abscond-
ing treasurers, and persons who
find it easier to move than to pay
bills, Manager Ralph T. Fisher re-
ports, and it is a dull week which
does not produce some five or six
telephone calls from people who
cash checks on the basis of social
security card identification.

“In every case,” Fisher stated,
“we must tell the caller that our
records are for social security pur-
poses only and that we are not per-
mittéd . to release any information.
Withort such protection to indi-
viduals, we would no longer get
the accurate information necessary,
ang we wounld soon be spending!
more time furnishing information
than we now put on the bookkeep-
ing the law requires.”

Inflation Caused By Reduced Production
Making A Scarcely And Inflated Dollar

The topic discussed most today is
inflation, News commentators, edi-
tors and press men, is the cause of
inflation and how it can be con-
trolled.

Inflation is a thing that has beem
created by various causes. First
there has not been enough goods
manuafactured to supply the de-
mand. Second the dollar was inflat-
ted at the same production of goods
were deflated. Second the adminis-
tration has encouraged inflation, by
supporting increases in wages to
industrial workers in all of their
demands for higher wages and cod-
dling labor unions for the past
15 years. President Truman has
continuously encouraged labor in
their demands for increased wages,
sinee ne became president, In 1946,
he issued the statement telling the
Aiverican people that industry could
grant the wage bocst without any
raise in ' prices, starting a spiral of
strikes, the worst in the history of
the country, and it is still continu-
ing. No person that had given the
subject any study would argue that
if wages were raised the selling
price on the goods would also have
to be increased.

The NLRB would force industry
to grant increases in wages and in
another bureau the OPA wou'd at-
tempt to force the same industry
to sell goods below cost, The conse-
quences were that the two bureau’s
brought on a condition wiere the
people are unable to get the neces-
sities of life and the conditions so
intolerable that Congress disband-
ed the OPA and prices went up
as a natural consequence hur goods
that had been horded up camme out
again and the people cculd supply,
most of their needs but the New
Dealers still have the same idea,
make stuff scarce, high, and hard
to get, that is their idena of pros-
perity.

As hay been pointed out by many
American economists and writers

tration c!mtinuauy nagﬂnf: hus
pess and industry rablerousing for
political purposes until they had
gotten millions of people thinking
the government owes them a living
and refuse to work. Such men as
Henry Wallace and many other so-
cialists who are hiding behind a
democratie flag shouting for .demo-
cracy, who are just as guiltv as
Mr. Wallace.

The strength of commercial mix-
ed fertilizers is expressed, in ac-
cordance with Texgs law, by three
figures — such ag 4-12-4 — on the
tag which is foung on all fertiliz-
er containers.

for available phogphoric acid and
the third for water soluble potash.
