'ca lf was last reported at $50.00 so 
I Bobby) made a nice profit and more 
than that learned many things about 
fe ding o f baby beeves. The men in 
charge at the show stated the two 
calves sent from Callahan were the 
best 1st year calves they eve-* handled. 
It was meant by that statement that 
boys feeding for the first year do not 
usually get their calf in very good 
condition. Both calves weighed at 
about the 3ame, which showed what 
can be done.

The county agent thinks that these 
two boys ha"e now broken the ice and 
have shown other boys that a profit 
can be made feeding so next year 
should see 20 or more on feed and a

STATISTICS WORTH READING

The National and Industrial Con 
ference Board at Washington has 
just released a report which show* 
that the heavy spending by the gov- 
arnmant of public funds has had very 
meager results in the way of re'em ­
ployment or increasing the industrial 
production. This report shows that 
th? average monthly deficit of tho 
Federal Government for 1933 was 
$212,1)00,000 and for 1034 it had in­
creased to $339,000,000 or an in 
creaso o f 60 per cent from 1933. A f­
ter relief expenditures there remains 
$21t?,,OOG',fiOO per mnn'h tlrat >veht 
for the p.omotion of recovery and 
this report discloses tlrat industrial 
production has only increased 4 per 
cent while industrial employment had 
increased 5 per cent, but while indus 
trial employment increased 5 per 
cent th? emergency relief cases in­
creased by 21 per cent, federal defi 
cit increased by 60 per cent and 
emrgency relief cost increased by 87 
per cent. By analyzing thrse figures 
vve find there was $215,000,000 spent 
for recovery each month making a 
total for 12 months of $2,500,000,000 
expended on necovery in 1934, whil? 
employment only ineneased 5 per 
cent, but th? striking feature of th? 
above comparison is while the emer­
gency relief cases only increas e! by 
21 per cent, the emergency relief 
coat increased 87 p-r cent. or in -.thor 
words th? cost o f administering relief 
increased 4 times as much as the 
emergency loan inerreased.

The $4,880,000,000 appropriation 
which some are asking congre3 3  to 
pass to aid recovery at this time, al 
lowing $880,000,000 for relief, will 
leave a balance o f $4,000,000,000 for 
recovery. If the $2,580,000,000 does­
n’t go any further than the $4,000, 
000,000 in 1934 which only increased 
employment 5 per cent, then it is 
just a question of calculation on the 
same basis as to what we will have 
in 1935 as there will only be $1,- 
420,006,000 more than last year; and 
on the same basis employment would 
bel increased 7.8 per c nt in 1935.1

If this, suppo 
sition is correct, then Peter, although 
his name is attached to the letter, did 
not really write it, for he perished, 
according t0 tradition, in the earlier 
massacre under Nero.

The letter has three main divisions. 
In the first section, chap. 1:1 to 2:10, 
the writer speaks o f the blessed hope ] 
made, available through Christ, and 
urges his readers to live worthily of 
it. In the second part, chap. 2:11 to 
4:6, which includes our eloquent les 
son text, he gives directions for con 
duct, and recommends patience under 
suffering. Th-> Golden Text, a clear 
call for unhesitating testimony, is en* 
shrined in this passage. The last di • 
vision, chap, 4:7 to 6:14, is a plea for 
personal faith in Christ, coupled with 
patience under persecution.

Thb key word o f this, lovely letter 
is “ hope.”  At the very start the Chris 
tian faith is called a ‘ living hope’” 
(chap. 1:3), and this thought is often 
repeated. The present is evilA but the 
future is glorious. Peace and happi­
ness will come to the loyal followers 
of Christ, whose sore trial io to he 
short lived.

W e give extra care to our 
workmanship. If our bread is not as good or better than 
others we know we can not sell it.

W e are not just an ordinary bakery. We are small 
but that does not signify we do not know our business. It is 
acknowledged that our doughnuts are superior to any that 
were ever made in or near here. Our bread is carefully 
handled and made in the following rarities:

W hy not help him receive an income from his 
property ?

It is likely more than 90%  of this was spent in Cal-

E lahan County by those whom received it. Out of the 
above amount one of the Sons drew $21.94 and the 
other Son $353.44. No salary for Dad, if you please.

GROCERIES $606.48
More than $575.00 of this was spent with Callahan 
County Merchants and does not include any mer­
chandise bought f. om them for use in the bakery.

GEN ERAL

We have a b; kery in what you might call a one-bakery- 
town, that is, a community with only sufficient population to 
support one bakery. -

We are confronted with the following kind of bread 
competition: One of the Grocery Stores in Baird ships all their 
bread from Dallas. In addition to this a bakery from Abilene 
and one from Cisco truck bread into Baird and other parts of 
Callahan County every day. Is it any wonder we urge you to 
look for our bread and give us your support?

We often |hear it said there is not much out-of-town 
bread sold here anymore. Let us give you an example of how 
it affects us. Take the store that ships their bread from Dal­
las. Suppose they ship in 25 loaves per day. They have been 
doing so for three years. Suppose we earn 2 cents per loaf on 
our sales. It is easily figured they have tost us $540.00. They 

would take all (tha bread business if they could and we would 
nave to leave town. W e therefore hope you pass them up and go 
where you find our bread.

Now suppose the other two bakeries coming here sell 
25 loaves each per day to all the other merchants and you in 
turn come along and buy it from them. This is another $1.00 

per day difference to us, or $360.00 per year. Such items as 
these would enable us or any other small town bakery to add 
more modern machinery from time to time and thus be in 
position to serve you more efficiently.

TO CITIZENSHIP

This outline and appeal is not directed to Baird and its 
citizens alone, but ,it is time for everyone in the County to 
think about -his matter, not only with reference to the bakery 
but toward all home owned and operated business. Of course 
we are particularly anxious to have you bear us in mind when 
y^u think of bread.

The bakery at Clyde recently closed. Only two bakeries 
now remain in the County. If Callahan County wants them to
