The vote of the fanners of Callahan 
county and all other wheat counties 
of the United States in the national 
wheat-'referendum will be finish 2d by 
Saturday, May 25, county agricultur­
al agent Koss B. Jenkins said.

The wheat referendum, to obtain 
sent ini. nt of wheat farmers toward a 
1936 Adjustment piogram, will in­
volve signers of 575,000 wheat con- 
racts in 37 states. A separate vote of 
non signers will be taken.

“ Two short crops an the adjust­
ment program have reduced the sar 
plus of wheat in the United States so 
that by July J, 1935, the carry-over 
is expected to be down to normal,”  
according.; to A. E. Young, chairman 
of the Callahan County Wheat Pro 
ducticn Central Association.

lie went on to say that wheat 
prices in the United State* have been 
maintained above world levels, and 
American wheat farmers have en­
joyed higher pi ices than farmers in 
the other major exporting countries.

Statistics gathered by the Agricul 
tural Adjustment Administration 
shew that wheat consumpion in the 
United States ia relatively stable and 
the rot ntial wheat acreage in this 
country is still capable of producing 
a bu ri nsotPe surplus.

It offers lecreation facilities, 
furnishes water to the city of Brown 
wood, to take care o f domestic needs 
and, gives room for great industrial 
development. The dam furnishes con­
trol for the entire Pecan Bayou Val­
ley. The fourth purpose will be real­
ized later when irrigation features 
of the project are cariied out to al­
low' for the irrigation o f from 10,000 
to 20,000 acres o f fertile valley land.

American crop was 16,629,000 bales 
and consump1 n of American was 12,-
506.000 bales with foreign consump­
tion falling to 10,390,000 bales. In 
1933 American production was 12,710,- 
000 bales with consumption of 14,405,- 
000 bales with foreign consumption
10.580.000 bales. This is the b s t  year 
before the curtailment of production. 
These figures prove that we are cor­
rect. We do not have exact figures 
for 1934 but it was about 25,200,000 
bales only two years on record that 
the world used more, cotton than last 
year. In 1029 consumption of Ameri­
can cotton was 25,782,000 bales and in 
1930, 24,782,000 bales. The estimate 
for world consumption is 25,250,000

This is a loss in sales o f 
an average of about 3,000,000 bales 
which would be the value of $165,- 
000,000i at tbe world pi ice for cotton 
or in other words would equal em­
ployment for 165,000 farm families 
at $1,000 per year. While the average 
farm income is about $525.00 
per year and on this bases it would 
furnish employment for more than 
300,000 farmers this lass in business. 
While the AAA tells us they are do­
ing wonderful things for the country, 
and are not injuring anyone.

Operators o f marble machines in 
Cisco Saturday were notified by Chief 
of Police Purdue to«have them out ot 
operation by 9 o’clock Monday moi n- 
ing. Macitines which pay o ff either in 
cash, or “ by the house” in some form 
of merchandiss or service were des­
ignated as gambling devices operat­
ed in violation o f the law and ordered 
removed.

“ Machines which ars operated for 
amusement only- and which do not 
have a pay o ff  are, of course,
exempt,” said the chief. “ But until 
the legislature legalizes marble
machines we shall be forced to re­
move all which do not comply with 
the law.”

The chief said the dspartment con­
templates no' difficulty in the enforce­
ment of the order. Operators who 
were notified Saturday were “ nice a- 
bout it,” he said,, and seemed willing 
to remove then1 machines and await 
the action of the legislature, if any.

“ We know that some o f those who 
have been operating these machines 
re going to be hurt financially,”  he 

said, “ but where the law is being vio­
lated in their operation, we are sorry 
because wt have no other course of 
action. We hope that the department 
will have the cooperation, of the busi­
ness men who have these machines 
'n seeing that the law is beyed.”

Other towns are taking similar ac­
tion, he explained. He also said that 
some complaints had been received by 
the police on the subject.

F’lom an almost negligible number, 
the marble machine fad had develop­
ed into a lucrative business in Cisco, 
as in other communities. It was esti­
