“Cruel treatment may be made the 
ground of a suit for divorce.

“The form of, government, being so 
nearly similiar to that of the United 
States, will require but little notice.

“ As in the States, the executive 
consists 'if a president and vice- pres 
ident, elected by the people, and ot 
the heads or secretaries of the var­
ious departments, civil and military, 
appointed by the president. The sal­
ary of the president is $10,000 per 
annum. The term of office is three 
years, and the same individual cannot 
serve two consecutive terms.

“The legislature is composed of two 
houses—that of representatives elect­
ed by the people of the different 
counties yearly; that of the Senate, 
(which has also 3ome legislative pow­
er,) elected for three years, one-third 

I cf the members retiring, and a fresh 
I election for their number taking place 
i'at the end of each year. The members 
! of Congress receive a salary of 8 dol­
lars per diem during their session.

“The judiciary consists of, first, 
a Supreme Court, which is a court of 
appeal, presided over by the chief 
justice of the Republic and the judges 
ol the distrirts into which the Repub­
lic is divided for judicial purposes, 
and which in 1840 were seven in num­
ber. These judges are appointed by 
Congress, and hold their office for 
four years. The chief justice's salary 
is $5,000. The district judge’s, 3,000 
The Supreme Court sits once a year. 
It takes cognizance of both civil and 
criminal cases. ,

A Poobate Court, which the cMef 
.n by these judges twice a year in 
each county within their respective 
districts. In its action and general 
character this court is similiar to our 
English courts of assize, but it. ap­
pears to possess a more extended 
power of trying cases afccording to 
the principles of equity.

A county court composed of a 
chief justice of the county, appointed 
by Congress, and two associate just­
ices, elected by the justices of peace 
of the said county out of their own 
body. This court is holden quarterly, 
and may be considered os analogous 
to our quarterly sessions.

A Probate Court, which ehe* chief 
justice of each county holds every 
month, and which is similiar to the 
probate courts of the United States.

“ 5thly. A Justices’ Court, also 
holden monthly by the justices of 
the peace in their respective county 
districts. These magistrates are 
elected by the people. They have jur­
isdiction in actions for the recovery 
of money where the amount does not 
exceed 100 dollars.

“ The officers or sheriff, recorder, 
coroner, mayor, alderman councilman, 
clerk of- the peace, constable, etc., 
end the rights of municipal corpora­
tions in general, are very similar to 
our own corresponding officers and 
institutions.

“ The larroy, which consisted of 
seieral small regimentr, has been 
almost entirely disbanded. The pres­
ent military force o f the country is 
chiaily composed of volunteer com 
panies and militia

"The navy, under, Commodo 
Moore, consists of a ne cloop of w^r, 
two brigs, a large armed steamer, 
and two or three beautiful schooners.

“The revenue is obtained chiefly by 
means of impcM duties ar d direct 
toxatio: . It amounted in 1837 to 
$208,021, in 1838 to $367,013, in 1333

This I de­
sire to fce regarded as a voluntary' 
concesssion; for I conceive Texas no 
more bound to assume a portion of 
the public debt of Mexico than the 
thirteen American colonies, after 
they had achieved their independ­
ence, were bound to assume a share 
of the national debt of Great Brit­
ain. Your lordship, however, in our 
conferences, Has never pressed this 
as a matter of right, although I have 
nob failed to recognize the zealous at­
tention and regard you have paid to 
the interest o f a class of her ma­
jesty’s subjects, who have long suf­
fered under the bad faith of Mexico, 
and whom, for a just equivalent to 
the citizens of Texas, I shall be 
gratified if they shall be instrumen­
tal in indemnifying’.’.’
