What Putnam needs is a general 
merchandise establishment that has 
sufficient finances to carry a full 
line of goods of every kind that the 
people need. And there is no re­
ason why we should not be able to 
interest people with money in a 
business of this kind in Putnam. We 
have one fourth of the county 
valuations which is more than any 
commissioners precinct in the coun­
ty, with the exception of Baird. We 
have a good size income from the 
oil business with a good payroll, we 
have a big income from the live- 
otock interest, we have a good farm 
income, from farm industry of the 
community and one of the best 
schools in the county and the only 
school in the commiissioners pre­
cinct.

Wc have a trade territory large 
enough to support a business of this 
kind as it is 22 miles to Cross Plains 
on the south, 14 miles to Baird on 
the west, 14 miles to Cisco on the 
east, 16 miles to Moran on the nor­
th.

There are many ueople who would 
do their trading in Putnam if they 
could get what they want. But we 
do not have the things people want 
outside of groceries. Naturally, if 
people have to go other places for 
dry goods and other things they 
may need they will purchase all 
other things they need while there.

We have more people in this trade 
territory now, than we had several 
year., ago, when we had three groc­
ery stores, one hardware store, two 
dry goods stores and a hank besides 
several smaller businesses. They 
all appeared 10 be doing a good 
business. But you want to know 
how do I know Caere are more peo­
ple than there were in the days 
mentioned above. The poll tax pay­
ments are larger than they vrre 
any lime prior to the oil boom 
which show that there are more neo- 
pie.

Mr. West has 
been operating in this field for a 
number of years and has possibly 
drilled more shallow wells than any 
other out person, lie lias drilled 
one or two on the Boatright a year 
or so ago; but he thinks he will get 
a well this time.

The West Texas Utilities Comp­
any is buying $50,000 of U. 8.

A Proclamation
BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED 

STATES OF AMERICA

Whereas our country has been vioiously attacked 
and forced ir.to a war of vast proportions, which will 
inevitably bring grief and distress to many and self- 
sacrifice to all, and

Whereas for more than sixty years the American 
National Red Cross has played a vital role in binding 
up the wound* uf the injured, in sheltering, feeding, 
and clothing the homeless, in succoring the distressed, 
in rebuilding broken lives, and in rehabilitating the 
victims of catastrophes of nature and of war, and

Whereas in preparation for just such an emerg­
ency as we are now facing, the American National Red 
Cross has been spending funds at the rate of more than 
one million dollars a month, which is but a small frac­
tion of the amount that the organization now requires 
in order to carry out effectively its functions as an es­
sential auxiliary of our armeu forces, particularly as a 
friendly liaison in welfare problems between the man 
in service and huj family at home, and as a key agency 
in the civil—defense plans.

Now, therefore, I, Franklin D. Roosevelt, Presi­
dent of the United States of America, and President of 
the American National Red Cross, do hereby proclaim 
the beginning, as of this date, of a Red Cross War Fund 
campaign for the raising of a minimum sum of fifty 
million dollars, and I appeal to the American people 
to make this campaign an overwhelming success. Rea­
lizing the desire of every American to participate in 
the national war effort, I confidently anticipate an im­
mediate and spontaneous response to this appeal.

In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my hand 
and caused the seal of the United States of America to 
be affixed. *

Done at the city of Washington this twelfth day 
of December, in the year of our Lord, Nineteen hundred 
and forty-one, and of the Independence of the United 
States of America the one hundred and sixty-sixth.

It hus been definitely determined 
that improved stands, healthier 
plants and more production resuit 
from treating cottonseed with t thyl 
mercury choloride dust. Increused 
yields of 15 per cent ure common 
aud aften-times the yield Is increas­
ed up to 40 per cent. Seed treat­
ment in this manner is especially 
off-dive if the spring happens to be 
more than normally wet and the 
weather cool.

Ethyl mercury choloride is a 
poison and care should be taken 
not to breathe tb< dust during the 
seed-treating process.
