£310.000.000, records of the Idaho
Potato and Onion Shippers Asso

ciation, which maintains headquar-
ters here, show.

Maine is the nation’s leading tuber
producing state. Idaho is second.

The campaign on Russets is con-
ducted by the Idaho Advertising
Commission, which the Cline Ad-
vertising Service of Boise serves
as counsel, Weekly and bi-weekly
display advertisments began in
metropolitarr neivspapers in Sep-
tember and coutinue through March, |
or uniil the bulk of the crop has
been marketed. Stressing nutritive
value and keeping quality of Rus-
sets, a late maturing crop, the ad-
vertisements have been credited
with materially increasing sales
cast of the Missippi River.

Newspaper advertising is sup-
plemented with magazine advertis-
ing, dodgers, and cafe promotion,
Field representatives »f the Ad-
vertising Commission contact the
trade to demonstinte best methods
of displaying potatoes in stores.

Sturgess Dorrance, New York,

pers may voluntarily suggest an ad-
ditional one cent a barrel tax on
themselves to promote an even more
intensive advertising progiam.

Idaho growers now pay
one-half cent per hundredweight on
potatoes that are marketed to fi-
nance the advertising program.
