CAN FOOD FOR
OVERSEAS
SHIPMENT

Canning in tin cans seems the
most practical solution to the ship-
ment of home-made-goodies for
the men overseas.

That applies to fruit cake which
G. 1L.’s give top priority among deli-
cacies which families are now pre-
paring fcr shipment prior to the
deadline date of Qctober 15, accord-
ing to Mrs. Winifred J. Leverenz,
specialist in food preservation for
the A. and M. College Extension
Service. Post offices now are ac-
cepting Christmas packages for
men serving abroad in the armed
services.

Fortunately, a homemaker can
use her own favorite recipe for
fruit cake, plum pudding, or Bos-
ton Brown bread. After the in-
gredients have hbeen mixed well, the
batter can be parcked into greased
or waxed paper-line R-enamel or
plain tin cans, No. 1 ur No. 2 cans
are more satisfactory than larger
ones. One to one and one-half inch
head space should be left. Mrs.
Leverenz says the first roll on the
can should be sealed before steam-
ing the fruit cake. Then the sec-
ond roll should be processed in a
pressure cooker,

If a pressure cooker is used for
steaming, the pet cock should be
left open during the steaming time.
If a water bath js used, the hot wa-
ter level shoulq pe about two inches
below the cap, Number 1 cans
should be stegmed for 60 minutes
and No. 2 cang for 75 minutes. Af-
ter steaming geal is completed,
then cans shoyld be placed in a
pressure cooker and processed at
10 1bs. pressure for 30 minutes.
Odd as it seems, MUs. Leverenz
also recommengg canning cookies
for better shipment. Honey cook-
ies, butterscoten, or those made
with dried fryit ¢r melasses usually
keep well. Cangies may be ;:acked
ina can easily with layers of waxed
paper between each piece of the
iayers and the extra space filled
with popred corn or nuts.

Canned chicken i8 especially a
favorite with men overseas. Texans
usualiy are deljghted with barbecue
meat, chili or tgmales. Preserves
